REPORT ON DENVER ROAD

Railroad Commission Engineer Makes
Investigzation and Tells of
Deficiencies.

An Austin dispatch of date Sept.
12 says: The railroad commission
engineer on the alleged inadequate
service given by the Ft. Worth &
Denver road, especially as applied
to the passenger service of the road.
The report attributes the wrecks
and delays to the unballasted road-
bed; to the excessive raing, heavy
engianes and cars used, and unu-
sual tonnage. Lngineer Thomp-
son recommends that the Denver
provide itself with better roadbed,
with heavier rails, with new ties,
and that a slower passenger sched-
ule be arranged.

The superintendent of the road,
commenting upon the report, said
that the road had eundeavor-
ing for monihs to get waterial for
the reconstructine of the roadbed.
That they were more than 150,000
crossties short on their orders.
That they had been hunting for
several years for a suitable ballast
