The Value of Mutton.

Prof. M. Cummings, of the Ontario
Agricultural College, says: As to the
valuable part of the mutton carcass,
the highest prices are paid for the
leg, the loin and the back. The pre-
cise valuation varies in different mar-
kets and at different times of the year.
At the present time in the Chicago
market, the highest price is paid for
the hotel rack, which runs from the
third to the twelfth rib. The next
highest price is paid ror the leg, and
then the loin. In our markets, and in
the average markets of the world,
the highest prices are paid for the leg,
then the loin, and then the rib. That
serves to Indicate that, in judging
mutton sheep, a little more stress
should be laid upon the leg than upon
the same part in beef cattle. As far
as our test here is concerned, the aim
has been to put the highest premium
on the highest class mutton, and the
judgment has inclined towards the
slightly fat rather than the lean car-
cass. A good piece of mutton should
be fairly fat, perhaps rather more so
than 18 consistent with beef; at the
game time, there should be as much

natural flesh as possible.
