U.S. Protects Cultists

GEORGETOWN, Guyana (AP) -
Twenty-nine Jonestown cultists, terrified
by the jungle nightmare they fled and by
reprisals they think await them, went into
hidiug Thursday behing a U.S. protective

'l'he Guyanese government prohibited
all Jonestown survivors from leaving the
country until it completes its investiga-
tion of the mass murder-suicide.

Three U.S. military helicopters

taking poison, in suicidal allegiance to the
cult’s leader the Rev. Jim Jones.

A central question rerhained unan-
swered, however — how many sect
members fled into the jungle rather than
kill themselves, and where are they?

The U.S. Embassy said 31 residents of
the Jonestown commune have emerged
from the rain forest in northwest Guyana
since last Saturday’s mass suicide. Two
of them are being held by the Guyanese
as suspects in the bloody airfield ambush
that sme day of a group led by Rep.

End to Cold War
‘Sought by Leaders

MOSCOW (AP) - Leaders of the
seven-nation Warsaw Pact on Thursday
called for early completion of new SALT
treaty between the United States and
Soviet Union and an end to “‘all the
vestiges of the Cold War.""

~  The call came at the end of a meeting of
the alliance's political consultative
committee, the Soviet news agency Tass
reported.

Taking part in the two-day meeting
were leaders of the Soviet Union,
Bulgaria, Czechoslovakia, East Germany,
Hungary, Poland and Romania.

The joint declaration said a step of
‘‘tremendous importance'’ would be
early conclusion of the Soviet-American
talks on a new treaty to limit strategic
nuclear weapons.

Another step of comparable importan-
ce, the document said, would be
“transition. to the conclusion of new
agreements on the reduction of strategic
ofensive arms to which the other nuclear
powers should also accede."

The globe's other nuclear powers are
Britain, France and China. India also has
tested an atomic explosive device, but
has claimed it was not seeking to build a
regular arsenal of nuclear weapons. -

The Warsaw pact declaration asserted
that the Smiet Union and its allies “*have

never sought nor do they seek military
superiority.”’

“Their military efforts are aimed at
and will always be aimed exclusively at
safeguarding their defense potential,™
the statement said.

The declaration charged that **danger-
ous tendencies'' in international life had
been “‘engendered by the attempts of
imperialist circles to use the problem of
human rights for interference in the
internal affairs of socialist and other
states.”’

During recent years the Soviet Union
and other Soviet-bloc governments have
continually argued that Western concern
over dissidents, emigration and other
human rights issues amounts to such
internal interference.

“The socialist countries reject the
slander heaped on them by the ruling
classes of states whose people have to
endure all the hardships of mass
unemployment, national and social
inequality, racial discrimination, organ-
ized crime and moral degradation,” the
Warsaw Pact document said.

For instance, one suggestion is “‘to
provide emergency power from Navy
ships for certain coastal cities.'’ Under
the plan. shipboard generators would be
plugged’into a city's power supply at
dockside.

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Physicians Don’t
Favor Organ Sales

CHICAGO (AP) - The possibilities of

body-snatching and an organized crime
takeover were raised by physicians |

responding to a poll on the commercial
sale of human organs for transplant. -

Of the 244 physicians responding to the
Amcrican Medical Association survey,

75.4 percent said the sale of
transplantable human organs should not
be legalized, 19.3 percent said they would
favor commercial sales and 5.3 percent
expressed no opinion.

The results are published in the Nov.
24 issue of American Medical News, the
AMA's weekly newspaper.

Some doctors said legalization could
bring about consequences like those
fantasized in Robin Cook's novel and
subsequent film, ‘‘Coma."

*“‘Not only do these respondents view
the commercial sale of human organs as
uncthical, but they see great potential for
criminal abuse of such a system,” the
article said.

One doctor said the poor would be sold
for spare parts, others said the wealthy
would have the advantage in buying
organs, and the possibility of
self-multilation for profit was raised.

United States Agrees
To Take Refugees

KUALA LUMPUR, Malaydia (AP) -
Malaysia says the United States has
promised to take in all the Vietnamese
refugees aboard the frieghter Hai Hong
who cannot find refuge in other foreign
countries.

