Cattle Stood the Blizzard Very Well.

No Losses R eported, Although Conditions Looked Bad

r C*for Awhile on Plains—O ther S tock News.

The recent blizzard has been 
quite hard on cattle, especially up 
on the plains. Locally we have 
heard of not losses worth mentioning 
though cattle were somewhat 
drawn. Nearly all the cowmen 
were prepared for the bad weather 
and fed heavily on roughness, 
kaffir corn and cottonseed cake.

J. S. Wynne, of White Deer, 
writes under date of 15th that 
cattle were beginning to suffer in 
thajl locality from the effects of the 
blizzard. Snow was six .inches 
deep and firmly crusted over with 
ice. Tf»e cessation of the extreme 
cold was doubtless gladly welcomed 
by the cattlemen up there. Mr 
Wynne’s letter is in line with an 
interview of S. B. Burnett to be 
found in another column of this 
week’s Banner-Stockman.
