Talks Interestingly of Conditions, 

Past and P re se n t.

BROOM CORN A SUCCESS

Capt. W. T. White, one of the 
first men to begin tickling olid 
Mother Karth with farming im­
plement* in Donley county, and tifcho 
has resided on his farm near Hed- 
ley for nearly twenty years, gives 
the Hedley Herald an interesting 
interview as follows:

“ I was born in Georgia, and at 
the ag<; of 21 enlisted in the army 
and served until the close of the 
war. Was taken prisoner once and 
after six months was exchanged. 
And after the war came to Wash­
ington County, Texas, and from 
there to llell county where I spent 
two years, and then to Kaufman. 
After spending 12 years there T, 
like many others, took the western 
fever and moved to McCollough 
county and lived there until 1891, 
when hearing a great deal about 
the Panhandle I came up prospect­
ing and decided to locate here.
I think this the best all round ag­
ricultural country I have struck.
I have never seen a crop failure 
during the 17 years I have been 
here. I first .filed on a quarter 
section for trial, and my first crop 
was a success and my cattle thrived 
well on the rich green grass. So I 
decided to stay here and get some 
more land to add to my quarter 
section. ;■■ ■. ■

“ Our post office was then at Qiles, 
six miles away, and our trading 
points Clarendon and Memphis, 
but the next year we got a post 
office which was kept by Uncle 
lsi.uc Smith at his house near Rowe 
switch. Uncle Isaac would go up 
to the switch and signal the train to 
stop, and not knowing when it was 
on time would sometimes wait for 
hours in the cold. A school was soon 
built at Rowe and a small school 
started. Settlers began coming in 
so fast soon a larger school house 
was built. People came for 20 
miles to church at this school house 
and all were sociable and liad a 
good time together.

“ When I first came here, watered 
school land was $3 per acre and 
dry grazing land $2. A great 
many turned loose their land be­
cause they were not able to hold it 
at that price, but in a few years the 
land was reclassed and reduced to 
one and two dollars.

At present, improved land ranges 
in price from $15 to $45 and un­
improved from $7 to $10“

Mr. White had ’ w}th him some 
farm products which amply veri 
fied his statements of the product­
iveness of the rich country that 
surrounds our little city. The 
products were Indian corn, kaffir 

! corn and maize, and we must say 
that we have never seen finer such 
grain from any man’s country, and 

; Mr. White says this is only a fair 
j sample of what he hail grown iu 
! this country each year for the past 
seventeen. He also presented us 

) with some of his garden vegetables 
among which were fresh Irish 

I potatoes, radishes, sweet potatoes 
and turnips. He also stated that

Some time ago the Banner- 
Stockman had an item concerning 
the yield of broom corn grown by 
G. A. Oiler, of Bray, in the eastern 
part of Donley county, embodying 
a statement by Mr. Oiler to the 
effect that after twenty years’ of 
experience iu raising this product 
in the north he finds Donley soil 
and climate better adapted to the 
plant than any he had ever seen. 
We note that last week Mr. Oiler 
shipped five tons of liis broom qorij 
to Wichita Falls where he found a 
market for it at $65 per ton

If a number of our farmers would 
go into the broom corn business 
along with Mr. Oiler, Mr.„ Gerucr 
and possibly one or two others t<» 
whom the culture of this valuable 
product is now’ confined, market 
facilities would better themselves 
atul the disposal of the corn, which 
is now the most difficult feature of 
its culture, would be made easy. 
Even with a market so far off, 
with its consequent trouble in 
marketing, broom corn is hound to 
lie a profitable crop at $65 per ton 
and with a yield of a third to a 
half ton per acre.

More pheasants are fed to death 
than raised. A fter twenty-four hours 
feed three times dally and, coutrary to 
superstition that birds get most of 
their drink from dewdrops^ keep pure 
water before them and grit. First four 1 
d ays lIM  custard made of tw elve beat­
en eggs stirred Into pint of milk at 
iKilllng point, then boll thick. A fter 
fourth day serve as part o f ration for 
eight weeks.

On fifth day add a little chopped let­
tuce and pinhead oatmeal. On eighth 
day Introduce kiln dried cracked wheat, 
split oats and occasionally a little hemp 
o;- millet. A fter three weeks serve 
minced boiled theat, using broth to wet 
up a crumbly barley mash. At six 
weeks throw In w heat and barley for 
supper, and they are now ready for 
adult ration.

Feed them greens regulnrly, but keep 
o ff the wet grass to avoid gapes.

Old birds in woods are only fed lu 
w inter unless food Is scarce.

In confinement they are fed like 
chickens. They relish the following: 
Acorus, chestnuts, hazelnuts, beech 
mast, grains, seeds, roots, herbage, 
sm all fruits, cress, cabbage, lettuce, 
turnips, mangolds, potatoes. Insects, 
worms, ant eggs and One cut bone.

The farm er's motor car has worked
a transformation on the country rouds 
o f central Kansaa. For many, yeurs
there was Indifference regarding the 
roads. The old fashioned plan of 
worklug tho road In theory and doing 
nothing lu practice was carried out 
Now there Is levied a road tax in 
cash, and the money Is used to hire 
competent men to do definite work In 
keeping tho roads lu good coudltlon.

