€AIRO (AP) —A gnarled and
| broken tree in a suburb of Cairo
has a special Christmas signifi-
cance to Egyptian Christians.

The tree is not an ordinary
Christrmas tree. A million Chris-
tians living in Egypt believe this
old sycamore sheltered the Holy

ithe Nile Valley after their long
| flight from the wrath of King Her-
od in Palestine,

In the West litdle is known
about the flight into Egypt. The
New Testament refers to it brief-
ly in a few verses. But for near-
ly 400 miles up the Nile from
Cairo, shrines found at intervals
tell the story of the flight which
'spared the life of the newborn
| child Jesus from the Slaughter of
the Innocents in Bethlehem.

Commemoration of this flight
(forms an important part of
| Christmas festivities for Egypt's
Copts, an ancient Christian com-
munity founded by St. Mark in
the First Century.

Caverns Mark Beginnings

{ Bethlehem mark the beginning of

One legend says Herod's sol-
diers almost caught up with the
family here.

The legendary tree still stands
in Mataria, the modern suburb
built on the site of ancient Heli-
opolis. The tree is so old its
trunk has split in two and both
parts of the trunk have been
weighted almést to the ground by
the continually spreading limbs.
Wooden beams serve as props to
keep the tree from collapsing
completely. One of the trunks still
has green leaves at the tips of
its limbs; the other looks dead.

The tree is _enclosed within a
crumbling brick and plaster wall,
inside a cornfield. Egyptian men
in long cloaks will come to tell
the legends of the Holy Family to
any -curious visitor.

The next stop for the Holy Fam-
ily was on the bank of the Nile
near what is now the residential
suburb of Maadi. Here they
boarded a sailing vessel for a
journey up the river. Remains of
the harbor where they boarded
the vessel still may be seen.

‘Muffle South’s Custom

ATLANTA (AP)—An old French
custom adopted many years ago
in the Old South is wearing thin,

Yankees visiting in the deep
South have been surprised at
what they viewed as an extreme-
ly unorthodox method of eelebrat-
ing Christmas by shooting off fire-
works.

The practice was brought in by
early French settlers in Louisi-
ana. Use of fireworks on Christ-
mas is common in France, Spain
and Italy. The French settlers’
noisy greeting of Christmas Eve
spread to most of the Southern
states but did not find favor in
Yankee territory.

Most Tennessee  cities and
many counties have Jocal ordi-
nances banning fireworks.

Like Without Christmas?

All over America, however, the
ennval calm of Christmas seems to have taken
hold as people generally reflect the spirit of

Some critics contend that Christmas has
been 100 highly commercialized; others soy
that it leaves them in o bad economic con-
dition In which they must foce the New
Yeor. When you sum it all up, though, the
ennval observance of Christmas in America is
somewhat symbolic of the very tenets which
‘Woke out nation different from oll others in
the world.

Christmas is the one season of the yeor
when we pause 10 express greetings o our
friends, neighbors ond customers. It is the
one season when more people go out of their
woy %o help the needy; it is the time when
We recall former ocquaintances and relive
old Hrienddhips. In short, it is the one time
of. the yeor when most of us find time to lir-
erally proctice the fundamentals of Christ-
lanity, the belief which most Americans pro-
feoss.

Instead of criticising the American people
for not following the same impulses twelve

months out of the year, we are stuck with
the thought: ““What would our nation be like
without Christmos?"

If we replaced the 15.-day season with
strife, greed, personal gain and ectual hun-
ger, it would be a different world indeed. If,
instead of exchanging cards ond Yuletide
gifts, we directed our efforts and ideas along
the lines of creating haired, malice ond de-
struction, cerfainly our general owtlook on
life would be far different.

The teochings of Christ have done more
toward altering the world thon those of any
other person who ever lived and the obser-
vonce of his birth on Christmas Day pro-
vides the most universally observed accasion
in the history of the world, 4

While different families observe the oc-
casion in their own manner, there is always
that humble feeling of reverence which per-
meates the occasion, Despite the ‘“‘commer-
clalism,” despite the exceptions to be un.
covered by delving critics, Christmos is still
based upon the age-old ''Peoce on Earth,
Goodwill toward Men."

And if you are occasionally discouraged,
overworked ond tired to the point where you
begin to wonder if it if really worthwhile,
just stop and ask yourself:

“What would my life really be like with-
out Christmas?"

Franciscan chapel known as the
“House of Joseph.” Traditions say
this chapel stands on the natural
stone foundations of the house
where the holy family lived after
moving out of the Grotto of the
Nativity.

The Gospel of Luke refers only
to the birth scene in the m Ty
but Matthew relates that the Wise
Men from the east “were come In
to the house’ in Bethlehem to visit
the Holy Family, Local traditions
say the Holy Family moved into a
house between the time of Christ’s
birth and thé family's deparfure
for Egypt.

Over the hill on the south pide
of Bethlehem is another grotto
connected with the infancy of
Christ. Known as the ‘‘Milk Grot-
to,” this is the place where the
holy family is said to have paused
briefly during the flight from Beth-
lehem to Egypt.

The Milk Grotto has been hewn
from soft white rock. Although no
Biblical reference is made to this
site, ancient traditions say a few
drops of milk dropped from Ma-
ry's breast here and turned the
rock white, Peasant women, both
Moslem and Christian, come here
to take bits of the rock, grind it
into a powder, and drink it mix-
ed with water. They believe this
“wirgin's milk"" has miraculous
healing qualities.

The existence of these sites ton-
nected with the birth of Jesus has
given the little town of Bethlehern
