Thirty varieties of cotton were
tested - at -the High Plains Re-
search .Foundation in 1962. The
high of 825.88 to a low of 45282‘
pounds of lint peracre.

Each variety was planted at
the rate of 32 pounds per acre
with ‘a spacing of 40 inches
between rows, Rainfall receiv-
ed from April 1 to Oct.

There was\no significant dif-
ference in.yield of the first twel-
ve of the thirty varieties test-
ed. The yields in these 12 var-
