sat with his child in the family
car when the ambulance arriv-
ed. He sustained burns on his
left hand and face.

Mrs. Morena fell into a state
of shock soon after the fire be-
gan and did not realize her
child had been extracted from
the flaming interior of the bulild-
ing until a policeman offered to
drive her to the hospital after
the occurrence to see both her
husband and. child.

Hope held out for a while
Thursday night for-the-infart;

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PRESIDENT TRUMAN'S SPEECH

orial
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Reading Between Lines

“We hate war, but we love our liberties."

This phrase was the keynote of President
Truman's address Tuesday evenihg
definitely outlined U. 5. policies in @ weorld-
wide broadcast. Furthermore, despite po-
litisa. preference or opinions, mast Ameri-
cans will agree that President Truman did
actually speak the minds of the people
when he made his talk, which also laid down
a warning for future aggression on the part
of Soviet Russia. To say the least, he cer-
tainly put into words the feelings of most
people in Deaf Smith County und of the
Texas Panhandle.

Sometimes forgetting diplomacy, the
President frankly told Russia that the Unit-
* ed States had no wish or desire for military
might or for territorial expansion, but de-
clared that this country is becoming mere
prepared each day to defend democracy
on this continent, and on other continents.

In——addition_to_declaration_of _national
policies, along with a warning to Russia,
the President's speech indicates other things
of which the public may well take notice.

First, his words promised an even larger
armed forces, equipped with necessary ma-
terials. This means more men will be colled
and drgfted; furthermore, it indicates even
greoter scarcities in raw materials -and
manufactured merchandise:

Second, and the President actvally touch-
ed on this item, it means higher taxes, es-
pecially income taxes. Creating and main-
teining o large armed force is expensive
and, although - barely mentioned in the
talk, this situation will be reflected in prof-
its and pay envelopes over the entire na-

dien. This factor can, also, be cited as
probably the most dangerous policy outlined
in the entire program and, furthermore, one
which cannet be avoided. The same people
who will stand knee-deep in blpod and
fight for freedom cunnet, somehow, be con-
tent to give up their pay and prefits for the
same couse—the idea just does not fit in
with American thinking.

Third, ond equally important, President
Truman outlined a policy of continved pros-
perity for the United States. His words were:
“better education, fair wages, better living
conditions, mare opportunities for business
and better lives for our farmers.'" These
phrgses can mean but one thing: continued
inflation on an even greater scale. This, in
view of present government indebtedness,
is almost essential and, to many alert busi-
ness men, will serve gs a ''go ahepd” signal
on the basis of higher costs, higher labor
and higher retail prices.

As a nation, the United States has little
choice. Protection of freedom musi be main-
tained—at any cost. Econemic. conditions
although secondary, are also important but
here again, there seems little choice. Main-
taining @ huge military program does not go
with low incomes and low taxes. It is, how-
ever, vitglly important in operation of any
household or business to know general
policies of the nation.

These have unquestionably been present-
ed: the United States will be alerted on a
war-time basis untii further notice. Further-

. more, we know where we stand and what

to expect. We like it this way. It is the

American way.

edical Draft

. A seven-member MNational Advisory Com-
mittee on the Selection of Doctors, Dentists
and Allled Speciatists,” has been oppointed-
by President Truman, who thus moves @
step closer 1o the draft of medical personnel
for the armed forces.

The President is expected to issue an exec-
utive order, implementing the draft and 45
days afterwards, the first draft of medical
personnel will begin. Al present, it is plan-
ned to call those who benefitted by Army
and NaVy training pfogromf during the re-
cent war-and who were deferred from ac-
five service to complete their professional
education without serving actively 90 days or
more. in Army, Navy or Marine Corps.

The next category to be called will be
those who enjoyed similar educational de-
ferments but served between 90 days ond
21 months. Two other categories follow,
divided according to time served in the
armed forces after September 16, 1940.
tln all categories, the upper oge limit is 50

" A years.

Meanwhile, Dr. Howard R. Rusk, osséci-
ote-editor of The New York Times, and
chairman of the Advisory Committee, warns
those who will be first to be called to make
their arrangemenis to volunieer, saying
that if they do not they will be inducted as
“privates-and-subject to o period of serub-
“bing floors before they con proctice their
profession.” ,

This warning, we believe, can be faken
with considerable salt. It would certainly be
silly, in our opinion, for the Government,
badly in need of trained medicg! personnel,
jo induct qualified men and give them @
period of ''scrubbing floars.”" This would ke
absurd.

Supplementing this information is the recom-
mendation of Major-General Lovis B. Her-
shey, National Selective Service Director,
that October 16th be the date for draft
registration of the first priority category of
doctors, dentists und veterinarians, The
‘Army, in its speciolized program, enrolled
about 20,000 persons and the Navy about
11,000. Of these, the iwo services eslimaje

George Ericson, an editor of the Chris-
tian Science Monitor, recently discussed the
conflict- between. public_and. private eleciric
power -development, In conglusion, he
wrote: “The remedy. . .would appear to. be
some general agreement os to the proper
domain for each.

tion oids, while the resultant power, genera-

tion, and minloﬁ could be left to.private ~
se. This. would reduce government

enterpri
spending @and lessen the trend toward stat-
ism."

It is difficult to see how any reasonable
man ‘could ebject to that. .t would save the
taxpayers huge sums of money. It would
stop the wasteful and needless duplication
of focilities. By encouraging the utility indus-
try, it would guarantee the moximum possi-
ble deyelopment of power-producing prop-
erties of all kinds. It would create greal
new arecs of taxotion for gll forms of gov-
ernment—instead of eeting our taxes, as do
the tox-exempt government plunts end sys-
tems.

Even so, this idea will be fought to the

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Secret Tax Conference
HE 8lst CONGRESS, despite
much constructive legislation,
will probably be known as the con-
gress which increased the working:
man's taxes by as much as 20 per
cent_while refusing to tax the wai
profits of big corporations.

The most important debate on
this was not in public but in the
closed-door session of the senale
and house conferees where house
members battled savagely to gain
a few concessions for little taxpay-
ers. One of the battlers was Demo-
cratic Congressman John Dingell
of Detroit who at one point de-
manded:

“While ‘we are making all these
concessions lo upper-bracket tax-
payers and war profiteers, ‘we
should at léast repeal some of the
excise taxes on working people.

“Instead of plugging loopholes
that benefit the oil industry and
stock-market speculators, you are

making —the Jeopholes bigger=and
more of them,” Dingell angrily
chided the senators, '‘As long as
you are in the mood to throw away
nioney, why not make some conces-
sions to the working girl and man
with four or five kids?’

However, the Michigan Demo-
crat's demandsg that the excise on
baby powder and oll, etc,, be lift-
ed fell on deal ears. Finally, Ding-
ell turned to GOP Sen. Eugene Mil-
likin of Colorado, a stanch defend-
er of tax benefits to big bracket-
eers, and halt jokingly asserted:

“Gene, if you don't support me
on this—-woe to you when you go
back to Colorade to campaign this
year." .

» Millikin chuckled, but said noth-
ing.

Gen. Bradley Rebuffed

Dingell then hurled into the teeth
of the scalors a letter Gen. Omar
Bradley had writien congress, urg-
ing that the excise tax on G.I
watches be recinded.

“l_want to see how much faith
you have in General Bradley—
how much weight his letter car-
ries,” the Michigander challenged.
“How about it?"

This time Millikin didn't laugh.
