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HISD eyeing 
tax increase

6.62-cent raise is considered

Hereford ISD Superintendent 

Charles Greenawalt presented 
trustees with four proposals for the 
1996-97 budget Tuesday, with each 
of them including a tax increase of 
more than 6-1/2 cents.

In each budget proposal, the 
estimated total revenue will be 
$19,145,796, which would include 
$286,943 in revenue generated by a 
tax increase of $0.0662 per $100 
valuation.

If approved by trustees to take 
effect on Sept. I, the tax increase 
would be the first for the district in 
four years.

Trustees met for the third time 
Tuesday in a special budget workshop
session.

The first proposal presented by 
Greenawalt shows estimated total 
expenditures of S18,502,590, which 
if approved, would leave $643,206 in 
excess revenue over expenditures.

However, funds lor construction 
and technology expenditures were not 
included in this proposal.

In the second proposal, tentative 
expenditure totals -  which includes 
$250,000 for construction -  would 
be $ 18,742,590, leaving $393,206 in 
excess revenue over expenditures.

Technology expenditures were not 
included in the second proposal.

The third proposal shows 
estimated total expenditures of 
$19,202,590, if approved, would 
leave the district with a deficit of 
$56,794.

This proposal, however, would 
include $250,000 for construction and 
$450,000 in technology expenditures, 
which would include installation of 
fiber-optic cable as part of a 
comprehensive plan to link the entire 
district by computer.

In the fourth suggested budget, 
tentative expenditure totals ~ 
including $250,000 for construction 
and $691,523 for technology — 
$19,444,113.

If approved, it would leave 
$298,317 in expenditures over 
revenue.

Cable installation and construction 
of a teacher computer training facility 
in the central office complex account 
for the technology expenditures.

Board president Dave Charest said 
he was in favor of allocating more 
money for construction and slightly 
less for technology, although he said 
he agrees with the need for a training 
facility.

The panel agreed that they were 
opposed to the idea of raising the tax 
rate above what has already been 
suggested.

Trustees took no ction on any of 
the budget proposals and no date has
been set for further budget discus­
sions.

Also during Tuesday’s meeting, 
trustees received a report from 
Technology Director Dianna Drew 
on a five-year technology plan.

"With this plan, we can have all 
campuses, I believe, up with file 
servers within three years. The 
electrical cable hardware and cabl ing 
could all be put in the first year," 
Drew said.

Drew said she went to each 
campus and worked with administra­
tors and staff on what their campus 
needed in the way of technology.

"All this stuff that I talked to them 
about that they all want to do is going 
to require a great deal of training," 
she said, "so that they can learn how 
to use it and use it properly."

This summer, Drew said, she 
started several training sessions on 
technology, but added it is hard to 
train teachers without a hands-on

Demos appeal judicial redistricting 
plan that would force new elections

HOUSTON (AP) - Texas 
Democrats hope a last-ditch appeal 
to the Supreme Court will halt a 
one-time only special election plan 
for nearly half of the state’s 30 
congressional seats.

Federal judges on Tuesday drew 
new boundaries for 13 Texas House 
seats; scrapped spring primary results 
and ordered new elections for the fall 
to conform to recent U.S. Supreme 
Court rulings outlawing racially 
gerrymandered districts.

The new map affects seven 
Houston-area districts and six around 
Dallas, accounting for a third of 
Texas’ 9.7 million registered voters.

“ I certainly hope the state appeals 
this,” said U.S. Rep. Ken Bentsen, 
whose 25th District in Houston 
appears to be the largest reconfigura­
tion casualty after the redesign placed 
more Republicans in his district.

Democrats currently hold an 18-12 
edge in the Texas delegation, 
although Republicans are in good 
position to pick up several seats.

And that worries Democratic 
incumbents. With the new elections, 
some incumbents who had faced no

primary or major-party general 
election opposition now could find 
themselves drawing rivals. Or in 
Bentsen’s case, more opposition
voters.

While Democrats admit that the 
redesign could have been worse, 
some arc looking at an appeal of the 
judges’ order, which would allow 
elections to proceed under the old 
lines.

As it stands now, a special election 
will coincide with the Nov. 5 
presidential election. RunofTs, if 
needed, will be held Dec. 10.

“ I still am disappointed in the 
process because I think that it was 
mistake to order district lines changed 
this late in the election year,” said 
U.S. Rep. Martin Frost, D-Dallas. 
“ Particularly I think it’s a mistake to 
have runoffs in December. So I would 
hope that the Supreme Court enters 
a stay and that these lines are not in 
place for this election.”

