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Water supply

Residents back native plants
as a landscaping alternative

CANYON -- A survey con-
ducted by students at West
Texas A&M University found
that a majority of area resi-
dents would consider using
native plants for landscaping
if it would help preserve the
region’s water supply. Even
more people, the survey found,
would support development of
native landscape demonstra-

tion zones in Canyon and
Amarillo.
Students in Jim Rogers’

Environment and Man class
— a course offered through
the Department of Life, Earth
and Environmental Sciences
— interviewed 345 Panhandle
residents, asking 16 questions
related primarily to the wa-
ter supply and environmental
pollution. They found that 64
percent of respondents are
“concerned about water avail-
ability in the Texas Pan-

handle,” and an even higher
percentage (78 percent) would
consider landscaping with na-
tive plants if it would con-
serve water.

Moreover, 292 respondents
— 85 percent of those sur-
veyed — said they would sup-
port development of the na-
tive landscape demonstration
zones.

“The survey indicated that
as a whole, Panhandle people
have a good awareness of en-
vironmental issues,” Rogers,
instructor of environmental
science, said, “I was surprised
by the willingness of so many
residents to support these
kinds of demonstration
zones.”

Rogers said he will con-
sider using results of his stu-
dents’ survey as the basis for
launching an integrated
project among WTAMU disci-
plines to plan demonstration
zones that utilize native

plants. The plan might then
be shared with local bodies
of government, he said.

One such demonstration
zone is already in the works
on the' WTAMU campus.
Horticulture students have
designed a landscaping pro-
posal for the 300-square foot
planter located in front of
Cornette Library. Scheduled
for implementation during
the spring semester, the pro-
posal calls for plants that
are native to the Panhandle,
as well as an irrigation sys-
tem that conserves water.

Native plants include a
variety of tall and short
grasses, trees, shrubs and
wildflowers, according to Dr.
Clay Robinson, assistant
professor of plant science.

“Many of the plants used
in the library project will be
plants you might find in
Palo Duro Canyon,”
Robinson said.

Tornadoes hammer South

LITTLE ROCK, Ark. (AP)
— Tornadoes ripped across the
South for the second time in
less than a week, killing at
least seven people in two
states and leaving thousands
of people without power early
today.

Wave after wave of twist-
ers hit central Arkansas late
Thursday afternoon and
evening, collapsing roofs,
knocking down power poles
and leaving trees strewn
about the grounds of the
governor's mansion. Six people
died.

“The lights flickered a
couple times, then it went
black,” said Derrick

Stallworth, who was shopping
in the Harvest Foods grocery
when the storm struck. “I de-
cided to hit the floor, then I
saw the roof coming down.”
In Tennessee, a tornado
touched down in Clarksville
this morning, ripping roofs off
buildings. No deaths were re
ported there but one person
died elsewhere in Tennessee.

Seven in two states
killed; power out

Just last Sunday, tornadoes
killed nine people in the state.

Severe weather also
pounded parts of Mississippi
and Louisiana late Thursday,
but there were no reports of
serious injuries.

Two people were killed in
the Little Rock area when
trees fell on them, and a 67-
year-old pharmacist at the
damaged supermarket died of
his injuries this morning. In
Beebe, 30 miles to the north-
east, a 2-month-old baby was
blown out of a home and killed
and another woman was found
dead at her home.

At Center Hill, Searcy
school board member Wanda
Wilson died when her mobile
home was hit, Superintendent
Tony Wood said

“We're just lucky to be
alive,” Kelton Keathley said
after a tornado wrecked his

lot in Beebe.

“It swept everything up,”
said Lulynn, his daughter.

Arkansas utilities said the
storms left 72,000 customers
without power, and authori-
ties opened five shelters from
the Little Rock area to New-
ark, 90 miles to the northeast.
Forecasters said perhaps as
many as 30 tornadoes hit the
state, though it will be days
before field checks can con-
firm an exact number.

The storm that hit Little
Rock began southwest of the
city, passed near the state’s
Fair Grounds and entered a
residential area that includes
the governor's mansion. Gov.
Mike Huckabee, who was din-
ing in a nearby home at the
time, said he and his family
were fine.

“I'm going out to help my
neighbors,” he said.

