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Laser pointers causing police problems

AMARILLO, Texas (AP) —
Amarillo’'s thin blue line wants
to crack down on the use of
thin red lines.

Police announced Wednes-
day that prosecutors have
agreed to press charges

against anybody who uses a
laser pointer in a menacing or
dangerous way.

Because they are relatively
cheap high technology — about
$15 — the lasers are popular
with kids, who may not use

them responsibly.

bright lights were being used
to aim weapons.

“We had one (laser toy)
pointed at a SWAT officer at
a restaurant a while back and
the officer went into survival
mode and chased the subject
down and it turned out to be
a 9-year-old,” said Lt. Ken
Farren.

He demonstrated Wednes-
day at the Potter County Fir-
ing Range that the beam
thrown by a laser pointer looks
the same on target as the
aiming light from a firearm.

The pointer used had been
confiscated from a middle
school student, he said.

“You tell me which one is
the pointer and which one is
the firearm,” Farren said.
“They’re one in the same and
an officer can easily interpret
the pointer as a threat.”

Pointing an aiming device
with a weapon attached at
the chest of a police officer
would be considered a threat,
he said.

However, he said the en-
forcement effort is not strictly
for officers.

“If someone was lasered and
felt it was offensive or an
offensive gesture or public dis-
play that tends to incite an
immediate breach of the peace.

Most violations would be
prosecuted as a Class C mis-
demeanor punishable by a fine
up to $4,000 and up to one
year in jail, Farren said.

Minor animal bites lead to big infections
Bacteria and germs attack human cells

What's worse than a dog's
bite? Germs, for starters
though a bite from Fido is
still much “cleaner” than one
from a human being

Cultures from 107 infected
dog and cat bites turned up
152 kinds of bacteria. includ-
ing 10 not previously known
to infect people. according to
a study in today's New En-
gland Journal of Medicine

There were an
five kinds of germs per bite

It's the best study of the
topic so far and should per
suade doctors not to try the
cheap route when treating in-
fected bites, emergency physi
cians said.

The germs aren't danger
ous unless the skin is broken,
meaning it's probably OK to
let your dog lick your face. In
fact, human bites are much
more dangerous, in terms of
germs transmitted.

“If you have a choice about
being bitten. you don’t want a
person. Choose your cat,” said
Dr. Toni Mitchell of the Ameri
can College of Emergency Phy
sicians

Millions of people get bit-
ten every year. About 270,000
go to emergency rooms to have
dog and cat bites treated, and
about 9,000 have to be hospi
talized.

Most of the time, it's be-
cause of the damage to flesh
and bone from the bite itself.
However, infections can force
amputation and even cause
death. The class of germs
found most often includes ones
that can cause meningitis and
blood infections.

This study looked at people
treated for infected bites at
18 emergency rooms around
the country.

“It certainly expands our
knowledge in that area,” said
Dr. Robert McNamara, presi-
dent of the American Acad-
emy of Emergency Medicine.
And, he said, it shows that
the broad-spectrum antibiot-
ics usually prescribed for bites
are the right treatment.

About 20 percent of the pa-
tients treated at 18 emergency
rooms did not get those drugs,
said Dr. David Talan of UCLA
Medical Center, the study’s
lead author

“One concern with treating
these infections is that the
antibiotics you use are fairly
expensive,” McNamara said.
“Sometimes people try to get
away with the cheaper medi-
cines, like penicillin alone.
Hopefully, this will eliminate

Calcium greatly reduces
risk of intestinal tumors

Adding calcium to the diet
— through milk or other
means — can. help prevent
tumors in the large intestine,
researchers reported looked to
see whether they developed
another adenoma over the
next four years.

More than 80 percent were
taking their pills at least 90
percent of the time during the
fourth year.

In the second through
fourth years of the study —
the main risk period — 127 of
the 409 people taking calcium
had developed at least one

adenoma, compared with 159
of the 423 taking placebos.

Moreover, there were more
tumors per patient in the pla-
cebo group: 0.73 compared
with 0.55.

The study seems to back up
a theory that bile acids may
be part of the reason that a
diet rich in vegetables and
fruits carries a lower risk of
intestinal growths than one
high in red meat and fat.

The theory held that cal-
cium .binds bile acids travel-
ing through the bowel, reduc-
ing their opportunity to cause
growths.

Forget the season-opening Daytona
500, the rich Brickyard 400 or the new
race in Homestead, Fla. The biggest
event of this Winston Cup season might
well occur May 30.

That'’s the date for the Coca-Cola 600,
and it's when stock car racing’s premier
series will get its first glimpse of Dale
Earnhardt Jr., the 24-year-old charger
viewed by many as a probable
challenger to Jeff Gordon’s supremacy.

“Charlotte Motor Speedway makes
sense from a whole lot of strategy
standpoints, not the least of which is
Dale is comfortable at the track,” said
Don Hawk, president of Dale Earnhardt
Inc.

In addition to running five Winston

Cup races in 1999, Earnhardt plans to
defend his Busch Grand National title
before moving to the top circuit on full
time in 2000.

