Hereford Regional Medical Center
has not been “sold” very well, so the
Deaf Smith County Hospital District
directors have decided to do some-
thing about it.

The board voted unanimously
Tuesday night to hire the Price Com-
munications Group of Lubbock to
direct a campaign to boost public
awareness of what services — and
the quality of those services — are
available through HRMC.

Phil Price, president and founder
of the Lubbock-based public rela-
tions company, made a short presen-
tation to the board in which he
showed examples of what his com-
pany has done for other health care
operations.

Ad agency to promote HRMC services

His presentation also included an
analysis of the hospital’s status, fo-
cusing on the strengths and weak-
nesses of the facility.

“Although the hospital provides
state-of-the-art services, many county
residents are choosing to drive to
Amarillo for medical care. Several
factors have contributed to this mi-
gration to Amarillo. Two reasons are
believed to be that residents are

unaware of the services the hospital
provides, and primary caregivers are
referring patients to Amarillo,” the
study stated.

According to Price, the emphasis
of the awareness -campaign will be
placed on five hospital services:
emergency room/EMS, physical/occu-
pational therapy and rehab (outpa-
tient services); general hospital ser-

“He (made) the case that it's im-
portant that we have good relations
with Russia and that we should not
allow a dispute on a single issue to
derail the important work we're do-
ing on a wide variety of issues,” said
White House spokesman Joe
Lockhart.

Clinton prepared the nation for
an imminent attack on Serb targets,
saying that although American troops
would be at risk, the air campaign
is necessary for Europe’s long-term
stability. Congress lined up behind
him, dropping a move to cut the
financial rug from under U.S. mili-
tary action.

“I want to level with you,” Clinton
said in a speech Tuesday.

Donated phones improve safety

DALLAS (AP) — The dozens of portable classrooms situated
behind W.E. Greiner Middle School are more than a hop-and
skip from the principal’s office; not to mention the nearest
telephone.

But on Tuesday, teachers at the city’s largest middle school
became the first in Dallas to be outfitted with cellular phones
to connect them to either the school office or a 911 operator in
case of emergency.

Southwestern Bell has donated 500 phones and 360,000
minutes of local airtime to the Dallas Independent School
District to improve communication and safety on‘the cam-
puses.

“We have 49 portable classrooms and communication is an
issue,” Principal Lynn Dehart said. “If teachers have any kind
of problem or emergency or if they just need to contact a
parent or an administrator, this is a means to do it.”

He said the phones can also be used as a discipline tool.

More than 130 other elementary, middle and high schools in
the Dallas area will receive phones and airtime.

Before having a phone, she said she had no immediate
access to the front office or school security.

Having phones in the classroom is not a first, it's just a first
for the portable buildings, said Southwestern Bell Wireless
spokeswpman Leigh Anne Crow.

Other schools around the state — including some in Austin,
Houston, Wichita Falls and Beaumont — participate in Classlink
Texas, she said. As part of the program, various wireless
service providers around the state award schools with five
phones each plus 150 minutes a month for general use.

Justice conditionally approves merger

WASHINGTON (AP) — SBC Communications’ planned
merger with Ameritech Corp., which would create the nation’s
largest local telephone company, has been conditionally ap-
proved by the Justice Department.

The department’s action Tuesday removed a big hurdle to
the merger, but it still must be approved by the Federal
Communications Commission, which is reviewing the deal.

Valued at $57 billion when it was announced in May, the
merger would unite two local Bell companies that control 57
million phone lines spread through 13 states.

The Justice Department approved the merger as long as the
companies sell cellular properties in each of 17 markets. Once
that is done, SBC also can proceed with another deal to buy
the cellular telephone operations of Comcast Co

SBC anfl Ameritech have agreed to the con ition and will
sell one of two cellular properties in each of those markets in
[llinois, Indiana and Missouri. Markets include the major
metropolitan areas of Chicago and St. Louis, the Justice
Department said.

“Without these divestitures, consumers would have paid
higher prices or received lowerquahty services,” said Joel I.
Klein, chief of the antitrust division.

AUSTIN (AP) — Leaders
with the United Steelworkers
of America have accused the
nation’s largest producer of ag-
ricultural tires of taking $30
million in tax incentives to
build a Brownsville plant it
isn't even interested in open-
ing.
Titan Tires announced in
1996 its plans to build a new
off-the-road tire plant in
Brownsville — a one million-
square-foot facility that would
create hundreds of jobs. The
company said at the time that
the plant would be operational
in 18 to 24 months.

USWA officials suggested at
a capitol press conference on
Tuesday that Titan president

Maurice “Morry” Taylor’s prin-
cipal use of the Brownsville
facility has been as a club to
try to break up strikes at the
company’s plants in Des
Moines, Iowa, and Natchez,
Miss.

Mike Bolton, a union leader
at the Des Moines plant, said
when union workers refused
to give in to Taylor's demands,
the Titan president ordered
four big presses loaded onto a
truck.

A New Look:

Women’s Final Four lineup will vie for Tennessee’s old slot

The women’s Final Four already
is assured of producing something
that hasn’t been seen for a while: a
national champion other than Ten-
nessee.

It also might produce something
else noteworthy: a first-time cham-
pion. ;

Purdue, Georgia and Duke are
hoping to become national champi-
ons for the first time as each pre-

res for Friday’s semifinals in San
ose, Calif. They’ll be joined by Loui-
siana Tech, which has won two NCAA
titles but none this decade.

