“If parents see signs of gang or drug involvement, I urge
them to take a tighter hold stop their association with

organized questionable teens and search their rooms,” Serrano said.

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That statement alone is probably enough to get most
teens up in arms, but Serrano said as long as it is still the
parents’ home, they have a right to search.

“The kids need some privacy, but if parents feel their
kids are into something dangerous, to themselves or oth-
ers, then a search is in order,” said Serrano.

“The majority of kids in town are doing really well,” he
said. “They’ll do normal teen-age stuff, but most will do
OK. Parents should be more worried about the drug
problem than gang involvement.”

Serrano, Boozer, and others that work with teens say
parents should be alerted if their teens show abnormal
attitude problems, start associating with wilder, different
crowd, tattoos, or show signs of total defiance.

They also suggest that parents know their kids friends,
who they are with, and where they are going.

“It's all interconnected,” said Serrano. “The kids are
looking for a place to fit in. Sometimes it's just easier for
them to be bad.”

Travel sn:‘gs still likely on American

DALLAS (AP) — American Airlines passengers may still
run into travel problems today even though pilots have been
ordered to climb back into their cockpits.

“We will be spending the next couple of days trying to get
the airline back on its feet,” said John Hotard, a spokesman
for Fort Worth, Texas-based AMR Corp., the parent company
of American Airlines.

“We have many cockpit crews, cabin crews and aircraft out
of position. There will be cancellations over the next several
days, but nowhere near to the degree of earlier this week.”

More than 200,000 travelers have been stranded and 2,500
flights canceled since Saturday. The flights were scrubbed
after pilots, angry over the slow integration of recently pur-
chased Reno Air, started calling in sick to the airline.

For passengers with travel arrangements through next
Monday, American said it would offer full refunds on all
tickets or help them reschedule their flight without the usual
service charge or penalty.

Jury to decided punishment

EDINBURG, Texas (AP) — Defense attorneys are fighting
for the life of Pablo Lucio Vasquez, who was convicted earlier
this week of mutilating and murdering a 12-year-old boy.

Vasquez, convicted of capital murder in the slaying of David
Cardenas, could receive life in prison or death by injection.

Prosecutors presented seven witnesses Wednesday to dem-
onstrate that Vasquez has been violent in the past.

Defense attorneys are expected to call Vasquez' mother,
Maria Vasquez, as a character witness as they present their
case today.

The prosecution’s case centered mainly around three inci-
dents: a stabbing, a brick-throwing episode and a jailhouse
fight.

No Texans in Senate in 1868 trial

WASHINGTON (AP) — Texas history buffs take note: When
Phil Gramm and Kay Bailey Hutchison cast their verdicts this
week in President Clinton's impeachment trial, they’ll be the
first Texas senators voting on a president’s fate.

And yet this marks the second presidential impeachment
trial in history.

Why the discrepancy?

Because Texas did not have a voice in the post-Civil War
Congress in 1868, when the Senate fell one vote short of
ousting President Andrew Johnson.

The Lone Star State's representatives on Capitol Hill,
including Sens. Louis T. Wigfall and John Hemphill, were
expelled from Congress in 1861 after Texas seceded from the
Union

Senate Education approves bill

AUSTIN (AP) — A unanimous vote from the Senate Educa-
tion Committee is “a good start” to curbing the practice of
passing students from grade to grade when they're not aca-
demically prepared, Gov. George W. Bush says.

Under the bill by committee Chairman Teel Bivins, R-
Amarillo, future students would have to pass the Texas
Assessment of Academic Skills in third, fifth and eighth
grades to be promoted, unless their parents successfully
appealed.

Students who fail the TAAS would get more than
one chance at the test.
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PETA challenges Tech fireant research

DALLAS (AP) — Animal
welfare advocates are asking
the state to stop Texas Tech
scientists from researching
fire ant habits by inflicting
the nasty stinging insects on
such animals as pregnant deer
and baby quails.

“This has got to take the
cake for boondoggles,” Dan
Mathews, director of cam-

paigns for People for the Ethi-

cal Treatment of Animals, told
The Dallas Morning News for
today's editions. “Every Texas
taxpayer is paying for this.”
Officials at the Lubbock uni-
versity say the research,
funded by a $120,000 state
grant, is critical to figuring
out how the fire ant invasion
sweeping across the South is
affecting the birth and sur-
vival rates of wild animals.

