Those long evenings, perfect for cookouts
and sports, return Sunday with the start of
daylight-saving time.

Daylight time returns at 2 a.m. Sunday for
a stay of nearly seven months as clocks are
turned forward an hour.

Remember, spring forward.

Most people will make the change before
retiring Saturday night — especially those
who want to avoid being late for church on
Easter Sunday. Standard time returns Oct.
31.

The law allows states and U.S. territories
to exempt themselves from daylight time, and
the clock-changing ritual is not observed in

Arizona, Hawaii, the part of Indiana in the
Eastern time zone, Puerto Rico, the Virgin
Islands or American Samoa.

Safety officials note that the time for chang-
ing clocks also is a good time to replace the
batteries in smoke detectors.

HOUSTON (AP) — Three City Council members sold their
votes for bribes, agreeing to become puppets of a supposed

up of wealthy South American investors, according to a
ggeral prosecutor.

But defense attorneys in the trio’s bribery and conspiracy
retrial said Thursday that an FBI undercover operation that
fingered the defendants was flawed and corrupt.

ohn Castillo, Michael Yarbrough and former City Council-
man John Peavy Jr. face charges stemming from an under-
cover FBI sting operation in which agents posed as business-
men in a front called The Cayman Group, trying to get
contracts on a convention center hotel deal.

“This case is about greed, corruption and dishonesty,” Michael
Attanasio, the lead prosecutor, told jurors in U.S. District
Judge David Hittner’s courtroom. “The evidence will show a
picture of elected officials who put their own interests above
the interests of the city and the citizens they were elected to
serve.”

Three of the six alleged bribes were captured on tape,
Attanasio said, with the others corroborated by the defendants.

Judge rules hoxt week on Routier retrial

DALLAS (AP) — Defense attorneys for death row inmate
Darlie Routier say a completed review of the troubled tran-
script in her capital murder trial is a step forward, but it may
be in vain.

A court reporter hired to review the transcript testified
during a hearing Thursday that she was able to complete a
record from the documentation provided by the original court
reporter, Sandra M. Halsey.

But Susan Simmons said the record was only as good as the
materials she was given to work with, and state Distriet Judge
Robert Francis acknowledged that Ms. Halsey's work has
“deficiencies.”

“We believe that, the information we have thus far confirms
our fear that the Halsey record cannot be replaced or fixed,”
said Steven Losch, one of Mrs. Routier’s attorneys. “Everyan
agrees Ms. Halsey's work is indefensible.” '

The defense believes Ms. Simmons’ document will not stand’
up legally for Ms. Routier's appeals, therefore mandating a
new trial.

FCC chief questions merger

WASHINGTON (AP) — A proposed merger that would
create the nation’s largest local phone company is causing
“serious concerns” for the government's top telecommunica-
tions regulator.

In letters Thursday to the chiefs of San Antonio-based SBC
Communications and Ameritech Corp., Bill Kennard, chairman
of the Federal Communications Commission, questioned whether
their union would serve the public interest.

Given that, Kennard said he wants the companies and
commission staff to begin discussions this month to explore
“whether it would be possible to craft conditions” addressing
his concerns.

He did not elaborate on what those conditions should be,
but said he wanted the discussions to conclude by late June.
The FCC could rule on the merger sometime thereafter.

The proposed $57 billion merger, which was cleared by the
Justice Department last month, would create the nation’s
largest local phone company, spread across 13 states.

By law, the FCC must review proposed mergers to deter-
mine whether they will serve the public interest — a broad
legal standard.

After highly
publicized shootings in the
1997-98 school yeat“in towns
such as West Paducah, Ky.,
Jonesboro, Ark., and Spring-
field, Ore., schools were forced
to examine how to guarantee
children’s safety and address
public thinking that deadly
youth violence is on the rise.

“Those tragic incidences ...
really focused the nation on
school violence,” said Educa-
tion Secretary Richard W.
Riley, adding that the admin-
istration hopes Congress will
approve $120 million more for
the grants over the next two
years.

About 10 percent of the
nation’s public schools reported
violent crimes in the 1996-97
school year. Most incidents
were concentrated in larger
and urban districts, but offi-
cials said the grants would go
to communities of all sizes.

