If nothing else were accomplished by the state park being placed
in Deaf Smith county than to make the citizens tree-conscious, it
would be worth every dime that is spent, A trip to the ‘city park
where tree experts from the park camp have been working and a glance
at the old cottonwoods that have been made into thriving trees dewn
pear the east end of the park will be a revelation.

M. B. Gilson is the tree expert at the park. He worked in that
eapacity 11 years in the U. 8. Department of Agriculture. His fond-
est desire is to see real trees—thousands of them—growing in the park
and in and around Hereford. The old cottonwoods down along the
creek mear the est end of the park have shown vast improvement al-
ready. They were topped out and pruned, then insects were eradicated
through treatment. This gave the trees an even chance. But that is
not all that has been done. Gilson and his men made sofl tests as
deep as 16 feet and their discoveries were remarkable. They found
deficiencies in the food for the trees and in nature’'s arrangement for
watering them. 8o they remedied that by transplanting soll from the
ereek bottoms to give the trees plenty of the right kind of food.

Now the whole park plot has been plotied as to nature of the soll
and watering and erosion limitations so that it is known just where
to plant what kind of trees and where not to plant any. Besides that
the park men are voalunteering to help citizens of Hereford to doctor
their trees and to assist in eradicating insects,

It Is their wish also to-start a program in which eity and county
school children will take over tracts jn the park where they will plant
and care for trees. They would like for each of the rural schools to
take a pot, furnish trees and cultivate them. They are offering the

community a real service, of which advantage must be taken,
