Argentine War Kills More

BUENOS AIRES, Argentina (AP) - The
war between the Argentine government
and leftist gurerrillas has taken 17 more
lives in the La Plata area and in Buenos
Aires, security sources report. It raised
the toll for the year to at least 1,260 dead.

Tuesday was the 11th day of attacks
and clashes around La Plata, 35 miles
south of Buenos Aires. At least 80
suspected guerrillas have been reported
killed there.

Security sources said 10 guerrillas were
killed and four policemen were wounded
when about 40 guerrillas attacked a police
station at Arana, five miles from La Plata,
before dawn.

Russia Belps Rhodesians

WASHINGTON (AP) - Ruasia is
increasing military aid to Rhodesian
guerrillas even while white and black
African leaders in Geneva are trying to
negotiate a peaceful solution, according
to U.S. intelligence reports.

Intelligence sources say a Russian ship
unloaded 18 heavily-gunned armored
vehicles and ammunition in Tanzania in
recent days. Tanzania has served as a
relay point for Soviet arms bound for the
black Rhodesian guerrillas, the sources
say.

Munson AL

NEW YORK (AP)- For

catcher Thurman Munson of the
New York Yankees, capturing
the 1976 American League Most
Valuable Player Award was the
culmination of a fantastic
season.

Munson was named winner of
the award by the Baseball
Writers Association of America
Tuesday in a landslide. He
easily outdistanced runner-up
George Brett, third baseman of
the Kansas City Royals, by 87
points.

In leading the Yankees to
their first pennant in 12 years,
Munson hit .302, belted 17
homers and batted in 105 runs.

The 29-year-old right-handed
swinger, in running away with

the honor, collected 18 of the 24
first-place votes and a total of
304 points from the 24-man
panel of writers. He received
four votes for second and two for
third.

He became the first Yankee to
gain the accolade since Elston
Howard in 1963. Howard also
was the last catcher to win the
MVP.

Brett received 217 points,
including two first-place votes.
He won the league batting title
with a .333 average.

Third in the balloting was
center fielder Mickey Rivers
of the Yankees with 179
points, including one first-place
vote. The speedy Rivers batted
.312 with 43 stolen bases.

An elated Munson said at a
press conference Tuesday
evening, “‘This is the greatest
individual honor I've ever
received in baseball. I'll try hard
to win it again next season.’

Series to the Cincinnati Reds,

AUSTIN (AP) - An adviser to
Gov. Dolph Briscoe says that
state law apparently prohibits
Texas from letting Mexicans in

state prisons serve their time in
Mexico.

“l don't see how we can
legally participate in any kind of
exchange, and this is what |
plan to tell the governor,” says
Jay Floyd, who runs Briscoe's
clemency office.

Floyd says the governor has
the power to shorten a
prisoner’s sentence but he can’t
direct that the sentence be
served somewhere else.

Floyd said, however, it was
his opinion that Mexican
prisoners in federal prisons in
Texas could take part in a
proposed prisoner exchange
between the two countries.

There are about 600 Ameri-
cans in Mexican jails, and the
Mexican government estimates
some 1,200 Mexicans are
imprisoned in the United States.

A spokesman for the state
prison system says there are 55
Mexicans confined in prisons in
Texas, including Ignacio Cuev-
as, who is on death row for his
part in the Huntsville prison
escape that left four persons
dead in 1974,

AUSTIN (AP)- The special
House Committee on Alternati-
ves to Public School Financing
recommends full state support
of public school operations with
less money required from local
taxpayers.

The bill recommended 6-1
Monday by the Committee goes
to the 1977 Legislature for
action,

*'The special committee feels
that providing a program of
public school education is
rightly a function of the state as
a whole, and recommends that
the state of Texas fully fund the
foundation school program and
that the local fund assignment
be eliniinated’’ the committee
said in a statement.

recommended that local money
still furnish 10 per cent of the
cost of operations with the state
portion increasing to 90 per
cent.

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Killer Alive Despite His
Attempt To Kill Himself

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) Gary
Gilmroe, the killer who wants to die, may
have prolonged his life instead of taking
sleeping pills in an apparent lovers'
suicide pact that left him and his girl
friend hospitalized.

Gilmore, 35, who has fought-efforts to
delay his execution by a firing squad,
remained in what officials called *'very
serious'’ condition today with a drug
overdose complicated by pneumonia.

He was hospitalized Tuesday after
taking sleeping pills and writing a suicide
note despite what officials called a prison
"‘suicide watch'' to guard against such an
attempt.

Nicole Barrett, his girl friend, was in
critical condition in a coma at a hospital in
Provo, 40 miles away from the prison
here.

Mrs. Barrett, 20, was found in her
apartment on Tuesday morning, with two
notes and two empty vials of sleeping
pills nearby,

Gilmore's condition forced the Utah
Board of Pardons to drop plans to
consider his case at its regular hearing
today. He was to have pleaded in person
for the three-man board to uphold his
exection,

Deputy Warden Leon Hatch said the
note in Gilmore's Utah State Prison cell
said, "'l leave all of my personal
belongings to my mother."

