|of $142,000 for bullding, grounds

school building was remodeled and
added to In 1930 at a cost of $60,-
0060, of which $22.500 was a grant
from the federal governmenl.

Bquipment and libraries for both

ldings have been gradually im-
roved untll at present they are
| satisfactory, though not all that
might “be desired or used efficient-
ly.

Standards for teachers have been
gradually raised during the past
14 years. In the fall of 1923

In 1923 the high school hnd ap-
proximately 20 affiliated /eredits

ed. The school has never tried to
have a larger number of credits
fthan it ean offer efficiently and
economlically. ..

Walker Bradly and Rat Jowell
were then cowboys on the
T Anchor outfit,  which  was

managed by John Hudson, an Eng-
lishman.: Thé 82 cowboys who
were then working for the outfit
decided they wanted a big Fourth
of July picnlc. They petitioned
Hudson to allow the day, but he
protested on grounds that they
were busy with a roundup, and
told them as soon as they finished
they might hold the celebration.
It was July 10 before they got

through.

Mr. Bradly was one of the boys
who went to Amarillo for mater-
lals. Every one of the boys pur-
chased pew shirts and other cloth-
ing for the big event, he recalls

“When they started to leave
Amarillo, then a Nttle village, Mr.
Hudsoh sald he guessed we would
want  some refreshments. He
reached into his pocked, took out a
10 bill and sald, “"Here is my
part’. When we got . to Amarillo
we had a bard time deciding upon
what the refreshments would be”
Mr. Bradly sald

“It was strictly against the
rules for the boys to drink whis-
key at dances. Finally we just
bought a box of lemona.™

Early in 1910, Father Campbell
stationed himself in Hereford, He
had no rectory In which to *live,
therefore lived In private homes.
He had about 75 souls here.

"About this time Deaf BSmith
county pegan bullding a new court
bhouse. Father Campbell, seelng the
need of a Catholie church in Here-
ford, made arrangements to se-
cure the old court house bulding.
With the ald of the lite E. W.
Harrison he obtained # on Octo-
ber 1, 1910,

The few parishoners were .un-
able to pay the second payment,
therefore Father Campbell had the
Antidote I"ublishing Co. take over
the indebtedness.
