Doyle has given it as his opinion that
an author who can interest boys will
do well in his profession, and in the
recipe for interesting boys is includ-
ed the rule, Never scamp the descrip-
tion of a meal—give it in detail.

The thousands of young readers who
have devoured Harrison Ainsworth's
“Tower of London™” probably remem-
ber the little suppers in the stone
kitchen with greater pleasure than
almost any other portion of the ro-
mance.
