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Bothersome phone calls
might have caused death

Death can come in many
different . ways, For
Hereford's on,
79, the end may have been
caused by harassing
telephone calls.

Hutcheson died of an ap-
parent heart attack Saturday
afternoon. According to Ray
Morgan, a captain and assis-
tant chief for the Hereford
Police Department, Hut-
cheson was calling him at
2:05 p.m. to complain about
the anonymous calls when the
heart attack occurred.

All that day, Hutcheson told

Hutcheson
sounded ‘“very frustrated,”
quoted her as having said,
‘‘Someone is calling me and 1
can't stand it any more.””

When Morgan was saying
he would look into the matter,
he heard Hutcheson’'s
telephone receiver drop and
what appeared to be a body
fall to the floor. Her phone
was soon hung up.

When he called back, Hut-

cheson’s daughter answered
and said she thought her
mother may have fainted.
She agreed, though, it would
be a good idea to request
medical help.

Morgan, after calling for an
ambulance, joined Sergeant
David Wagner and patrolman
Mike Morrison in rushing to
Hutcheson’s 421 McKinley St.
residence. They found the
victim to have a very low
heartbeat. The three per-
formed emergency medical
treatment until the am-
bulance arrived, according to

“I’'m not a doctor,” Morgan
said, “‘but I'm pretty sure this
(the harassing phone calls)
brought on the heart attack.”

Loan for jail changes sought by county commissioners

A $1.5-million, seven-year
loan is being sought for Deaf
Smith County Jail additions
and renovations by the coun-
ty commissioners, it was
decided Monday.

During a regularly-
scheduled meeting, the Deaf
Smith County Commission
unanimously approved a mo-
tion to request the loan from
Kidder, Peabody & Company
Inc., San Aatonio. Commis-
sioners intend to pay off the

On Sept. 29, represen-
tatives of the county govern-
ment were told by the Texas
Commission on Jail Stan-
dards (TCJS) that certain
work must be done on the
local jail in order for the
facility to remain open. The
state body examined a $1.55
million plan by Gondreck-
Poage Partnerships, also of
San Antonio, and found it ac-

ceptable except for a few
minor shortcomings.

Prior to that session, coun-
ty commissioners were hop-
ing to cut Gondreck-Poage's
proposal to less than §750,000.
Following TCJS's comments,
however, County Judge Glen
Nelson said of the plan, “It's
cut to the bone. There's no fat
in it.”

Initial discussion Monday
indicated the commission
would wait at least two weeks

like to see if Gondreck-Poage
had found any ways to cut the
proposal’s costs while com-
Austin Rose said
he would like to discuss the
financing with Vesta Mae
Nunley, county treasurer.
Bob Davis, a represen-
tative of Kidder, Peabody &
Company, said Oct. 24 (the
commission’s next scheduled
meeting) would be soon

enough for a loan application

Of 11-year-old daughter

to be made. He claimed work
on the request could begin
next week, though, if action
or a firm indication of intent
was made Monday.

Davis had earlier said his
firm's current interest rates
were ‘not guaranteed after 4
this afternoon,” but that they
should remain the same
through 1983. He believed,
however, increases may be
made early néxt year.

The loan requested by the

commission carries

county

an 8.25 percent interest rate.
Davis said the average an-
nual payment would be
around $290,000. A levied tax
rate of 8.22 cents, with pro-
jected collections of 98 per-
cent, would yield the county
government just under
$300,000 annually, he told the
court.

Davis claimed the commis-
sioners would save several
hundred thousand dollars by
having a seven- rather than
10-year loan. To borrow §1.5

million over 10 years, Deaf
Smith County would have an
8.5 percent interest rate and
pay an average of about
$228,000 annually.

The TCJS decided the local
jail needed, among other
things, to increase its capaci-
ty, provide a recreational
area and have a jailer on duty
at all times. Gondreck-Poage

In other matters Monday,
commissioners declined to
contribute $8,000 for proposed
construction of a tennis court
at the Walcott school.

Blind man sentenced for murder

TYLER, Texas (AP) — A
blind man whose family was
given money and gifts by
sympathetic citizens after his
11-year-old daughter was
found slain has been sentenc-
ed to 50 years in prison for
killing the girl.

