Battelle recommends
area for further study

COLUMBUS, OHIO - The
U.S. Department of Energy
has received a recommenda-
tion from its contractor for
studies of salt deposits that a
site northeast of Hereford in
Deaf Smith County should be
considered for further study
for siting a geologic
repository for high-level
nuclear waste.

‘*Battelle’'s Office of
Nuclear Waste Isolation has
recommended this next
screening step in Texas;
however, DOE is not acting
on that recommendation at
this time,” said J.0. Neff,
general manager of DOE's
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National Waste Terminal
Storage Program Office.
Battelle's recommendation
reflects information
available through March 1
and is based on technical con-
siderations such as the depth,
thickness, and quality of the
salt beds. No evidence has
been found that would
eliminate sites in either coun-
ty. Field work and data
analysis are still under way,
Neff said, and DOE plans to
make its decision on narrow-
ing to a smaller study area
when that work is completed,
probably early this summer.
For the past year, DOE's
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studies in the Palo Duro
Basin have centered on loca-
tions in both Deaf Smith
County and Swisher County.

Other locations under con-
sideration by DOE are salt
deposits at the Richton salt
dome in Perry County,

Mississippi; Vacherie dome
in Webster-Bienville
parishes, Louisiana; Gibson
Dome in San Juan County,

Utah; and volcanic rock for-
mations under federal
nuclear reservations at Han-
ford, Washington, and the
Nevada Test Site near Las
Vegas.

Hassan calls for
Mideast summit

Moroccan King Hassan has
invited Palestine Liberation
Organization chairman
Yasser Arafat and the
leaders of Jordan, Saudi
Arabia and Syria to an
emergency meeting to
discuss Mideast peace pro-
posals, news reports said to-
day.

But the Bahrain-based Gulf
News Agency said Hassan
was not sure whether the
other leaders would accept
his call for a summit in Rabat
before April 15.

The report said the king
feared a showdown between
Jordan, which is considering
joining Arab-Israeli peace
talks under U.S. auspices,
and pro-Soviet Syria, which is
vehemently opposed to Presi-
dent Reagan's peace plan.

The PLO has been critical
of Reagan'’s proposal, which
calls for Palestinian self-rule
in the Israeli-occupied West
Bank of the Jordan River and
Gaza Strip.

Arafat is known to prefer
the plan endorsed by the
21-member Arab League in
Fez, Morocco, last year that
proclaims the PLO the sole
legitimate representative of
the Palestinian people.

Arafat was expected to fly
from Damascus, Syria to Am-
man later today to discuss
with Jordan's King Hussein a
possible Jordanian-
Palestinian delegation for
future peace talks with
Israel.

Hussein, who wants PLO
permission to negotiate on
behalf of the Palestinians,
has called the Arafat meeting

crucial.

“Some people want us to
say we accept the Reagan
plan so that we be branded
traitors,” Arafat told a rally
in Damascus on Wednesday.
‘““‘Some people want us to say
we reject the Reagan plan so

Economic index

The latest jump in the
government's economic
forecasting gauge means a
‘‘solid and sustained’
recovery from recession is
under way, Treasury
Secretary Donald T. Regan
says.

The Commerce Depart-
ment reported Wednesday its
Index of Leading Indicators
rose 1.4 percent in February.
It was the sixth straight mon-
thly increase, though smaller
than January's.

Commerce Secretary
Malcolm Baldrige called the
report ‘‘good news again for
the economy.”

One of the main forces that
could sustain an economic
recovery is the continued
decline in energy prices. Bri-
tain proposed a new cut in its
North Sea oil prices Wednes-
day, and sources said Iran
trimmed its oil price by $3.20
a barrel,

Britain offered to cut its
prices by between 50 and 75
cents, to a range of $29.75 to

recovery

$30 a barrel. Many industry
analysts believe a bigger cut
might have drawn the
Organization of Petroleum
Exporting Countries into a
price war. On March 14, the
OPEC ministers agreed to
lower their base price by $5,
to $29 a barrel.

Iran set its new price at $28
a barrel, according to in-
dustry sources in Rome.

Lower oil prices mean
direct savings for American
consumers as well as in-
dustry, ‘and the benefits can
be spread even further by a
resulting drop in inflation.

In a less optimistic sign for
the economy, the Commerce
Department reported new
orders to factories for
manufactured goods fell 2.2
percent in February. Orders
had risen 2.5 percent in

January, 3.9 percent last
December and 0.4 percent in
November.

