Pie tin pictures make at-
tractive and practical orna-
ments for the kitchen bﬁuu
they are mostly metal and pPrac-
tically fireproof. Also, theéy are
inexpensive and can be made

Take a couple of large siiéd
ple tins, which are all the better
if they happen to be dull and
roughened. "This makes painting
them easler because paint will
stick to slightly roughened sur-
faces much better than to shin-
ing new tins. Give the pair three
coats of very thin enamel. The
three coats will give the pans a
nice glossy finish.

Now, find some gay motifs to
paste in the center of each tin.
Seed catalogues are a good
source, ylelding pictures of en-
ticing fruits, flowers and vege-
tables.

Glue 1s easler to use on painted
| surfaces. String loops are glued
un the back of each tin at the
top, but far enough down so the
loops will not show when hung.

nge last week, which brings
orth the following:

Just about twenty years ago
Boyd Knox moved the Hereford
PBakery 'to its present location,
in those days when prosperity
was just around the corner but
we néver could find the corner,
-or at least the right one: Boyd
get up for business on a frayed
shoe string that had a few knots
along in it. Not too good equip-
ment, in fact not much of any-
thing to back it up with but the
willinginess to work day and
night to put it over.

Then came the big wheat year
of '31, with 19 cent wheat that

eouldn’'t haul to town and
even on, but Knox held,
on and worked that much hard-
er, from 2 or 3 o'clock in the
morning until late at night, he
made bread, cakes and pies the
hard way. It was hard to pay
rent, utilities, and still harder
to keep flour and supplies, keep
hll equipment in working order
and take care of his family but
he just bowed his neck and hung
Gn some way.

enough, "33 came in with her

sandstorms - and black dusters,
for three years these lasted, days

across the street for dust, days
and days he worked under elec-
tric lights, because it was too
dark to work*without them, lots
of those days at high noon those
lights would look like the sun
through dark glasses, because
the dust was so thick in the
house. What was the use? How
eould he stay? Then he decided
he would stay, this was his
home town. He loved Hereford
and his friends and neighbors,

next Wednesday, Feb. 8.

The late Willlam D. Boyce,
ﬁ‘llcago publisher, was so im-
pressed with the helpfulness of
the British Boy Scout, who de-
elined his tip for the “good turh,”
that he accompanied the Scout
to the office of Sir (later Lord)
Robert Baden-Powell, founder
of Scouting, learned about the
program and brought a trunkful
of pamphlets to America. Later,
h‘e incorporated the organiza-
“for.

On June 21, 1910, a group of
men representing 34 national
groups Interested In youth,
started developing the organiza-
tlon and opened a temporary of-
fice In New York City.

Frém that modest beginning
the Boy Scouts of America has
grown in four decades until now
it has an active enrollment of
over 2,300,000 boys and adull
leaders. Since 1910 more than
16,500,000 American boys and
men have subscribed to the

ut Oath and Law.

The First Decade: 1910-1919

President Taft became Honor-
ary President of the new or-
anization and at his invitation

% first annual meeting of the
National Councll was held In
1911 In the White House. His suc-
cessors in the White House have
served as Honorary Presidents,
and all showed keen interest in
Scouting.

Colin A. Livingston of Wash-
ington, D. C. became the first
President, an office he held until
1925.

Where there are in-
sufficient boys in rural areas to |
form a Scout Unit, a boy may[
become a Lone Scout, cu‘rrylng‘
on his program with the aid of |
an adult Friend and Counselor.
There are several thousand such
members today

In 1922 the Boy Scouts Inter-
national Bureau was established
in London. Today there are 46
Boy Scout Associations register-
éd by the Boy Scouts Interna-
tional Bureau with a total mem-
bership. in 1948 of 4,306,010 boys
and sdult leaders. .
The Second World Jamboree
in 1624 brought 6,000 Scouts in
a camp outside Copenhagen,
Denmark, with 56 Scouts from
the United States. The Third
World Jamboree 1narked the
“Coming of Age" of Scouting In
1929. It was the largest encamp-
ment held to date with 50,000
Scouts at Birkenhead, England,
with 1300 Scouts and leaders
from the United Stales.

While long-term and short
term camning has been a feature
of BScouting since its earliest
days, this activity received new
impetus in 1938 by the gift made
by Waite Phillips of the Phil-
mont Scout Ranch-near Cimar-
ron, New Mexico, where each
summer hundreds of seasoned
Scout campers go for rugged
Rocky Mountain camping ex-
periences.
