There doesn't. seem to be mueh
commercialization of high school
football in, Texas. Not mdre than
50 per cent of the schools make a
profit out of football, And in most
cased that profit is much smaller
than you hear on the street cor-
ners, The larger the gate the more
expenditures is the usual story.
The profit usually is taken.up in
paying the expenses of the band,
pep club and other allied activi-
ties.

Group deplores the practice of
a .school having a training camp
in the fall before the season op-
ens. In Texas there is a stringent
rule against this, thus there are
no training camps.

Group talks of the magnificent
football stadiums that are built a-
lohgside school bulidings that are
inadequate. I don't believe there
is much evidence of this in Texas
high schools. The bigger the place
the larger the stadium but it is
built out of revenue-bearing
bonds backed by the schogl dis-
trict but paid for out of gate re-
ceipts. Anything wrong with that?

The® former coach  speaks of
coaches being paid more than the
feachers and of teachers being
hired because of their coaching
ability. In the first place the coach
deserves to be paid more than the
teacher because he is both a,tea-
cher and a coach. The coach in
Texas high schools insiruets
the classrooms or has physical
education classes. Physical edu
cation is just as important and
does as much good as English
Spanish, Latin or. geometry, The
coach is well qualified to teach
physiedl gducation.

It is safe to say that 95 per cent
of the high schools of Texas con-
duct their athletic programs on
a sound, educational basis. A
few of them want to win games
above all else, which is to be
found anywhere there are com-
petitive sports. The others all
want to win but only through fair
means and if they don't win do
not consider it a calamity.
