The duties
of citizenship are stated thus by
the apostle Paul in his letter to
the Christians at Rome and are
awllc.able to us as citizens of
the Unjted States of America
St. Pau) adjures us thus: “Ev-
ery person must submit to the

isfied every claim of the law.’

Perhaps you consider this an
idealistic and imgpractical phil-
osophy for this modern world,
Then consider the challenge to
citizenship as posed in these
questions :

Grasses should be planted in
the spring or early summer in
a well prepared seedbed. In the
case of midland bermuda, grad-
ed borders should be installed
prior to sprigging the grass in
order to get the pioper irriga-
tion distribution after the grass
is established. Irrigated native
grasses may be planted in rows
on flatter slopes or drilled in
graded borders onsteeper slopes.

The amount of grazing expect-
ed from irrigated grasses de-
pends on the amount of man-
agement given. Frequent appli-
cation of water and fertilizer
will give maximum production.

Management is extremely im-

portant. Many [armers have
found they have not allowed
their grasses to make sufficient
growth before grazing begins
and consequently they have ov-
ergrazed their pastures in a
short period of time. Overgraz-
ing reduces vigor and future
rate of growth. Grazing shoull
be postponed until grasses such
as switchgrass has grown to a
height of about 20 inches and
bermuda grass should reach a
height of about 8 inches before
grazing begins

Pastures should be stocked in
accordance with the degree of
management expected. Under
proper management, irrigated
pastures will furnish consider-
able profits from grazing. ‘With-

Coleman Uses
Waterway To
Halt Erosion

Bruce Coleman, who farms
near Walcots, has a theory a
bout soil conservation. It goes
like this

“Soll that took millions of
years fo form is our greatest
natural resource, and I we
don't take care of it for the
generations to come after us we
won't have much fo pass on to
our children

To prevent this lanj desecra
tion, Coleman says, “So the ans
wer Is 0 use the most modern
information and methods we’
have available to protect this
soll."”

He says h ¢ believes our soil
consideration program is one
of the most efficient and val
uable services we have, “add-
ing. 1 only wish more people
would take advantage of it.”
Coleman farms more rl{an

1300 acres, mostly in wheat and
grain sorghum, but he has been
in the Tierra Blanca soil con-
servation program for some
time. He started several )'Jr.s
ago, in fact, his first soil-build-
ing practice being a waterway
program with establishment of
permanent grass. Now, he's in
the process of building terraces
on a 580-acre farm. This is a
piece of land, Coleman says
which has always washed bad
ly and the gullies are getting
so deep "'l have difficulty farm-
ing across them.”' So something
had to be done. Water from the
north for a good many miles
parked on Coleman’s land. That
iIs why he built the waterway
to turn the water on lands in
other fields

Coleman runs 7 head of fe
male stock — Angus — and
then he buys siteers in the
fall o use on wheat pasture.
These last he sells off, come
spring.

“I have some land in the soil
bank, and I'm trying to estab-
lish a quality herd of Angus cat-
tle to keep this soil bank in
grass,” he explains

To accomplish this purpose he
planted a good grassmixture.
made up of blue gramma, bul-
falo, western wheat grass, side
oats and a little weeping love
grass. It's working out real well

Coleman, besides being a good
farmer, is active in other af.
fairs. He's on the Child welfare
board and is chairman of educa-
tion at the First Christian
Church in Hereford. He and Mrs
Coleman have two boys and a
girl, and Coleman says frankly
that he hopes “they stay in the
farming business.’

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Famlers Plan Conservation

0f Soil, Water

Every larmer and rancher
makes plans of some form or
another. He plans what crops
to plant, what equipment 1o buy,
what cattle. to sell, what build-
ing to construct and hundreds
of other details. He may keep
his plan in his head or may
put them down on paper; but
he does make plans.

Farmers and ranchers also
make plans on what soll and
water conservation practiees to
apply. He can enter into a co-
operative agreement with the
Tierra Blanca Soil Conservation
District and obtain technician
assistance from the Soil Conser-
vation Service in developing his
conservation plans. Most Deal
Smith County farmers and
ranchers have taken advantage
of this unique planning assit-
ance.

F. L. Eicke who farms 15
miles north of Hereford has de-
veloped an excellent conserva-
tion treatment to improve his

In County

farm. Eicke requested assist-
ance from the Hereford SCS w0
help him plan the best conser-
vation treatment to imporve his
farm angd prevemt erosion. His
plan calleg for the construction
of a division terrace to divert
outside water, a 50 acre firid o
be shaped to graded borders and
to be sprigged o irrigated
switchgrass already extablished ;
installation of additional under-
grould pipeline; a conservation
irrigation system ; irrigation wa-
ter management and conserva-
tion cropping.

Eicke is well along in apply-
ing his plan, having completed
his division, graded- borders,
conservation irrigation system,
underground pipeline and sprig-
ged a portion of the bermuda
grass.

Savings In Labor

“Irrigation pipelines pay for

themselves in a few years
trough savings in labor and
maintenance cost. alone”, said

Al Lee, Soil Conservation Tech-
nician, SCS, Hereford “‘but the

/Mmost important benefits are re-
| ceived from water conservation
" and erosion control.”

Irrigation pipélines eleminate
the necessity for transmission
ditches and by doing so, pre-
vents ' the resultant objectional
weed growth. Fields can be ir
rigafed in less time due to in-
creased water delivery to the
field being irrigated through the
reduction of evapration and
seepage.

“Most of the slopes on the
farms in our area are too
steep for ditches without ero-
sion”’, said Lee, “and irriga-
tion pipelines are fast replacing
these gully forming ditches and
are providing safe methods of
transporting water from wells
to crops.”
