look a little strange when I tell
them what my hobby is.”

But Mrs. Jones has found the
hobby most interesting, and in-
tends to keep looking for mav-
erick bottles just as the cow
punchers of the New Mexico
ranch country look for the mav-
erick calves, "There's plenty of
history just lying around rotting
away,'’ she says, “and I intend
to find as much of it as I can.”

Her collection, of course, con-
tains many items other than bot-
tles.
