Mrs. A.G. (Allen) Bell, 92,
remembers that her husband
had earlier gone out of the sheep
business to try cattle. As the
weather ‘worsened he shipped
what he had left to the Pecos
country. -Here with snow and
“the shinnery" he lost all the
rest. He was really broke and
never recovered in stock
businéss.

But, she recalls an even worse
event. It was the winter of the
“Big Flu Epidemic”’ which took
the lives of many people she
knew in Hereford.

She thought her family was
extremely lucky as they lived 30
miles out, near Adrian, and had
plenty of food and none of them
were ill.

Mrs. Doyle Rose recalls that
her husband worked for Claude
Norton who lived about 10 miles
from town. He would drive in a
team with a sled to haul cotton-
seed cake and other feed. One
day he drove in, spent the night

‘and returned to the ranch the

next day. This routine lasted
two months.

Her—sister, Brucie Rose,
rmungnn on Thanksgiving
Day 1918 Matt Gililland (father
of Marlin) undertaker then,
called their mother Mrs. L.R.

cording to the three brothers,
who also stressed the im-
portance of deferring grazing
from certain areas periodically
to allow grass a time for
growing and seeding.

Obviously, the Browns said,
the best time for this is the
summer mouths, when grass
enters its growing season,
putting down more substantial
roots, and receiving most of its
moisture.

“It's cost us money,” said
Eldred Brown of the family's
careful concervation practices,
“but it'’s helped our land,
we've gotten more out of it
through conservation than we
would have if we'd farmed it
haphazardly.”

The Browns are co-operating
even further in research with
Tierra Blance Soil and Water
Conservation district by
allowing the conservation
service the use of four acres of
land near the Walcott school.

'The service will use one-third

of the acreage as a control area,
planting grass and letting it
grow with no special
preparation of the soil. One-
third will be chiseled before
planting, and the final one-third
will be pit-chiseled to determine
which method produces more
grass yields.
. The Brown family attributes
much -of its farming and ran-
ching success to the family
effort involved in their
operations.

“The three of us and Mom,
i plus all of our sons are in-
volved in the work,” said
Eldred- Brown, - “We all sork
together, and whatever wages
we receive is what we can
produce from the land.”

As winners of the district
award for Conservatioh Far-
mers of the Year, the Browns
will next be entered by the
district in the Texas Con-
servation Awards program.

In many cases, a widow who
assumes she is the beneficiary,
learns for the first time that the
insurance does not go to her, but
to her husband's mother, or
former wife. In most cases,
this results in a hardship for the
widow and young children.

According to Benny Womble,
Veterans Service Officer for
Deaf Smith County, the cause of
the problem is that the veteran
simply~/never got around to
naming his wife as beneficiary,
In ‘a typical case, the vdeun
named his = mother
beneficiary when he first took
out his policy upon entering

service, and when he eventually -
married, he forgot to inform the ©

insurance office to change his
beneficiary. When the veteran
died, the policy still designated
his mother to receive $10,000 in
insurance.

In some cases, the name of a
former wife may still be listed
as the beneficiary, and the
former wife, long divorced from
the veteran, will receive the
insurance instead of the widow,
because the veteran failed to
change his beneficiary when he
remarried.

The VA Insurance Office has
no choice but to pay the
beneficiary named in writing by
the policyholder, and is
obligated by law to pay the
proceeds to the beneficiary of
record

Every veteran should know
who is the beneficiary of his
government lif¢ insurance, and
all veterans with government
policies are d to check their
policies and be sure that the,
beneficiary of record is up-to-

SAVE THOSE PAPERS. This
refers to important ‘“‘papers” in
the box with a small electrical
appliance, and be sure to read
every word before uling the
appliance,

Read and heed registration
cards first. Complete them and
mail to the manufacturer.
These cards let him know where
the appliance was purchased
and where the product is in case
a safety defect makes it
necessary for him to notify the
owner. Sending the registration
card also may speed servicing.

Guarantee or warranty

_papers are second'on the

reading list, and they mean
about the same thing. Learn
what they promise in,writing on
product performane, such as
guaranteed not to tarnish, or
guaranteed to be free of defects
in material or -workmanship.

