Déaf Smith County has just about
completed one of its most outstanding
harvest seasons in history, with total
agricultural income estimated at more
than $168 million for 1973.

The ag income total is up about $52
million over last year, reflecting the
excellent crop and livestock year, and
the increase in prices for most crops. The
1972 estimate was slightly over $116
million.

The county agent's office just com-
pleted a study of the ag income picture
this week, and Robert Devin, assistant -
county agent, tabbed the figures as
“realistic and probably a little con-
servative”

MANY people have been reporting on
how it is to drive 50 mph, since President
Nixan says he's going to ask Congress to
impose such a speed limit.

the county, over last year, showed up in
fed beef cattle and in wheat. Income on
fed beel cattle was estimated at $88
million, compared to $66.5 million in the
1972 estimate. Deaf Smith County ranked
No. 1 the past two years in production of

cattle and calves plus cattle on feed.
Wheat income was up to $18 million
this year, a surprising jump from the
1972 estimate of $28 milion. Grain
sorghums increased by almost $8
million—from $16.2 to $24 million,

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INCOME on corn almost doubled over
last year, going from $2.2 million to $4.1
million this year. Vegetables were up
almost $1 million, while soy beans—not
representing a large amount of the
total—also showed an increase.

Devin said the yield and quality of
maize was not as good as expected this
fall, “but the price was great.” The agent
reported the sugar beet harvest was 96 to
97 per cent complete, and the sugar

content had been “holding up real good.”
There are still a few carrots to be har-
vested and, of course, the cotton harvest
probably won't be finished until late
December.

WITH THE increase in price, cotton
became a more important crop for some
area farmers this year, due to the good
price of sorghum. The cotton acreage
could increase a little next year, he
added.

With no appreciable moisture in
several months, there is practically no
dryland wheat, the assistant agent
reports.

If you're in the market for
toys right now (and most people
are), you may be facing a
multitude of decisions.

In the first place, the
President's Consumer Affairs
staff estimates that some
150,000 different kinds of toys
are sold in toy shops and retail
stores across Texas'and the
nation.

Then, of course, you'll be
looking at toys from the stand-
pant of the children’s ages and
interests, and you'll doubtiess
be interested in ascertaining
their safety.

IN THE past two years, the
Federal Food and Drug Ad-
ministration has banned about
1,500 toys as having some un-
safe factor. But some experts
figure that 5000 new toys
become available each year,
and many of them make their
debuts on the market about
now, since about 70 per cent of
all toys sid are purchased
during November and
December .

Most Texas merchants are
expressing a sincere interest in
helping consumers with their
toy selection problems, and
some stafe that they are making
a determined effort to provide
toys which are labeled ac-
cording to safety, as well as to
denote. the suitability of a
plaything for an individual
child's age and development.

Some large department store
chains and firms specializing in
toy sales even maintain their
own safety standards
laboratories to be more certain
that nothing hazardous is sold
by their outlets.

IN ADDITION to federal
agency actions, the 1973 Texas
Deceptive Practices-Consumer
Protection Act enforced by the
Consumer Protection Division
of the Attorney General's office
prohibits false, misleading or
deceptive sales price.

So legal recourse is available
here to you if a salesperson
assures you a toy is “safe,” or
‘approved,” and later, you find
out it is not,

Since your first priority, of
course, is to protect the child for
whom you're buying a toy, you
will be most interested in taking
steps to prevent the possibility
of making a purchase which
could cause one of the estimated
700,000 toy-related injuries said
to occur each year.

Choose carefully
selectively. Any toy can be
dangerous, if misused.

Select a toy appropriate for
the child's age and develop-
ment. Heed warnings such as
“Not Intended for Children
Under 3 Years of Age.”

-Avoid toys with small parts
or sharp points even for older
children, if younger brothers
and sisters are in the home.

Check Jabels o fabric toys
and children's wear for labels
guaranteeing that they are

“nonflammable,’”” ‘‘flame-
retardant,” or “flame
resistant.”

Check the instructions, and
help the child to understand
them.

-If you're a parent, check toys
periodically for development of
potential hazards, such as sharp
points, jagged edges and loose
small parts.

.Make certain that the paint
on painted toys ig labeled “non-
toxie.” v

IF YOU have any problems or
questions, do not hesitate to
contact the Consumer Product
Safety Commission’s Texas |
office in Dallas, or call the
Attorney General's Consumer
Protection Division in Austin,
Lubbock, El Paso, Houston, San
Antonio or Dallas.

That old cliche about “the dying small
town” is a considerable exaggeration and
some communities which have made a
determined efort to grow and prosper have
made remarkable progress and ~achieved
prosperity.

