Wayne Thomas, local attorney and a
past C of C president, reviewed the
tremendous growth and progress of
Hereford and urged the new teachers to
become active members of the
community. An estimated 225 persons
attended the event, including some 60
teachers and their ef or dates.

ved At $1.5 Million

A 1974-75 budget of $1.5 million was
approved by Deaf Smith County
Commissioners Monday afternoon,
following a busy momning that saw

commissioners meet as a board of
equalization and then hold a public
budget hearing.

Purpose of the equalization hearing
was to increase the assessment ratio from
22 to 24 per cent of appraised value.
Commissioners approved this action,
then set the tax rate at $1.25 per $100
assessed valuation. This was an increase
of 5 cents in the county rate, but did not
change the overall county-district-state
rate of $1.72 since the state reduced its
rate by 5 cents.

Result of the action was to increase
the taxpayer’'s bill by slightly more than 9
per cent on the assessment change. On
an appraised value of 520,000, for
example, this could increase the tax bite
by $6.88 a year—as {llustrated in the
figures shown in the ““box" accompany-
ing this article.

IN ADDITION to the county tax rate of
$1.25 per $100 assessed value, the county
collects the taxes for the state (17 cents),
the hospital district (25 cents) and the
water district (5 cents). This gives the
combined total rate of §1.72.

In other business Monday, the court
approved an upgraded insurance plan
presented by Blue Cross-Blue Shield,
approved a survey requested by the
Farmers Home Administration, discuss-
ed revenue from the JP's office with
Judge Glen Nelson, approved insurance
coverage on the new library, and
discussed rules covering use of the
meeting rooms at. the library.

About 40 citizens appeared for the
board of equalization hearing at 10 a.m.
Monday. After appraiser Jim McMorries
explained the two-per-cent assessment
change, only four or five taxpayers met
with the appraiser to discuss valuations.

ONE OR TWO made comments about

the increasing costs of government, at all
levels, and urged commissioners to curb
spending as much as possible. Another
commented on the value placed on
irrigated land with the water table

ing steadily. The appraiser said this
wag'tike: into consideration when

in addition to county officials and news
media representatives present, and the
county's financial advisor—Bob Davis of
Amarillo—went over the document page
by . He stated the budget had been

fed ““more closely’’ than ever before,

*‘less leeway for totals projected in
the Budget.”

Even if the state had not decreased its
rate by 5 cents, Davis said the county
would have needed to levy another S
cents to meet budget needs. He added
that the county “will probably have to
raise its tax rate next year.”

THE NEW BUDGET shows an
increase of some $364,551 over the past
year. In outlining the budget figures,

Residents of the Finlan sub-division—
commonly called the Labor Camp—liter-
ally had their water cut off over the
weekend, posing a tense and touchy
situation which apparently involved a
shooting incident Saturday.

The area, outside of the city limits

well was cut off Friday night, and
sheriff's deputies were called to the scene
Saturday afternoon when several persons
reported the situation was *‘getting out of
hand.”

The sheriff’s department answered a
call that a fight had broken out and
someone had been shot. Sheriff Travis
McPherson said a man was treated at the
hospital for a minor injury, but the victim
would give no information on the incident
or file charges against anyone. ‘We
cannot say for sure that the incident
involved the water situation,”’ he added.

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Suspect Is Charged

Hit-Run Accident
Results In Death

A Hereford man died late Monday

night from injuries he received in a
hit-and-run accident in an alley on Main
Street.
William Bryan Tomlinson, 68, died of
severe internal injuries about 9:30 p.m.
Monday in the emergency room of the
Deaf Smith County Hospital. The
accident occurred about one hour earlier,
Tomlinson, nicknamed ‘‘China,"" was the
owner and operator of a domino parlor on
Main Street in Hereford.

James Dick Hill was arraigned before
Justice of the Peace Glen Nelson at noon
Tuesday on charges of failure to stop and
render aid in connection with the
incident. The charge in Texas constitutes
a felony. Nelson set bond on Hill at
$1,500. Hill was then lodged in the Deaf
Smith County jail.

POLICE were called to the east alley
of the 100 block of Main about 8:30 p.m.
Monday. Officers found Tomlinson
sitting up in the alleyway behind the
domino parlor. Tomlinson lived in the

rear of the parlor. Officers noticed several
cuts and abrasions on Tomlinson and
called an ambulance. Tomlinson died
about an hour later from a crushed chest
cavity and servere internal bleeding.

A witness at the scene, who lives in a
trailer parked in the alleyway, said he
heard screams and looked from his
doorway to see the car passing over
Tomlinson. The witness said he turned to
his phone to call police but upon his
return, the car was gone. He gave officers
a description of the car and a search was
begun.

Police began searching the area for
witnesses, and found two young men who
worked in a nearby auto parts store who
said they saw a car fitting the description

Hereford police were kept
busy over the weekend and
Monday morning with traffic
accidents and slight disturb
ances, but during the first part
of the week, things were mostly
quiet

A Sunday evening accident
left Mac Mcloed, 15, of 800
Baltimore, with injuries to his
mouth and face.

