“The write-off represents about six per cemt of our

revenue, of charges billed to patients. That's pretty good for a

hospital, especially for a public hospital,”’ Welty said.

Private hospitals often limit credit losses by not accepting
patients with financial problems. Those patients asually are

asked to check into a public hospital. Public hospitals, such as

BEFORE ADMITTANCE to the Hereford hospital, a person
without health insurance who requires normal services is
asked to put up a deposit of $250. if the payment cannot be
made the hospital and patent work out a payment plan
suitable to both parties

“You can pretty well determine how much a month a
person’s gowng to be able to pay.”” Welty said. "We work it
out from that standport. Then we ask them to finance it
through the bank if they can because we're not a financial
instituhon

A lot of people tend to have financial problems and don't
have collateral. etcetera, that they can use to get loans from

the bank. S0 we try to work something else out.”’

The hospital was budgeted $34,158 in August for care of
indigents, the most financially afflicted class of people in
Hereford. The hospital districts pays the entire account of an
indigent.

THERE IS NO get-tough policy at the hospital with the
patient who is able to pay but doesn’t, although writing off a
bad account doesn’'t mean letting such an individual
completely off the hook.

Drainage ditches were running full and
culverts were hard-pressed to carry all of
the water in Hereford last night as
the clouds poured forth 1.45 inches of
moisture on the city shortly before 8. That

With streets running full of water, the
Hereford Volunteer Fire Department was
summoned to King's Manor Nursing
Home where a faulty fire alarm had
sounded. One of the department’s trucks
stalled out after hitting a large puddle of
water on West 15th Street

THE HOLLY SUGAR Corporation's
Hereford plant measured 1.36 inches of
precipitation, while .80 inches was
measured in a gauge on property farmed

The Farmer's Corner community 15
miles north of the city received .50 inches
f moisture in the Friday night storm,
according to a spokesman for the
Hereford Grain Corporation’s office
there

To the east of Hereford the rain
dwindled te negligible amounts, with

only a sprinkle’’ reported at the Bob
Strain farm near Dawn Community

Friday night's showers gave Hereford
a three day total of 3.08 inches of
moisture according to figures supplied by
KPAN radio. to mark a virtual monsoon
season for the month of June

THE DRYLAND country to the west of
the city also enjoyed a moisture-filled
week with some farms receiving moisture
accumulations in excess of two inches

Total rainfall for the three day period at
Farmer's Corner reached the 2.20 inch
mark, but much of the farmland between
that community. and Hereford received
substantially smaller amounts of
moisture

The three day total at the Griffin &
Brand farm north of the city was upped to
1.90 inches

The Hereford Holly plant hit a three
day total of 3.37 inches, for another
outstanding moisture total

Funeral Draws
Bundreds 0f Blacks

JOHANNESBURG. South Africa (AP) -
Hundreds of young mourners poured into
a church in the violence-prone black
township of Soweto Sunday for the
funeral of a 17.year-old classmate
followng two days of massive student
demonstrations

Armed police guards were stationed
some distance from the Methodist church
and tensions were running high in this
segregated cty 10 miles outside of
Johannesburg. No incidents had been
reported by noon

The funeral was for Philemon Tloana,
who was killed June 15 - one day before
the anniversary of last year's bloody
Soweto riots - when students looted a
fire.bombed a car in the
hepkloof shopping center

Witnesses said the young black woman
ollapsed after being beaten by police
But an autopsy released by a state
pathologist appointed by Tloana's family
said there were no assault marks on the

Colleges To Shrink

HOUSTON (AP) - Officials of
the Southern Education Board
SREB predict college enroll-
ments will shrink in the late
1980s

However, a report released
Thursday at the annual
convention of the group said the
time does not have to be one of
only cutting programs of
stagnation in higher education.

They predicted colleges will
continue to change to serve
more diversified student bodies
ones with more women, more
older students, more part-time
and non-degree students and
more minority students.

Gov. Mills E. Godwin Jr. of
Virginia told the independent
agency. which assists southern
states in improving higher

education, that education in the
South is moving from a time of
playing catch-up wit the rest of
the nation into a new area
marked by declines in students
and money.

‘‘More and more of our
people are telling us we have
already spent enough on higher
education,”” Godwin said. He
added that emphasis should be
switched from quantity to
improvements in quality thro-

ugh better teaching methods
and training students for
careers.

The SREB report said that
while the college-age population
will continue to through 1985,
enrollments will level off and
then drop

The report said the 18-24 year

old group will grow from 27.4
million in 1975 to 27.6 million in
1985 but enroliment will drop
from 11.8 million in 1980 to 11.4
million in 1985,

One reason, the report said, is
that “‘the professional-manger-
1al-technical part of the labor
market, which college students
traditionally entered in greater
numbers, is not growing as fast
as in the past’” or as fast as
higher education has grown,

“"Raising tuition to offset
slower enroliment growth may
only lead to less enrollment,"
the report said

The SREB report predicted
private instutitions will suffer
most from the decline, with
public colleges, especially

Agnew Again Failed To,Report Taxes

WASHINGTON (AP)- Spiro T. Agnew,
who resigned as vice president in 197)
because of income tax evasion, failed to
report almost $27,000 in income when he
filed his federal tax return the next year,
the Internal Revenue Service says.

The IRS says Agnew owes $1],966 in
back taxes and penalties on the
unreported 197) income. But Agnew's
lawyer says his client is being
“harassed’’ on at least one of the items
being questioned

Agnew, who resigned as vice president

of government aircraft;

of the United States and then pleaded no
contest to a felony charge of tax evasion
on Oct. 10, 1973, was notified of the new
IRS case on April 15, the day the
three-year statute of limitations ran out.

Agnew's lawyer, Myron J. Mintz, filed
a petition Thursday in U.S. Tax Court
disputing the IRS contentions.

The IRS says Agnew should have
reported as income 311,370 for home’
improvements by the General Services
Administration; $4,398 for personal use
$5.554 in

personal and family expenses and $924 in
food delivered by a grocery chain
executive

In addition, the IRS disallowed an
exemption Agnew claimed for supporting
an aunt as well as 33,600 in home office
cxpenses and business entertainment
deduttions.

The IRS is seeking a S per cenmt
“negligence’’ penalty plus back taxes on

the alleged unreported income. The case
does not involve new criminal charges.

When Jimmy Carter talks of
human rights for Russians
and other distant people, the
black population of this
prosaic hamlet wonders about
the matter of priorities. They
point out that Dawson is right
here in America, 20 miles

No one here claims Dawson
is worse than Moscow . In fact,
blacks agree that ‘‘things are
getting better.”’ At least the
town no longer permits
colored men to be flogged in
public. Gone also are the days
when resident D.U. Pullium
was beaten senseless for
working with the NAACP.
And, eat your heart out Ivan,
everyone here may now vote
in secret ballot.

Yet for all of the 3
and despite constitutional and
congressional guarantees,
Dawson blacks say they are
still not free. Compared with
the people of Moscow local
Negroes have more liberties,
but they say they have fewer
compared with the people of
Minneapolis or Mason City
Rx}ally, Dawson is still of
the ‘Old South.

All resident blacks past

Insurance salesman Lucius
Holloway remembers con-
ditions so raw that ‘‘the white
folk took to hiring black Toms
to do their killing."

It's not as bad anymore. For
one thing the violence has
stopped. Yet socially,
economically, and politically,
blacks say Dawson, Ga., pop.
9,000, clings tenaciously to its
awful history.

Items: there are two swim-
ming pools in town, one for
whites and one for blacks;
there is one golf and country
club in the area, and its
membership is exclusively
white; the churches and
fraternal organizations re-
main for the most part
segregated; and the races
automatically divide
themselves in many waiting
rooms.

According to the census,
Dawson blacks outnumber the
whites three to two. Yet the
most popular community ser-
vices cater to the minority. In
its April 14 edition, Dawsan's
weekly newspaper printed
photos of 18 people, all of
them white. The area radio

station is similarly oriented,

as are many of the downtown
stores.