Reporters were told of the purported
U.S. promise today by Osman Cassim,
secrctary-general of Malaysia's Home
Affairs Ministry.

Malaysia and the United States appear
to be at odds over whether Washington
will take in refugees from the Hai Hong,
anchored off Port Klang 20 miles west of
here, or an equivalent number from the

.

40,000 Vietnamese already crammed into
refugee camps on islands off the
Malaysian coast.

Earlier this week Washington raised its
quote for Indochinese - refugees from
25,000 to 27,500 for the year ending next
May 1.

Robert Havel, deputy director of
information for the U.S. Department of
Justice, said Thursday evening in
Washington that the United States would
take refugees from camps to free places
for Hai Hong passengers.

But Cassim insisted the United States
had agreed to take all the Hai Hong
refugees who can't be placed in other
countries, possibly as many as 1,400
people. He said they will not be allowed
into the camps.

Justice Department

Brainwashings

WASHINGTON (AP) - The Justice
Department ruled out investigations into
alleged brainwashing and physical abuse
in religious cults because of fears such

\ inquiries would violate constitutional

guarantees of freedom of religion, a
department spokesman said.

Spokesman Robert Havel said
Thursday night that Rep. Leo Ryan, who
was killed while leading a fact-finding
mission to the Peoples Temple settlement
in Guyana, had asked the department to
investigate the religious group.

The California Democrat and Rep.

" Robert Ciaimo, D-Conn., in May 1977
told the department that several religious
cults controlled their members through
brainwashing and physical abuse.

The two congressmen said they had
also received allegations that some
religious organizations were illegally
converting members’ veterans benefits,
welfare payments and food stamps to
their own use.

Benjamin Civiletti, then chief of the
department’s criminal division told the
congressmen that brainwashing and
other thought-control tactics ‘‘would not
support a prosecution under the federal
kidnapping statute’' and that an
investigation could infringe the freedom-

_ of-religion guarmm in the Constitu-

tion.

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) - A man and
two women from Oklahoma City, accused

in the robbery-drugging of the wife and
stepdaughter of a Dallas oilman, have
declined to waive extradtion to Texas.

A hearing is scheduled to approve their
return to Dallas to face charges in the
Nov. 12 robbery at the home of Michael
C. Clark, whose family once lived in
Oklahoma City.

Clark returned from a hunting trip
to find his wife, Lavetta, and her
16-year-old daughter, Denise, bound with
tape and lying unconscious in the living
room of the Clark home in Highland Park.

Aggravated robbery charges were filed
in Dallas against Robert Cecil Goddard,
30; Shirley Mae Fennel, 26; and Debarah
Ann Maupin, 27.

Carter_ Can Run
Mile in 8 Minutes

WASHINGTON (AP) - Atten-
tion, joggers! President Carter
is an eight-minute-mile man.

For thos¢ unfamiliar with the
jargon of jogging - and there are
still a few, despite ambulatory
contrary ¢vidence along streets
and byways - being able to
routinely jog one mile in eight
minutes is considered a very
creditable performance.

The more so when the runner
is 54 years old, as is Carter,

The president, who adopted
this popular form of exercise
quite recently, is taking it very
seriously.

For example, he had federal
workers measure the circumfer-
ence of the oval driveway
around the South Lawn of the
White House.

It proved to be a quarter-mile
circuit, which simplifies his
self-timing. Four times around
and he's jogged a mile.

Carter, who customarily jogs
at least eight laps, finds it takes

him about- 16 minutes to
complete two miles. Or eight
minutes a mile.

The president likes to run on
the grass around the lawn but
uses the pavement after dark
lest he sprain his ankle on a
hummock of grass.

Carter's personal physician,
Rear Adm. William M. Lukash,
apparently would be happier if
the president stayed away from
the grass.

*'It's much safer to jog on the
pavement."’ said Lukash.

The doctor is a jogger
himself. He runs at midday
around the Ellipse, just south of
the White House.

Carter jogs about three times
a week at the White House, his
schedule preventing a daily
stint. On  his many weckend
visits to Camp David, Md..
however, he runs each day
along the paths and nature trails
that crisscross his mountaintop
hideaway.

CEDAR CITY, Utah (AP) -
Folks here used to get up early
to watch the brilliant pre-dawn
flashes and enormous mush-
room clouds 100 miles away,
Twenty years later, Blaine
Johnson counts 11 people dead
of cancer within 200 vards of his
house.