A striking example Is the road from 
Abilene to Enterprise, six utiles along 
the 'bottoms where gumbo soli Is fre­
quent. For two decudes It had been 
almost Impassable for heavy wagons 
lu wet weather owing to the great 
ruts cut in It. Little more thau a 
year ngo the township entered on the 
new plan. It Is now dragged after 
every ruin, ut:d the transformation is 

I notable, says au Abilene (Kan.) cor- 
respondent of the Kansas City Star

I one o f the favorite runs for the mo­
torists of Abilene ow ing to Its flue 

I condition. As a matter o f fact. It Is

Joseph Page says he 
has the best half mile o f road In the 
county, and he feels offended If mo­
torists pass along Its smooth course 
at less than thirty miles an hour. As 

| u result, largely of their efforts, there 
are a dozen drags In constant use In 
the township when the farm ers can 
get time tu use them. In the summer, 

j with so much rain and such a rush 
of work on the farm. It has been neg­
lected. but now they nre at It once 
more. The tendency o f the farm ers In 

I that part of the county toward proper 
road Work has greatly Increased, and 
the road tax Is being used with bet­
ter effect than ever before.

One of the farm er motorists o f the 
county, P. II. G fellcr o f the northeast 
part of the county, was asked by the 
city ollVers of Junction City recently 

I to shew them how to make good road 
drags that would keep tho roads lead- 

i lag to the city In good condition. They 
Intended to make a bid for trade by 
dragging the roads In all directions 
from the city and are asking the farm ­
ers to coino there to trade la-oause of 
the excellent highways leading Into 
town. '

XIr. Gfellcr recently returned from a 
20o mile trip to western Kansas In 
which he w as accompanied by his fam ­
ily. They were gone a week and had a 
successful Journey. Their car tins prov­
ed u great satisfaction to the family, 
Hiring, as they do. tw elve miles from 
town. Now the members are seen In 
Junction City and Abilene frequently, 
anil there Is nothing going on of con­
sequence In the county that they do 
not attend. The sandy loam of the 
iiplaii'ls gives a fine basis for tho 
dragged roads, and Mr. C fe ller has l>e- 
como an enthusiast on the subject.

For 
Instnnee. tho main street of Detroit, a 
little town five miles east of Abilene, 
was for years a waste o f deep sand. 
The read Is much traveled, aud all the 
motor ear parties from Kansas City to 
Denver go through this street. The 
town trustees tried to grade It up, but 
were unsuccessful, so they finally de­
termined to pave.

They hauled from the clay beds 
along the Smoky I11I1 river enough clay 
to itlake a covering for the roadbed, 
and this was smoothed down until It 
became a fine, hard road, one of the 
best In the county, while the sand be­
neath t. Ues up the moisture, and the 
rofd is alw ays dry. This proved so 
satisfactory that fiibcr sand roads In 
that vicinity have*Iieen similarly treat

Build Good Fence* In  F ront of Farm*.
U a* th# D rag  and H a rrow  U ntil Cold
W aathar— T ip  on Im proving  Sand
Road a.

It la encouraging to see the atten­
tion ^that la being paid to good roads 
all through the United State*. Vari­
ous state organizations are taking the 
matter up, national conventions are 
being held, and an International meet­
ing was recently called to convene In 
France. E verything points toward 
better highw ays, better facilities for 
m arketing crops and better conditions 
for ttie farmer.

A good road brings one nearer to 
his neighbors, neuree to  his church 
and school and nearer to his market. 
The lim e will soon come when one 
will speak of n farm as being te'u min­
utes distant from town rather than 
two miles. The popularity which the , 
automobile Is rapidly acquiring among 
farm ers w ill promote this good roads 
m ovem ent

In line with this movement the fol­
lowing suggestions on the Improve­
ment o f roads are o f value:

front o f Ills own farm. There la no 
surer method than to take pride In the 
road that goes past your door. I>. 
Ward K ing began bis successful road 
drag cam paign lu this w ay. It bas 
spicad from u little Missouri town to 
all parts o f the world.

There Is one line o f road Improve­
ment that Is more easily carried on 
than any other thul consequently Is 
more frequently overlooked. Every 
roadway can be kept free from nox­
ious weeds with com paratively little 
labor If the m atter Is taken up prompt­
ly. Each weed that matures bares a 
more prolillc crop of seed than Its 
predecessor. I f  the fence corners and 
the roadside are kept free It will be 
au easy m atter to exterm inate the 
undesirable weed pests which arc com­
ing to be a decided problem. If you 
cannot drag your road you can at 
least have rega rd . for your adjacent 
field to keep the weeds from growing 
along the roadside.

When .time, labor and money have 
been expended upon the beds of coun­
try roads and highways there Is the 
hoi>e of coui|HMisatlou In the way of 
Improvement.

I f  the farm er west of the Mississip­
pi Is blessed with a good road leading 
to and from his farm, why shouldn't 
he pny some attention to the roadside?