In June, the U.S. Supreme Court 
said Houston’s 18th District seat held 
by Democrat Sheila Jackson Lee, the 
29th in Houston held by Democrat 
Gene Green and the 30th in Dallas 
held by Democrat Eddie Bernice 
Johnson were unconstitutional

because the boundaries relied too 
heavily on race.

In correcting the three illegal 
districts, 10 adjacent ones - including 
Bentsen’s and Frost’s - also had to be 
redrawn.

Incumbents in the 13 districts 
include House Majority Leader Dick 
Armey, Majority Whip Tom DcLay, 
and Ways and Means Committee 
chairman Bill Archer. However, the 
three powerful Republicans are in 
districts that probably will continue 
to be GOP-dominated.

The three judge panel - Appeals 
Court Judge Edith Jones and U.S. 
District Judges Melinda Harmon and 
David Hinner • stressed in its 
Tuesday ruling that “ relatively few 
voters have been moved into new or 
unfamiliar districts.”

That was not enough to reassure 
those affected.

“ I’m disappointed. I think it’s 
appropriate that we appeal to the 
Supreme Court of the United States,”

said Ms. Jackson Lee. “ At the same 
time I have to embrace the new 
constituents of the 18lh Congressio­
nal District.”

While the attorney for Bentsen, 
Green and Jackson Lee plans to 
appeal, there is by no means a 
Democratic consensus of opinion on 
how to proceed.

Texas Attorney General Dan 
Morales, a Democrat, rightly 
predicted that the three judges would 
order new boundaries and a special 
election.

Morales issued a taciturn statement 
that failed to indicate whether he 
would indeed appeal the ruling on 
behalf of the state.

“ We have consistently urged 
adoption of a remedy which 
minimizes voter confusion and 
disruption,” Morales’ statement read. 
“ We are reviewing the court’s plan 
to determine its impact in light of 
these standards and considering 
available options.”

WASHINGTON (AP) - An Air 
Force general and colonel have been 
reprimanded for “ dereliction of 
duty’’ in connection with the April 
crash that killed Commerce Secretary 
Ron Brown and 34 others in Croatia.

In all. 16 officers were given 
punishments ranging from letters of 
reprimand to counseling in connec­
tion with the crash of the CT-43 
aircraft near Dubrovnik on April 3.

In an announcement, the Air Force 
said Brig. Gen. William E. Stevens, 
the commander of the 86th Airlift 
Wing at Ramstein Air Base in 
Germany, and his operations 
co m m an d er. C o l. John  E. 
Mazurowski, were given letters of 
reprimand under Article 15 of the 
Uniform Code of Military Justice. 
Brown's plane was under the 
command of that wing.

It is the most serious punishment 
that can be meted out by the service 
short of a court martial.

The men had already been stripped 
of their commands in June. The 
actions are considered ruinous to their 
careers. However, criminal charges 
will not be brought and the repri­
mands close their cases. Air Force 
officials said.

A two-star general also received 
a letter of reprimand. He was 
identified as Mqj. Oen. Jeffrey Clivcr. 
the former director of operations for 
U.S. Air Forces In Burope. He was 
faulted for “ failing to exercise

effective oversight” over his 
organization.

Such a letter is also considered a 
significant form of punishment to 
such a senior officer.

In June, the Air Force said its 
investigation of the crash determined 
several causes, including pilot error. 
It found Air Force commanders in 
Europe had violated regulations in 
allowing Brown's plane to land at the 
Dubrovnik airport Also, even though 
the Air Force headquarters had issued 
an order against landing at foreign 
airports without first conducting a 
safety review, that order was ignored, 
the report found.

At the time the report was 
announced, a grim-faced Air Force 
Chief of Staff Ronald Fogleman said, 
“ How can we have an Air Force 
instruction in the field that was not 
being complied with at the mission 
command level?... In my view, that’s 
the start of this chain of events. ... 
That, more than anything else, haunts 
me.”

A letter of reprimand was also

{;iven to Col. Roger W. Hansen, the 
ormer vice commander of the 86th 

Airlift Wing. He was faulted for 
“ failing to take appropriate 
measures” to ensure the wing 
complied with directives. Hansen had 
alao been stripped of his assignment 
in June. \

Letters of admonishment went to 
four colonels and two lieutenant 
colonels.

GOP convention may have 
floor fight on abortion issue

SAN DIEGO (AP) - Fresh efforts 
are under way to mollify moderate 
Republicans threatening to take the 
party’s abortion angst to the floor at 
next week’s convention. “The jury 
is still out on whether we can come 
together,” Massachusetts Gov. 
William Weld said today.