The storm passed through
a section of town that includes
some of the city's oldest homes,

Pope setting down new policy

VATICAN CITY (AP) — Twenty years after beginning his
jet-age papacy, Pope John Paul II is again traveling far from
the Vatican to set down church policy — this time in the
Americas, where he intends to renew his close relationship
with the Mexican people.

John Paul was scheduled to take off early this morning
aboard a special Alitalia jetliner on a 13-hour flight to Mexico
City. He will also visit St. Louis.

Invited by bishops from both North and South America
during a special assembly in Rome in the fall of 1997, the pope
will answer some of the concerns they raised in a document to
be released Saturday.

He is expected to address economic injustice and the burden
that foreign debt places on poor countries, as well as introduce
proposals to give the church a greater role in culture and
public policy.

El Paso’s serious crime rate declines

EL PASO, Texas (AP) Despite a 20 percent growth in
population, the number of serious crimes reported to police in
El Paso has dropped in six of the past eight years, according to
a survey by the El Paso Times.

The newspaper said the 35,787 serious crimes reported last
year in El Paso works out to about 5.6 per 100 residents, half
the rate in 1990.

The categories of homicide, robbery and auto theft all saw
declines of more than 20 percent between 1997 and 1998.

Last year's 35,787 serious crimes reported was one-sixth
below 1997. It's the lowest number of serious crimes reported
to El Paso police since 1985

Prison officials e

Thanksgiving day escape leads to dlSCIpll ary actions

HOUSTON (AP) — State
prison officials say they’ll be-
gin, work immediately to
implement recommendations
of a special investigation panel
that found negligence by some
corrections officers at Texas’
death row led to the Thanks-
giving night escape of seven
condemned Kkillers.

The Texas Board of Crimi-
nal Justice, meeting today in
Houston, formally was receiv-
ing the 59-page report report
of the probe into the breakout
by inmate Martin Gurule and
six others from the Ellis Unit
prison northeast of Huntsville.

“This was a wake-up call of
the first magnitude,” Allan
Polunsky, the chairman of the
prison board said. “We are very
sensitive to what took place
at Ellis.”

As prison system adminis-
trators were releasing the find-
ings of the investigation to
reporters Thursday, heads be-
gan rolling at Ellis.

The warden, Bruce Thaler,
was demoted and transferred.

It's un-
fortunate this incident took
place but I think in all sense
of the word, it was an aberra-
tion. I do not feel something
like this will ever happen

Gurule, however, drowned a
few hours later in a flood-
swollen creek a couple of miles
away although his body wasn’t
found for a week. During that
time, prison authorities had
waged an intense manhunt in
response to the first escape
from Texas death row in 64
years.

Rules violations by officers,
poor supervision, inadequate
staffing and excessive privi-
leges for some inmates con-
tributed to escape, the investi-
gation found. Other factors

Radiant and humane per-
son, dedicated to caring for
the sick: that

Special bridge between phy-
sician and patient so vital to
recovery.

Ever loving, ever giving, a
nurse is the orchid of God’s
flowers.

And now, dear readers, what
follows is the last corsage I
am pinning on the nurse’s
shoulder for several “months
to come. Here it is:

Dear Ann Landers: You re-
cently printed a job descrip-
tion for nurses dating from
the 19th century. The writer
gave the erroneous impression
that nursing is a"lot easier
today than it was then. He is
wrong.

After 20 years as a nurse,
I've seen tremendous changes
in both duties and ethics. To-
day, nurses must be educated
and continue to keep up-to-
date on technical advances and
procedures. There are discov-
eries almost daily that affect
how illness, wounds and
trauma are treated. Nurses
must learn how to operate
newly invented devices that
improve the care of patients.

Today, a nurse must be a
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facilitator, educator, caregiver,
confessor and manager. She
must ' also have intelligence,
compassion and intuition.
Years ago, the:nurse fulfilled
the role of what would be a
nurse's assistant today. Now,
nurses handle more duties so
the physician can concentrate
on the more complicated situ-
ations. We are no longer me-
nial servants, as that century-
old job description would indi-
cate, but highly educated,
highly skilled medical profes-
sionals working to bring the
best care to each person who
seeks our help.

I do not claim that nurses
are one rung down from saint-
hood, but we're close. — New
Jersey R.N.