“The only thing I'm in a hurry to do is
win races. I can be patient when it comes
to making the jump to Winston Cup,”
said Earnhardt, who won seven races
and three poles last year. “Charlotte is a
good place for me to make my first
Winston Cup start because that's the
track where it all began for my
grandfather and my father.”

When Earnhardt unveiled his 1999
Winston Cup plans, it drew a crowd of
about 300 media members to the team’s
shop in Mooresville, N.C. The size of the
gathering was one indication of the
interest in the sport producing someone
to rival Gordon, who at 27 has
demonstrated the ability to rewrite the

sport’s record books before his career
ends.

Since winning his first Winston Cup
race in 1994, Gordon has followed with
another 41 victories, and all indications
are that his best years might be ahead.

Gordon is coming
off of a 1998 season in
which he won his third
series title in four
years, thonks in large
part to his record-
tying 13 victories.

“I thought if we won
il five it would be an

i unbelievable season,”
Gordon he said. “This year, I'm
looking at it the same way.

“You've got to take it one step at a
time, try to go for that first win but make
sure you focus on consistency. If you're

consistent, you'll win races.”

Gordon, who has won at least seven
races in each of the last four seasons,
points to his crew as the reason for that
consistency.

“They really epitomize what team-
work is all about,” he said. “It's keeping
those guys together for as long as we can
that's going to show us what our future
is all about as far as being this
competitive year in and year out.”

Gordon’s biggest competition last
year came from Mark Martin, who at
age 39 had the best season of his career.
But just as Gordon doesn’t count on
winning 13 races every year, neither
does Martin bank on another seven
victories in 11999,

“We gave it our best, and it was an
incredible accomplishment by the race
team to be as good as they were and give

me the best year of my career,” he said.
“We're concentrating on winning races
and moving on, not the past or what-ifs.
“I pray that I'll have another year as
good as this one.”
Dale Jarrett leads
a pack of other driv-
ers fighting for time
at the top with Gor-
don and Martin. The
youngest of that group
are Jeremy Mayfield,
29, and Jeff Burton,
31. Both won races
last year but are still Marti
trying to find the consistency needed to
challenge for a Winston Cup title.
Martin said it's only a matter of time
before Burton is recognized as a

Report: Dolphin’s
Johnson to retire

MIAMI — Since Jimmy
Johnson isn't going to the Super
Bowl this season, he's appar-
ently headed for retirement
instead.

In a stunning development,
Johnson has decided to resign
Thursday from the Miami Dol-
phins and doesn't plan to coach
again, his father said Wednes-
day night.

The Dolphins were eliminated
Saturday from the NFL playoffs
38-3 at Denver.

“Jimmy told me he was ready
to retire and wanted to start
enjoying himself,” C.W. Johnson
said from his home in Port
Arthur, Texas. “He said the
season wore on him. I told him I
was glad and that was the best
news [ had heard in a long time.”

According to the elder Johnson,
his son said “this is it for him in

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you read it. It's not really 100
percent, but it's close. So that's
where I stand. I'm not going to
say ‘never’, never. I'll say 99.9.
Take it for what it's worth.”

Pressed again on why he
wouldn't say 100 percent, Jordan
shot back: “Because it's my 1
percent and not yours.”

Jordan looked dapper as
always, wearing a dark blue suit,
shimmering gold tie and gold
earring dangling from his left
lobe. The only thing that looked
out of place was the bandage
wrapped around-his right index
finger.

Jordan said he severed a
tendon while cutting a cigar, an
injury that needs surgery and
would have sidelined him for the
first two months of the season
had he not retired.

The injury had no bearing on
his decision, which he said he
made several months ago but
waited to announce until the
lockout ended.

Jordan alluded to his first
retirement in 1993, when he
briefly pursued a professional
baseball career before returning
late in the 1994-95 season.

“Well, we do this again for the
second time,” he said to open the
news conference.

Johnson, 55, has two years
remaining on his contract. After
his third season with Miami
ended Saturday with the most
lopsided playoff defeat in team
history, Johnson talked optimis-
tically about next season.

The death of Johnson’s mother,
Allene, on Dec. 20 may have been
a factor in his decision, and his
father has been battling cancer.
Johnson also complained fre-
quently during the past season
that media scrutiny and criti-
cism were more intense than

when he coached the Dallas

“We play for 60 minutes and
don’t hold anything back at any
time, from the first play, to the
last . we're always on attack,”
John Elway said. “We hit the
ground running to start the
game and go full speed ahead
from the first play to the last.”

The Jets are no slouches when
they have the ball, and their
defense yielded the second-
fewest points, 266, one more
than the Dolphins. That defense
will be severely tested early, and
it's ability to survive the opening
moments could be pivotal.

“Denver is a a team that if
they are able to get a good lead on
you, then their defense becomes
more and more effective, as most
team’s defenses dp when you
become more one-dimensional,”
Jets coach Bill Parcells said.
“They keep attacking on offense
and try to separate themselves
from a team, and then they allow
the defense to pressure. I don't
want to use the word gamble
because it's a selective type of
pressure.