After fans and de{)ected losers
watched Tennessee celebrate the last
three national championships, the
traditional cutting down of the nets
on Sunday night will have-a fresh
look this year.

“I think all four teams are going
up there now with that same
" thought,” Louisiana Tech coach Leon
Barmore said. “Hey, there’s some-
body else they’re lgoing to crown.”

Louisiana Tech (30-2) and to
ranked Purdue (32-1) are the only
No. 1 seeds remaining and will meet
in the second semifinal. Georgia (27-
6) and Duke (28-6), both No. 3 seeds,
meet in the first game.

Duke became the story of the
tournament when it beat Tennessee
69-63 Monday in the East Regional
finals at Greensboro, N.C., ending
the Lady Vols' 21-game winning
streak in NCAA play. It will be first
Final Four since 1994 without “Rocky
Top” blaring through the arena.

“Our goal was not to beat Tennes-
see and our goal was not to get to
the Final Four,” Duke coach Gail
Goestenkors said. “Our goal from
day one has always been to win the
national cham ch:?.'

Duke lost its first four

Bodivio gy end woe the ‘g
won the regu-

lar-season AthntL Coast Conference
championship. Now Duke is the first

school since Georgia in 1983 to land
its men’s and women’s teams in the
Final Four.

Georgia earned its fifth Final Four
trip and third in five years with a
sophomore-laden team led by twins
Kelly and Coco Miller. Kelly Miller
is coming off a career-high 33-point
performance in the Mideast finals
against Iowa State, which upset top-
seeded Connecticut in the previous
round.

The last time it reached the Final
Four (1996), Georgia lost to Tennes-
see in the championship game. Pam
Irwin-Osbolt is the only Georgia
player still around from that team.

“I think it's better this time be-
cause nobody expected us to be
there,” Irwin-Osbolt said. “It wasn't
like three years ago when we were
number one in the country. I remem-
ber looking up and watching Saudia
Roundtree cutting down the net and

wondering if I would ever do that.”

A long winning streak will be
broken in the Purdue-Louisiana Tech
game. Purdue ran its streak to 30
with Monday night's 75-62 victory
over Rutgers in the Midwest finals.
Louisiana Tech has won 22 in a row
since a 71-65 loss to Purdue at In-
dianapolis on Dec. 19.

Purdue's tournament run has ex-
tended the tenure of coach Carolyn
Peck, who is leaving at the end of
the season to become the coach and
general manager of the WNBA's Or-
lando Miracle.

And while the Boilermakers' ride
this season has been smooth, it hasn’t
always been that way for the team'’s
two seniors, Stephanie White-
McCarty and Ukari Figgs, who have
played under three coaches.

Linn Dunn was dismissed after
their freshman season and most of
the players transferred. Dunn’s re-

placement, Nell Fortner, stayed only
one year before being named coach
of the U.S. national team.

“We don't look at the past, we
don’t look what we've been through,”
Figgs said. “We just play for now.
We know that none of the things
we've been through are going to
hurt or help us now.”

Interestingly, two of the players
who left Purdue are now standouts
at Duke — Michele VanGorp and
Nicole Erickson. They could meet up
with their old team in the champi-
onship game.

Louisiana Tech, the national cham-
pion in 1982 and 1988, has won its
four NCAA tournament games by an
average of 26.5 points while pres-
suring opponents with relentless de-
fense. The Lady Techsters won the
West Regional with an 88-62 romp
past UCLA.

UConn coach rides emotional
wave Iin team’s trip to Final Four

STORRS, Conn. (AP) — Always
animated, sometimes agitated, Jim
Calhoun coaches with passion.

He jukes and jumps, bellows and
glares. It's easy to read his emotions
in the 40-minute span, but he has
guarded them off the court.

Fate and the Final Four changed
that in the past few weeks for
Connecticut’'s winningest coach.

Since the postseason began,
Calhoun has experienced the joys of
a first grandchild and the death of a
friend. Both were on his mind when
the Huskies advanced to their first
Final Four.

It was more than enough to make
a 66-year-old coach cry, and he didn't
care who saw.

“I found myself more noouls:;.'
Calhoun said sday. “I found t
tears and outward emotions don't

seem to be the one thing 'that I
have a problem hiding anymore or
see fit to hide over the past couple
weeks. It gives me a different per-
spective on a couple different things,
particularly my own journey through
this life.”

His trek through college basket-
ball, as. coach of Northeastern for
14 years and at UConn since 1986,
has been a steady climb to the top.
He has a career record of 552-257
and is the only coach in Division I
history to have at least 250 wins at
two different schools.

He remains the winningest coach
at Northeastern with a 250-137
record. On Jan. 23, he earned his
287th win at UConn, making him
the winningest coach in school his-
tory. Saturday’'s win over Gonzaga
in the West Regional title game

sends Calhoun to his first Final
Four where the Huskies (32-2) take
on Ohio State (27-8).

“Over the past few three or four
days, I'm getting a much better feel
ing for what that bright light of the
Final Four can do,” he said. “People
get a chance to look closer at your

rogram, at your career, at what our
ids have achieved.”

One of his “kids” was 26-year-old
Joe McGinn. A popular team man
ager from 1992-98, he had kidney
disease most of his life and died
March 9 as the team was preparing
for its first-round game in Denver

The bond between the two was
like father and son.

mail, development of a website, the board decided to hire the
company to handle the public awareness campaign. Addi-
tional services would be considered separately.

The estimate for the corporate identity package — new logo,
brochure, motto - is $5,420. The total package presented by
Price for the final six months of the fiscal year was estimated
to cost about $61,000.