“Wildlife is a huge benefit
for this state,” said Robert M.
Sweazy, Texas Tech’s senior as-
sociate vice president for re-
search.

Sweazy said Tuesday that
the research is legal and ethi-
cal, and numerous scientific
reviewers have endorsed the
study. Mark Wallace, the as-
sistant professor directing the
research, declined comment.

Mathews has gotten no-
where with his objection to
the research. Gov. George W.
Bush declined to act on a com-
plaint, saying he has no au-
thority over such matters, and
state Agriculture Commis-
sioner Susan Combs supports
the research.

Part of the study has re-
searchers placing fire ants on
anesthetized day-old northern
bob-white quail chicks to see
what the ants do. Scientists
also are trying to find out
what happens when captured,
pregnant deer give birth in
pens infested with fire ants.

Fire ants have become a
plague on southern states in
recent decades. Their painful
stings cause welts and can
even kill small animals or the
2 percent of people who are
allergic to their toxin. Texas
officials say the pests are a
$300 million annual problem
here.

Mathews said PETA found
out about the Texas Tech study
from a whistle-blower and con-
firmed it through open-records,
requests.

According to PETA's sum-
mary of the research reports
it obtained, Wallace captured
25 pregnant does last May
with net guns fired from a

helicopter over the Welder
Wildlife Foundation refuge in
San Patricio County. Nine deer
died in the process and three
got away, PETA said.

The deer that remained
were distributed among eight
pens at the refuge. Four pens
were infested with active fire
ant mounds and four pens had
their ant mounds either re-
moved or sprayed with pesti-
cides.

Of the 26 fawns that were
born in captivity, six were still-
born and two died or were
put to sleep, the newspaper
reported.

PETA said researchers
watched the surviving fawns
and were told to look for signs
of ant bites such as “jumping,
twitching or erratic move-
ment.”

The study found that the
fire ants didn’'t cause long-
term harm to the deer, and
none of the young animals
appeared to be in significant
pain from bites.

Mathews said the research
duplicated decades of findings
in other studies.

“How many times do we
have to ask whether fire ants -
hurt young animals?” he said.

But Sweazy said the study
is indeed providing new infor-
mation.

“This kind of study has
never been done,” Sweazy said.
“We don’t do research for
research’s sake.”

The school said it has gone
to great lengths to guarantee
ethical treatment of its re-
search animals and recently
received accreditation from a
national group that sets stan-
dards in the field.

Texas’ air pollutants

continue to decline

More than 8.2 million tons have
been eliminated from Texas skies

AUSTIN (AP) — Texas’ air
quality is getting better, ac-
cording to a study released
Wednesday that shows the
emissipn of major pollutants
declined 42 percent from 1970
to 1996.

More than 8.2 million tons
of pollutants, including car-
bon monoxide, have been
eliminated from the air each
year, according to a study by
the non-profit Foundation for
Clean Air Progress.

The foundation predicts
that between 1996 and 2015,
total statewide emissions will
fall an additional 1.9 million
tons per year.

“It’s important to note that
these gains were not made at
the expense of the Texas
economy, and I believe we can
continue to grow our economy
as we clean up air,” said Rep.
Warren Chisum, R-Pampa,
chairman of the House Com-
mittee on Environmental
Regulation.

The foundation analyzed
data from the Environmental
Protection Agency and the
Texas Natural Resource Con-
servation Commission on six
pollutants monitored by the
federal agency.

Among the improvements
the study found is a 35 per-
cent decline in the emission
of carbon monoxide — mostly
attributed to cars, trucks,
buses and lawn equipment —
and 41 percent reduction in
nitrogen oxides since 1970.

TNRCC Commissioner
Ralph Marquez said the state
has made ‘significant long-
term progress in reducing
overall emissions and improv-
ing air quality.

But the state will have to
do even more in the face of
stricter federal air quality
standards and population
growth, Marquez said.

Peter Altman, state direc-
tor of the Sustainable Energy
and Economic Development
coalition, questioned the
study’s intentions and said its
sponsor has historically sided
with business interests.

“The Foundation for Clean
Air Progress should be called
Big Business for More Air
Pollution,” said Altman. The
group has “consistently fought
against protecting public
health against dirty air,” he
said.

“The report does contain
some grains of truth but its
overall interest is to hood-
wink the public and policy
makers into doing nothing to

further clean up the air,”
Altman said.