Adult bone marrow grows master cells

WASHINGTON (AP) — In
what may be a major step
toward learning how to grow
replacement body parts, re-
searchers in Baltimore have
isolated from adult bone mar-
row a master cell that can be
induced to grow bone or carti-
lage.

A study published today in
the journal Science reports
that researchers at Osiris
Therapeutics extracted a
single mesenchymal stem cell
from bone marrow and then
grew it into a colony of more
than a million cells that could
be directed to produce either
bone, cartilage or fat.

If the technique proves suc-
cessful, researchers predict
that precursor cells for bone
could be used to replace tis-
sue lost to cancer, osteoporo-
sis, injury or dental disease.

Experts said the study is
an important achievement for
the new and rapidly expand-
ing field of stem cell research.

“The fact that they can (iso-
late) a precursor cell like that,

and direct it to produce spe-
cific cell types, is quite an
advance,” said Dr. James A.
Thomson of the University of
Wisconsin, a noted pioneer in
stem cell research. “It may be
that such cells can eventually
be used for therapy and that
would be quite exciting.”

The study using adult stem
cells is important also because
it avoids the controversy of
using stem-cells from embryos,

-said Dr. Mark F. Pittenger,

who led the team of Osiris
researchers.

Stem cells are the body’s
building blocks. Some, such as
pluripotent stem cells, come
only from embryos and their
use in research is opposed by
many people.

Other stem cells, such as
the mesenchymal cells used
by Osiris, are produced in
adults.

But only the pluripotent
stem cells from embryos are
thought to be capable of grow-
ing into any tissue in the body.
The mesenchymal stem cells

are the parent lines for bone,
cartilage, fat, tendon and
muscte.

The Osiris work helps move
stem cell research from the
laboratory toward the clinic,
said Dr. David J. Anderson, a
Howard Hughes Medical In-
stitute stem cell researcher at
the California Institute of
Technology. .

“If you want to use ste
cells to replace damaged tis-
sue, you have to first know
how to differentiate those cells
in the lab dish before you put
them into a patient,” he said.

In their work, Osiris re-
searchers led by Pittenger
grew a single mesenchymal
stem cell through more than
20 generations to create about
a million cells.

The researchers then al-
tered the culture medium and
added proteins that caused the
specimens to grow into cell
families, or lineages, that
would produce bone, tendon
or fat, Pittenger said. Other

producing muscle cell lines.

“We've arrived at conditions
that allow us a very strong
degree of control,” said
Pittenger. “When we direct
these cells to the (cartilage)
lineage, almost all of the cells
grow to that lineage.”

That means it's very likely
that researchers will eventu-
ally be able to inject specific
types of cells into patients,
which then would grow into
replacement bone, tendon or
muscle, he said.

Laboratory research on ani-
mals is already underway and
human studies may be pos-
sible in three years, he said.

Research in rabbits and
dogs already has shown that
gaps in leg bone caused by
surgery, such as for cancer,
can be filled in with tissue
grown in the body from stem
cells. ,

Animal studies also are un-
derway to determine if stem
cells injected into the heart
can replace scar tissue caused
by heart attack.

Congress has banned fed-
eral financing of research us-
ing human embryos, and some
lawmakers oppose a National
Institutes of Health plan to
possibly pay for embryonic
stem cell research.

But Thomson, one of the
first to isolate stem cells from
human embryos, said that al-
though researchers have
proven that some types of stem
cells can be obtained from
adults, there is still a scien-
tific need “for embryonic stem
cell research.

There are no known adult
stem cells for some critical
organs, such as kidney, heart
and lung, he noted. If replace-
ments are to be grown for
these parts, Thomson said, it
would require embryonic stem
cell research.

Many such companies operate
out of Canada to avoid pros-
ecution while targeting victims
in the United States. These
companies use high-pressute
tactics. They manipulate
geople into sending money to

uy tickets. They keep the
scam going by telling folks
they have won small sums of
money and then encouraging
them to invest the money back
into the lottery.