Asst. Utah County Atty. Brent Bullock
refused to discuss the contents of the two
notes found near Mrs. Barrett, except to
say that they were "like suicide notes."

A prisonspokesman said the pills could
have been slipped to him by visitors or
other inmates and that he could have
concealed them under his tongue during
routine searches.

Gilmore, convicted of killing Provo
motel clerk Bennie Bushnell last summer,
was originally sentenced to die on
Monday, But the sentence was deferred
by outgoing Gov. Calvin L. Rampton.

Jeff Newman, a friend who discovered
Mrs. Barrett in her apartment, said she
had told him of a suicide pact she and
Gilmore had made, but he said he had not
believed her. Newman said Mrs, Barrett
told him after visiting Gilmore on
Monday that she would not be going to

I'm not going to spend the rest of my life
in prison."’

Doctors said Gilmore had taken a
“‘sublethal dose’” of 10 to 20 sleeping
pills which would not have killed him
even had he not received emergency
treatment. He was found in his cell
breathing with difficulty.

Gilmore's condition went from
“‘serious’’ to ‘'very serious'’ late Tuesday
when gastric acid from his stomach was
found to have seeped into his right lung.
causing pneumonia. He had been getting
oxygen and drug treatments for the
ailment doctors described as aspiration.

He said Mrs. Barrett had been
thoroughly searched before visiting
Gilmore, but *‘there are body cavities in
which she could have sneaked it into
him."

The Desert News said in today's
editions that Mrs. Barrett told a reporter
she intended *'to go with'' Gilmore when
he was executed. She said Gilmore had
asked her '‘to go with him."

The News said Gilmore had specifically
asked Mrs. Barrett not to take her life
before he died.

Carpeting for a home or
apartment should be considered
an investment. And as with any
other major purchase, the wise
shopper should make several
basic decisions before entering
a carpet sales center with
checkbook in hand.

Local Population Continues

To Get Younger Each Year

The Deaf Smith County
population has been undergoing
a change in the last few years. It
is getting younger.

Back in 1960, for every
person in the area who was
older than 23.8 years, there was
one who was younger.

That was the median age
locally, as determined by the
1960 Census.

Also, it was found, the
median age was moving
downward, year by year, which
meant that the population as a
whole was getting younger. It
continued in that direction until
1971, when it reached a low
point, 23.8 years.

From then on, the age level
has fluctuated. According to the
latest figures from the Depart-
ment of Commerce, the median
age in Deaf Smith County is now
approximately 23.2 years.

In the rest of the United
States, by way of comparison,
the reports place the median at
28.8 years. It is 27.2 years in the
State of Texas.

Several explanations are
given for the change. One is that
people are living longer these
days than in earlier years,
giving added weight to the
upper end of the age scale.

Another is that there has been
a marked drop, locally and
elsewhere, in the birth rate, The
trend, among today's young
people, is toward smaller
families.

Currently, the figures show,
41 per cent of the married
women in the 20 to 24 bracket
are childless, compared to 24
per cent in 1960, Statistically, it
appears that the average wife
plans to have 2.17 children in
her lifetime, down from 2.4 in
1970.

The Population Reference
Bureau attributes this, in part,
“to a realization by younger
married couples that rearing

The general effect of the
lower birth rate shows up in the
Census Bureau's so-called
“fertility ratio,"" which refers to
the number of children under
age five per 1,000 women of
child-bearing age.

In Deaf Smith County, in
1960, this ratio was 584. It is
now estimated at 476,

Compared with many sections
of the country, some of which
have a ratio of no more than 100,
the local figure continues to be
relatively high. Elsewhere in the
United States, the average is
337. 1t is 352 in the State of
Texas.

The time bomb is a modified
state law which allows police-
men and firemen in San Antonio
to receive tens of thousands of
dollars in cash when they resign
or retire. A retiring officer also
would receive his regular
pension,

The new law lets the officers
collect cash for staying healthy.

Police Chief E.E. Petters
could draw more than $54,000
cash if he resigned today, city
officials say.

City labor relations analyst
Art Borrego says a fireman
hired today and never sick a day
in 30 years would receive
$87,750 cash at retirement,
while a policeman would draw
§95,400. The figures presume
neither officer is ever promoted.

Under the law, which was
passed by the 1975 legislature
and currently affects only San
Antonio and Houston, police-
men and firemen collect cash for
sick leave days they don't use.
The policy could be applied in
cities all over Texas.

City Finance Director Carl
White says if all fire and police
officers in San Antonio now
eligible decided to retire, the
city would owe $66 million.

“It's a frightening picture,”
says Mayor Cockrell. **There is
not enough money in San
Antofiio to underwrite that kind
of deficit."’

The law, as it stands now,

allows officers to build up
unused sick leave at the rate of
15 days per year, with’' no
ceiling. At retirement
resignation, an officer is paid in
cash for the unused sick leave
days he has accumalated.

For example, an officer never
sick in 30 years would
accumulate 450 days. At
retirement he would receive a
cash payoff, based on the salary
he was earning at the time of
retirement.

Before the law was modified
last year, officers could be paid
for the maximum of 90 unused
days. The remainder were lost.