Eugene Curtis McRory, 38,
pleaded no contest Monday in
the July 4, 1981, death of his
daughter, Trisha, and was
sentenced by State District
Judge Donald Carroll.

In a written confession,
McRory admitted sexually
molesting the girl and
smothering her with a pillow

In the confession, McRory
described how he drank
heavily all day, then got up
during the night and went into
the living room where his
daughter was sleeping.

When he began to molest
her, the girl cried out, ‘““Dad-
dy, don’t, Daddy,” the confes-
sion said.

“I heard a noise in the other
room, so I put the pillow over
her face so she wouldn't
holler,” said McRory in the
confession. ‘I held it down
pretty tight for approximate-
ly five minutes. She was kick-

ing and wiggling. 1 didn’t

the pillow and she was dead.
She wasn't breathing."”

McRory said after he
realized the girl was dead, “'I
just sat there and cried and
thought about the horrible
thing I had done.”

McRory said he woke his
wife and told her the girl was
dead. His wife wanted to call
the police, but McRory said
he threatened to kill her and
the couple’'s other two
children if she did not help
him dispose of the body. '

The two loaded the girl's
body into their car and drove
to a bridge over a creek about
five miles from their home,

where mcRory removed the
girl’s clothes and dumped her
body into the water, McRory
said.

He said the next morning,
after slashing a screen door,
he called the sheriff’'s depart-
ment and reported the girl
missing

The McRorys held a news
conference on July 7, 1981, to
announce a $50,000 reward,
donated by an anonymous
Tyler man, for the girl’s safe

Remote-controlled planes

LONDON (AP) — Unmann-
ed remote-control planes, us-
ed with devastating effect by
the Israelis in Lebanon last
year, are having a revival as
the cost of combat jets soar
and missile defenses become
more lethal, the new Jane'’s
Avionics yearbook reported
today.

Michael Wilson, editor of
the authoritative annual on
electronic equipment used in
aviation, said the remote-
piloted wvehicles, or RPVs,
could “add a new dimension
to future wars.”

The accelerated develop-
ment of airborne high-
technology and microchip
miniaturization of controls
means RPVs now have
‘“‘capabilities undreamed of”
when they first appeared 20
years ago.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A

save American education,
but should be tried ex-
perimentally.

“Those who view merit pay
as some easy, inexpensive,
painless method of solving
the nation’s education pro-
blems are not realistic,” said
a report released today by the
Task Force on Teacher Merit
Pay set up by Rep. Carl
Perkins, D-Ky., chairman of
the House Education and
Labor Committee.

“Merit pay is but one of
many pieces in a puzzle,”
said the report from the
bipartisan task force. ‘It can
be an important piece, but it
is neither inexpensive nor
easy to achieve, and other
pieces of the puzzle also must
be put into place.

“Despite mixed and in-
conclusive results with
performance-based pay in
the private sector and in
education, we support and en-
courage experiments with
performance-based pay.”

The task force, headed by
Rep. Paul Simon, D-Ill., was
established after President
Reagan made merit pay his
main proposal for improving

the nation’s education

system. He has been pushing

dtin speeches while .
also less federal
‘money involvement in
education.

The report said school
districts and states must
raise the basic pay for
teachers, and that the federal
government should expand
teacher training oppor-
tunities and inaugurate a
teacher scholarship program
for the brightest high school
graduates.

“If 10,000 scholarships
were made available — 23 in
each congressional district —
to the top 5 percent of a high
school graduating class, the
cost would be $50 million per
year at the most, a modest in-
vestment which would pay off
many times over,” the report
said.

The task force, described
as a “bipartisan group of
educators, school ad-
ministrators, parents and
lawmakers,’’ heard
testimony from three major
commissions on education
that recently issued reports,
in addition to governors, state
legislators, deans of schools
of education, students,
teachers and school ad-
ministrators.

Weatherize tips given to
mobile homeowners

COLLEGE STATION --
Mobile homeowners can do
several things right now to
make for more comfortable
living when winter arrives,
according to housing
specialist Dr. Peggy Owens.

A mobile home, like any
other home, can be sealed too
lightly for your health,” said
Owens, who is with Texas
A&M’s Agricultural Exten-
sion Service.