Despite the mixed

economic reports, Donald

It also claims that ‘‘the
vast majority of farmers,
ranchers, townspeople and
citizens in all walks of life are
adverse to the very thought of
locating nuclear waste in this
area."

YMCA reveals
building plans

The Hereford & Vicinity
YMCA is making plans to
construct a facility, possibly
on city property on 15th
street, in the near future it
was announced Wednesday
by “Y" officials at a meeting
of the Hereford Lions Club.

Sid Shaw, YMCA board
president, and two other “'Y"
officials presented a program
at the civic club’s weekly lun-
cheon meeting. In connection
with the building plans, the
YMCA is also getting ready to
launch a public campaign to
raise funds for the project.

Shaw reported the
organization has a substan-
tial amount in its building
fund and has several founda-
tions who have indicated
possible support of the pro-
ject.

Weldon Knabe, executive
director, said more than 2,200
people registered in one or
more YMCA programs last
year. '‘Our programs are so
scattered around town that

scheduling is very difficult,”
he said.

Rick Brown, building com-
mitee chairman, discussed a
preliminary floor plan for
such a facility.

Ex Amarillo cop
guilty of murder

AMARILLO, Texas (AP) —
Jurors rejected the tem-
porary insanity defense of
L.R. Wynne, convicted the
former police captain of
murder and sentenced him to
50 years in prison for the kill-
ing of his wife’s lover.

The jury took just over
three hours Wednesday to
convict Wynne for the Oct. 15
killing of Earle Winston
Mathis, 63, and then con-
sidered the punishment long
into the night before deciding
to sentence him to 50 years in
prison and fine him $10,000.

The conviction carried a
maximum seritence of life in
prison and a $10,000 fine in the
slaying.

Wynne admitted shooting
Mathis five times at a
downtown intersection, but
contended he had been driven

temporarily insane by the
sight of seeing Mathis mak-
ing love with his wife,
Margie, in a pickup truck
about an hour before the
shooting.

Prosecutors argued Wynne
knew exactly what he was do-
ing when he shot Mathis as
the oilman sat in his pickup
waiting for a traffic light to
change.

Wynne showed no emotion
when the verdict was read,
but some members of his
family appeared upset when
the jury foreman returned
the verdict.

“I am in a state of shock
right now,"” said Wynne, 53,
after the verdict,

State District Judge B.D. Moye
earlier denied bond for Padgett, who
is being held at an undisclosed loca-
tion.

Police found the bodies of Landrum,
McClaflin, and Ms. Thompson in the
rear of the restaurant.

Lundrum was shot in the chest and
beaten in the head with a hammer,
McClaflin was shot once in the head
and Ms. Thompson had been shot in
the arm and chest, had multiple stab
wounds and cuts and had been beaten
repeatedly in the head, officials said.

Condor coaxed
out of its shell

SAN DIEGO (AP) — A tiny California condor popped
out of its egg with a little human help to become the first of
the vanishing species to hatch in captivity, San Diego Zoo

officials said early today.

The chick, bald about the neck and head with a sparse
covering of downy white feathers, was freed of its shell at
about 10 p.m. Wednesday, said zoo spokesman Jeff Jouett.
It weighed 201.9 grams — about 7 ounces — he said.

“Apparently, it's in good health,"”

Jouett said ex-

uberantly. He said keepers have not yet determined the

bird's sex.

Two birdkeepers, Cyndi Kuehler and Pat Whitman —
used surgical instruments and their hands to help the
chick out of its light blue shell. Earlier, the rare bird had
punched a hole “‘a bit larger than a quarter'’ on its own,

Jouett said.

“It reached a point where it was felt that it was in the

best interest of the bird to help it break out,”

said Jouett.

Keepers fed the hungry bird for the first time at mid-
night, administering ‘‘two finely chopped mice in warm

water” by hand, Jouett said.

Five birdkeepers and a closed-circuit television camera
monitored the progress of the tiny condor. A veterinarian
was on call in case of emergency.

The team of scientists had maintained an around-the-

clock “‘egg-watch"”

since Monday, when the chick first

poked a hole in the shelt, Jouett said.

The oblong egg, about six times the size of a chicken |
egg, was plucked from its parents’ nest Feb. 23 by a team
of scientists in the rugged back country of the condor

sanctuary near Ventura.