SOME PROMISE specific
action, such as repair, refund or
replacement if the product fails
to meet standards of quality or
performance stated in the
guarantee.

Read until you find the
following six points:

1) What it guarantees—it
should list parts covered

2) How long it's guaranteed—
the entire appliance or different
parts may be guaranteed for
different time lengths.

3) Manufacturer or seller
promised—if product s
defective, they may furnish
parts and labor or parts only,
and they may replace the entire
product or refund purchase
price.

4) Steps owner must take to
receive benefits the guarantee
promises.

5) Limitations or conditions
of the guatantee—it may tell the
owner to complete and mail the
registration card.

Congress has passed and the
President just signed a new act
that will endble the Army to
help aspiring doctors finance
their education. The act is
called the Uniformed Services

Health Professions
Revitalization Act.

The act consists of several
different programs, one of
which is the Army Health
Professions “Sthotarship

Program. The program is
available to any s t of
medicine, mteopathymury
or veterinary medicine, \It
offers a monthly stipend of $400;
full payfnent of tuition-and other
related academic expenses and
a comniission as a Second
Lieutenant in the U. 8. Army.

In return, participants are
called to active duty for a 45-day
period every year until
graduation, During this period
they are paid 500 additional
dollars in salary and expenses.
Their time is spent in clinical
and professional training within
the Army itself. If this conflicts
in any way with a participant’s
studies, he is permitted to

remain on campus to continue
while he draws the active duty
stipend. '

After graduation, all those in
the program are required to
serve oneé year as a com-
missioned officer in the Army
Medical Corps for each year
they participated in the

program,

Consumer complaints geno}rally
break down into three categories, and
the students’ were no exception: 1.

with (this is a naive expectation—even

If perfection were attainable, the price
would be higher than most people could
pay). 2. Customers with justified
product complaints have difficulty
getting satisfaction from the
businessman. In far too many cases,
that has been true. Many businesses
are now trying to improve their per-
formance in this area, and many more
should. 3. Products are not properly
designed. This is a sticky point. It

offen involves an underlying issue:
Should the businessman give people
what they want to buy, or what the
"experts’’ say they ought to want to
buy® Where simple safety is con-
cerned, thére can be little argument.

But, where matfers of taste are in-
volved, |'d vote for. the democracy of
the marketplace over the elitism of the
““experts.” The kids had a tendency to
confuse ““markup” with “profit.”” (A
misconception they share with many
adult Americans.) One of them
commented that he was able to buy, at
the factory cost of $5, a pair of shoes

that retail for $17, and "“$12 is a lot of
profit.” The $12 is not profit, of course.

Out of that money must come the cost
of transportation from the factory to
the retail store, a part of the shoe
salesman’s pay, and a part of the cost
of running the retail store, including
interest, rent, utilities, advertising,
taxes, fringe benefits, etc. .Actual’
profit averages about 5 per cent of a
sale, while markup is often 100 per cent
or more of the factory price.

Now. that it is completed and
has the minute statues of the 36
men who have served as
presidents of the United States
of America properly placed, it
is very attractive.

In working with the project it
was necessary for us to do some
studying, and in so doing I
probably did the most. As of
today I cannot name Presidents
very quickly, and without error
as Lo year etc.

Therefore I have done some
extra reading, and memorizing.

In so doing I decided that I
would do a brief resume, or
thumbnail sketch of each of the
men who have so served their
country.

As we approach the time for
the inaguaration of our 37th
President, it would be well for
every American to inform
themselves on our national
history.

Frankly to be in this area,
which is so’ enriched with
historial events which have had
great bearing on our nation, and
the heritage with which we have
been so richly endowed, makes
one very humble and
thoughtful.

To be elected president, a
person must have the support of
a strong political party. The
voice of the people is expressed
by their vote for the candidate
of their choice.

There were no political
parties when our nation began.
Very soon, differences of

George Washington could
have been King George. This
‘was the wish of many Folie.
but he would not havé It'so. He
plainly stated that he had fought
in the Revolutionary War to frée
America from the rule of
England's king Therefore
there would be no king in
America, America has never
had a king, but there’s one
Palace in America.

In reading The Arrow Book of
Presidents by Sturges F. Cary, |
was quick to note the ones which
were lovers of nature and men
of the soil, and made worthy
contributions in this field.