This was the conclusion of a seminar on
“The Future of the Small Town"” held
recently at Oak Ridge, Tennessee, under
sponsarship of the Southern Newspaper
Publishers Association Foundation, in
cooperation with the Oak Ridge Associated
Universities, Oak Ridge National Laboratory,
and the Atomic Energy Commission.

Six experts in various aspects of small
town development
Washington presented papers during a
three-day conference which included
discussions in which 27 newspapermen and
women from throughout the South served as
participants, firing questions at the speakers.

DEMOGRAPHIC experts have never been
able to agree on a definition of “'small town.”
The Census Bureau does not use the term but
defines any community with a populationof
2500 as “urban.” In general, population
scientists regard any place with over 25,000 as
a city

One seminar speaker, Salim A. Kublawi of
the Appalachian Regional Commission,
Washington, said he believed that com-
munities with less than 5,000 population
“rarely assume an economic autonomy of
their own’’ so he defined a small town as “a
place with alower limit of 5,000, plus or minus
1,000, and an upper limit of 25,000, plus or
minus 5000 Stated crudely, he said, “a
small town is not a hamiet nor a medium
sized city,” and is not a part of a Standard
Metropolitan Statistical Area

Calvin L. Beale, a population expert from
the US. Department of Agriculture and a
Census Bureau alumnus, reported a
significant growth in the population of non-
metropolitan communities in the South

only two of them from

during the 1960's, and said the pattern was
generally true of the rest of the nation.
~

FOR EXAMPLE, Southern towns in the
5,000-25,000 group grew about 12 per cent
during the '60's, on top of a 30 per cent in-
crease during the previous decade. These
figures almost exactly paralleled the growth
in cities in the 25,000 to 50,000 bracket.

Of course, these figures are averages and
there are losses as well as gains. Of 4,300
towns with a population between 2,500 and
10,000, 72 per cent chalked up a gain during
the '60’s but 28 per cent fell back. Some areas
have been hit hard by population declines,
particularly in the Great Plains states.

Several community uplift success stories
were related at Oak Ridge. For example, two
towns in Clgjpedrne County, Tennessee,
Tazewell and New Tazewell, with a combined
population of about 3,000, created 2,000 new
jobs during the '60's, chiefly by using local
capital to establish a plant which makes
recreational vehicles. .

Some of the figures on small town growth
are misleading because the communities are
suburbs which grew because residents of a
central city moved out of town and became
commuters. Researchers avoid being misled
by such cases by eliminating small towns
which are within a Standard Metropolitan
Statistical Area.

PANELISTS at Oak Ridge estimated there
are between 500 and 1,000 Federal programs
which try to help non-metropolitan small
towns, either directly or indirectly. Examples
indude grants for new sewage systems,
health care, job training, etc.

A recent report by the Advisory Com-
mission on Intergovernfental Relations on
“Urban and Rural America: Policies for
Future Growth” was spotlighted at the
meeting in Tennessee. The report called for
“‘a national policy directed toward a more
balanced pattern of urbanization.” Panelists
at Oak Ridge seconded that motion in the
interest of assuring the future of small towns.

Talk Of Texas

FOOTNOTE TO HISTORY — In
November, 1875, a Texas Ranger
captain and a U.S. Navy officer
attempted to manufacture a ‘war
with Mexico.

The incident, often ignored by
history texts, involved Capt. L.H.
McNelly of the Rangers and Lt
Comdr. Dewitt C. "Kells, captain of
the '“Rio Bravo,’” a U.S. Navy
gunboat. Their announced objective
was to rid the Texas border of
Mexican bandits that were plun-
dering frontier ranches. Their real
purpose, however, was an attempt to
extend the Texas boundary to the

_ Sierra Madre.

Texas had ample cause for
tetaliation against Mexican bandits.
Operating out of Las Cuevas Ranch
near Matamoros, they had stolen
thousands of Texas cattle, plundered
towns and otherwise created havoc
along the frontier. McNelly and his
Rangers wanted to invade Mexico
but needed the help of U.S. forces to
succeed. !

When~President U.S. Grant

assigned frie gunboat, “Brave,“te— ..

the Rio Grande in the fall of 1875 to
help keep the peace, McNelly found
an unexpected ally in the boat’s
captain. Lt. Cmdr. Kells not only
sympathized with the Texas cause,
but was willing to risk his ship to

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Fortunately, direct orders came
from Army and Navy headquarters
forbidding the participation of either
force. “Undaunted, Capt. McNelly
and 29 Rangers crossed the border
and attacked the.Las Cuevas Ranch
on November 19, 1875.- They were
forced to retreat by 250 Mexican
ranchers and police.

Thus the incident ended. After
some sensitive diplomatic ex-
changes between the U.S. and
Mexico, all-out war was averted.