Police are investigating two
affrays from Saturday night.
Police were called to the Bull
Barn, where wrestling matches
were being held, to stop a fight
that had started in the stands
among spectators.

. Commissioners have not approved
salary increases as yet, but the
includes an estimated 10 per cent hike for
all county employees and higher
increases for most elected officials.
Besides increased tax revenues, the
county anticipates more revenue from
state sources, fines and fees. The
also includes $100,000 from federal
revenue sharing funds.

A breakdown on the $1.25 county rate
showed that the general fund will be
taking a major portion of the revenue.
The general fund’s portion was increased
from 57 cents to 72 cents, while the jury
fund and road and bridge fund were
decreased 15 cents. The statutory rate is
80 cents, with the road and bridge special
fund adding on 15 cents, and the county
special fund increased by five cents to 30
cents (the limit).

COMMISSIONERS, expressing con-
cern of a decrease in fines and fees from
the justice of peace office, called Glen
Nelson to the meeting for a discussion of
the matter. Donald Hicks told Nelson that
“the word we have is that more tickets
are being issued, but the reports show
the revenue is less.”

Nelson admitted that he may not be
fining violators as much as the previous
JP. "I ran a survey and found that | was a
little below on the amount of fines
previously being assessed,”” he told the
court. However, he pointed out that less
cases were actually handled in 1973 than
in 1972. He said there would probably be
more cases this year, primarily due to the
lower 55 mph speed limit.

Hicks also questioned Nelson about
the number of traffic tickets issued on
cars, as opposed to trucks. It seems to
me—when I'm on the highway—that
most trucks are not obeying the ‘new
speed limit."" Nelson replied that the
majority of the tickets he handled were on
Cars.

THE JP pointed to the reported 25 per
cent decrease in traffic fatalities, and said
he thought ‘‘that

Judge H.C. Williams told Nelson the
court was “‘necessarily concerned about
the JP court revenue, because the
officers’ salary fund was in the hole for
the first time since I've been in office.”

CLINT EASTWO0OD—
MOVIN' ON

Clint Bastwood, the mean
tough hero of such spaghetti
westerns as A Fistful of Dollars,
the star of the long-running
‘“Rawhide”, the violent cop of
Dirty Harry, is a man of many
— often seemingly con-
tradictory — parts.

A painfully shy youth who had
to make a conscious effort to
overcome his social back-
wardness, he is adared by
millions of women and admired
by nearly as many men,

An actor whose trademark is
violence, he abhors vidence in
real life, especially cruelty to
animals. The owner of
motorcycles and A Ferrari, his
passion is his secluded home in
the lovely California town of
Carme.

A map whose body is con-
stantly mistreated in the
movies, he is a health and
organic food addict. A seeming
loner, he is a devoted husband
to his wife of many years and
the father of two children.

Recently recognized by the
movie industry as the world’s
most popular actor as far as the
box office is concerned,
Eastwood is @ man of diversity,
as is his story, which stretches
from a childhood in a family
that; constantly moved around

iatoalife as an odd-job
bum-working as forest fire
fighter, logger, janitor-through
military service and to seven
years on television's
“Rawhide’” and superstardom
in the Italian made westerns.

“The Man with No Name"
has not, of course, stood still
since he played in The Good, the
Bad and the Ugly. He has
played with Richard Burton
(Where Eagles Dare), begun his
OWn production company and
has begun to direct—to some
acclaim,

For a man who still wears
inexpensive Levi's, Clint
Eastwood, as this concise.

controversial,

bergh was described by friends
as “just a regular guy," who
valued his privacy highly.

Yet the kidnapping of and
extensive seatch for his
son again raked the Lin
name before an astonished
nation, The murder of John Jr,
and ensuing publicity robbed
Lindbergh of his youthful,
outward charm. However, this
tragedy motivated the “‘Lind-
bergh Law,” wherein kidnap-
ping was shifted into a felony

" bracket.

“The Lone Eagle” did not
forsake his dedication to air
transportation. He and his wife,
Anne Morrow, continued their
long travels across Europe and
China.

In the early 40's, Lindbergh
was invited to view the Nazi
naval force and was convinced
that America could never
combat the Hitler regime. He
advocated isolationism, publicly
advised that the U.S. let Europe
fight her own battles.

Lindy's unpopular views cast
him from the pedestal erected
by public opinion. He now had
the solitude he had desired.

However, immediately after
the surprise attack on Pearl
Harbor, the famed pilot applied
for a position in the U.S. Air
Force. His request was denied.
Undaunted, he served as a
civilian advisor to military
personnel and secretly flew
more than 50 combat missions.

Time eased condemnation-of
Lindbergh's pre-war philoso-
phies and in his later years, he
strove for the preservation of
wildlife. He denounced the
construction of supersonic
airliners although his ventures
into public life were rare.

Lindbergh possessed all the
complex qualities of a pioneer,
tempered with stubborn
modesty. His uncanny foresight
and determination spiralled
from the very roots of man's
hope to better himself.