Nowhere is the segregation
more severe than in the
educational system. When the
courts forced Dawson's high
school to begin admitting
blacks in 1970, white parents
immediately built a fallback
barricade in the form of a
private academy. Today the
private school is all white,
while the public institution is
99 per cent black.

CHICAGO (AP)- The National
Hockey League ended three
struggling days of meetings
Friday by proposing a merger
with the World Hockey
Association, effective with the
coming 1977-78 season.

The proposal will be put forth
to surviving WHA teams and is
expected to be accepted. It
stipulates that the WHA form a
separate division of no less than
six teams and play under a
National Hockey League um-
brella.

For the coming season, the
new division would play entirely
within itself with its four top
teams joining the top 12 teams
in the NHL to play in an
interlocking Stanley Cup for-
mat.

WHA teams expected to join
the NHL are Quebec, New
England, Cincinnati, Edmon-
ton, Houston and Winnipeg.

VEGA--A 1961 backyard
gardening venture turned into a
$400,000 a year business for a
Vega man who showed the
that tomatoes can be

such as the Texas Panhandle.
W.B. (Bill) Johson, a soil
conservationists in 1962, had no
idea that his backyard hobby of
the carly 1960's would mush-
room into a very profitable

. vocation--greenhousing.

Johnson now co-owns a
five-acre greenhouse facilitity
on the western edge of Vega
which grows and distributes
tomatoes and cucumbers. Sun-
ripe Incorporated Greenhouses
is one of the very few growers of
its kind on the high plains.

““When | read about the
greenhouse effect and planted
in my backyard, | never
realized it would turn out like
this,"" Johnson said.

In 1963, Johnson joined

forces with Roger Grulkey,

opened a half-acre
greenhouse, and started a local
business known as Golden
Spread Growers. The business
did well and, in 1966, added an
acre of greenhouse facilities.
That same vear, Johnson also
changed partners--Don Knox
bought Grulkey's half of Golden
Spread Growers,

The greenhouses produced
and the present five-acre
greenhouse buildings were
completed “in 1969. Golden
Spread Growers was officially
changed to Sunripe Incorporat-
ed Greenhouses. Jack Griffin
and Jim Witherspoon, both of
Hereford, bought out Knox'
share of the business and
Sunripe became incorporated in
1969,

No matter when or how the
business changed hands, John
always has the biggest
interest in Sunripe. Johnson,
president of Sunripe, maintains
his office within a few feet of the
tomato plants themselves. He
supervises their growth, cultiva-
tion and shipment to retailers in
several states ‘

son

Sunripe has three main
greenhouses. a 1'4-acre buildng
and two 1-%-acre glass-topped

buildings. The buildings put out
600 tons of tomatoes per year at
approximately 40 cents per
pound. The $400.000 per year
gross brings a sizeable amount
of money into the Vega-area

Johnson employs 15 full-time
people to pack and ship the
tomatoes or whatever crop is
being cultivated. He also
employs an eight-man picking
crew (from Hereford) and said
that Sunripe employees do a
“‘real good job.""

Sunripe distributes its tomat-
oes to grocery store chains such

as Safeway, Ideal, Affiliated
Foods, Furrs, and Taylor &
Sons. Some tomatoes are

brought by local fruit markets
and stores in the Panhandle,
and Sunripe sells tomatoes at
their facilities in Vega.

The tomatoes are not easy to
care for. The  tropic variety
which Sunripe grows requires
regulated food and water and a
controlled climate. The tender
plants are provided with
62-degree nights and 80-degree
days year round. But an active
air-conditioning and heating

system are required by Sunripe
to keep the plants healthy and
reproductive.

The tomatoes are harvested
during two periods each year.
The first season is from about
Apr. | to Aug. 1 and the second
harvesting dates are between
Oct. 1 and Jan. 30.

Though growing conditions
sometimes are difficult to
maintain, Johnson enjoys the
greenhouse business. Yet, he is
quick to note the problems of
such an undertaking.

“Weather is one problem.
We had a real bad hailstorm i
May of ‘74, with baseball-size
hail. It destroyed most of the
greenhouses and we had to
rebuild. Another problem are
insects and plant disease
control. We have a regular
spraying program for insects
and disease. The tomatoes have
to be pruned and tied once a
week, as well,”" Johnson said.

“The plants must “be
pollinated three times a week by
electric vibrators. If we grew the
plants outdoors, the wind would
pollinate the plants for us. But,
since the plants are grown in the
greenhouses, we have to
pollinate them artificially."

Johnson estimates weekly
production close to 2500 lugs (a
lug equals 20 polinds) at
capacity. That means a
maximum of 50,000 pounds a
week which is also the number
of plants that Sunripe has in its
greenhouses.

Sunripe accomplishes several
goals for Johnson, who plans to
expand someday, and Vega-
area residents: it boosts the
local economy, provides a
year-round source of tomatoes,
and makes a profit.

That says a lot for a business
that started out as a hobby.

Woman Airline Pilot
Just ‘One of the Guys’

Ag Department OK’s Pig Vaccine

WASHINGTON (AP)- The
Agriculture Department for the
first time has approved a license
for the manufacture of a vaccine
to protect swine against
pseudorabies, a virus disease
especially deadly to baby pigs.

Officials said Friday that the
license was granted to Norden
Laboratories of Lincoln, Neb.,
for the production of a modified
live-virus vaccine. It is expected
to be available next week.

However, the department’s
Animal and Plant Health
Inspection Service said that
“distribution will be limited to
those states where authorized
by state animal health officials
under such additional conditions
as they may require.’’

Elirther,, officials cautioned
swing -progucers to “‘use the

vaccine with care since pseudo-
rabies antibodies in vaccinated
swine produce blood test
reactions identical to those from
infected swine."’

Thus, if tests show hogs to
have disease signs in their blood
it could result in restrictions on
the movement of animals from
place to place although the
antibodies may have been
induced by vaccination.

“*Vaccination is recommen-
ded for newborn pigs over three
days old if they are nursing
non-immune sows,’’ the agency
said. “If piglets are nursing
immune sows, however, vaccin-
ation should be delayed until
maternal antibody levels have
declined, generally when pigs
are 3 to 8 weeks of age.

"‘Pseudorabies is also called

Aujeszky's disease and ‘‘mad
itch,”” It can also affect cattle
and sheep, dogs, and cats.
Officials said it is not known to
affect humans. The vaccine is
licensed only for use in swine.

WASHINGTON (AP)- This
year's crop of tart cherries,
favored by many people for pie-
making, is expected to be much
larger than last year's short
harvest but still well below past
standards.

The Agriculture Department
forecasts tart cherry production
at 211.1 million pounds, up 47
per cent from 145 million in
1976. The 1975 crop, however,
was 290.5 million pounds.

Michigan, which accoiunts for
about three-fourths of the
production, is expected to
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produce 165 million pounds, up
from 90 million last year. The
1975 Michigan harvest was 222
million pounds.

WASHINGTON (AP)- New government figures show that
retail beef and pork prices rose again last month, due mostly
te higher prices paid farmers for live cattle and hogs.

The average national retail price of beef, measured on an
all-cut basis, was more than $1.38 a pound in May, up 4.4
cents from the composite retail price in April. That was the
highest beef price since last December when the average was
nearly $1.39 a pound.

" As used by USDA, the price covers choice- grade beef sold
in grocery stores. That is from cattle which have been
*“finished’’ or fattened in feedlots of grain rations.

The report, issued Friday, said that the market price of
choice live steers in May averaged $41.43 per 100 pounds
over the entire month, compared with $39.73 in April.

Translated to the supermarket, the report said that farmers
received an equivalent of 82.8 cents of each retail pound of
beef in May, up from 78.6 cents in April. It takes about 2.3
pounds of live steer to make one pound of store beef.

The middleman’s share for transporting, processing and
selling beef was 55.6 cents a pound in May against 55.4 cents
in April the report said.

Cattle prices, meanwhile, have dropped since their spring
peaks and by mid-June were averaging around $38 or so per
100 pounds of the major markets as the feedlot supply rose
and packers became more selective, according to other USDA

Retail pork prices rose to nearly $1.21 a pound in May from
less than $1.19 in April. However, that was about what pork

cost consumers last February and March.