Two neighbors have leukemia
now, just like five of the 11 who
died in the past 10 years in this
waystation of 8,500 between
Salt Lake City and Las Vegas.
Just like Johnson's daughter,
who died of leukemia in 1965,
three years after the United
States stopped above-ground.
nuclear testing at a barreff site
upwind and across the state line
in Nevada.

The American Cancer Society
said the national annual
leukemia death rate is 6 per
100,000.

“Everyone thought it, was
the neatest thing to watch the
blast just before dawn. watch
the cloud form and then drift
by,"" said John Rogers of nearby
St. George.

“*We actually believed that
the federal government would

GOPs Improving

WASHINGTON (AP) - Re-
publicans have been telling each
other for years that they cannot
afford to be solely a presidential
party, competitive only in White
House campaigns and con-
sigmed to perpetual minorities
in Congress. That is about
where they are now, but the
are trying to change - starting qt
the bottom.

So Joseph Gaylord llnldy
has gone to work on campaign
plans for New Jersey, one of five
states holding state house
elections in 1979.

He is trying to figure out how
the national party can help New
Jersey Republicans gain the 15
seats they need to take control
of the state Assembly.

That is the next phase of an
operation that cost the GOP
about $2 million during the 1978
campaign for state legislatures.
With some races still subject to
recounts, the Repyblicans made
a net gain of 287 seats in the 45
states that elected legislators
this year.

With those victories, Republi-
cans took full control of the
legislatum in 13 states. Prior to
the recent elections, they had
held majorities of both houses in

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Dead at Guyana

Youth, 6,

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) - John
Victor Stoen, born six years ago
of highly educated parents
immersed in the People's
Temple cult, died on a crude
wooden platform next to the
man he believed to be his
father, the Rev. Jim Jones,
according to unconfirméd re-
ports out of Guyana.

More than 400 members of
the religious commune at
Jonestown fulfilled a murder-
suicide pact, some by shootings
and others by feeding poison to
young children in the camp,
then drinking the concoction
themselves.

Jones' body was found on the
platform, with a woman and
child next to it. The Stoen boy
was known to be at the jungle
enclave, and the reports
indicated he was the dead child
lying beside Jones.

John was at the center of a
heated year-long custody battle
between his parents, Timothy
and Grace Stoen, and Jones,
leader of the se.t.

Jones maintained he was the
boy's father, basing his claim to
the child on a document signed
by Stoen in 1972 asking Jones to
father a child with Mrs. Stoem.

**1 entreated my beloved
pastor, James W. Jones, to sire
a child by my wife,"’ Grace Lucy
(Gretch) Stoen, who was
previously at my insistence,
reluctantly and graciously,
consented thereto,'' said Stoen
in the document.

The paper adds, ‘‘My reason
for requesting James W. Jones
to do this is that | wanted my
child to be fathered, if not by
me, then by the most
compassionate, honest and
.courageous human being."

Stoen, a former assistan
prosecutor in Mendocino Coun-
ty, a former . deputy district
attorney in San Francisco and
now a Berkeley lawyer, says he
and his wife were attracted to
the People's Temple in the late
1960s. Stoen became one of
Jones® chief lieutenants.

John was born in 1972. First
his mother, then his father
became disenchanged with life
at the temple, according 10
Stoen's brother, Jonathan Stoen
of Golden, Colo.

Mrs. Stoen withdrew from the
group, but Jonathan Stoen said
his brother and young John
went to Guyana in 1977. Then,
when Stoen tried to leave the
commune, Jones stopped him
from taking John with him.

The Stoens filed suit late last
year to get their son back, and a
California judge granted them
custody this year, ordering
Jones to surrender the child.
Jones refused, arguing that
John threatened to commit
suicide if returned to his
mother.

In a radio-telephone conver-
sation from Jonestown last
February, Jones said. ‘1 am the
father. Why would | risk my
reputation for a child that they
(the Stones) have abandoned,
unless if was mine?"’

Jonathan Stoen said his
brother and sister-in-law were
instrumental in persuading Rep.
Leo Ryan to travel to Guyana to

investigate the camp.