There are instances where he has 
an excuse. A  rank growth of weeds 
and briers may be more pleasing to 
look at than the fence they hide, hut. 
where laud Is worth $50 or more per 
acre he forfeits that excuse. A good, 
well constructed fence along the hlgli 

■ way will arouse a certain amount of 
pride, which acts as an Incentive to 
get busy with the scythe and ax and 
clean up.

Many county supervisors and mem­
bers o f the Iowa Good Roads associa­
tion are advocating the building of a 
good highw ay fence, one which w ill 
be an effectual guard against trespass 
and add lieuuty to the landscape ns 
the real solution of the clean roadside 
problem.

The work 
Is not economically done. There has 
been some Improvement of late years, 
but not much. Ia?t the farm ers "help 
by dragging and harrowing newly 
made or repaired roads, until cold 
weather.

EARLY ROAD BUILDING.

H ew  a Wretched Pennsylvan ia  T u rn  
pike W a* Improved.

The desire to speculate a hundred or 
more years ago was apparently as great 
as It Is today. An example o f this is 
shown by the organization of a com 
pany In 1792 to build a turnpike from 
Philadelphia to Iatucaster, l ’a„ a dis­
tance o f-sixty miles. The charter wna 
Secured, and in ten days 2.1185 sub­
scribers made application for stock 
As this was more than the low al-, 
lowed, the names were placed In a lot­
tery- wheel, and tiuu were drawn. With 
these subscriptions the work began. 
The road builders of that day knew 
little or nothing regarding the con­
struction o f highways, and the ridicu­
lous m istakes made on this occasion 
taught them some valuable lessons, 
says Guy E lliott Mitchell In the Amer­
ican Cultivator. The land w as con 
demned, the trees felled and the road­
bed prepared. The largest stones that 
could be found were dumped upon It 
for a foundation, and upon this colos­
sal base earth and gravel were spread 
Then the work w a s  declared complete, 
but when the washing rains came deep 
holes apiM»nrod on every hand, sharp 
stones protruded from the surface, and 
the horses received scratches and b.o- 
ken limbs as they sank between the 
bowlders up to their knees.

The gigantic error of the road build 
er was then made plain. Indignation 
meetings were held, at which the turn­
pike company w as condemned and the 
legislature blamed for giving the char­
ter. Had It not been for an English­
man who offered to rebuild the turn- 1 
pike on the macadam plan, as he had | 
seen roads built In the “old country,”

NEW ROAD MACHINE.
________A _  ,

G r a d in g  A t t a c h m e n t  T h a t  C a n  B e P u t
Upon Any Traction Engine.

Streets of Holdroge, Xeb.. have 
been improved and lieantificd by a 
very unique and emineutly practical 
road and s ire d  grudlug machine, the 
Invention of Elijah A. Ilollcnlieck of 
Funk. Neb. The machine was built 
by- Mr. Hollenbeck Uiniscif. and not­
withstanding Its crudity of construc­
tion, ow ing to lack of facilities for 
turning out the proper kind of work, 
it has proved a success and a money 
maker from the very start, says the 
Omaha World-IIerald. - It Is In fact a 
road grading attachment, so construct­
ed that it can readily be put upon any 
ordinary make of traction engine.

The machine Is very simple In Its 
construction and seldom ever gels out 
of order or causes any annoyance to 
the o|>erator. It consists of a frame 
attached to the boiler and running 
gear of the engine. On the left -.idc. 
directly lu front of tlio large drive 
wheel. Is a beam carrying tbc plow 
The furrow cut by the plow Is Just 
outside of the tread of the drive wheel 
of the engine, enabling the operator 
to cut a straight bank to auy length 
desired. The dirt Is dropped from the 
moldboard upon a belt conveyor pass­
ing under the boiler of tlie engine-end 
deposited In the middle of the street 
or road to make the grade. The outer 
end of this elevator can he raised or 
lowered to meet requirements.

Mr. Hollenbeck, the Inventor. Is a 
youug farm er wlio lins lived on a farm 
all his life. He has had no special 
training us a machinist, his only edu­
cation In that line being that gleaned 
flora practical experience In operating 
thrashing machines and other kinds of 
farm  machinery.

Keep O ut of Ru t— Save  Roadt.

Consid­
erable o f the maintenance work on the 
macadam roads, especially during the 
wet season. Is made necessary by 
wagons wenrlng deep ruts. The team­
sters have l*een Instructed to distribute 
travel over the full width of the high­
ways. and It Is l>el!eved that the cost 

] or road re p a irs  will Ik* much reduced as 
| soon as compliance with these Instruc­

tions becomes general.”

'the Texas state law reads: ‘ ‘If any per­
son slfatl break, cut, ptdl or tear down, 
misplace or in Hny- other manner injure 
any telephone wires, parts, insulators or 
other appurti nance to any telephone line, 
or in an yw ay wilfully obstruct or inter­
fere with the .transomsi(>11 -of messages, 
he shall lie punished by confinement in 
the penitentiary not less than two nor 
more tjian five years, or bv fine not lrs* 
than f  100 nor more than f  2000."

We have been subjected lo much dam­
age in this respect in the p ssljn idw e 
positively w ill pmstcutc—trrrtleTull extent 
of the law if  we find the guilty parties.