“ It’s pay me now or pay me later. 
We can either have an agreement for 
a minority report this week or we can 
have a floor fight next week,” said 
Weld, one of several GOP governors 
who want a ’’tolerance” provision 
added to the party's anti-abortion 
platform.

A leading fighter for the tough 
an ti-abo rtion  language. Bay 
Buchanan, sister of holdout presiden­
tial candidate Pat Buchanan, said 
today she d idn’t think the 
abortion-rights delegates had the 
numbers to gain a minority report.

“ I would respect a minority report 
if he can get 25 percent (of needed 
delegates) but yesterday indicated he 
had no more than 10 percent,”

fl

Buchanan said. She added that 
platform committee members are 
"representing their constituencies 
and they happen to be a very strong 
pro-life group of individuals and are 
committed to see that this party 
remain pro-life.”

Weld and Buchanan were 
interviewed separately on "CBS This 
Morning” after the network said they 
refused to appear together.

In addition to Weld, several other 
ovemprs are warning of a possible 
oor fight if the party does not do 

more to accommodate abortion-rights 
supporters. "That unfortunately may 
be the only option,” California Gov. 
Pete Wilson said, declaring the 
GOP’s existing abortion language 
"could scarcely be less open.”

"If there is a floor fight. New 
Jersey will be there,” vowed Gov. 
Christie Whitman.

The platform committee turned 
back several attempts to soften the 
hard line on abortion won a day 
earlier by social conservatives, before 
finishing its work on the issue.

Platform chairman Henry Hyde

wearily stated the obvious in saying 
the matter wasn’t settled. "It sure 
isn’t,” he said as the committee 
b ro k e  up T u e sd a y  n ig h t .  
"Everything’s under negotiation.”

Another showdown between 
moderates and conservatives ended 
civilly and somewhere in the middle 
as the platform committee voted in 
favor of exempting women from 
ground combat, but not from combat 
in other military operations.

Other contentious issues loom, 
including a call in the platform draft 
to deny U.S.-born children of illegal 
immigrants American citizenship • by 
a constitutional amendment or by 
legislation that would pass a 
constitutional challenge.

Abortion is causing the most 
anxiety and both sides said they were 
longing to close ranks and give Bob 
Dole a smooth convention, instead of 
an open fight before a huge TV 
audience. They wanted that peace, 
however, close to their own terms.

Masking their frustration. Dole 
campaign officials began efforts to 
add an appendix to the platform.

ATLANTA (AP) - After six years 
of scraping for money, it looks like 
the Atlanta Olympics will finish with 
a small profit, thanks to surprisinglyv 
strong sales of tickets, souvenirs and 
refreshments.

"There's not going to be a big 
winafall for anyone. I’ll tell you that 
right now,” said A.D. Frazier, chief 
operating officer at the Atlanta 
Committee for the Olympic Games. 
"If there’s anything at all, it’s going 
to be very low nufabers.”

Frazier said Tuesday that it could 
take months before the committee 
knows for sure how big the profit is.

The games, staged at a cost of $ 1.7 
billion, began with organizers still 
needing about $100 million. But the 
strong sales of tickets and conces­
sions, and a profit-sharing agreement 
with NBC helped nudge the Atlanta 
Committee for the Olympic Games 
into the black, Frazier said.

Committee members had predicted 
that the games would make a sizable 
profit, but that expectation evaporated 
as the games approached. When the 
Olympics began, the committee said 
its aim was to break even.

■ "Everybody's been planning our 
demise since the beginning,” Frazier 
said. But he added: "Werve done a 
good job.”

The major expense left to pay is 
$30 million to convert the Olympic 
Stadium into a baseball park for the 
Atlanta Braves. The committee also 
is facing lawsuits related to the 
construction o f the stadium and the 
death of an ironworker during the

Cleburne ISD approves 
mandatory drug testing

CLEBURNE, Texas (AP) - The 
Cleburne school district has approved 
a mandatory drug-testing program for 
its high school athletes.

School boards at Azle and 
Granbury are scheduled to vote on 
similar policies for students in all 
extracurricular activities in their 
districts.

The Cleburne school board 
approved $10,000 foy its drug 
screening program in JiHte and is 
expected to approve the specifics at 
a meeting on Monday.

Bill Famey, executive director of 
the University Interscholastic League, 
said Tuesday he doesn * t know of any 
other school district in the state that 
requires drug testing for athletes. But 
the Grand Prairie, Bridgeport and 
Glen Rose school districts have had 
voluntary drug programs for several 
years.