Bribery scandal forces
second I0C resignation

LAUSANNE, Switzerland
(AP) — The International
Olympic Committee delegate
from Libya resigned today, the
second member to step down
rather than face possible ex-
pulsion in the Salt Lake City
bribery scandal.

IOC president Juan Anto-
nio Samaranch told The Asso-
ciated Press that Bashir
Mohamed Attarabulsi submit-
ted his resignation in person
this morning, one day before
a special IOC commission con-

cludes its inquiry into the
Olympics’ biggest corruption
scandal.

Samaranch said Attarabulsi,
61, an IOC member since
1977, stepped down because
of revelations that his son re-
ceived college scholarships at
Utah schools from Salt Lake
City boosters.

“I accepted his resignation
and I thanked him for his 22
years as a member of the 10C,
what he did for sport in his
country and for us,”
Samaranch said in a telephone
interview. “He’'s a good man.
He did (made) a mistake.”

Attarabulsi's son, Suhel, has
said he received tuition at
Brigham Young and other
Utah schools, plus $700 a
month for expenses. On his
application to BYU, the ad-
dress he listed was the Salt
Lake bid committee offices.

Finland’s Pirjo Haeggman
became the first IOC casualty
of the scandal when she re-
signed Tuesday. She was im-
plicated because her former
husband got jobs through
Olympic bid committees from
Salt Lake City and Toronto.

IOC director general
Francois Carrard said both
Attarabulsi and Haeggman re-
signed “in the higher interest
of the Olympic movement.”

“Mr. Attarabulsi didn’t fol-
low the rules and he took
himself the decision to draw
the consequences,” he said. “I
imagine how painful this deci-
sion must have been for him,
just as painful as it was for
Pirjo Haeggman to do the
same.”

Samaranch said he didn’t
rule out further resignations
this weekend.

He said 13 members were
implicated in the IOC’s inves-
tigation into cash payments,

college scholarships, free medi-
cal treatment, lavish gifts and
other inducements related to
Salt Lake City’s winning bid
for the 2002 Winter Games.

* With two resignations now
in hand, Samaranch said
seven other IOC members face
possible expulsion from the
committee unless they step
down.

Samaranch said he did not
know what, if any, action
would be taken against four
other members cited for mi-
nor violations.

“Tomorrow, the ad-hoc (in-
vestigative) commission is
meeting and will listen to
many of the members impli-
cated in the case,” Samaranch

said. “Not all are coming. The
day after, the commission will
present a final report to the
executive board and we will
take decisions.”

The six-member inquiry
panel, headed by IOC vice
president Dick Pound, has
found that the payments and
gifts to members from Salt
Lake City boosters totaled al-
most $800,000, with some
members receiving more than
$100,000.

Carrard said Pound’s report

has not yet been completed. "

He said the commission will
begin meeting late today and
then reconvene for most of
Saturday.

knocking down trees, some of them 100 years old.

“It was a real one, in the sky and coming down. Black and
white. So many different colors,” said Michelle Johnson, de-
scribing the tornado after it hit the Harvest Foods store.

The front of the grocery collapsed inward while 15 or so
customers, including Stallworth, shopped inside. Seconds later,
the storm had passed and he was pulling others to safety.

“Some aisles you couldn’t even seengown,” Stallworth said.
Firefighters used scent-seeking dogs to make sure no one was
missed.

At least 60 people were injured, including 45 in Little Rock.
Parts of the state also reported grapefruit-size hail.

In Clarksville, Tenn., a city of 89,000 about 40 miles
northwest of Nashville near the Kentucky state line, a twister
hit about 4:15 a.m. today, heavily damaging the downtown and
causing a dozen minor injuries.

The roof was ripped off the Montgomery County courthouse,
much of a historic church was knocked down, trees and utility
poles were blown over, and about 25,000 customers were
without power.

“It looks like somebody walked through with a broom and
knocked over whatever was loose enough to knock down,” said

. Fred Dye, photo editor at The Leaf-Chronicle of Clarksville,
whose building was heavily damaged.

“The newsroom is gone,” Dye said. “My department, I've got
one wall standing.”

The Tennessee Highway Patrol said one person died in Big
Sandy in Benton County, about 50 miles southwest of
Clarksville.

On Sunday, the hardest-hit town was Jackson, about 100
miles southwest of Clarksville.

In Alexandria, La., an apparent tornado ripped apart busi-
nesses and downed electrical lines, cutting power to hundreds
of residents.