David LaValle, spokesman
for the foundation, denied any
bias in the report. The foun-
dation is a non-profit, educa-
tional group, which doesn’t
take sides, he said.

“Our goal is to let citizens
know that progress is being
made,” said LaValle. “We edu-
cate the public on the positive
aspects of air quality. Namely
that their air quality is get-
ting cleaner.”

The study doesn’t specifi-
cally address progress made
by the state’s older industrial
facilities, which are not obli-
gated to met state environ-
mental standards and are fac-
ing possible legislative action.

Recent studies have shown
that emissions from
“grandfathered” facilities are
also falling. But environmen-
talists have urged lawmakers
to close loopholes that, let them
ignore state air quality stan-
dards.

Lawmakers will consider a
plan by the TNRCC to create
a voluntary program to re-
move the protection. The pro-
gram is backed by Gov. George
W. Bush and has attracted
interest from industry officials,
some of whom have already
signed up.

Sen. J.E. “Buster” Brown,
R-Lake Jackson, said the study
doesn’t mean all of the state’s
goals have been met, but that
progress is being made.

“The people of Texas have
worked hard to reduce pollu-.
tion in our state,” said Brown,
chairman of the Senate Natu-
ral Resources Committee.

Diabetes Interview, an inde-
pendent monthly publication
about diabetes. Although some
readers agreed with you, most
considered your answer off-
base. I would like to tell you
why.
. Diabetes care has improved

dramatically in the past two
decades. In the old days, we
took one or two injections of
long-acting insulin once or
twice a day. This low-mainte-
nance routine was convenient,
but it did not control the dia-
betes sufficiently to prevent
complications such as blind-
ness and kidney and heart
disease.

These days, diabetes is
treated aggressively. We have
portable blood-testing equip-
ment and rapid-acting
insulins. We often take four or
more injections a day — be-
fore each meal and at bed-
time. Since these insulins work
as soon as they are injected,
the best time to take the in-
jection is when the plate is in
front of us.

Insulin injections do not
have to attract attention.
There is no need to pull up
one’s shirt and expose skin.
We can inject right through
clothing, and often, nobody at
the table notices. Blood test-
ing is more obvious, but it is
an essential part of our basic
health care. For those who
must do eight or 10 tests a
day, even the best bathrooms
are not sanitary enough. -

Hiding the facts of our
health care suggests that we
are doing something shame-
ful. We need insulin to sur-
vive. Banishing us to the bath-
room undermines efforts to ac-
cept our diabetes in a posi-
tive, healthy way.

Baltimore: Diabetics must
test themselves and take in-
sulin at mealtime. If seeing a
drop of blood makes people
sick, well, too bad. They
shouldn’t look.

Moreno Valley, Calif.: 1
would never teach my two
diabetic children that “good
table manners” means to hide
or be embarrassed about their
condition. People should be
educated about diabetes so
they won’t be grossed out.

Provo, Utah: I try to be
discreet when administering
insulin in public. No one is
offended by a heart patient
who takes a pill at a meal or
a person with asthma using
an inhaler. Why should diabe-
tes be any different?

Piggott, Ark.: Are you out
of your mind? Fast-acting in-
sulin must be taken immedi-
ately before eating. Nowadays,
a diabetic can inject insulin
in the stomach, right through
the clothing.

Orange, N.J.: My 16-year-
old son has diabetes, and he
agrees with you, Ann. He feels
that diabetes is part of his
personal life and should re-
main private. He does not

wish to have strangers see
him test his blood or inject
his insulin. Your comments
were right on.

York, Pa.: I am a diabetic.
Many of us talk about being
treated “like anyone else,” and

then, we go ahead and make
sure everyone within viewing
distance knows we have a
condition that requires atten-
tion. I prefer some privacy,
thank you.

NEW ORLEANS (AP) —
New Orleans Saints coach
Mike Ditka wants to be sure
the fluttering of his heart was
not an indication of anything
more serious than an irregu-
lar heartbeat.

“l want to get an angio-

Ditka said. “If I have block-
age, then I have to get done
what has to be done whether
they have to bypass it or
" whatever.”

Ditka, 59, had a heart at-
tack in 1988. A mild electric
,shock was administered to his
heart on Feb. 2.

“It went out of rhythm, and
I had to get it shocked back
into rhythm,” Ditka told Chi-
cago reporters. before return-
ing .to New Orleans on
Wednesday. “But I feel pretty
good. I've been working out
every day.”