Foreign lotteries are an ad-
dictive form of gambling. In
Oregon, some victims have lost
thousands of dollars. Losses
usually cannot be recovered.
Companies sometimes claim
they are collecting money for
taxes, customs or other fees so
they can offer a bigger prize.
This is just another scam to
get the victim to send more
money. The victim will NEVER
see the promised prize.

The U.S. Department of Jus-
tice, the Federal Trade Com-
mission and the U.S. Postal
Inspection Service have all
been working to shut these
lottery companies down. Read-
ers who have been contacted
by one of these scam artists
should: call their state attor-
ney general’s office for assis-
tance. Please share this infor-
mation with your readers so
they can avoid becoming the
next victim of these ruthless
and illegal activities.

— “Supercuts.” Seen a pic-
ture of Randy Johnson lately?
Enough said.

— “Jenny Craig.” Only
Thursday, after watching
tubby hurler Hideki Irabu
waddle toward first in a spring
training game, Yankees owner
George Steinbrenner called
him a “fat ... toad.” But in-
stead of shipping Irabu to the
nearest Class Triple-A outlet
at considerable cost and em-
barrassment, The Boss qui-
etly slips him a card with the
address of a nearby diet cen-
ter and whispers the three
words every baseball player
understands: “Free of charge.”

— The self-help book, “The
Memory Cure,” by Thomas
Crook. There’s no truth to the
rumor that the real reason
for a coach at first base is to
make sure hitters don’t run
all the way to the warning
track. But ballplayers do have
plenty of things on their
minds.

In last season’s ALCS, Yan-
kees second baseman Chuck
Knoblauch went to cover first
on a play, then wound up
arguing with the umpires in-
stead of retrieving the base-
ball when it bounced off
Cleveland's Travis Fryman as
he crogsed the base.

The Indians scored, eventu-
ally won the game and after
several days of getting ripped,
Knoblauch had to step for-
ward and make a humbling
admission. But if he'd had that
little 1-by-1 ad reminder sewn
on his sleeve. who knows how
much embarrassment could
have been avoided?

We could go on, but you get
the point. And maybe it isn’t
completely fair to tear into
baseball.

Individual sports like auto
racing, golf and tennis already
have taken the athlete-as-bill-
board model to varying ex-
tremes, and at least one team
sport, Major League Soccer,
has uniforms with almost as
many patches as the Boy
Scouts. Plus, if the flak blows
over and the ads are even a
modest financial success, look
for the NFL and NHL to fol-
low suit and the NBA to sew
sleeves back onto its jerseys.

Sad to say, fut we've al-
ready made peace with rotat-
ing signboards and statistics
brought to us by razor-blade
companies and the like. Three
years ago, in a survey done
by the Dallas-based Sports
Marketing Group, 58 percent
of sports fans polled agreed
with the phrase “sponsorship
is necessary evil.” A s r-
ing 81 percent believed
sponsorships were the prmcl-
pal reason that most pro and
college teams were able to
compete at their current level.

Of course, they're right, and
that being the case, maybe
the only reason to smack base-
ball at all is its sense of tim-
ing. The problem with the
game ever since the 1994
meltdown is the unsettling
sense that the players and
owners would swallow a table
whole to make sure they don’t
leave a dime on it.

After which, they might
want to consider that offer
from Rolaids.

— provoking thought and eliciting questions
about our Now by handing us a Future un-
t.hg;xkable but at the same time quite plau-
sible.

Much of this is achieved through crack
cinematoﬂ':ph and editing that demon-
strates w orpheus says — that the
physical laws of the matrix, essentially a vast

- computer program akin to a “Star Trek”
holodeck, can be bent. People who master this
“bending” can dodge, perhaps even stop,
bullets.

Reeves, not the most expressive of actors,
manages to come through this without be-
smirching his reputation, though' he always
appears vaguely Bill-and-Teddish. Fishburne
is appropriately intense, and Moss makes a ~
forbidding femme, fatale. The always refresh-
ing Pantoliano lends his usual oily exuber-
ance.

It is Australian actor Hugo Weaving who
steals the’'movie as the Serling-cadenced «
Agent Smith, the man in black who is an
agent of the machines and trolls the matrix
trying to do Neéo in. Smith’s diatribes crackle
with insight: He considers humanity a virus
that pollutes the Earth rather than elevating

mas Anderson (Keanu ves), aka
Neo, lives a twilight sort of life. He

knows something isn't quite right with the
world, and there is one man who may hold
some answers: Morpheus, the online handle of
Earth’s master hacker.