Now, other city employes in
San Antonio want the same
unlimited sick pay accumulation
benefit.

City officials here fear that
the program could eventually
put San Antonio into a financial
crisis similar to that faced by
New York City.

The legislation which opened
the door for the unlimited sick
leave payoffs was initiated by
Houston lawmakers, but state
Sen. Frank Lombardino of San
Antonio added this city to the
provisions.

Lombardino, a former police
detective, said in an interview

he deserves “‘a medal'' for his
action, but the barrage of
criticism he has encountered
recently.

Lombardino argues that he
has saved the city a small
fortune.

The problem before the law
was changed, said Lombardino,
was that 98 per cent of the
policemen and firemen were
abusing'' the old sick leave
policy. They were faking illness
to collect on unused sick leave
beyond the 90 days they could
be paid for.

Bus Kidnap Victims
Changed By Incident

CHOWCILLA, Calif. (AP)-
They went to school Monday
just like the other children in
town, some of them even riding
the yellow school bus. But four
months after they were held
hostage in the Chowchilla bus
kidnapping, some of the 27
young victims still experience
nightmares and nervousness.

In the hours after their
release, they had handled the
attention of reporters and
townspeople with aplomb,
telling with surprising detail
and coolness their individual
stories.

But negative reactions have
since developed among some of
the children, parents say.

Judy Reynolds, 13, s
bothered because her eighth
grade classmates still treat her
as '‘one of those kids."" Her
sister Becky, 10, finds herself
uncharacteristically shy.

“*Sometimes | really need to
talk about it and how | am
feeling,’’ Judy said. *‘Sometim-
es | don't want to talk about it at
all.”

Their mother, Evelyn, said
she quit her hight, job as a
“convalescent hospital aide
because the girls began having
violent nightmares.

(**Most of the children are
differént,”” Mrs. Reynolds said.

‘*Most of us co use a
psychologist, and som&\gven a
psychiatrist. It sure would help.

But we just can't afford-things
like that.””

Mrs. Reynolds also said that

‘she and her husband have
become more irritable since the
trauma of the July 15 abduction.

**1 go into depressed moods, "’
she said. "'I'd like to get away
and forget about it all.”

To which Judy responded:
“Mamma, you know anywhere
we go, they're still talking about
it.”

Jennifer and Jeffrey Brown,
who with their mother, Joan,
have been the Chowchilla
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victims most accessible for
interviews, have nevertheless
experienced some behavior
problems, Mrs. Brown said.

Jennifer, 9, has nightmares,
and Jeff, 11, gets nervous when
rides the bus home from school
each day, The children were
abducted from a bus taking
them home from summer school
and held captive for 27 hours,
including 16 hours in a buried
moving van.

The 26 children were freed
when their bus driver and two of
the older boys pried the top of
the moving van free.

An investigation later led to
the arrests of three young San
Francisco Bay Area men who
were indicted in August on 27

counts of kidnapping and 18 of
robbery involving personal
possessions taken from the
victims,

The three-Frederick N, Woo-

where the case was moved last
week on a change of venue. No
trial date has yet been
scheduled.

Seemingly least affected by
the trauma are the four preteen
daughters of Celia Carrejo, all of
whom were on the bus. Mrs.
Carrejo says the girls seem
untouched by the experience,
pethaps because they keep
active as a group making up and
performing dances and singing
with their mother.

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Boeing Uses Soviet
Civil' Defense Plan

SEATTLE (AP) - The Boeing
Co. says it has tapped the Soviet
Union's civil defense program to
develop a system to protect its
industrial machinery from a
thermonuclear attack and has
tested the plan by using Soviet
defense manuals

The protection method invol-
ves supporting machines and
equipment on polyurethane
foam and covering them at the
first sign of attack with plastic
foam, metal chips, balsa wood,
dirt or sandbags

Boeing estimates that all the
nation's industrial machinery
could be partially protected for
between $1.2 billion and $1.5
billion.

Boeing itself could resume
airplane production 12 weeks
after a nuclear attack if its
machinery is protected in the
Soviet manner, the report said.

Telephone Rate
Reductions Asked

AUSTIN (AP) - The Texas
Public Utility Commission's
chief economist Tuesday reco-
mmended telephone rate reduc-
tions for 92 per cent of
Southwestern Bell Telephone's
residential and business custo-
mers.

Dr. Caroline Smith said this
would reduce Bell's revenues by
as much as $70.8 million, but
would be justifiable.

Her testimony was submitted
in writing at the commission’s
hearing on Bell's request for
rite increases totaling $298.3
million over the coming year
and she was cross-examined in
detail by Bell attorney Ford
Hall

She noted that under local
regulation, residential rates for
one-party telephones now vary
from $4.75 to §9.20 per month.

But statewide regulation by
the commission, which took
effect Sept. 1, demands
standarized rates so that service
of equal value is provided at
equal prices, she said.

“*However. the transition
from local to statewide rates
need not impose an unreasona-
ble burden upon telephone
customers especially since no
vost data have been offered in
support of the large increase
requested for local residential
and business users.’’