‘“Some exchange between
indoor and outdoor air should
go on all the time. When you
weatherize, make sure you do
not seal or block openings in-
tended to ventilate the wall
cavity,” Owens said.

If the inside air seems stuf-
fy, homeowners should ven-
tilate with exhaust fans or
open a window a crack.

Owens suggested that
homeowners take these steps
to weatherize a mobile home:

-If cold comes up from the
floor, place a second carpet
on top of the old one to help
keep the cold out.

-Adding skirting or under-
pinning-will cut drafts under
the house but will not always
help reduce energy loss.
“‘Temporary skirting with
hay bales is . You
may close necessary vents
and create a fire hazard as
well,” Owens warned.

ble material like brick is best
for skirting.

-Use heat tape to wrap ex-
posed water pipes beneath
the floor and us special duct
insulating blankets over ex-
posed heating duct. If these
are loose in older mobile
homes, remove the floor
registers and tighten connec-
tions with furnace or other
heat resisting tape.

-Weatherstrip around win-
dows and outside doors. Dou-
ble check the threshold por-
tion of outside doors and be
sure there’'s no heat leak.

<Check holdings, sidings,
joints, nails, screws, splash
panels, windows, doors, roof
vents, wheel housings and all
top seams for airleaks and
cracks. Correct these by
caulking during warm
weather because most caulks
won’t adhere well in the cold.
Inside, polyfoam seal can be
used to close cracks and
cavities around light swit-
ches.

-Create storm windows by
taping a layer of 4 to 6 mil
polyethylene over them. Use
pressure sensitive masking
or duct tape and place along
the entire edge on all four
sides. Even if the mobile
home has'storm windows, a
third layer of protection
helps.

Widow to be hypnotized

SHERMAN, Texas (AP) —
A sheriff says hynotizing the
widow of one of the victims

owner and Denison building
contractor Bob Tate, 51;
Grayson County sheriff’'s
deputy Philip Good, 29; Sher-
man painting contractor
Jerry Brown, 51; and former
Sherman police officer
Ronald Mayes, 37, were found
in the hangar on Tate’s North
Texas ranch Saturday night.

Relatives said a one-seat
ultralight aircraft marked
with Tate’s initials was miss-
ing from the hangar. They
told authorities three of the
men had gone to the hangar
to meet another man who was
interested in buying a plane.

A preliminary autopsy
report showed that Mayes
was shot five times as he ap-
parently tried to run for his
life. The other three men
were shot twice in the head,
the report said.

The bodies of Tate, Good
and Brown were found
covered by a carpet a few feet
from pools of blood on the
hangar floor and on a card
table.

Mayes' body had been
dragged almost 9 feet and
was lying in a pool of blood

against a side door, Driscoll
said.

Funeral services were
scheduled today for Good,
Brown and Mayes. A funeral
for Tate will be held Wednes-
day in Denison.

Grayson County Sheriff
Jack Driscoll, who is an in-
vestigative hypnotist, said he
planned to question Marlene
Good under hypnosis after
her husband’s funeral to see
if she can remember the
name of the customer the
men were to meet.

Brown's daughter, Lynn,
said Brown, Good and Tate
had gone to the hangar at 4
p.m. to meet a man from
Dallas who was going to buy
the plane for $4,000.

Mayes, who lived within
sight of the Tate ranch, knew
that the men were in the
hangar, became curious
when they never opened its
doors and went over to in-
vestigate, said his uncle,
George Barbee of Dallas.

Mayes' body was found by
Tate’s wife and son, who had
gone to the ranch about 8:30
p.m. Saturday when Tate fail-
ed to return home when ex-
pected, Driscoll said.
Sheriff's deputies found the
other three bodies.

Driscoll said the bodies,
“were all warm (when they
were found). ... It had not
been long.”

Investigators found money

ranging from $13 to $100 in the
men's wallets and all still
wore their jewelry, Driscoll
said.

Driscoll said the deaths did
not appear to be a ‘‘random
killing."”

“This is not someplace you
would spot off the road,” he
said of the hilltop ranch.
“You really can’t see it at all
from the road. You'd have to
know it was here.”