Only about 20 California condors remain in the wild, and

they are dying off at a rate of three or four a year. By
removing the egg, scientists hoped to encourage the wild
condor pair to produce another egg — in effect doubling

the birth rate.

Successful hatching would rank “*as one of the most im-

portant events”

in the 67-year history of the San Diego

Zoo, known for its captive breeding of endangered

species, Jouett said.

‘I'o help the baby bird along, zookeepers were rotating
the egg by hand to make certain heat is evenly

distributed. And every two

hours, they played a tape

recording of a ‘*‘mother king vulture,” a distant cousin of

the condor.

“It's a form of communication that simulates what a

parent might do in the wild,” Jouett said.

“It sounds

roughly like a muted dog bark, but it seems to catch the
baby condor's attention because the shell rocks to the

music.”

The chick will remain in the incubator at the zoo's Avian
Propogation Center for at least 24 hours, Jouett said.

When it is healthy enough

to travel, the chick will be

placed in an isolette, similar to the germ-free plastic
boxes used to house human premature babies. Then it will
be transferred by ambulance to the San Diego Wild

Animal Park near Escondido,

a journey of 32 miles.

To help the chick feel at home, zoo officials have
prepared a .puppet that looks exactly like a condor
‘““because we want the baby condor to imprint on a condor
face rather than a human face,” Jouett said.

Large TV pacts help

Baseball begins catchup

Baseball has lagged way
behind football in realizing
the financial potential of
television. But it's starting to
catch up.

Most notable, of course, is
the pending contract between
NBC (and possibly ABC) and
baseball. Starting next year,
it will bring baseball an
estimated $1 billion over five
years — or somewhere bel-
ween $6 million and $7 million
per leam per year.

Some owners notably
Atlanta’s Ted Turner — were
so pleased that there was talk
about rescinding the pink slip
they handed Commissioner
Bowie Kuhn as a reward for
his part in the negotiations.

Less dramatic, but just as
signifigant for the future, is
the dramatic increase in
radio and television revenue
this year, even before the new
contract takes effect.

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Houstonian confirmed to

three-member commission

AUSTIN (AP) — The
Senate has confirmed Robert
Lanier's appointment to the
state highway commission
but also sent Gov. Mark
White a message to look to
the rural areas for his next
highway appointment.

Lanier, 58-year-old Houston
businessman, joined Robert
Dedman of Dallas and John
Butler, also of Houston, on
the all-urban commission
Wednesday.

After Lanier was confirm-
ed 28-3, White swore him in
and told reporters he would
select the next commissioner
from a smaller city.

Lanier, was chosen to
replace A. Sam Waldrop of
Abilene, whose term expired.

“I felt this particular in-
dividual was well qualified,”
White said.

Sen. Grant Jones,
D-Abilene, said the confirma-
tion of Lanier would create an
all-urban highway commis-
sion for the first time in
Texas history.

Jones said only once before
— in the 1920s — had two men
from the same city served on
the commission, and the men
had moved to San Antonio
after their appointments.

Jones said he understood
that Lanier “is a very fine
and capable individual,” but
White had made a ‘“‘fun-
damental error’ in naming
another Houstonian to the
commission.

“I think it's bad to have all
of them on one commission
representing metropolitan
areas,”’ said Jones.

Sen. Carl Parker, D-Port
Arthur, one of several
senators who spoke for

Lanier, said, *'The governor
could not have made a better
choice if he had looked in

every town under 50,000 in the
state.” ?

“It never dawned on me we
would have to raise the ques-
tion of geographical con-
sideration,” said Jones.

“It never dawned on you
because all the commis-
sioners have come from rural
areas of Texas,” said Sen.
John Whitmire, D-Houston.

Sen. John Traeger,
D-Seguin, said he shared
Jones’ concern, but he was
“satisfied he (Lanier) would
give every rural area its fair
share. ... The next appoint-
ment certainly shouldn’t be
from a metropolitan area.”

Traeger said, however, he
was so impressed with Lanier
that “If he were from Loui-
siana, I'd probably vote for
hil'ﬂ.”

Sen. Bob Glasgow,
D-Stephenville, said
“hopefully the governor will
consider’’ Jones' comments
in making future appoint-
ments.

Jones and Sens. Bill Sims,
D-San Angelo, and Craig
Washington, D-Houston,
voted against Lanier.