President Washington was a
farmer on a very large scale
and was one of the first to im-
prove the soil and to rebuild it.
He had the first fields of alfalfa
and planted pecans for their use
as i monied erop.

He also was one of the first to
raise and use mules in his
farming. After the war
Washington returned to his
loved Mount Vernon beside the
Potomac River. His favorite
hobbies were fishing, fox
hunting and- horse racing.

Washington ~was a bern
leader, greatly respected and.
loved by the people of the new
nation.. He served twao terms,
and by that time U.S. had grown

John Adams-a man who is
remembered as being in-
terested in almost everything.
He placed great emphasis upon
the independefice of America,
and promoted vigorously the
observance of 4th of July.

city of Washington D. C. He
lived to see his son, John Quincy
Adams become president.

Thomas Jefferson-A man who
was a great scholar, andgwas
intensively interested in almost
everything. Science fascinated
him. He had his own museum,
collected books, read them
carefully had the largest
collection of books of his time.
His library contained 10,000
books. 1

A renowned architect, he

loved gadgets, and perfected

many for use in his home.
Spoke 7 languages. Served his
nation well, and as he wrote in
the Declaration of In-
dependence, ‘‘all men are
created equal’’, he did his best
to make it truth both in precept
and practice.

James Madison, a‘ﬁ&' Jef-
ferson, who was one of our
tallest presidents, became the
shortest,'Little Jemmy''
Madison. Some people called
the War of 1812,'‘Mr. Madison's
war”. This war was almost a
disaster for the US.

The city of Washington was
captured and the White House
was set afire by the British. The
war helped to knit our new
nation together. Madison
himself wrote nine of the
amendments to the constitution.

James Monroe was the fourth
president whe came from
Virginia. His motto was “Try,
try again”; he lived by this and
when failure was his, he tried
tried gain. The nation was

growing fast, ind when he ran .

again he was readily elected
because of his popularity.

He is remembered for the
“Monroe Doctrine”. He was a
man of nature; in early
childhood he often walked in the
woods carrying his books with

him, also his old trusty rifle,

which he used to kill rabbits and
squirrels; these his mother
prepared for the family.

John Quincy Adams, son of
John Adams, truly followed in
his fathers footsteps. Both
helped to write peace treaties,
attended Harvard College,
became lawyers, lived in same
houses., both short of stature

nd bald headed ‘'‘and
stubborn as mules”. They left
the White House with dighity;
and quietly retired. Father and
son were buried side-by-side.

Andrew Jackson, tough, fun
loving, rollicking, gay, was
nicknamed Old
because of toughhess and other
characteristics. Friend of
farmers, he wanted to “‘Let the
people rule'’, and loudly
proclaimed that “*Our Union— it
must be preserved.”

Martin Van Buren,
remembered by his friendly
attitude, and art in making
friends. Was slow to make

his time, there was no secret
ballot, There was much ex-
citement on election day.
William Henry Harrison
served the shortest tenure in
office of any of the presidents,

32 days, in which he really .

never had a chance to show
what kind of president he could
be. He was 68 when elected, and
the oldest man to be
inaugurated as president.
Inauguration Day was cold
and stormy, he would not wear
a hat or top coat, rode horse—
back in the parade. Made a two-
hour speech in the open air.
Attended three inaugural
balls...caught a bad cold, which
grew worse. He further ex-
posed himself while shopping
for vegetables on a very chilly
March morning, Was the first
president to die in office.

John Tyler became president

at the death of Harrison. His
firmness in declaring that he no
longer was vice-president but
president, so the congress and
leaders of the Whig party
conceded, and he- in truth did
serve well as president.

Texas became a state while
he was president, this was one
of his happiest days. Another
happy day was his wedding day,
he being the first president to
marry while in office

James Knox Polk's idea of life
was work! work! work! He had
a full life as a politician. Was
honest, and he and his wife were
very conservative. It is saidl
that she watched every penny,
and was strict as to the en-
tertainments in the White
House. ‘

During his administration, at
the close of the Mexican war
California, Nevada, Utah,

Colorado, parts of Arizona, New
Mexicq and Wyoming were
given to the United States, via
peace treaty.