Better read this one with one eye—it's bad
news. Fadt is, our energy shortage is much
worse than most people yet realize. I'll try to
explain why, and suggest a few things you can
do to prepare for what's coming.

But the most impartant preparation of all
is psychological. Life is not going to be
“normal” for any of us this winter, o for the
next few years. Accepting that and doing a
little advance planning will minimize the
effects of the shocks when they ccme.

1. Why is the shortage so serious—we get
only six percent of our petroleum needs from
the Arabs?

You'll remember that we already had
shortages of heating oil last ,winter and
gasoline last summer, even when Mid-
Eastem oil was still available.

These shortages weré caused—as [ have
~said before—by a combination of bad
government policies, which decreased the
incentives to search for new sources of
natural gas and petroleum; mistakes in
forecasts of demand by the petroleum in-
dustry; the effects on fuel usage of new en-
vironmental regulations, and our tremendous
national appetite for energy of all kinds.

Those earlier shortages were big enough to
be noticeable, but no more than a peripheral
nuisance. Even under the best of conditions,
they would have continued for another year or
two. And keeping them down to the
“nuisance” level counted on our being able to
import refined petroleum products from -

THEN THE Arabs cut down their
production. That had three effects: First, it
cut off most of our direct supplies from the
Middle East. That's the six percent. Second, it
caused shortages in the rest of the world,
which menas we will not be able to buy the
surplus from Europe that we had been
countingon. Third, it put Europe and Japan in
direct competition with us for the remaining
sources of petroleum from such places as
Iran, Indonesia, Venezuela and Canada.

So, while we only import six percent of our
oil from the Arab lands, we have been im-
porting 19 percent from all over seas sources
combined — and none of these sources can be
counted on anymore. A shortage of as much
as 19 percent is a very serious shortage.

2. Does this mean that we can lick the
problem by using our cars 19 per cent less”?

. No, it's not that simple, unfortunately.
There are some activities that cannot be cut
back at all, without disastrous consequences,
Right now, for example, there are spol
shortages of the diesel fuel used for drilling oil
well, mining and transporting coal, and
growing, processing and transporting food.
Obviously, we cannot allow any of these
activities to suffer, no matter what else does.

There are other ‘‘prierity’’ users too, such
as bus lines, dectric power generation,
emergency vehicles, and heavy . industry.
Many people -will automatically favor
“consumer’’ uses ahead of “‘industrial’’ uses.
But think a moment. Heavy industry is where
it all starts. If there is no steel, for example,
there can be no automobiles, bicycles,
washing machines, buildings, oil rigs, etc.
Think, too, about the things that are made
from copper, aluminum, glass, concrete,
wood, and so on.

Now think about people being out of work
in all of the industries that make these
products, and all of the industries that sell or
use or service these products. Frightening,
isn't it? And you're just beginning to get an
idea of the size of the problem.

WHAT IT inevitably comes to is that the
average dtizen is going to have to bear the
brunt of the cutbacks — not to the degree of
freezing in the winter, but certainly to the
extent of sharply curtailed lifestyle.

Comforts we have come to  take for
granted will come rare, and our valued
mobility will just about disappear. This last
fact will hit the vacation and leisuretime
industries especially hard.

Do whatever you can now to reduce your
energy consumption-not only because it’s the
patriotic thing to do at the moment, but
because we will soon have no choice. Use

trips. Set the hermostatlower. And above all,
improve the insulation of your house as much
as you can.

There is talk in Washington of gasoline
rationing. 1 don't think rationing is the best
way to cut down somehow. There are only two
alternatives to diréct rationing; Increase the
price through direct price boosts or through
high fuel taxes. Neither is pleasant to con-
‘template, but that's the way things are right
now. As I said befter prepare for the worst.
It’s coming. ‘

Work began in October on the new In-
tensive Care Unit (ICU) at Deaf Smith
General Hospital and will be open Monday
according to Ron Welty, hospital ad-
ministrator.

The new wing was converted from regular
quarters to an ICU, and includes about $20,000
of the most modern heart monitoring
equipment, Welty said.

The wing consists of nine beds, five of
which have heart monitoring systems in-

stalled and will be staffed 24 hours a day,
seven days a week by registered nurses.

Welty said the ratio of nurses to patients in
the unit will be about one-to-one at all times.

Rose Ann Smith, ICU supervisor, said the
new unit would be a definite benefit to the
hospital's facilities, She pointed out many of
the facility's advantages.

THE WING is circular in shape, with a
nurses station in the center to allow the
nurses on duty to be able to observe all

patients.

“All nurses have been trained in cardio-
vascular nursing,” Mrs. Smith said. She is

Texas Tech Boasts Picasso Creation

Pablo Picasso, whose periods
made art history throughout
this century, moved into
ceramics as a major interest
during the last years of his life,
and a terra cotta plate created
by him is on exhibit now in The
Museum of Texas Tech
University.