Farmers received an equivalent of 73.8 cents a pound for
pork sold in retail stores last month, compared with 64.5 cents
in April. Middlemen's shares dropped to 47.1 cents from the
April average of 54.4 cents a pound, the report said.

Live hog prices averaged $41.79 per 100 pounds in May,
up from $36.97 in April. Through mid-June, hog prices have
held fairly steady, according to recent USDA market reports.

Since red meat makes up a large portion of family grocery
bills over a year's time, it has a heavy bearing on over-all food
costs.

USDA economists expect this year's grocery prices to
average around 6 per cent higher than in 1976, Last year, food
prices rose 3.1 per cent, compared with 8.5 per cent in 1975
and 14.5 per cent each in 1974 and 1973

Officials expect that U.S. farm products will account for
only about half of this year's over-all food price increase, with
seafood and imported products- mainly coffee, cocoa and tea-
accounting for the rest. t

Friday's report said ‘‘marketing spreads,’’ or middleman |
charges for a market basket list of farm-produced food items,
declined 1.5 per cent over-all in May. the first decrease this
year. Even so, the May price spread between farmers and
consumers averaged 2.9 per cent more than it did a year ago.

Put another way, the report said that farmers in May
received an equivalent of 39.3 cents of each dollar spent by
consumers on market-basket food, compared with 38.8 cents
in April and 401 cents in May, 1976.

Carter Stock Grows To $130,000 In Value

WASHINGTON (AP)- A
$10,000 investment Jimmy
Carter made seven years ago to
help finance an experiment with
peanut shells now is worth more
than $130,000 to the President.

In 1970, when Carter was a
peanut farmer running for
governor of Georgia, he bought
10,000 shares of stock in a
company called Tech Air, Inc.,
at 81 a share, a spokesman for
the Georgia company said
Friday.

The firm was looking for way
to recover valuable commodities
from otherwise useless indus-
trial waste. Carter and others in
the peanut business needed a
way to dispose of peanut shells.
Ordinary burning was costly and
created air pollution.

One of the company's
founders, Mack D. Bowen, a
professor at the Georgia
Institute of Technology, develo-
ped a burning system using
temperatures of 600 degrees
Fahreheit and near vacuum
conditions to break the shells or

any woody material into oil, gas
and char, the products of
natural decomposition.

In 1975, America Can Co.
bought Tech Air, offering its

shareholders one share of

American Can stock for every
three shares of Tech Air stock
they held, the Tech Air
spokesman, Delmont Lohuis
said.

At the time, American Can
stock was selling at about $30 a
share, so Carter's holding in the
compai; was worth about
$100,000. It closed Friday on the
New York Stock Exchange at
$40 a share, making the
President’s shares worth appro-
ximately $133,320.

When Carter took office Jan.
20, he named Atlanta lawyer
Charles Kirbo, a longtime
friend, the trustee of his
financial holdings to avoid the
possibility of conflict of interest.
Under the arrangement, Kirbo
is not supposed to tell Carter
what is done with any stock the
President owned.

Kirbo said Friday in a
telephone interview that he had

not yet disposed of any of the
stock.

However, he was reluctant to
discuss any dealings affecting
the so-called ‘‘blind trust.”’

“I'm not supposed to
publicize it because he's not
supposed to know what the hell
is going on,”’ Kirbo said.

““There's no point in having a
blind trust if you publicize
everything you do with it."’

By decomposing the woody
material in a matter of minutes,
rather than centuries, the
process converted waste matter

into char.

The oil was purchased by a
lumber company for fuel, the
gas was used to help dry the
peanut shells and other material
from burning, and the char
was sold to a local company
making charcoal.

Gas-Guzzler Tax
To Be Initiated In ’79

WASHINGTON (AP) - The
House Ways and Means
Committee reaffirmed its sup-
port Friday for a gas-guzzler tax
that would become effective
with - 1979 model cars and
eventually save nearly 200,000
barrels of oil daily.

The panel waded through a
tangled two-hour debate that
shot down every effort to
weaken or strengthen the tax
approved by the committee on
June 9.
® The committee’s plan is not
as tough as the one proposed by
President Carter. But today’s
action represented a major
victory for Carter because of the
committee's refusal to further

weaken - or virtually destroy -
the gas-guzzler tax.

Congressional aides estima-
ted that the committee  plan,
when fully effective in 1985,
would save about 185,000
barrels of gasoline daily, almost
as much as the 200,000 barrels
per day asked by Carter.

As approved by the commit-
tee, the gas guzzler tax would
not apply unless the fleet of cars
produced each year by by
individual manufacturers fails
by three or four miles per gallon
to meet the effitfency standards

required under a 1975 law.
Those standards require each

company's fleet to average 19

m.p.R. in 1979, rising to 27.5

m.p.g. by 1985. A manufacturer
who fails to meet the standards
is subject to a stiff penalty. That
penalty is entirely separate from
the gas-guzzler tax, which
would be paid by the car buyer.

If a person bought a 1979
model car that averaged only 14
miles per gallon, he would pay a
tax of $339.

Lucas also said he had
accepted a free vacation at the
Puerto Rican home of a Detroit
businessman and an expenses-
paid trip to California from
Motown records.

Officials familiar with the
process of selecting a new FBI
director said Lucas’ chances
were almost certain to be
damaged to some extent by the
disclosures.

Neither of the two men who
will make the choice, President
Carter and Atty. Gen. Griffin
Bell, have commented on Lucas’
disclosures.

Metric Signs
To Be Placed
On Highways

WASHINGTON (AP)- A
public outery is forcing the
Federal Highway Administra-
tion to abandon its plan to
convert the nation's highway
signs from miles to kilometers at
a cost of $100 million.

“There simply was too much
opposition* to the proposal
from the general public,”
William M. Cox, director of the
Federal Highway Administra-
tion, said Friday.

Of 5,000 comments received
since the plan was announced,
in April, “‘about 98 per cent of
them were negative,”” Cox said.

“In light of such gverwhelm-
ing sentiment, the Federal
Highway Administration has

determined that it would be

inapprorpiate to issue a
regulation coverting...to metric
standards, he added.

An agency spokesman said
the complaints centered on both
the estimated $100 million
conversion cost and resistance
to change.

Cox said his agency is closing
the book on the matter and there
are no plans to revive the
short-lived plan in the future.

When the recommendation
was made in April, the agency
said it was acting in line with the
national policy of converting to
the metric system as outlined in
the Metric Conversion Act of
1975. The act makes conver-
sion voluntary.

Under the proposal, the
conversion of all speed limit and
vertical clearance signs would
have been completed by Dec.
31, 1979, Instead of 40 m.p.h.,
for example, a speed sign would
have read 65 k.p.h. kilometers
per hour, Warning and
regulatory signs were to have
been switched by Sept. 30,
1980, and milepost and guide
signs by Sept. 30, 1982.

Former President Gerald R.
Ford signed the conversion act
in December 1975 and stressed
that compliance was voluntary.
But he declared that continued
use of the English system of
measurement was making the
United States “an island in a
metric sea.”

Man Denies Tax Course
Violates State Laws

SPOKANE (AP)- Courses on
how to beat the tax collector
may not please the state
attorney general, but the

customers don't complain, says
tax counsclor R. Bruce Ripley.

The Woodinville man denied
allegations that his organization
violated the state Consumer
Protection Act

Ripley said he was pleased
with Friday's action by Spokane
County Superior Court Judge
Willard Roe, who temporarily
enjoved several tax avoidance
groups from continuing their
activities

Roe set a trial date for July 28
in the State's case against the
American Law Association, Karl
Dahlstrom of Bryan, Tex. and
Ripley.

The groups claim to provide
information to their members on
how to avoid high taxes, unjust
probate practices and excessive
legal fees by attorneys.

Ripley said he was pleased
because '‘we want a speedy
trial. The allegations against us
by the attorney general’s office
are quite erroneous.”’