Cleburne athletic director Dennis 
Parker says Cleburne’s first drug tests 
will be administered to football 
players on Aug. 17. Athletes in other 
sports will have their tests before 
their season begins.

School officials said they believe 
the testing program is needed because 
of national surveys showing increased 
drug use among teen-agers and the 
districts' own experience with drug 
abuse.

“ The intent of this-program is to 
give kids an opportunity to say no," 
Cleburne school board member Bill 
Gray said. “ It is not intended to catch 
someone. It is intended to give people 
an o u t"

“ We are not looking to be 
trendsetters," Gray said;

The proposals at Azle and 
Granbury call for drug testing to be 
conducted on athletes, band members, 
cheerleaders, Future Farmers of 
America members and any other 
participants in extracurricular 
programs.

The Azle school board is 
scheduled to vote on its drug-testing 
policy at an Aug. 20 meeting.

Dwain Bates, personnel director 
of the Azle schools, said the school 
board has set aside about $20,000 for 
the first year, estimating that each test 
will cost about $15.

INEZ, Texas - Like other farmers 

in Victoria County, Nick Koehl is 
getting half or less than half of the 
normal yield from his drought- 
stricken com and grain sorghum.

“The cotton is looking pretty good 
if we can keep the bugs o u t But so 
far, they've been winning," he said.

But all in all, this is a better 
harvest season for the 21-year-old 
than last year when the crops were 
good. This year he lost some yield, 
last year he lost his dad. Clarence 
Koehl, 45, died Aug. 4 after a long 
bout with leukemia.

A family friend had to step in last 
year and finish harvesting the com 
because Nick was too devastated by 
his father's death to carry on.

“ He had spent every day with 
Clarence for two years, so when his 
dad died, Nick kind of lost his way 
for a while," Nick’s mother Laurie 
Koehl said.

field preparations for the 1996 crop, 
Nick was ready to take on the task.

“This is a wonderful year to be on 
our own,*' Laurie said ironically.

Clarence Koehl worked at an 
industrial plant for 15 years, farming 
on the side. He developed leukemia 
in 1983 and retired from the plant in 
19851 to farm full-time.

And this isn't the first year Nick 
hasn't had his dad out in the fields 
with him. Clarence had to have 
surgery in 1994, and “ That about 
killed him," Laurie said about her 
late husband. “ He had been a 
workaholic his whole life."

Another thing that tormented 
Clarence was the fact that Nick had 
to drop out of college that year so he 
could take on the full-time job of 
running the farm. “ His dad worried 
that he had ruined Nick’s life, but 
Nick doesn't seem at all bitter about 
it," Laurie said.

“ I would have liked to have kept 
going, but it's no big deal. I don’t 
miss it," Nick said, confirming his 
mother's assessment.

This year, without Clarence to 
offer his son guidance when decisions 
needed to be made, Nick has turned 
to others. “ I'd never planted in a dry

year before. But I got a lot of advice 
from other farmers," he said in his 
quiet manner.

Drought wasn’t his only problem. 
He had planted only 200 acres when 
he broke his arm in February while 
working on the planter. He was in the 
hospital for three days.

“We've been very lucky. That was 
our first farm accident," Laurie said.

But the work still needed to be 
done, so her brother, Gene Barker, 
left a good job in Houston and moved 
his family to Victoria to help with the 
farm.

“ He had come down in the 
summers and helped with harvest, but 
he had never planted before. He got 
on-the-job training," Laurie said.

“ He did a good job, if it had been 
a good year" Nick said with a grin.

Barker said he loves farming and 
doesn't regret the move he made. “ I 
helped Clarence out for a long time.

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artist makes living as cheese sculptor

ARLINGTON, Texas - Standing 

under the bright light of his subuiban 
kitchen, artist Lee Holmes contem­
plates his medium: a 40-pound block 
of bright orange Wisconsin Cheddar.

“ Let's do something different,'’ 
announces the 57-year-old Holmes, 
scanning the cheese with an 
aesthete’s eye.

Holmes makes his living as a 
cheese sculptor. In food-industry 
lingo, that translates to garnishee 
chef, and it means that Holmes 
spends much of his time in the 
company of provolones, havartis and 
Parmesans - “ I prefer a very young 
Cheddar, to be honest,’’ he says.

Into these mouthwatering slabs. 
Holmes carves detailed images:

Cheese lettering, company logos, 
carousels, flowers and famous faces. 
As the owner of Limited Editions Art, 
he has performed for Southern Living 
magazine’s cooking school in Tyler, 
the Taste of Nations in Houston, and 
20 national supermarket chains.