“It was something you could just feel it encircling you,” said
Rhonda Baker as she surveyed the damage to a mall where
she was working late processing tax loans. “My ears started
popping as everything went black I couldn’t see nothing — and
I could feel the building shaking.”

Mobile homes, trees and power lines were also damaged by
high winds in Mississippi. In Greenville, just across the
Mississippi River from Louisiana, Lori Wilkins recalled the
storm.

“It was just like when you watch TV and these big funnel
clouds pick up every kind of debris,” she said. “It was just like
watching something like what I see on ‘National Geographic.”

As in 1996, racial prejudice was the most common motiva-
tion for hate crimes, accounting in 1997 for 4,710 incidents..

In order of magnitude, nther reported motivations were
1,385 incidents attributed to prejudice about religion, 1,102
sexual orientation, 836 ethnic or national origin, 12 to di-abil-
ity and four to multiple prejudices, the FBI said Thursday.

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LONDON (AP) — The House

1973.

Ex-president’s brother draws 50 years

TOLUCA, Mexico — The
brother of an ex-president has
been convicted of mastermind-
ing a rival’s murder and sen-
tenced to 50 years in prison
in the highest-profile murder
case in modern Mexican his-
tory.

A judge sentenced Raul
Salinas de Gortari on Thurs-
day following a blockbuster
criminal trial that lasted four
years. The trial broke
Mexico’s long-standing taboo
against prosecuting the rela-
tives of powerful politicians.

Shortly after his brother’s
arrest, former President
Carlos Salinas de Gortari left
the country and now lives in
self-imposed exile in Ireland.

“It couldn’t have been any
worse,” Juan Velazquez, an
attorney for the Salinas fam-
ily, said of the verdict.

Raul Salinas’ lawyers filed
an immediate appeal and said
corrupt prosecutors framed
their client, who was con-
victed and sentenced to the
maximum penalty for the
1994 murder of Jose Fran-
cisco Ruiz Massieu.

as fecal contamination and
proper temperature.

Thomas Billy, administrator
of USDA’s Food Safety and
Inspection Service, said there
are no plans to eliminate the
inspectors. But the agency is
seeking ways to move some
inspectors from the plant and
into other areas of the food
chain such as distribution
warehouses.

Billy said the goal is to
make “a net improvement in
food safety while at the same
time maintaining the other
consumer protections.”

Report shows disparity
in transplant waits

WASHINGTON — In Ne-
braska, patients wait for
nearly a year and eight
months for a liver transplant.
In neighboring Iowa, the wait
is just 46 days.

Disparities like this stretch
across the country, according
to a sweeping, seven-volume
government report being re-
leased today and obtained
Thursday by The Associated
Press.

The differences in waiting
times were found among all
types of transplants. Federal
officials said it was fresh evi-
dence of how arbitrary geo-
graphic barriers make for an
unfair system. They said that
in New York City, patients
waited nearly 10 times as long
as similar patients across the
Hudson River in New Jersey.

Why the gap? In some com-
munities, people are more
likely to donate organs, creat-
ing a larger supply there. Also,
the best transplant programs
tend to attract large numbers
of patients, creating longer
waits in those areas. Ne-
braska, for instance, is home
to a large liver transplant pro-
gram, as is Pittsburgh, where
the wait for a typical patient
with type O blood lasted 721
days.

Hoping to equalize waiting
times, HHS has ordered a
change in the way scarce or-

gans are allocated. It is cru-

cial to thousands of American
families: Some 4,000 people
die each year awaiting a trans-

plant.

Pontiff leaves on trip

to Mexico, U.S.
VATICAN CITY — Twenty
years after beginning his jet-
age papacy, Pope John Paul II
is again traveling far from the
Vatican to set down church
policy — this time in the
Americas, where he intends to
renew his close relationship
with the Mexican people.
John Paul left today aboard
a special Alitalia jetliner on a
13-hour flight to Mexico City.
He will also visit St. Louis.
Invited by bishops from both
North and South America dur-
ing a special assembly in Rome
in the fall of 1997, the pope
will answer some of the con-
cerns they raised in a docu-
ment to be released Saturday.
He is expected to address
economic injustice and the
burden that foreign debt places
on poor countries, as well as
introduce proposals to give the
church a greater role in culture
and public policy.