Ditka has also been work-
ing everyday, Saints general
manager Bill Kuharich said.

“That happened last week
and he’s been in here every
day same as always,”
Kuharich said on Wednesday.
“It hasn’t had any affect on
him that I can see.”

Ditka said the experience
of his old friend, Dan Reeves,
head coach of the Atlanta Fal-
cons, made him cautious de-
spite his lack of problems.
Reeves had quadruple bypass

10C promises continued crackdown

Report implicates 10
additional members
in corruption ring

LONDON (AP) — With 20
percent of its members impli-
cated in the Salt Lake scan-
dal, the International Olym-
pic Committee promised
Wednesday to consider expel-
ling more of them to restore

_its damaged credibility and

assuage big-money sponsors.

“We will act decisively,” said
Anita DeFrantz, an I0C vice
president from the United
States.

IOC leaders read the 300-
page report issued Tuesday by
a Salt Lake ethics panel, a
document detailing more than
$1 million in cash payments
and other favors lavished on
IOC members during the city’s
winning bid for the 2002 Win-
ter Games.

The report linked an addi-

tional 10 IOC members to the
scandal, bringing to 24 — a
fifth of the total membership
— the number of Olympic del-
egates accused of accepting
excessive benefits.

The IOC said the ethics
report was being forwarded to
its own six-man panel investi-
gating the Salt Lake case.

The decision-making I10C
executive board expects to re-
ceive “the earliest possible rec-
ommendations” from the
panel, the IOC said in a state-

ment from Lausanne, Switzer-
land.

“The IOC remains fully
committed to investigating
and taking action based on
all available evidence,” the
statement said.

Last month, the IOC panel
identified 14 members in-
volved in alleged excesses
stemming from Salt Lake's
bid.

Nine of those members have
either resigned or been ex-
pelled by the IOC executive

board. Three others — includ-
ing powerful executive board
member Kim Un-yong of
South Korea — remain under
investigation, one received a
warning and one has died.

The IOC noted that last
month’s expulsions were
“based on evidence available
at the time.”

Further expulsions are now
likely before the special 10C
assembly in Lausanne, March

“If you find something that’s
a real breach, we basically
have only one sanction, and
that’s expulsion,” said IOC vice
president Dick Pound, head of
the internal inquiry.

[OC executive board del-
egate Jacques Rogge, a mem-
ber of Pound’s panel, said the
commission will likely meet
soon to review the report.

Rogge said he was not sur-
prised that more members
were implicated.

“I knew more names would
come up,” he said.

Rogge said a key issue for
the IOC panel will be to de-
termine whether members
were guilty of actual ethical
violations.

“You have to differentiate
between what is a breach of
the line, and what is so-called
‘lavish treatment,” he said.

IOC president Juan Anto-
nio Samaranch has also writ-
ten to all cities which bid for
the Olympics of 1996 through
2004, asking for any docu-
mented evidence of miscon-
duct. The deadline for re-
sponses is Feb. 15, meaning
even more members could be
implicated before the March
meeting.

[IOC marketing director
Michael Payne, on a trip to
the United States to meet with
Olympic sponsors, said the
IOC is doing everything in its
power to stamp out corrup-
tion and institute reform.

“Has the IOC been dam-
aged?” Payne said. “Yes, clearly
it has. On the other hand, it’s
the opportunity to clean house
and to reform. You have to
take two or three steps back-
wards to move one step for-
ward.”

On Tuesday, the head of
Olympics sponsor John
Hancock insurance criticized
the I0OC’s handling of the cri-
sis and suggested that
Samaranch’s tenure may be
running out.

But Payne rejected the con-
tinuing calls from outside the
[OC for Samaranch to resign,
saying the 78-year-old presi-
dent is needed to lead the
house-cleaning efforts.

“If the president stepped
down, you would have a presi-
dential election with all the
instability that would bring,”
Payne said. “That’s the last
thing you want at this stage.
You need a firm hand at the
top to drive through the
changes.”

Payne played down the
decison by John Hancock, one
of the I0C’s international cor-
porate sponsors, to cancel
negoatiations with NBC for
$20 million in ads.

“They aren't withdrawing
from their sponsorship,” he
said. “This issue is related to
a media purchase, which is
separate from the sponsorship.
Several Olympic sponsors

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don't advertise at all on the
broadcast. There’s no obliga-
tion.”