So Neo seeks out Morpheus ( Laurence
Fishburne) to find out what's up. And he
learns what'’s at stake: the very nature of
reality itself.

“The Matrix,” an intriguing, sometimes
muddled grasp at understanding the essence
of human experience, offers a high-tech ver-
sion of a modern “Alice in Wonderland” in
reverse — one in which our world is the one
found down at the end of the rabbit hole.

What Morpheus shows Neo is the truly real
world, a 22nd-century wasteland where hu-
man-built artificial intelligence machines have
vanquished mankind. People are kept in
suspended animation in fluid-filled pods, and
their consciousnesses live out lives in a vast
artificial reality called “the matrix,” which
approximates life on Earth in 1999. Every
experience — sex, ambition, even the most-
succulent steak — is fake.

Sound complicated and convoluted? It is.
But behind the techno-babble, “The Matrix” is
equal parts Luddite polemi¢ and seeker of
truth. And, surprisingly, it really works.

Morpheus, through an elaborate series of
invitations, brings Neo back into his physical
body in the 22n§ century, where he awakens
in the pod where he’s slept since birth to find
a scarred Earth dominated by the machines.
“Welcome to the desert of the real,” Morpheus
says.

Only pockets of human resistance remain,
one of them being the ship run by Morpheus
and peopled by such characters as Trinity
(Carrie-Anne Moss) and Cypher (Joe

logical wave of tomorrow.

“You had your time,” he spits at Morpheus.
“The future is our world.”

Those are not fatal problems. Here, the
journey is what's fascinating, and the notion
that our world is not only emotionally elastic
but physically elastic as' well is.a memorable
one. The questions “The Matrix” asks are all
relevant: What is reality? Does our| world have
borders? Are we living our entire lives asleep?

And, though its reach may exceed its grasp,
isn't that what science fiction is all about?

o matter how hard I
try to avoid it, I think

A that I'm just as guilty

as anyone in some-
times getting in a rut.
Whether it's the way I exer-
cise or the restaurants I tend
to frequent, it becomes far too
comfortable for me to just
take the familiar path and
forego something new and
different.

The public education
system in Texas found itself
in a rut more than twenty
years ago. Leaders challenged
the status quo and eventually
instituted a series of reforms
affecting everything from the
size of classes to the ability of
a student to participate in
extra-curricular activities.

Ten years ago, we once
again found ourselves sur-
rounded by the high walls of
complacency. There was a
deep reluctance to climb out
of the rut and try a new
approach to ensure that our
students were mastering the
material they needed to
succeed in life. Now, the
accountability system the
Texas legislature put in place,
amidst great controversy, is
nationally recognized for its
ability to raise the academic
performance of our students.

This session we have an
opportunity to, once again,
take a new approach in

ublic education. I have filed
nate Bill 10, which, if
approved, would create a
limited study in which we
could gauge the impact of a
voucher program on public
education in Texas.

Frankly, it was a real eye-
opening experience for me
last session when I witnessed
and was scorched by the
white-hot passion the topic of
vouchers brings out in people.
In fact, many of the voices
raised against vouchers are
the same voices I heard
criticizing the state’s account-
ability system when it was
originally proposed.

I believe that we, as
legislators and citizens, owe it
to the school children of
Texas to step out of the rut
and show a willingness to
allow those who wish to do
so, take a different direction
in educating their children.
As I have said before, if ever
there was an endeavor in the

' history of mankind that

should be willing to try a new
approach its education. How
can we know whether vouch-
ers will work if we don't at
least try a limited program?
As a proponent of the
scientific method, I've de-
signed my voucher proposal
so that we can test the
theories. I have limited the
program to school districts in
the six largest counties in
Texas (Tarrant, Dallas, Bexar,
Travis, Harris and El Paso).
Students who wish to partici-
pate in the voucher program
must be eligible for the free
or reduced lunch program,
have failed in the most recent
TAAS exam and cannot be
enrolled in a private school
during the current or prior
school year. I am also capping
the number of those students

who may participate in the

voucher program to no more
than 6% of the eligible stu-
dent ulation in each
school district.