Some of the 11 .22-caliber
bullets fired into the men
were hollow-point, which
mushroom on impact and
cause larger wounds, said
Peace Justice Tom Richard-
son. -

“We're trying to come up
with a .22-caliber pistol that
holds more than nine
rounds,” said Driscoll. “We
can only assume ... that it
probably had some element
of speed which would make it
semi-automatie.”

Authorities set up an infor-
mation post in front of the
ranch Monday to interview
frequent travelers on the
road who may have heard or
seen something Saturday
evening.

Texas Rangers and Texas
Department of Public Safety
detectives joined the in-
vestigation Monday, and “it’s
going to be a coordinated ef-
fort to find the individuals
responsible for this,” Driscoll
said.

The knee-jerk reaction
from some U.N. employees
and some one-worldly
members of Congress was
righteous wrath, demands
that Cuck Lichenstein be
fired.

Charles Wilson gearing up

for tough election year

WASHINGTON (AP) —
“I've had 22 years of good
luck and one year of bad luck
in public office,” Texas Rep.
Charles Wilson said. ‘“‘And
(the one year) has been a
doozer.”

Wilson made the remark in
July, shortly after the Justice
Department announced it
would not prosecute him on
drug charges, saying it had
found “insufficient admissi-
ble, credible evidence to sup-
port criminal charges."”

But the department's in-
vestigation into allegations
that Wilson had used cocaine
had earned him a half-year of
unfavorable publicity. And
Wilson — who termed the
allegations ‘“‘ridiculous” —
was anxious for life to return
to normal.

Then the other shoe drop-
ped: One rainy evening in
August the car Wilson was
driving was involved in an ac-
cident on a bridge crossing
the Potomac River.

Police said Wilson's car
struck another vehicle then
left the scene. Wilson said he
thought he had only hit a
guard rail. He paid a $25 traf-
fic fine, and also the price of
another spate of unfavorable
publicity.

Now Wilson, 50, a
Democrat from Lufkin who
has never faced serious
challenge in his conservative
East Texas district, fears all
that publicity may take its
toll in next year's elections.
And for the first time, he is
gearing up for a tough fight.

“I've never been a very ag-
gressive fund-raiser, because
I've never needed to,”” Wilson
said. *‘But I expect to be pret-
ty aggressive this year.”

In the 1981-1982 election cy-
cle, Wilson raised about
$211,000 in campaign con-
tributions, more than $123,000
of it from political action
committees (PACs)
representing various interest
groups, his campaign finance
reports show.

This time around, Wilson
said he expects to raise about
$400,000.

But Wilson is also wrestling
with a financial problem of a
different sort.

In his personal financial
disclosure report for last
year, Wilson listed invest-
ment assets of between
$416,000 and $1 million.
However, he also showed
liabilities of between $605,000
and $1.56 million.

And in July, he said he
didn't have the money to pay
the $90,000 to $100,000 in legal
expenses he had run up in
connection with the Justice
Department investigation.

This week, Wilson said he
was considering the possibili-
ty of using campaign funds to
pay those expenses.

“Once the buffaloes reach a
certain age they start getting
too hard to handle and we do
not use sedatives to settle the
buffaloes down,” Coley said.

“Max has been a good buf-
falo but his size is starting to
get the best of us sometimes
80 I think it's about time we
started looking for another
buffalo to replace him before

too long,” he added.

The average buffalo
reaches maturity in about
seven years and some may
get as tall as seven feet.

Coley said Buford, or
Thunder I1, was the largest at
six feet and he weighed about
1,250 pounds.

Taking care of a buffalo in-
volves much more than just
walking the animal in
parades and running it during
the football games.

“It costs about $1,300 to
keep one buffalo for one year,
not to mention the time it
takes to train and care for a
buffalo,” Coley said.

This amount, according to
Coley, includes veterinarian
bills, insurance, and feed and
the handlers also spend about
an hour-and-a-half each day
for brushing, walking and
feeding the buffalo.

In 1977 the Herdsmen
bought and donated a trailer
to the university, but the
members donate the gas and
pickups to pull the trailer.

“Each time we have to
paint the trailer it costs us
about $500,” Coley added.