The Senate also granted
Sen. Glenn Kothmann's re-
quest to “‘bust” Van Henry

Archer Jr., a San Antonio city
councilman, as a member of
the Texas Advisory Commis-
sion on Intergovernmental
Relations. The vote on Ar-
cher’s confirmation was 0-31.

Kothmann, D-San Antonio,
said Archer had put his name
on a letter on behalf of Dan
Martinez, a Republican who
opposed Kothmann in the
November general election.

Kothmann said the letter
“was uncalled for, unwar-
ranted and untrue ... attack-
ing me in a manner in which I
don’t think was necessary.

| 1 can't do sit-ups with my
knees bent or not bent, so
my back muscles must also
be weak. Being I have such
small frame and am so tall,
with my waist and abdomen
problem, I look pregnant.
Any help you can give would
be appreciated.

DEAR READER — Your
height and weight do suggest
that your problem is not
from fat deposits around the
abdomen or inside the abdo-
men. But some peopie Who

are genetically desigfed to
be thin and who then gain
weight will have too much
fat at low body weights. You
can only tell by an examina-
tion. If you have hardly any
fat under the skin around
your trunk, it is unlikely that
you will have a lot inside
your abdomen either.

I mention this point
because the reason so many
people have trouble with an
expanded waistline is from
fat inside the abdominal
cavity, not just under the
skin.

If you can't do any sit-ups
at all, just lie on your back
and contract and relax your
abdominal muscles. Pull the
muscles in hard and hold
them in the tensed position.
Hold for about 15 seconds,
relax and repeat. Do at least

10 of these, rest for a few
minutes and repeat them.

In a few weeks you may
then be able to do a sit-up
and, if not, put your hands on
your bent knees and use your
arms to assist you in doing
your first sit-up. Use this aid
until you can do a sit-up
without your hands on your
knees.

If that doesn’t get you
started, then go see a physi-
cal medicine specialist or a
physical therapist who will
help you in perfecting your

technique in doing a proper
sit-up.

LASAGNE
Sauce:
3 Thbsp. olive oil
1'2 ¢. chopped onion
2 cloves garlic, minced
4 (6 oz.) cans tomato paste or
heavy tomato puree
7 ¢. canned tomatoes
2 c. water or 1% c. water plus
34 ¢. red wine
2 Thsp. honey
1 Tbsp. sea salt
12 tsp. ground pepper

2 bay leaves
1 carrot, grated

Sauce:

In a large kettle, heat the
oil over medium heat; add
the onion and garlic and saute
until tender but not brown.
Add the remaining sauce in-
gredients; stirring well.
Reduce heat and simmer, un-
covered, for 30 minutes.

Remove the bay leaves and
cook for 30 minutes more.
The longer the sauce sim-
mers, the thicker it gets; thin
with water as needed.

Filling: In a medium-sized
bowl, break up the tofu. Add
the sour cream and blend un-
til very smooth. Add onions,
salt, pepper, honey, and
paprika. Adjust seasoning to
taste and set aside.

In a large kettle, boil the
water and oil. Add the
noodles and cook for 15
minutes or until tender but
not mushy; drain in a large
colander.

Preheat oven to 325
degrees. Cover the bottom of
a 13X15 inch pan with sauce.
Alternate layers of noodles,
tofu filling and sauce,
finishing with a layer of tofu
on top. Garnish with sliced
mushrooms and black olives
if desired. Bake 30 minutes or
until heated through; turn off
heat and allow to stand for 15
to 20 minutes with the oven
door cracked. Serve with
spinach and hot garlic bread.
Serves 8. .

SKILLET SUPPER
1 chopped onion
2 chopped green peppers
1 (16 oz.) can stewed
tomatoes
1 large pkg. frozen corn

GENE STRUCTURE

ROCHESTER, N.Y. (AP) -
A new technique for analyz-
ing the structure of genes has
been developed by resear-
chers in the University of
Rochester’'s Department of
Biology.

The team first attaches a
radioactive label to a par-
ticular site on a DNA
molecule, the injects the DNA
into a frog's egg cell, where it
becomes covered with pro-
teins. The researchers note
the distance btween each pro-
tein and the radioactive label
and compare the resulting
“protein map"’ with the maps
that form on other, slightly
different, DNA segments.

Eventually, they hope to
discover how a gene's
protein-DNA structure is
related to its function in the
body.