The 15inch plate is on in-
definite loan to The Museum
from an anonymous leader.

Picasso had toward his
sculpture a different attitude
than toward his painting. He

regarded painting as the most
obvious and legitimate of his
resources from the time of his
early youth. Sculpture had a
more personal attachment for
him, and it was only in his
eighty-fifth year, in 1966, that he
allowed a full-scale
retrospective of his sculpture to
be shown. .

An important ac-
companiment during the last 30
years of his life was his
ceramics, in which the most
primitive and fundamental

motive for sculpture persisted,

It was in 1948 .that Picasso
settled in Vallauris whére he
had begun a year earlier to
wak in ceramics with the
assistance of the master potter
Geroges Ramie. Until his
departure for: Cannés, in 1955,
he was much occupied with the
mak ing and decorating of large
variety ‘of vases, plates and
ceramic sculptures. His ac-
complishments in ceramics
revitalized the town's chief
industry, which had been on the
wane in the years following
World War I, and which was in
full decline by 1948."

The earth tones of the plateon ~
exhibit in The Museum-are not
uncommon in Picasso's work,
and the subject depicted is an
owl which was a favorite of the
artist.

“Tosee a reproduction of any
of Picasso's work is to see it

& greatly dipninished,” according

‘2 Eugene Kingman, curator of
art for The Museum. “In fact,
much of the controversy over
the value of his work has arisen
bécause people have seen only
reproductions and not originals.

“The strength of the artist is .
in so very much more than line
or color. It is in the work of art
taken in its entirety,” Kingman
said, “and that is why this
newly exhibited piece is of such
great value to The Museam. It
permits many West Texans to
see an orginal Picasso, to see
for themselves the difference
between a reproduction and the
original.”

Follow with a
thorough watering.

Shade trees should be well
watered.

Today's action followed an
inspection program which
showed that scabies no longer
exists in the area, according to
officials of USDA’s Animal and
Plant Health Inspection Service
(APHIS). The two' counties

The
only. counties presently under
federal quarantine because of
cattle scabies are Hansford and
Bailey counties in Texas.

Scabies is caused by tiny,
parasitic mites that puncture
the skin of cattle and feed on the
body fluids released through the
wounds. Heavy infestalions
result in the formation of large,
crusty “scabs” on the skin.
Cattle with scabies lick, rub and
scratch to relieve the intense
itching,

Scabies mites can be
eliminated by treating infested
cattle with a USDA-approved
pesticide. Although scabies
does not affect the apimal's
meat, the skin irritation can

The 1973 results showed that >
minimum tillage practices
produced 7,641 pounds of grain
sorghum per acre, compared to
7,324 pounds under conventional
tillage.

When irrigated -four times,
the minimum tilled area used
2.5 inches of water while the
conventional tilled area
required 31.2 inches of
irrigation water. Even with
reduced irrigation, minimum
tillage produced 176 more
pounds per acre than the con-
ventionally tilled area.

The minimum tilled area
returned $30.38 per acre more

. than conventional tillage under
optimum irrigation and $13.%4
per acre more when produced
under reduced irrigation.

Valliant also conducted a
three year study of minimum
tillage methods. In this
research he compared deep
chiseling, stubble mulch
plowing and shallow chiseling.
He found that the deep chiseled
area produced an average yield
of 6,261 pounds of grain
sorghum per acre, the stubble
mulched area produced 5,738
pounds per acre and the shallow
chiseled area produced 5,550
pounds per acre.

The deep chiseled area
produced an adjusted return of
approximately $14.50 per acre
more than either of the other
two methods. Deep dchiseling
required an average of 151
inches of irrigation water per
acre, 2.0 inches less than
stubble mulching and 3.4 inches
less than shallow chiseling.

Valliant said that farmers
planning to use minimum
tillage procedures for grain
sorghom production in 1974
should wait to shred cotton
stalks until just prior to plan-
ting. This would prevent wind

What few people are saying about the higher farm
prices of this year is that they are accompanied by
ever-rising costs of supplies and equipment needed by
the farmer to- produce food and fiber So no matter
how good farm prices sound on the surface, the fact
remains that net farm income still lags behind that of
other segments.

History also tells us that, when farmer's priees and
purchasing power collapse, the whole economy suffers
—both in cities and in rural areas. It happened in the
20's and the 30’s. That's why the folks who're looking
just at the “‘up” in farm prices should also take a look
at the inflation that's driving up farm costs. Inflation
is no respecter of pocketbooks—and it's hitting the
farmer as well as the city worker.

Some experts are saying that, in view of the un-
paralleled demand for American farm products both at
home and abroad, farm prices should remain good for
the next few years.

Until inflation is brought under control, we'd all
better hope they do.