The complaint filed by Atty,
Gen. Slade Gorton alleged that
the defendants were enrolling
persons in courses which cost
$5,000 to $20,000 and said that
Ripley and Dahlstrom, two non-
lawyers, were practicing law
illegally

Ripley said during an
interview that it is strange
Gorton's original complaint,
filed May 19, says ‘‘all
Washington residents will
suffer’” if the defendants
continue their act ities.

No consumers have cpmplai-
ned about the mformahﬁn they
have received, Ripley said.

Ripley, who is 'rcprcscnting
himself before Roe, said that it
is untrue as alleged by Gorton's

.complaint that members of the

HOUSE OF GENERALS--—-Texas’
most famous living quarters for
military is a 96-year-old home at No. 6
Staff Post Road on the quadrangle of
San Antonio’'s Fort Sam Houston.

it's known as Pershing House.
However, John J. Pershing, the only
man ever to hold the rank of General
of the Armies, didn't live there until
1917. Since the 11-room, six and
one-half bath house was built in 1881,
it has always been the quarters of
Fort Sam’s senior officer.

The three full generals, 22
lieutenant generals, 17 major
generals, 15 brigadiers and one
colonel who have occupied the home
have each written an important page
in the nation's military history. They
include such names as Jonathan M.
(Skinny) Wainwright, the hero of
Bataan and Corregidor, and William
H. Simpson, who commanded the
Ninth Army in Europe during World
War I, '

Not all of those who went from Fort
Sam Houston to a place in history
were occupants of Pershing House.
Dwight D. Eisenhower, as a young
second lieutenant, lived in a room in
the bachelor officers’ quarters during
his first tour of duty at Fort Sam. Gen.
Douglas MacAurthur lived at No. 4
Staff Post Road as a child; his father
was a major stationed there from 1883
to 1897.

No. 8 was the home in 1910-11 cf
Lt. Benjamin D. Foulis, ‘‘the father of
military aviation'' and the first pilot in
Air Corps history.

Today Pershing House is the home
of Lt. Gen. Allen M. Burdett, the
commander of the Fifth Army, and
his family.

That the only surviving manuscript
copy of Sam Houston's official report
of the Battle of San Jacinto is in the
Hall of State at Fair Park in Dallas.

It is signed in Sam’s own hand.

PREMIER CITY--Galveston claims
more ‘‘firsts’’ than any other Texas
city.

According to “'The Handbook of
Texas,'' Galveston got the state's
first private bank in 1854 and the first
telegraph line the same year.

Texas’ first jewelry store opened
there in 1856 and the state's first
national bank in 1865. The  first
electric lights in Texas were installed
there in 1888. In 1898, the state’s first
golf course was built on the island.

Galveston also claims Texas' first
medical school (1890) and the first
training school for nurses (1894). The
state's first brewery opened there in
1895.

ADDIS ABABA, Ethiopia
(AP)- Billboards showing the
faces of Marx and Lenin looked
down on Revolution Square
today as Ethiopia's Communist
government prepared for a
massive demonstration in the
capital.

Floodlights illuminated the
billboards Friday night as
workmen finished hanging
posters praising communism
and proclaiming the *‘unity of
oppressed workers and pea-
sants.”’

The government of Col. Haile
Mengistu Mariam said the
demonstration would get under
-way later today when some
150,000 to 300,000 Ethiopians
would march to the square to

show their support for his-

Soviet- leaning military regime.

Officials said members of the
peasant militia would pass in
review of the square, along with
troops of the 25,000- strong
regular army. They said the

troops would be chanting
“Revolutionary motherland or
death.”

Mengistu's, regime is beset
by separatist insurrection of an
estimated 30,000 guerrillas in
the northern province of Eritrea
and by another 3,000 in the
Ogaden region of southern
Ethiopia.

Irregular conflict in those
areas began under the reign of
the late Emperor Haile Selassie,
whose pro- Western monarchy
was overthrown in a military
coup in 1974,

Over the past year, the
government has given crash
military training to an estimated
80,000 and 300,000 peasants,
Western diplomats said.

Observers here say the militia
may soon swing into action
against the insurgents.

Groucho Returns
To Hospital

SANTA MONICA, Calif.
(AP)- Groucho Marx is back in a
hospital with *‘a kind of benign
pneumonia’’ after being relea-
sed earlier this week, a hospital
spokesman says.

“‘Marx was described as
being *‘quite sick, quite feeble"
by longtime friend Nat Perrin,
his temporary guardian. Perrin
was in court here Friday for a
hearing in which he asked to be
relieved as Groucho's conserva-
tor.

Perrin said Marx's condition,
which Cedars- Sinai Medical
Center spokesman Larry Baum
said was diagnosed as pneumo-
nitis, makes it hard for the
86-year-old comedian to eat.

Perrin told Superior Court
Judge Edward Rafeedie that
he wanted to give up the
conservatorship because “'It’s
been far too much of a strain for
myself and my wife."’

Perrin, 72, said he stays
awake nights worrying about
the comedian's health and is
bothered by crank phone calls.

A trial is scheduled for July 18
to decide whether Marx's
longtime companion, Erin
Fleming, should be named
permanent conservator. Her
appointment had been opposed
by Marx's son, Arthur, who won
the first round of court battles
by having her removed as
temporary conservator and
replaced by Perrin. Witnesses
claimed Miss Fleming had
abused Marx.

PORT MORESBY, Papua New Guinea (AP) -
When a government minister’s car overturned on
a highway and killed a 5-vear-old girl, her tribe’s
stone-age code demanded compensation: money,
goods of lives

Neither Education Minister Kobale Kale nor
his family offered money or goods, and officials
say incident touched off one of the worst
outbreaks of tribal fighting in recent times.

Over the past week two persons were killed in
clashes related to the auto crash, Some 45 others
were injured as 2,000 primitive warriors clashed
with bows and arrows in a remote district of the
main island of New Guinea, 350 miles north of
here.

The government flew 90 armed riot police and
tear gas in from Port Moresby, the capital, to try
to halt the fighting. But police at Port Moresby
said the situation was deteriorating.

Authorities said the trouble began June 17,
when a car driven by Kale on a campaign trip
rolled over on the Highlands Highway in the
mountainous New Guinea interior. The girl, a
member.of the Koge clan, was killed in the
mishap.

Police charged Kale with dangerous driving
and released him on bail. But when no

compensation was offered the Koges by Monday,
members of the 500-strong clan attacked a car in
which Kale was a passenger.

He escaped injury but his 24-year-old brother
Aina Kale, a police constable, was seriously
injured

This led to a confrontation between the Koge
clan and Kale's 1,500-member Emai tribe, with a
third clan - the Ina - joining the Emai warriors. In
the fight with axes, bows and arrows and spears,
Kale's elder brother Aula Kale was killed.

The Emai - who are not traditional enemies of
the Koge - retaliated by murdering a Koge chief.

Some 2 million persons live in Papua New
Guinea, scattered across more than 100 Klands
and speaking over 700 languages. Officials say
revenge battles are a way of life and that they are
increasing. Sometimes drivers of vehicles
involved in fatal accidents are hacked to death on
the spot.

Revenge killings rose from 19 to 40 per cent of
all murders between 1964 and 1974, a
government commission reported last year,
partly because tribes who live among the
14,000-foot mountains of the New Guinea interior
feel they cannot get proper justice from
Western-style courts.

Army Rules Soldier ‘Unfit’

FT. RUCKER, Ala. (AP)-
Army clerk Marie Sode, by all
accounts a dedicated soldier,
has been ruled unfit for Army
service because of ‘*homosexual
tendencies,’’ but may appeal in
a sex-roles case unprecedented
in the military.

Her three-year military career
riding on the verdict, Spec. 4
Sode stood dry-eyed but tense
Friday as an Army board cited
her for ‘‘homesexual tenden-
cies due to her marriage to an
avowed transsexual man.

The husband, Kristian von
Hoffburg, formerly known as
Linda Bowers, remained seated
as the board ended a three-week
hearing by recommending Spec.
4 Sode's honorable discharge.