Cheese, Holmes admits, has been 
very good to him. At any given time, 
his two refrigerators hold 80 to 100 
pounds of the stuff.

By 9 a.m. on a recent weekday 
morning, the pungent smell of 
vinegar already wafts from the artist’s 
pea-green kitchen counter and his 
well-groomed hands. Vinegar will 
slow the growth of bacteria, and 
because the work Holmes will carve

today won’t be eaten, just displayed, 
he won’t use gloves.

Flipping through a book of 
possible! stencil designs. Holmes 
chooses the logo for the Oklahoma 
food show at which he will appear 
that weekend: a deco-style sun with 
thick, bent rays. Above that, he'll 
inlay the words Wisconsin Cheese 
(The Wisconsin Cheese Co. is 
sponsoring his Oklahoma gig).

“ I know the limitations of the 
medium, and how far 1 can go” says 
Holmes, wha has been in the food 
carving business for five years. “ I 
feel with the tools that I have right 
now. I’m taking it to its absolute 
limit.*'

He begins by measuring and 
marking the rectangular block, then 
slicing through it diagonally with a 
piano wire. At 72 degrees, though, the 
room is a little warmer than he’d like. 
Cheese, being mainly water, either 
dries out quickly or melts, depending 
on the air temperature. (If properly 
stored, completed sculptures last 
about six days before they begin to 
lose their detail, Holmes says.)

So Holmes has to work fast. 
Laying the stencil over the angled 
face of the Cheddar, he outlines the 
design with one of his six tools, 
called mini-ribbons. The skinny, 
metal, penlike tools, with hooked or 
looped ends, are actually the same as 
those used by ceramic artists to carve 
clay.

“ I’ve been a sculptor for 45

years,”  says Holmes, while 
concentrating on his lines. “ When I 
was in fourth grade, I got five blocks 
of concrete, a hammer and a 
screwdriver, and built a replica of the 
Easter Island heads.’*

Holmes grew up all over the 
country, ending up in Michigan, 
where he received advanced degrees 
in education. After moving to Texas, 
he worked for several area medical 
centers before giving it all up for 
acting.

Yes, acting. In 1977, Holmes (a 
ruggedly handsome, silver-haired 
man who looks like he might have 
had a lead on the TV show 
“ Bonanza”) wandered onto the set 
of “ Semi-Tough.** The Burt 
Reynolds- Kris Kristofferson movie 
was filming near his office, and 
Holmes ended up spending a week as 
an extra. The business intrigued him 
enough that he acquired an agent, and 
after four successful years as a 
part-time actor. Holmes quit his day 
job.

“Whereupon I proceeded to starve 
to death,” he adds.

Nevertheless, the down time gave 
him the chance to start sculpting 
again, in wood and metal. And he did 
so prodigiously until the art market 
crashed, along with the real estate, 
banking and oil industries in Texas 
in the ’80s. “ So I was destroyed,” 
Holmes says.

With his livelihood gone and the 
IRS examining his finances. Holmes

broke. He suffered a heart attack in 
1985 and temporarily moved to the 
Arizona desert to recover.

Cheese, in a way, saved his life.
In 1991, a former client and Dallas 

marketing manager for Wisconsin 
Cheese who owned some of Holmes’ 
bronzes approached him about going 
dairy.

“W!iat he wanted wasn't the cheese 
carvings so much, but the personality 
of the chef,” Holmes says, eating 
scrapings as he sculpts. “ My job is 
not just to make pretty aiL but to make
friends,” to entertain the crowds at 
trade shows, grand openings and private 
events.

His first carving “ was awful,” 
Holmes insists. “ I bought a pound of 
Wisconsin Cheddar, got a picture of 
the state seal, took out a paring knife 
and etched it into this block of cheese. 
. . .  It was terrible.”

But cheese sculpting was in Holmes’ 
blood - his mother was an 
award-winning garnishee chef, whose 
medals now hang near Holmes' work 
space - and his technique inevitably 
improved. Nowadays, his talents are 
called upon by delis and restaurants, 
private ponies and, mainly, trade shows. 
He has carved Olympic-themed designs 
for grocery stores in Atlanta. And this 
summer he’ll design a sculpture for 
a three-day event aboard the Viking 
Serenade, a Royal Caribbean cruise 
ship.

Storm s and drought cause higher food prices

Chances are, the loaf of bread or 

package of chicken you bought today 
costs a little more than it did a month 
ago.