Despite John Hancock’s
move, Payne said there was
no crack in support from the
Olympic sponsors who pay
tens of millions of dollars to
help finance the games.

“The sponsors are stand-
ing, first of all, behind the
games, and, second, behind
the steps and action the I0C,
Samaranch and the executive
board are taking,” Payne said.

Payne spoke by telephone
from New York, where he will
meet this week with Olympic
sponsors. He also is to travel
to Australia later this month
to meet with sponsors of the
2000 Sydney Games.

A key test for IOC leaders
is how they handle the case
of Kim, the South Korean ex-
ecutive board member and
highest-ranking official impli-
cated in the Salt Lake scan-
dal.

Kim is one of three mem-
bers — along with Russia’s
Vitaly Smirnov and Ivory
Coast’s Louis Guirandou-
N'Diaye — still under inves-
tigation by Pound’s panel.

Kim was further implicated
in the Salt Lake report. It
found that the bid committee
paid $45,000 toward the sal-
ary of his son, John, to work
at Keystone Communications,
a satellite communications
company based in Salt Lake.
Keystone's former chief ex-
ecutive said the bid commit-
tee paid all of the costs of
John Kim's employment —
$75,000 to $100,000.

Kim claimed the report had
exonerated him and his son.

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‘Payback’ a switch for Gibson

ayback” is a
switch for Mel
Gibson.

His latest movie
serves as a vehicle
that Mad Max would love to
drive. But it's been years since
the 43-year-old Gibson played
the postapocalyptic antihero.
So the advertising campaign
has braced his fans — who've
grown accustomed to a heroic,
if somewhat flawed, Gibson —
for Mean, Mad Mel.

Gibson doubts it will be a
hard sell.

“Apart from killing people
and stealing, he’s not a bad
guy,” Gibson says, with a glint
in his cerulean blue eyes.

His character, named Por-
ter, has a few legitimate gripes
— he was robbed of $70,000,
double-crossed by his wife, and
left for dead.

So Gibson thinks moviego-
ers will empathize somewhat
with the man.

“l think everybody knows
what it feels like to want to
get even. You're starting from
a very good place there,” he
says. “Very few people actu-
ally help it along. Most of us,
hopefully, depend on karmic
retribution.”

Gibson maintains that Por-
ter is so mean it's laughable
— he takes money from a
beggar who claims to be dis-
abled, provoking the panhan-
dler to jump up and try to
fight.

That absurdist “tonality”
that Gibson says director/co-
screenwriter Brian Helgeland
brought to the film was one of
the main things that attracted
him to “Payback,” a remake of
John Boorman’s 1967 film

“Point Blank” starring Lee
Marvin.

But he and Helgeland had
some, uh, as they say in Hol-
lywood, artistic differences.

He concedes that he wanted
to make Porter smarter, if not
softer, and he wanted a
“clearer” ending.

Gibson deemed the original
ending ambiguous: Porter gets
shot full of holes and drives
off. “It was flat. I don’t like
putting out flat movies,”
Gibson says flatly.

But Gibson doesn’t want to
talk about the postproduction
changes since he thinks that
fuels erroneous reports about
rancor between him and the
director. “I hate getting into
this ... It's like juicy gossip ...
It was all done amicably.”

“If you want the final cut,”
Gibson harrumphs, “get it in
your contract like I do. It
took me 20 years to earn it,
too, by the way.”

Spoken like a hard-boiled
movie mogul — a term Gibson
tries to shrug off.

“Is this what being a mo-
gul feels like? This is really
strange. It feels like hard
work to me,” says Gibson,
whose Icon Productions has,
as he puts it, “some runs on
the board.”

Along with his longtime
friend, accountant Bruce
Davey, Gibson set up Icon in
1988, and their movies include
the box-office hit “Maverick,”
“Immortal Beloved,” 1995’s
best-picture Oscar winner
“Braveheart,” — for which
Gibson also won the Academy
Award for direction — “187”
and “Fairy Tale.”

Long ago, however, Gibson
didn’t give much thought to
acting, let alone being a pro-
ducer and director and having
“final cut.” After graduating
from high school in Australia,
where his family had moved
from upstate New York when
he was 12, Gibson thought
about becoming a chef or a
journalist.

Then his sister submitted
an application for him, with-
out his knowledge, to the Na-
tional Institute of Dramatic
Art at the University of New
South Wales. He decided to go
through with the required au-
dition.