Those private schools
wishing to participate in the
voucher experiment must be
accredited by a private
organization recognized by
the Commissioner of Educa-
tion or have atplied for
accreditation. Like a public
school, the private school
cannot discriminate and must
accept all applicants. If the
school has only a few places
open to fill with voucher
students and a large number
of student apply, then the
school must fill the available
rositions by holding a public
ottery. The school must also
be willing to administer the
TAAS test to those students
attending through the
voucher program and it
cannot assess any additional
charges or tuition above the
cost of the voucher amount.
All of these conditions, I
believe, will allow for a valid
testing of the theories.

An eligible child wanting to
participate in the voucher
experiment is entitled to
approximately 80 percent of
the funds used by the state to
educate him/her. That means
that the remaining 20 percent
would stay with the public
school the student would have
attended if not participating
in the voucher program.

Finally, the program would
end in five years. This follows
my intent that Senate Bill 10
be a limited study and serve
as an experiment to test the
theories. There is one excep-
tion. If a private school can
demonstrate that the average
student’s performance level is
10% higher than for compa-
rable public schools over that
five-year period, it may
continue to participate in the
voucher program.

This is the second time I've
introduced a voucher bill in
the Legislature. I've tried
hard to listen to the com-
ments of critics and adapt my
proposal when I thought the
advice was appropriate and it
would make this a better and
more equitable study. As I
have said before, I don't know
which side is right. I don’t
know how many parents of
at-risk students, when given
the opportunity, will apply to
send their child to a private
school using a voucher. I don't
know how public schools may
respond to this new kind of
competition. I do know that if
we want to continue to
improve student academic
achievement in Texas, we
have got to be willing to try
something different. The
results may surprise us.

Serbs stepping up
ouster of refugees

KUKES, Albania — Serb
forces are systematically
ro up ethnic Albanians,
herding them into trains and
other vehicles and transport-
ing them to neighboring coun-
tries, UN. and arriving refu-
gees said.

The forced deportations are
bringing Serbs closer to their

1 of ridding Yugoslavia's
sovo province of its ethnic
Albanian majority.

Pristina, the provincial capi-
tal, has become a ghost town,
said refugees arriving Thurs-
day in Macedonia, Albania and
Montenegro.

Residents of the city were
crammed onto a train and car-
ried away, said Judith Kumin,
a spokeswoman for the U.N.
High Commissioner for Refu-
gees in Geneva.

More than 180,000 refugees
have overwhelmed Macedonia,
Albania and Montenegro since
NATO airstrikes began March
24, U.N. spokesman Fred
Eckhard said Thursday in
New York.

Even that estimate may be
outdated, said Kumin. “Nobody
knows how to count them any
more,” she said.

Two people died in over-
loaded trains arriving at the
Macedonia border Thursday,
refugees said. A 72-year-old
man, Rexhep Liman, survived
the trip to the frontier with
three dozen other people in a
tractor-drawn wagon, but died
after spending his first night
on the road in the rain.

Lyme disease sea-’
son begins, but now
there’s some help

WASHINGTON — 1It's fi--

nally spring — have you had
your Lyme disease shot yet?
This spring marks the first

" time that Americans can en-

ter tick season armed with a
vaccine against Lyme disease,
and doctors in New England,
Minnesota and other Lyme-
plagued areas are starting to
bug outdoors-loving patients
to get the shots.

Why the urgency? Because
it takes a series of three shots
to build up to full immunity.
So, “the time to start getting
it is right now,” advises Phillip
Baker, Lyme disease chief at
the National Institutes of
Health.

Lyme disease is a serious
illness caused by pin-sized
ticks that live in wooded and
grassy areas nationwide, but
especially in the Northeast,
from Maryland up to Maine,
and in Wisconsin and Minne-
sota.

They’ve already started on the
first chore, but the job of dif-
ferentiating Gore from his boss
is trickier, given the popular-
ity of Clinton’s policies.

A senior Gore adviser says
aides are debating how to
make him look more presi-
dential .and how soon they
have to start doing that in
advance of the 2000 election.
Some have suggested this be
done soon to soothe support-
ers in light of Texas Republi-
can Gov. George W. Bush’s ad-
vantage in the polls.