The board, two men and two
women, agreed unanimously
that -the von Hoffburgs lived
together as ‘‘biological fema-
les'' and said the Army has.no
place for such affairs.

Spec. 4 Sode, a 22-year-old
from San Diego, Calif., said she
“‘most likely'" will ask a federal
court to block the dismissal. But
she said an appeal will depend
on funds.

The von Hoffburgs also have
said money is an obstacle to
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completing surgically Kristian's
change from woman to man.

The board said it felt Von
Hoffburg, 29, who sat through-
out the hearing wearing coat
and tie, had made the sex-
change “‘psychologically”’ but
not *‘biologically.”

Von Hoffburg, a former
private who left the Army in
1975, first met Spec. 4 Sode in
California several years ago,
could easily pass for a man.

The board's recommendation
is virtually binding. If Spec 4
Sode's brigade commander,
Col. George Powers, alters it in
any way it is subject to review
by the Department of the Army.
A reversal in such administra-
tive cases is rare.
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It's expected to be at least a
week before a transcript of the
case is completed and reviewed
by Col. Powers.

Spec. 4 Sode, who has
maintained all along that she is
in no way a lesbian, told
reporters after the verdict there
was "‘no biological proof'’ of
any homosexuality.

Theé von Hoffburgs did not
take the witness stand, but a
sex-roles specialists for the
defense supported their claims.
Dr. Paul A. Walker, a gender
specialist from the University of
Texas, said the von Hoffburgs
lived together in a state of
"‘cognitive heterosexuality.”’

Walker said that from
interviews he determined that
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Spec. 4 Sode is not homosexual
and that von Hoffburg is now a
transsexual man. He said the
most important factor was von
Hoffburg's ‘‘physchological
sex.”

The von Hoffburgs were
married last Nov. 11 by a rural
Alabama probate judge who
said he did not know there was
anything unusual about the
groom. The marriage has not
been challenged by the state.

The von Hoffburgs said they
felt their marriage would
survive and hoped one day to
raise children, either by
adoption or artificial insemina-
tion.
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Bell Removes
Faulty Transformers

Southwestern Bell has laun-
ched an accelerated program to
locate and remove 85,000
telephone transformers instal-
led in the company's five-state
territory.

The transformers, manufac-
tured by Ault, Inc., were
installed in Texas, Arkansas,
Oklahoma, Kansas and Misso-
uri from 1972 through 1976.

An extremely small number
of these transformers were
plugged in. Out of the 85,000
Ault transformers installed by
Southwestern Bell, only six have
proven defective.

No figures are available on
the number of Ault transformers
installed in Hereford. However,
the company noted that the
number would be small
compared to the total number of
transformers in sérvice.

Although the company used
its bill insert and news releases
to notify customers about the
defective transformers earlier
this year, a spokesman said only
about 3,000 have been recove-
red. Most of those were found
by employees during regular
installation and repair visits.

The transformers are enclo-
sed in two-inch square plastic
cases which plug into an
electrical outlet and are wired to
the telephone. If defective, the
transformers can burst into
flames.

Patten, called the “Florence
Nightingale of the Ocean,” is
one of the few women to have
had their names inscribed in
the annals of the sea, records
recently discovered reveal

For a girl of 19 to sail a clip-
per ship 5,000 miles around two
continents through storm and
frigid weather, her captain-hus-
band and two other officers ill
below deck and a mutinous
first officer in irons, is one of
the all-time epics of the high
seas

In 1856, Capt. Joshua Patten
was assigned to sail ““‘Neptune's
Car" from New York to San
Francisco. Below decks, as
recorded in the historic “dis-
aster books" of the Atlantic
Mutual Insurance Co., was a
cargo valued at $800,000: ap-
praisal of the cargo today
would be $10,000,000. ;

At sea only a few days, Cap-
tain Patten was forced to de-
pose his chief mate for mutiny
and put him in irons. Malaria
then felled the captain and his
two remaining officers

Responsibility for the naviga-
tion of “Neptune Car” now
rested on young Mary Patten,
the records show. Faced with
the decision to return to New
York or continue the long trip
to the West Coast, she ordered
her crew to sail on.

On the ship's southward
sweep toward Cape Horn thé
weather turned frigid. Round-
ing the Cape in the dead of win-
ter, the clipper ship shuddered
in the storm-filled Antarctic.
The insurance company's
records show that only Mary's
expert handling kept the clip-
per from capsizing in the heavy
seas. When not at the helm,
Mary was down in the cabin
tending her ill husband, as well
as the other sick.

After 55 tedious days, “Nep-
tune's Car” entered San Fran-
cisco harbor. It was only after
she safely/ delivered its valy-
able cargd that anyone knew
that during the entire ordeal
Mary was pregnant

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Employe Sex Lives To Get F ederal Probe

'WASHINGTON (AP) - Four
Justice Department lawyers are
in the touchy business of
deciding when an employe's sex
life heaps disgrace on the
department.

They say they're somewhat
uncomfortable with the chore
because they're not fond of
poking around in the privaie lies
of some of their fellow workers.

The four lawyers are in the
department’s Office of Profes-
sional Responsibility, formed
about 18 months ago to

investigate allegations of mis-
conduct against department
employes. The director, Michael
Shaheen. and his staff act as
department watchdogs to ens-
ure that allegations are
mvestigated objectively and that
wrongdoers are punished. The
department has about 50,000
employes, including those in the
94 U.S. attorneys’ offices across
the country.

The office was designed to
deal with such serious miscon-
duct at violations of citizens’

rights. harassment of witnesses
and misuse of government
money

The accusations flowed in by
the dozens. and seven of them
turned out to involve “'perso-
nal morals offenses’ as
Shaheen delicately put it in his
recent annual report to the
attorney general.

General Motors Agrees

To Help Arabs Build

CAIRO (AP)- General Motors,
the world's largest car manufac-
turer, will help a four- nation
Arab military authority build
Jeep- like general purpose
vehicles, the semi- official Al
Ahram newspaper said Friday.

However, in Detroit, a GM
spokesman said the firm had no
knowledge of the report.

“No negotiations with that
organization the military autho-
rity have occurred,’’ the
spokesman said.

The report follows a weekend
announcement that GM was one
of  three American companies
cleared of threatened boycott
action for dealings with Israel.
GM sells cars in Israel and said
it has no plans to change that

Al Ahram said GM would co-
operate with the Arab Military
Industrial Aut J/ composed
of Egypt, Saudi Arabja, Qatar
and the United Arab Emirates.

At a recent meeting in
Alexandria, the authority decl

ded to sign agreements with
American, British and French
weapons- makers to produce
antitank missiles, helicopters,
jet fighters and military vehicles
that resemble Jeeps.

The authority was created in
1975 with capital of $1.04
billion to lessen Egypt's
dependence on the Soviet Union
for most of its weapons. The
plants are expected to be built in

Egypt.

Weapons made by the
authority are to be supplied to
the armies of the four
participants and . will be
exported to other Arab countries
and international markets, the
Al Ahram report said.

The authority is an Arab
attempt to build self-reliance in
the arms field. By contrast,
Israel produces nearly one-third
of its arms needs and exports
weapons ranging from machine
guns to airplanes.

LUBBOCK A protest action
by farmers, possibly a strike or
morstorium on supplies purcha-
ses, rallies and demonstrations,
has been announced by the
Texas Farmers Union

Speaking from the Panhandle
where the Executive Board of
the statewide general farm
organization formed the official
resolution of protest. President
Jay Naman described the

“We are cafling for major
amendments to the four-year
omnibus farm bill now before
Congress.

My primary concern at this paper is farm news,
but‘versatility never hurt any man and | work in
numerous areas of news coverage as well.

Recently, co-worker Bob Nigh and myself wrote
a series of articles on the San Jose community
southwest of Hereford.

Our idea for the series was brought about when
Domingo Pesina, owner of the well at the
community called The Brand and informed us that
San Jose was about to get into serious trouble
where water is concerned.

Pesina related that the community's only water
well was about to go out and that some 100
resident families .in the community might be
without water in a matter of a little over a month.