Food prices are creeping higher 
due to the storms and drought that 
have cut into the nation’s food supply 
this year.

So far, the increases aren't 
astronomical. And careful shoppers 
can limit the damage by taking 
advantage of sales and specials.

Moreover, supermarkets say, 
consumers* total food bills aren't 
surging higher because the increases 
on some foods are being offset by 
falling prices on other products.

A spot check by The Associated 
Press in several big U.S. cities found 
prices inching upward between late 
June and early August on bread, pasta 
and meat. These increases come on 
top of a surge over the past year.

“ It seems like everything you buy 
is too high,” said Ann Thorcn, 
shopping at Aldi Foods, a grocery 
store in Des Moines, Iowa.

Some consumers are coping with 
the increases by adjusting their 
shopping lists.

“ I always look at the ads before 
I go to to the store. I find out what is 
on sale and tune my menu to what’s 
on sale.” said Celeste Nip, a shopper 
in Honolulu.

The AP survey also found stores 
putting meat, cereal and bread 
products on sale, cutting their profits 
on those items in the expectation of 
making up the discounts from 
regular-priced food and household 
items.

The government and many 
economists warn that food prices will 
continue to rise into next year. The 
failure of the winter wheat crop in 
parts of the Midwest is expected"to 
push prices for bread and pasta 
higher, as much as 8 percent, 
according to some estimates.

So far prices for bread seem to be 
ticking up by small amounts. A loaf 
of Wonder bread that cost $1.59 in 
two Columbus, Ohio, stores in late 
June now goes for $1.65. In Shaw’s 
in Portland, Maine, bread was up 10 
cents to SI.39.

One of the biggest increases on 
bread was found in a Dallas Tom 
Thumb store, where a loaf of Wonder 
rose 20 cents to $1.49.

Meat and poultry prices also 
showed signs of rising, although 
supermarkets arc continually pulling 
a variety of cuts on sale, as they 
traditionally do. In Kansas City, Mo., 
Marsh’s SunFrcsh store charged 
$ 1.99 a pound for Tyson split chicken 
breasts, up 20 cents from late June.

In some stores, meat prices 
fluctuated sharply. The A&P in 
Wallington, N.J., charged $3 a pound

for London broil, later raised the 
price to $3.99, then put the meat on 
sale at $1.99 for one week.

In some stores, prices were stable. 
Prices on meat, bread and pasta at a 
Super Fresh store in suburban 
Philadelphia did not change from late 
June to early August.

Cereal makers, as expected, don’t 
seem to be passing thejr higher costs 
on to shoppers despite the rising cost

of wheat. In recent months, the big 
cereal makers - Kellogg, Post, 
General Mills and Quaker Oats - all 
announced they were cutting prices 
to try to increase their market share.

Mike Rourke, a spokesman for 
A&P, said food prices arc only 
modestly higher. “ Whatdoes hold it 
tight is competitive activity” among 
rival food retailers, he said.

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Grant helps astronomer 
pursue out-of-this-world 
dream for new telescope

TUCSON, Aria. (AP) - Astrono­
mer Roger Angel cooked up the idea
for melting glass in a spinning 
furnace, leading to what will be the

• world’s largest single-piece telescope 
minor.

He's proposed a new space 
telescope that could see Earth-like 
planets around nearly stars. He's also 
developing a system to correct

* atmospheric distortion for ground- 
based telescopes - meaning images 
that could rival the Hubble Space 
Telescope’s in quality.

What will he dream up next? He's 
not sure, but with a $330,000 “genius 
grant** from the Mac Arthur Founda- 

- lion, he can now let his mind really 
wander.

“ I hope that's what it means,’’ 
; says Angel, 55. *Tve worked very 
! hard to get to that state. There's a 
1 whole zoo of things that I’ve totally 

over-committed, like most people at 
this point

“ So the first thing is to be creative 
enough to figure out how to generate 
some space to be able to let you 
wander into new fields."

Angel, who heads the Steward 
Observatory Mirror Laboratory at the 
University of Arizona, is among 21 
scientists, artists, community activists

from the John D. and Catherine T. 
Mac Arthur Foundation this year.

The grants aregi ven to encourage 
talented people of marked originality 
“ to pursue their own creative, 
in tellectual and professional
inclinations.'* The Chicago-based 
Mac Arthur Foundation has dispensed 
more than $150million in grants and 
health insurance to479 fellows since 
1981.

Colleagues say Angel, who grew 
up on the outskirts of London, is a 
wonderful combination of dreamer 
and doer.