Barely out of drama school,
he got his first job. And such
critics as The New Yorker’s
Pauline Kael and The New
York Times’ Vincent Canby
were gushing about his tal-
ents and star quality.

Selected People magazine’s
first-ever Sexiest Man Alive
in 1985, he’s also starred in
the lucrative “Lethal Weapon”
series, “Ransom” and “Con-
spiracy Theory.”

The sixth of 11 children
himself, Gibson and wife
Robyn have six kids, the old-
est an 18-year-old daughter,
and five sons — and a sev-
enth is due in April.

Tax nift

Republicans split over how much to cut

WASHINGTON (AP) — Re-
publicans are working on
modest tax relief alternatives
as more questions are raised
about the political wisdom of
pushing a huge 10 percent
income tax reduction that may
never become law.

“You have to ask yourself:
Do you want to attempt some-
thing that may not be attain-
able, thereby deflating your
supporters?” asked Rep. Steve
Largent, R-Okla.

Foremost among the options
gaining in popularity is elimi-
nation of the marriage pen-
alty, a quirk in the tax codg
in which millions of two-in-
come couples pay more tax
than if they weren’t married.

Republicans are determined
to use for tax relief some of
the projected $2.56 trillion
budget surplus over.the next
decade, although most ‘agree
with President Clinton that
62 percent of the surplus
should go to keep Social Se-
curity solvent. The fight will
come over what to do with
the rest.

The 10 percent income tax
cut enjoyed a boomlet of sup-
port when the new Congress
convened last month. Now Re-
publicans see several draw-
backs.

The broad cut is expensive,
at an estimated $743 billion
over 10 years, and President

Clinton is likely to threaten
a veto as Democrats pound
home their claim that it pri-
marily benefits the wealthy.
Such a fight could have a
major impact on 2000 races,
with control of the House
hanging in the balance.

Fixing the marriage pen-
alty, in contrast, enjoys broad
support within the GOP and
among Democrats.

“l don't sense overwhelm-
ing support for a 10 percent
reduction in rates,” said Rep.
Jerry Weller, R-Ill., a main
sponsor of the marriage pen-
alty measure. “The best way
is a more targeted approach.”

The marriage penalty af-
fects an estimated 21 million
two-income couples, many
firmly in the middle class,
who pay an average of $1,400
more in income taxes than
they would if single.

Bills drafted by Weller and
Rep. Nancy Johnson, R-Conn.
— both members of the tax-
writing House Ways and
Means Committee — would

fix this problem by giving
married couples who file
jointly a standard deduction
equal to twice the $4,250 now
available for singles.

Weller's measure, which
had 223 cosponsors as of
Wednesday, would go a big
step further by extending the
15 percent tax bracket for
married couples from a maxi-
mum of $41,200 now to
$49,300, so that more of their
income would be taxed at a
lower rate.

Had those changes been
made for 1998, it would have
meant an average of $1,400
more for married couples. The
Johnson measure would cost
roughly $28 billion over five
years, Weller's more than
$100 billion in the same pe-
riod.

For Republicans, the legis-
lation has the added attrac-
tion of broad support from
social conservative groups.

Andrea Sheldon, executive
director of the Traditional
Values Coalition, which rep-

resents 40,000 churches, said
marriage penalty relief not
only cuts taxes but makes a
strong pro-family statement
instead of discouraging
couples from tying the knot.

To be sure, Republicans are
far from giving up on the 10
percent income-tax reduction.
The chairmen of the two bud-
get committees, Sen. Pete
Domenici of New Mexico and
Rep. John Kasich of Ohio, are
likely to include-wversions in
spending blueprints Congress
will consider this spring.

But those blueprints aren’t
binding, and the real heavy
lifting on tax cuts will occur
later in the Ways and Means
Committee and in the Senate
Finance Committee.

The legislation -circulated

Administration asserts authority to send in peacekeeping troops

WASHINGTON The
Clinton administration, risk-
ing a blowup on Capitol Hill,
says it has the constitutional
power to send American
ground troops to Kosovo in a
NATO peacekeeping force
without congressional ap-
proval.

Citing Bosnia as a prece-
dent, Undersecretary of State
Thomas Pickering told a skep-
tical House committee
Wednesday, “There is ample
constitutional precedent for
this type of action.”

But Rep. Tom Campbell, R-
Calif., one of several Interna-
tional Relations Committee
members who were cool to
the idea, challenged the se-
nior State Department offi-
cial. “Previous constitutional
violations d» not justify sub-
sequent ones,” he said.