They've been testing some
approaches such as his small-
scale initiatives to improve the
quality of life for Americans
in areas such as traffic jams
and clean drinking water. He's
also said he would expand on
Clinton education initiatives
limiting class size and provid-
ing preschool programs.

“All vice presidents have the
advantage of that office in
terms of being able to partici-
pate in the success of an ad-
ministration,” said Gore ad-
viser Robert Squier. “The prob-
lem comes when it's their time
to step up. We're not quite
there yet. We're more inter-
ested right now in dealing
with the challenge of the pri-
maries.”

Squier publicly dismisses
head-to-head matchups that
show Gore trailing Republi-
cans like Bush and former
Red Cross President Elizabeth
Dole in the 2000 election, say-
ing the two have famous
names, but have taken few
public positions on the issues.

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Christian group:
Voter guides not

linked to ruling

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Christian Coalition officials
said they plan to distribute a
record 70 million voter guides
next year, even as critics say
a new federal court decision
may help challenges to the
group’s activities.

Executive Director Randy
Tate said churches distribut-
ing the Coalition voting guides
won't be affected by a U.S.
District Court decision strip-
ping a church of its tax-ex-
empt status for running ads
attacking President Clinton.

His comments came a day
after U.S. Diwtrict Judge Paul
Friedman backed the Internal
Revenue Service, which had
revoked the tax-exempt status
of the Church at Pierce Creek
near Binghamton, N.Y., for
running newspaper advertise-
ments against Bill Clinton in
1992. It marked the first time
that a church had lost its tax
exemption for partisan politi-
cal actions.

Tate said the case would
not affect the Christian Coali-
tion, whose voter guides are
nonpartisan and do not en-
dorse candidates.

“There is a long history of
constitutional protections in
the IRS code,” Tate said.
“We've never had a problem.”

Nevertheless, Barry Lynn,
executive director of Ameri-
cans United for Separation of
Church and State, said he
hoped the court decision would
cause the IRS to take a long,
hard look at the voter guides,
which he contended were par-
tisan documents designed to
support Republicans.

“This is the first of what I
hope will be a string of deci-
sions by the IRS to crack down
on politicking by churches,”
Lynn said.

The church, wlich had sued
to overturn the IRS decision,
plans to appeal. Its ads, which
ran in The Washington Times
and USA Today, warned
“Christian Beware” and stated

Jobless rate hits 29-year low

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
nation's unemployment rate
declined to a 29-year low of
4.2 percent in March — and
was the lowest on record for
Hispanics — despite contin-
ued job losses in manufactur-
ing and - sluggish job growth
elsewhere.

" The seasonally adjusted
rate, based on a survey of
households, fell from 4.4 per-
cent in February and was the
lowest since February 1970,
when the rate was also 4.2

percent, the Labor Department
said today.

The rate for Hispanics,
which fell from 6.7 percent in
February to 5.8 percent in
March, was the lowest on
record since the department
began calculating a separate
rate for the group in 1973.

A separate survey of em-
ployers belied the strong pic-
ture. It showed employers
added just 46,000 jobs, after
seasonal adjustment, to their
payrolls. It was the smallest

number since jobs declined in
January 1996 when a blizzard
struck the Northeast.

That much-smaller-than-ex-

-pected advance contrasts with

gains of 297,000 in February
and 217,000 in January.

Economists said demand for
labor remains strong and they
explained away at least part
of the weak job growth as a
statistical anomaly caused by
the fact that this year’s hiring
trends haven’'t matched the
usual seasonal pattern.

that “Bill Clinton is promot-

The ad
sought donations to help pay
for the ads.

“We were running it to talk
to our flock and Christian
people in general,” said the
church’s pastor, Rev. Daniel
Little.

Little, pastor of Landmark
Church in Binghamton,
warned of a chilling effect on
the church’s role to speak out
on moral issues.

“If every time the church
decides to say something
about morals in the public
arena they have to stop and
look over their shoulder to
see what-the IRS is going to
say, they’re no longer in con-
trol of their own words,” he
said. !