Nigh and myself were both aware of past water
problems at San Jose, but it was only after we
traveled to the camp and had a firsthand
discussion with some of the people living there
that we became aware of the magnitude of the
problem.

People, no matter who they are or where they
live, must have water. It is one of the most vital
elements of human life. .

It was with the idea of explaining the problems
at San Jose and offering workable alternatives that
we launched our series.

Unfortunately, some people either neglected to
read all of the series or took our statements out of
context.

In our first series article we told of the
numerous health problems at San José and the
difficulties the community has faced in the past in
attempting to obtain a workable water system.

The second series entry told the stand of city
and county officials concerning what they could
legally do at San Jose, and what they hoped to see
accomplished.

And in the third article, we told of what the
State Mealth Department was already doing in the
way of trying to help clean the community up and
get a program started to secure a water system.

Throughout the series, we emphasized
repeatedly that the problems at San Jose were the
fault of no particular group of people, and that any
eventual progress there would depend on the
efforts of the residents of San Jose themselves.

Recently we received a letter here at The Brand
complaining that our coverage of San Jose had
given the community of Hereford a ‘‘black eye'’.

The letter writer insisted that nothing could be
done about_the conditions at San Jose, that the
problems there ‘‘can’t or won't be solved."

Every person is entitled to their opinion, and
from looking at the coverage one Amarillo
television station has given the matter, | can
understand the letter writer's unhappiness.

Any successful project depends on people. And
the people of the San Jose community are aware of
this.

They have set their minds and hearts on
obtaining a water and sewer system for their
community, and they are working toward that goal
already.

We have attended their meetings, and the
sentiment most frequently expressed by the
people of San Jose is simply: ‘‘We must put the
past and its failures behind us and work for the
future. And we must obtain these things
ourselves."

And they are working. With the assistance of
dedicated people such as Joe Vasquez of the
Department of Health Resources, they are trying
to clear up health hazards.

Only two weeks after our series on the camp
ran, virtually all of the livestock in the San Jose
community had been removed.

Residents there have already organized two
cleanup projects using trucks provided by their
own community residents in addition to their own
manpower.

And they have elected a steering committee to
meet with various agency officials to get advice on
the right course to follow as they seek to pull

themselves up by their own bootstraps.

Local officials and a top-ranking official with the
State Health Department are enthusiastic about
the attitude adopted by the people of San Jose,
and they are convinced that good things¥Rill be
accomplished if the people retain their present

attitude.:

We have not rediscovered the San Jose
problem, it has been there a long time. Much too

long.

The people of San Jose know they have lived
with this problem too long, and they are doing the
best they can with what they have to get

something done about it.

Drought Causing
Crop Losses
Throughout South

ATLANTA (AP) - A two-
month drought through much of
the South has prached land,
shriveled crops and dried up
water supplies, threatening to
cost farmers millions of dollars.

Some farmers stand to take a
double blow when their feed
crops fail. They will be unable to
feed their livestock and will
have to sell animals at a loss.

I'he southern drought comes
while the West's worst dry
period in the century continues
almost unabated, with forest
fire danger high and water
rationing imposed in many
arcas

Damage to Georgia's corn
crop is estimated at $94 million,
because of fireworm and
budworm infestation as well as
lack of mositure

““We are dry,”” said Wayne
County, Ga., farm agent Bobby
Deal. ‘*We expect to lose 65 per
cent of our corn CI’UP.”

But most of Georgia's crops
haven’t been planted and
Agriculture Commissioner Tom-
my lIrvin said the loss is
impossible to estmate. The
value of last year's soybean crop

was put at ncarly $144 million.

Several Georgia counties have
begun issuing weekend warn-
ings to residents to curtail
washing their cars, watering
gardens and filling swimming
pools.

In Houston County, Ala..
agriculture officials said about
two-thirds of the 60,000 acres of
corn has been ruined.

Soybean crops in Alabama,
Georgia and Virginia were all
below normal.

Tobacco markets are expected
to open next month, but this
year's loss in Georgia alone is
expected to be more than $8.5

million. In Virginia and
Tennessee, tobacco is in good
condition, but both areas need
more rain to maintain a healthy
crop.

Cotton losses in Georgia were
estimated at $8 million, but
other states reported good crop
conditions, despite a shortage of
moisture.

Pastures in Alabama, Missis-
sippi -and Tennessee are
parched and dry and cattlemen
are being forced to send cattle to
market early.

In Alabama, a spokesman for
the cattlemen’s association said
cattlemen stand to lose $100
million because calves are
selling for about $35 per head
less because they are going to
market 75 to 100 pounds thinner
than normal.

In north Florida where 17
counties have been severely
affected, some rain fell this
week, ending citrus growers’
fears that most of the immature
fruit would drop from the trees.

But a National Weather
Service spokesman in Florida
said the drought is far from
Oover.

Only South Carolina, North
Carolina and Louisiana have
received enough rain recently to
prevent crop damage.

In the West, officials said
some late spring showers and
snow in northern California
helped delay the onset of a
potentially dangerous fire sea-
son but scarcely dented the
area’s critical water shortage.

The drought contributed to
recent widespread fires at
national parks and forests in
Arizona, New Mexico and
Colorado.

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Erosion Worst In Two Decades Rk

WASHINGTON (AP) - Nearly
cight million acres of Great
Plains farmland were damaged
by erosion last winter and
spring, the highest total in two
decades, the Agriculture Depa-
rtment says.

Officials say erosion hit
7,992,802 acres for the seven
months ending May 31, 30 per
cent above last year's figure,
when 6,165,335 acres suffered
damage.

February was the worst
month, with an estimated 2.8
million acres suffering erosion
harmed 2.4 million acres during
March.

Total damage last season was
the most since wind stripped
10.3 million acres in 1956-57.

Officials consider land dama-
ged if enough soil is removed or
deposited on it to cause further
erosion hazard or impair its
capacity to produce crops.

At the height of wind erosion,
in 1954.55, some 15.8 million
acres of Great Plains land were
damaged, according to the
department’s soil conservation
service.

Colorado was hardest hit this
season, with nearly 2.2 million
acres damaged, almost one-
third of the total in the 10-state
region. Last season, 739,750
acres were damaged in
Colorado, the agency said.

“*Causes of wind erosion were
frequent, long wind storms:
inadequate crop residue cover;
excessive tillage and inadequate
soil moisture,”” the final report
sasid.

Other states and their land
damaged by wind during the
scason included these in the
northern plains:

Montana, 266,623 acres this
scason and 903,454 in 1975-76;
Nebraska, 396,260 and 348 343;

North Dakota, 791,805 and
296.700; South Dakota, 692,621
and 461.549; and Wyoming,
13,180 and 26.030.

Overhaul Recommended In Inspection

WASHINGTON (AP) - A
private consulting firm is
making recommendations for
the overhaul of federal meat and
poultry inspection, and the
Agriculture Department plans
to talk the report over with
consumers, the industry and
others before accepting or
rejecting the proposals.

Ordered by the department
nine months ago during the
Ford administration, the report
was prepared under a $371,848
contract with Booze, Allen and
Hamilton, Inc. The three-vol-
ume report was delivered to the
USDA this week.

Generally. the report propo-
sed more flexibility in inspection
procedures, particularly in
federally inspected poultry
plants.

More responsibility would be
placed on the plants themsel-
ves, which would be required to
set up quality control systems
for use by USDA inspectors in
monitoring the operations.

One of the recommendations,
which would require Congress
to change the law before it could
be adopted, involves the use of a
“‘bi-level’” system for the
inspection of poultry after
slaughter by dividing birds into
“*good’’ and “‘bad"”’ lots.

The study team said it is
possible to identify birds that
way by using historical
production patterns and keeping

track of disease patterns in
specific areas
As the good birds move

through the plant, only random
samples would be taken by
inspectors. At present, all
poultry - good and bad - is
checked by inspectors. All bad
chickens would be called for
inspection under the plan.

Foreman said.