“ I can’t imagine a person more 
qualified for an award like that,” said 
astronomer Michael Belton of Kiu 
Peak National Observatory, who 
heads the Galileo spacecraft’s 
imaging team. “ When I heard about 
the grant. I just felt: 'Boy, they got 
the right guy this time.'**

“ It's incredibly well deserved," 
said* Neville Woolf, Angel's 
collaborator at the Steward Observa­
tory. “ He turns things from the world 
of imagination into the world of 
reality."

Woolf and Angel have proposed 
a visionary space project for NASA: 
building an array of four infrared 
dishes spread over 50 meters near 
Jupiter.

The telescope would scour stars 
tip to about 33 light years away, 
searching for Earth-like planets by 
detecting the heat such planets would 
emit while canceling out the

otherwise-masking starlight.
An Earth-like planet would have 

three features detectable on the heat 
spectrum-carbon dioxide, ozone and 
water, Angel said.

Ozone in particular is “ the 
signature of life" on Earth, he said. 
“ That might not be a certainty that 
it had life like our own planet, but ft 
would be a heck of a good starting 
point.” I

Angel said if the telescope were 
built and led to the discovery of 
Earth-like planets, it would be the 
capstone of his career.

The big telescopes planned include 
Arizona's controversial Mount 
Graham Large Binocular Telescope, 
the object of a decade-long fight with 
environmentalists. The telescope is 
to have twin 8.4-meter honeycombed 
mirrors cast at Angel's lab.

Angel said he's considering using 
the grant money to study other areas 
such as solar energy and improved 
mammography through lower X-ray 
doses and higher resolution.

Angel's career as an astronomer 
began by chance. After finishing his 
doctorate in physics at Oxford 
University, he went to Columbia 
University intending to work in the 
spectroscopy of atoms and molecules. 
But his mentor changed careers,' 
becoming an X-ray astronomer.

“ It was really one of these chance 
things that happens in life," Angel 
said.

Drought also causes problems 
with quality of surface water

COLLEGE STATION, Tbxas (AP) 
- Although the drought is most 

. commonly associated with water 
shortages, it is also causing problems 
with water quality, reports the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service.

With less water flowing into 
; surface water bodies, concentrations
• of salt and other nutrients will be 
t affected,
I Dr. Mark McFarland, Extension 
1 soil fertility specialist of College 
! Station, said that as the volume of
• water in a water body decreases, its 
' ability to dilute concentrations of 
t things such as salt also decreases.

“The Rio Grande River, for 
example, has a higher salt concentra­
tion right now because there hasn't 
been enough water flowing in to 
dilute it," said McFarland.

McFarland said that producers 
using surface water should be careful 
of this decreased dilution problem, 
but that well water users should not 
really be affected.

“ In general, if you're using well 
water, it won't have the elevated salt 
concentrations like the surface water 
will." McFarhmd said.

For producers whose water has a 
history of problems, McFarland 
suggests that they have it tested for 
salt concentration as well as nutrient 
concentration levels. He said that 
water with past problems may have 
even higher concentrations in a year 
such as this one.

As an alternative to using surface 
water with high concentrations of 
salt, some agriculture producers are 
turning to municipal waste water. 
However, McFarland cautions against 
this usage.

He said, “ Municipal waste water 
will have different levels of salt and 
other nutrients than surface water 
would have so producers need to 
watch for this."

McFarland said that producers 
need to consider the crop which they 
have planted or will be planting and 
its specific tolerances for salt, 
especially.

AUSTIN — Lower homeowner 
and renter insurance rates take
effect Oct. 1, after a ruling 
last week by Texas Insurance 
Commissioner Elton Bomer.

Bomer ruled Central Tfcxans 
should not have to pay for bad 
storms in North Tbxas through 
higher insurance rates.

“It’s not right for homeowners 
in (Central Tbxas) to pty for hail 
storms in Dallas, just as it wouldn't 
be fair for homeowners in Dallas 
or Fort Worth to pay for hurricanes 
along the coast," Bomer said.

For the purpose of computing 
insurance rates, the Dallas-Fort 
Worth area had been lumped with 
Central, South and Wsst Ibxas, 
the Austin American-Stattsman re­
ported. As a result of this "lumping 
together” policyholders in those 
three regions subsidised the insur­
ance premiums of those who live in 
Dallas-Fort Worth.

Bomer separated the single rat­
ing territory into two, and there­
fore, Central, South and West Tbxas 
residents will feel less impact when 
the $1.1 billion in insurance losses 
from the May 1995 Dallas-Fort 
Worth hail storm are figured into 
the n ew  rates.