Meanwhile, Deputy Secre-
tary of State Strobe Talbott
told reporters that President
Clinton was considering
whether a civilian European
force — backed by U.S. air
and naval power “over the
horizon” — might be the way
to monitor a settlement of the
Kosovo conflict.

However, Talbott said “there
is a high degree of skepticism
that this is sufficient” and
some kind of ground force
would be necessary.

Yugoslav Serbs and Kosovo
Albanians are in negotiations
at Rambouillet, some 40 miles
from Paris, on a formula to
end a yearlong war in Kosovo
that has claimed more than
2,000 lives.

The peacekeeping force
would assist local police in
monitoring a settlement.
Talbott said Serb troops must
be withdrawn except along the

Clinton administration
halts new roads in large
areas of national forests

WASHINGTON The
Clinton administration is or-
dering a halt to road con-
struction in more than 33 mil-
lion acres of national forests,
a move environmentalists
hope will lead to permanent
protection of vast areas of for-
est land.

But the plan, according to
sources familiar with its de-
velopment, will exempt large
expanses of old-growth forest
in the Northwest and in
Alaska where road building
may continue under previously
enacted forest management
plans.

Agriculture Secretary Dan
Glickman was to announce the
18-month moratorium in for-
est road building at a news
conference today.

Spokesmen for the U.S. For-
est Service and Agriculture
Department had no comment
on the plan except to say it
was to be announced today.

But other sources, speaking
Wednesday on condition of
anonymity, said the morato-
rium mirrors a draft proposal
unveiled a year ago except
that the final plan will put
additional forests off limits to
road building in parts of the
Southeast, especially in the
southern Appalachian Moun-
tains.

The moratorium, which has
been criticized by the logging

industry, was expected to
prompt mixed reaction from
environmentalists.

Groups such as the Wilder-
ness Society and Sierra Club
have criticized the plan be-
cause of its broad exemptions.
The Sierra Club inundated
Forest Service officials with
100,000 postcards criticizing
the moratorium’s limits.

Philip Morris hit with
biggest verdict ever in
smoking case

SAN FRANCISCO — When
Patricia Henley was 15, she
watched sultry star Susan
Hayward smoke on the big
screen. It was cool. It was
glamorous. She said no one
told her it might be deadly.

Three decades later, the
former  three-pack-a-day
smoker with inoperable lung
cancer convinced a jury that
Philip Morris Cos. concealed
the risks and addictiveness of
smoking, and the panel re-
warded her by returning the
largest verdict ever in a to-
bacco lawsuit filed by an indi-
vidual — $51.5 million.

“I feel wonderful,” said Ms.
Henley, who pledged to do-
nate any money she receives
to educate youngsters about
the dangers of smoking. “This
is a great day for the chil-
dren.”

Ms. Henley, 52, won $50
million in punitive damages
Wednesday on top of $1.5 mil-
lion in compensation awarded
by the Superior Court jury a
day earlier.

Although no similar verdict
against the tobacco industry
has survived on appeal, some
say Ms. Henley’s case marks
a change in fortune for ciga-
rette makers.

Dr. Stanton Glantz, a Univer-
sity of California, San Francisco
professor of medicine who pub-
lished a book in 1996 that
exposed tobacco industry docu-
ments, said he believes plain-
tiffs’ lawyers have learned from
mistakes.

“I think you’re just beginning
to see the beginning of the dam
burst,” he said. “The evidence of
wrongdoing by the industry is
getting overwhelming.”

Hamas hopes new king
to sheilter it as before

AMMAN, Jordan — March-
ing with other mourners this
week in King Hussein’s fu-
neral procession, Khalid
Mashaal, a leader of the radi-
cal Islamic group Hamas, says
his thoughts turned toward
his blood debt to the dead
monarch.

Seventeen months ago,
Mashaal lay near death in an
Amman hospital after being
poisoned by Israeli intelligence
operatives. King Hussein —
livid over the brazen assassi-
nation attempt on his soil by
a supposedly friendly neigh-
bor — threatened to hang the
captured Mossad men in a
downtown square unless Is-
rael provided an antidote. It
did.

“l haven't forgotten what
he did for me,” Mashaal, 43, a
senior Hamas political leader
and strategist, said in an in-
terview Wednesday in a non-
descript office in downtown
Amman.