TYLER--Some 3.5 million
Florida bass have been stocked
in 24 public lakes and reservoirs
around the state this year.

Florida bass, stocked n
selected Texas lakes since 1972,
have proved their ability 1o
inhabit and grow in ghe state’s
public waters.

Ongoing studies show that
Florida bass grow faster than
native largemouth. on the
average live longer. and adapt
and reproduce faster in large
reservoirs common in Texas.

The ability of the Florida bass
to adapt 1o Texas reservoirs in
part explains why they will be
stocked in such diverse
geographic locations as Lake

Bob Sandlin in East Texas and
Twin Burttes Reservoir outside
San Angelo in West Texas
Floridas also have been stocked
as far north as Lake Texoma and

LUBBOCK:--The American fa-
rmer and rancher is striving to
produce enough food and
livestock to feed the world and
he is doing a good job but these
efforts many times encompass
drastic land changes including
destruction of natural wildlife
habitat.

To help supplement this
reductjon in cover and food for
native birds such as the quail,
pheasant and priarie chicken, it
is sometimes necessary to alot a
fencerow or corner of the field to
wildlife plants and cover.

Quail, for example, depend
on three factors: cover, food and

.weather. The adverse High
Plains weather can be minimi-
zed if the food and cover
conditions provide for winter
survival and for spring nesting.

A strip of domestic grain
along a wheat field will do
wonders for upland birds and
migratory birds sfich as dove.
Most domestic grains are grown
for early maturing seeds and the
stocks are usually soft for ease
of harvesting. These factors
dictate a combination of
domestic grain and wild plant
food for wildlife.

Some of the more comimon
wild plants that furnish seeds
for upland birds include; wild
sunflower, Russian thistle,
broomweed, ragweed, and
smartweed. A few plants
furnish both cover and food such
as the Russian. olive, aromatic
sumac, and black locust.

Planting instructions for all
wildlife food whether specialty
seed such as the game bird pea,
WGF sorghum, - bob white
soybean or domestic grain such
as corn and maise, should
include good soil prearation.

On cultivated land, use
normal plowing and seed bed
preparation. On pasture sod,
disc strips two or three times to
break up the hard-pan surface.

Since most birds eat insécts in

spring and summer till the first
hard frost, the unnecessary use
of insecticides should be
eliminated. Consumption of
these sick or dead insects by
game birds will reduce the
bird's natural ability to fight
disease or escape from their
enemies.

It is often difficult to convince
a good farmer to plant only
one-half the normal seed rate he
would use for normal production
crops. This lower seeding rate is
important as birds need room to
maneuver freely through a food
strip. The underplanting will
also allow weeds to reach
maturity furnishing a variety of
food lasting through winter until
next spring.

TROTLINES CREATE TANGLE

FRITCH--Panhandle game
wardens confiscated over 180
illegal trotlines at lake Meredith
last week and the Texas Parks
and Wildlife Department is
holding these devices for
identification by the owner.

“Over 50 per cent of the
trotlines checked were in
violation of one or more of the
department’s trotline regulat-
ions,”" said Weldon Fromm,
Amarillo district supervisor,

““The msot numerous violat-
1on was the uncomplete or entire
lack of an identification tag."
Fromm continued.

All freshwater trotlines in
regulatory counties must be
identified with a legible tag,
constructed of material as
durable as the trotline. The tag,
whether metal, plastic of other
durable material, must bear the
name and address of the
fisherman and the date it was
set out.

All trotlines remaifing in

public waters shall be redated at
the expiration of each 90-day
period.

No such lines may be placed
or set in the vicinity of any
public boat dock, public bathing
pier, public bathing beach or
any public place commonly used
as a swimming or bathing area.

County regulations listing the
length and number of hooks for
trotlines are available in the
current 1976-77 Guide to Texas
Hunting and Fishing regulat-
ions.

Coastal Tides A Hazard

AUSTIN--If asked what they
consider to be the greatest
danger to swimmers on the
coast, most people would say
sharks. Not so, says the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department.
Attacks by sharks are rare, but
currents and riptides have
claimed a number of lives.

A prerequisite to swimming
safely in the Gulf surf is an
understanding of the water and
its movements. Even if it seems
still on the surface, there is
constant, strong motion bene-
ath. _

Wind action, pushing waves
onto the beach at an angle,
causes a current called a set or
drift, running parallel to the
beach. Sometimes the drift is
extremely fast and may carry a
swimmer far from where he
entered the water. Rather than
trying to swim against the
current, which is only tiring,
swim across it to the beach and
walk back, or continue paraliel
to it and the shore. Most of the
currents are only 10 to 20 feet
wide and parallel swimming
enables the swimmer to reach
safe water where he can return
to the beach.

In areas where there is a hole
in a sandbar, the water will rush
seaward creating a strong
outward current. This may
happen quite suddenly when a
weak portion of a sandbar gives
way under the constant motion
and pressure of the surf. In such
cases, the swimmer can swim
parallel or just relax and let the
current carry him seaward until
it dissipates and he can swim
freely back to the beach.

Such currents usually may be
spotted from the beach by the
surface motion. There may be
small, choppy waves in a
criss-cross pattern running
perpendicular to the beach, or
they may be of a different color
with bits of grass or other debris
flowing toward open water.

Strong rip currents can start
very near the beach and
normally are caused by land
depressions betwen breaking
waves. After the wave breaks,
the returning water will rush
seaward along the depression.
Rip currents may not be very

wide nor long, but may easily
create panic in a swimmer and
carry him quickly to deeper
water, if he does not have any
knowledge of them.

Some of the stronger rip
currents are formed along
obstructions that extend into the
Gulf from the beach, such as a
jetty, pief or maybe even a
beached shrimp boat. The jetty
rip is quite dangerous and for
this reason swimming usually is
prohibited in these areas

Perhaps the most common
current is the undertow. This is
created when the surf breaks on
beaches, then water rushes
rapidly seaward pulled by
gravity. The feeling of an
undertow can be experienced by
standing in the surf's edge at
almost any beach.

As the water rushes out in a
strong undertow, it washes the
sand from around a person’s
feet and sometimes causes loss
of balance. If the swimmer or

water 1S \n an arca where the
surfl is breaking, a wave may
crash down directly on top of
him. The weight of the water is
heavy and dangerous.

There are some arcas on the
South Padre Island beach where
breakers and undertow may
create frequent problems, but
the more gentle beaches of the
Texas coast are not consistently
hazardous. However, any beach
can be dangerous at any time
depending on  the water
conditions and the caution
exercised by the swimmer or
wader

Swimmers do not need to be
unduly afraid of the currents,
but should respect the water
and not be carcless. It is
important to remember not 1o
fight any sudden current nor to
swim Jﬂdll'l\l it \ swimmer
should move with or across it
until the pull decreases enough
to free him so he can return to

the beach

Large Rock

Is Small

BIG ROCK PARK, Wash
(AP) — This could be the
world's largest pet rock — or
one of the nation's smallest
parks.

And it is both — a pet of
those who know and love it and
the smallest park in the King
County park system: 20 feet
wide and 70 feet long.

Only the unfeeling could see
this resting place shaded by 61-
year-old Western redwood trees
as just another big boulder.

“*He gave a general descript-
ion of his friend and we put it
out on the police radio as well as
the CB,'* Sheriff Larry Pamplin
said. That brought on another
search.. Police and CBers looked
for the second man for about
three hours, and were about to
call off the search, when
Mooreville residents saw an
unfamiliar man walking = into
town.

They surrounded the stranger
and someone used the CB to call
the police.

the creation. And none in Falls
County that | know of."’

The man finally admitted
there was no trout and led
officers. Mooreville residents,
Childre and Pamplin to
Cowdayou Creek, to where the
missing guns were found.
Clemons and Hardman were
taken to the Falls County Jail at
Marlin and were charged with
burglary. They were held in lieu
of $5,000 bond each.