While insurers backed Bomer’s 
decision, some consumer groups 
did not, saying that basing insur­
ance rates on large territories helps 
prevent rate shock to any one geo­
graphical area.

The new rates will show a

suggested 4.3 to 4.8 percent 
decrease for homeowners and a 
26.7 to 30 percent decrease for 
renters.

Meanwhile, Bomer formally ban­
ned a billing practice that 
prompted a $100 million class- 
action lawsuit against two insurance 
companies.

In adopting new rules aimed 
at Allstate and Farmers insurance 
groups, Bomer said the insurers 
may round their bills to the nearest 
dollar only once before seoding 
them to customers.

Both companies have been round­
ing bills twice, a practice that crit­
ics claim has provided the firms 
with a $100 million windfall. 

Crackdown on Dirty Money
Tbxas Attorney General Dan 

Morales said his office will provide 
banks with updated information 
and training to help detect drug 
money laundering schemes.

Up to 80 percent of the cocaine 
entering the U.S. each year crosses 
the Ibxas-Mexico border and an 
estimated $35 billion in illegal drug 
money is laundered in Tbxas each 
year, Morales told the Associated 
Press.

Christopher Williston of the 
Independent Bankers Association 
of Texas pledged that community 
banks would work to battle the 
money laundering, and Gregoiy 
Crane, president of Broadway Na­
tional Bank and chairman of the 
Texas Bankers Association, said he 
knew of no bank presidents who 
would knowingly launder money.

"My office and the Texas 
banking community have pledged 
to work closely with each other 
and with other law enforcement 
agencies to keep the dirty money 
out of the state,” Morales said.

His office's financial crime di­
vision has access to U.S. Treasury 
information on money transactions 
and has been studying suspicious 
money transfers.

Colonia Aid Falls Short
Colonias along the Texas-Mexico 

border desperately need basic ser­
vices that most Texans take for

granted.
State, federal and private sources 

have contributed $750 million a 
water and sewage plan, but to get 
the job done, it will take a billion 
dollars to provide water and sewage 
services to those 1,500 substandard 
subdivisions.

At an Austin conference last 
week, state officials and colonia 
residents discussed ways to come up 
with the $250 million that is still 
needed.

Dan Tbrrcz, who coordinates 
colonia projects for the state attor­
ney general's office, said a way to 
make up the difference would be 
to call a bond election, but added, 
"The question is whether there is 
the political will in the mid-1990s 
to approve something like that — 
the concensus is probably not."

Meanwhile, organizers are work­
ing on recommendations, such as 
asking private foundations to help, 
creating a board to guide public and 
private projects and seeking desig­
nation as a "federal empowerment 
zone" for the border area to help 
raise money.

Judgis Eye Congressional Maps
A three-judge federal panel in 

Houston has received congres­
sional redistricting maps from 
Democratic defendants. Republi­
can plaintiffs and others in three 
predominantly minority districts in 
Dallas and Houston.

The U.S. Supreme Court in June 
upheld the Houston court's ruling 
declaring the districts unconstitu­
tional because race was the main 
factor in their creation.

The judges will decide fcy Aug.
8 whether they will void the March 
congressional primaries and order - 
special elections in re-mapped 
districts.

Other Capital Highlights
a The U.S. Taxpayers Party. 

has gathered the 43,962 required 
signatures to earn a spot on the 
November general election ballot in 
Tbxas, following a ruling by Tbxas 
Secretary of State Tony Garza. The 
party wants political commentator 
Pat Buchanan as its presidential 
nominee.

Texas Ranger commander named
AUSTIN (AP) - A 23-year veteran 

of the Texas Rangers has been named 
to head the elite law enforcement
agency.

Bruce Casteel, 54, has served as 
assistant commander of the Rangers 
since July 1992. He replaces Maurice 
Cook who retires at the end of 
August.

“ Bruce Casteel has an excellent 
reputation and is highly ihought of 
both inside the agency and in law 
enforcement agencies across the state 
and in the country,” Mike Cox, a 
spokesmap for the Department of 
Public Safety, said Tuesday. DPS 
oversees the 173-year-old Ranger 
force.

Casteel joined the Rangers in 1973 
after working in the DPS for six
years.

As senior captain, he will 
command 105 rangers and 20 
non-commissioned employees. He 
will report to Col. James Wilson, 
head of the DPS.

“ I'm very pleased to receive the 
position,” Casteel said. “ As 'the 
senior Ranger captain (my job) is to 
get on with business and manage the 
Rangers.

“There is a lot to get done. There 
is a lot of crime that needs to be
solved.”