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2-Wheelers Outnumber Automobiles "
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Madison Sets Example For Combatting Crisis

MADISON, Wis. (AP)- You see them everywhere, zigging
and zagging through downtown traffic, parked in long shiny
rows on campus and even whippin the of
40-mile-per hour thoroughfares. oty ro

Madison, where two-wheelers outnumber automobiles,
may be the bicycle capital of the United States. And the city
may be showing the way for other communities trying to cope
with the energy crisis.

In Madison there are kids on short bikes with tall
handlebars, bearded students on rusty one-speeds with

European racers.

There are even senior citizens pedaling scdately down
shaded residential streets on big tricycles.

""We figure there are somewhere between 120,000 and
150,000 bicycles in Madison,"" said Jerry Tomczak, bicycle
control monitor for the police department in this city of
170,000. **That's three bicycles for every two cars.”’

He said the University of Wisconsin campus, with nearly
40,000 students, is responsible for much of the boom which
has seen the number of bikes in town double since 1969.

**For a lot of students, it's all they can afford,"’ he said.

However, he emphasized that other portions of the
community are also beginning to rely on bicycles.

‘‘Besides the cheaper cost, it has become a lot more
popular for energy reasons. And some of it has to do with the
the traffic. You can make it a lot faster around town on a
bicycle than in a car, and you don't have to worry about

parking,'’ he said.

“There is a growing number of adult bicycle users,”
agreed Tom Walsh, a city traffic engineer who will disburse
up to $300,000 on biking improvements this year.

He said surveys show that 68 per cent of all city residents
are regular bicycle riders, and three out of every four bike
trips taken during the week are for work, school, shopping or
some other nonrecreational trip.

Tim McDowell, 22, a salesman at a large family bicycle
shop across town from campus, said riders who bought 10-
speeds in the past are getting better bicycles as they come to
depend on them more.

“We've had more interest this spring in the $200 to $300
bikes than ever before,"” he said. “‘People are concerned
about energy, and the companies are putting out better bikes
with better components.”’

**Adults are tending to see the bicycle as a viable mode of
alternate transportation,”’ said Walsh, who said many people
also begin biking for environmental and health reasons.

Officials said perhaps 4,000 bikes a year are stolen in the
city, and there has been an average of two bicycle fatalities a
year in Madison in the 1970s.

“The number of bicycle accidents is only 2 per cent of the

total number of accidents in the city,”” Walsh said, ‘‘but about
90 per cent of the bicyclists involved suffer injuries."

He said that it’s still safer to bike than drive a car because
the odds of getting in an accident are so much less.

It should also be emphasized that bicycles are subject to
the same vehicle traffic code as cars,'’ he said, noting that is

not unusual for cyclists to get tickets for running stop signs

Walsh, who rides a bike seven miles to work every day,
the city offers free maps of the 50 miles of urban bike paths
and limited- use lanes shared by buses and bicycles. More
lanes and paths are part of a 10-year bicycle engineering plan,
he said.

"Alo(u(peoplembusmmd.wmmmmddiq
bikes to work,'" he said. ““We put in three large bike racks
doammhuveundwenedmmyhthnl Wherever we
put them they're well used.”

He said many people, particularly students, ride their
bicycles throughout the winter.

There are several bicycle touring and racing clubs around
the city. Steve Kiargaard, 17, rides his $700 custom built
bicycle up to 250 miles a week during nice weather, often on
trips of up to 100 miles with other members of the Bombay
Bicycle Club.

“'We have about 40 plld members, but a lot of people just
show up and ride with us,” said Kiargaard. He said the club
has 36 weekend trips planned this year.
~ “It's a great excuse to get out with friends in nice
weather,”' he nnd ‘Some of the crazy ones even go when the
weather's bad.’

He said there is no drinking on the trips or during picnic

stops.

Claims UPC Leader

PHILADELPHIA (AP)- A
leader of the United Presbyte-
rian Church in the U.S.A. says
discriminating against gays
would result in the church “not
ordaining some people that God
is explicity calling."’

The Rev. Gail Ricciuti, vice-
moderator of the church’s 189th
General Assembly in convention
here, testified during a public
hearing by a task force on
homosexuality. The task force is
scheduled to make a progress
report to the assembly.

Resolutions seeking to kill the
task force, created last year, and
deny ordination of gay ministers
have been submitted by
delegates from Huntsville, Ala.,
and Pittsburgh, Pa.

The Rev. Mrs. Ricciuti, who
with her husband is co-pastor of
the First Presbyterian Church of
Byron, N.Y., said that while the
Bible may say some negative
things about homosexuals, it
also is explicit about women and
their rights in the church, “‘and
a great many of those things
exclude me.”

The Rev. Mrs. Ricciuti was
appointed vice moderator by the
newly- elected moderator, the
Rev. John T. Conner of Oregon.

WASHINGTON ¢AP) - If you're
looking for an ironclad assurance
that the FBI is obeying the law of
these days, don’t go to Atty. Gen.
Griffin Bell. And don't try FBI
Director Clarence M. Kelley.

As remarkable as this may seem,
neither is willing to vouch for the
bureau’s lawfulness,

Both say they believe and hope no
wrongdoing is occurring and they're
takings steps to prevent it. But they
lcave the public with lingering
doubt, perhaps because they have
some doubts of their own.

At a Hosue subcommittee hearing
recently, Bell showed signs of the
frustration he fells at trying to come
to grips with the traditionally secret
society of the FBIL.

Are you convinced, he was asked,
that the FBI no longer burglarizes
homes and offices, opens private
mail, illegally taps telephones and
plots dirty tricks against political
activitsts?

“l don't want to say whether
anvthing is going on or is' not going
on. There are 20,000 people in the
FBIL. It's too big. | wouldn't know
that,”" he confessed.

With the optimism of a new man
on the job, Bell said the continuing
Justice Department investigation of
FBl misdeeds should settle the
question, and "'l think | will reach
the poinmt™" of certainty that no
wrongdoing is occurring.

Kelley may not share Bell's
optimism because he knows from his
own sad experience that a man takes
risks if he swears to the FBI's good

Praises For Bureau

Two years ago, he confidently
asserted that there were no FBI
burglaries against domestic targets
after 1966. He trusted the FBl men
who had told him that.

As it turned out, there were
numerous FBI burglaries after 1966,
many of them carried out in New
York in the bureau's frantic search
for Weather Underground fugitives.

Department investigators have
spent more than a year probing
evidence about the burglaries and
illegal mail-opening and wiretap
operations. As a result, one FBI man
faces serious criminal charges and
Bell is considering whether to
authorize additional indictments.

In a nationally televised interview
last August, Kelley uncomfortably
admitted, "'l know that | was
deceived. | think they should have
told me, at least not make me stand
out on a limb with this knowledge
they had and should have imparted
to me."”

Facing reporters at a news
conference two days later, he was
asked for assurance that burglaries
were finally a thing of the past.

I wish | could say categorically,
unquestionably, that this is not going
on.”" But he could not. He had been
decieved and from that, he had
learned he ‘‘can no longer make
categorical, sweeping statements.”’

And he's sticking with that
position even today.

Bell touched on one of the barriers
for anyone trying ‘to find out what
goes on in the bureau. As he put it,
the “‘internal operating controls’’

Or as other deparment officials
repeatedly complain, *‘They tell you
what you ask and no more. You have
to know exactly how to phrase the
question."’

The key is understanding the
FBI's language, an idiom far
different from ordinary English and
even more obscure than the jargonof
other government agencies. The
purpose often is to communicate the
key information only to the few who
understand the code and to conceal it
from all others.

For example, FBI files often refer
to information obtained from
“‘contact with highly confidential
sources.”’ That has turned out to be a
frequent code phrase for an FBI
burglary.

The curious language is not the
only barrier to enlightenment about
the FBI's activities. Few if any
records were kept on some
operations, particularly those-mest
likely to embarras the bureau.

“I try to avoid the word hap-
py — not because they're not
happy,” Miss O'Brien said in
an interview. "But we have the
presumption that happiness is
still, quiet, finished. And mar-
riage is something that's con-
tinously happening. Life is a
flow.”

All of the couples she talked
with in their homes, first to-
gether and later separately,
had children, were white,
middle class, and between the
ages of 35 and 45.
