Today, Deafl Smith County Sheriff
Travis McPherson discusses rural
vandalism

Just as in the city, rural vandalism is
an unpredictable thing, according to
Deaf Smith County Sheriff Travis
McPherson.
But the results are nearly always the
same. Expense and anguish for the
owner of the dnmqed property, and

frustration for the law officers

attempting to find who is responsible.
**Vandalism hasn't been a real
problem in the rural areas lately, It goes
in sprees, and a lot of the time, it stems
from grudges people hold against

someone they've worked for or

something,"" said McPherson, |
While vandals within the city

frequently strike at businesses, rural
ndals take out their destructiveness
vehu:les. dwellings, and agricultural

equipment. \

Windshields on cars, trucks and
pickups, as well as tractors and
combines, come in line for the
depredations inflicted by those who
destroy for destruction's sake.

Much of the rural vandalism is linked
to the use of firearms.

"“We have people who shdot at powef
line insulators, and some even shoot &t
transformers. I don't think they realize
just how serious things could get if they
hit one in the right place. They're
jeapordizing power to a lot of rural
residents by doing such things,"
McPherson stated.

*We have vandals who shoot holes in
overhead irrigation sprinkler systems.
The damage toll from such incidents

adds up in a hurry. Occasionally, we'll
even h: ve some vandalism or irrigation
motors or households in the rural areas.
It doesn't occur frequently, but it does
happen,"" he continued.

While Hereford police feel their
problems with vandalism within the city
are more severe during the summer,
McPherson indicated that rural
vandalism is more of a problem in the
fall.

“During school, our problems are
much worse. We just don't seem to
have any vandalism during the
summer,” he related.

As in the city. the average age of a
rural vandal is usually 11 to. 17, and
McPherson feels most offenders are
junior hlg_ school age.

McPherson feels the rate of repeat

- offenses is lower in the rural areas than

in the city of Hereford, where detectives
estimated the rate of repeated
vandalism offenses may be as high as 60
percent.

However, the distance from law
enforcement agencies is a factor in rural
vandalism, in itself, according to
McPherson,

**Most of the time, the laws are stiff
enough, but it's hard to catch vandals,
They know when they're pulling these
sort of things out there miles from
anywhere, nobody's gonna' catch
them," said the Sheriff.

*'Idon’t think the majority of the first
time offenders even realize the severity
of their offense. Most are really. scared

when they're brought in on valdalism
charges. Some may *think the whole
thing is asbig joke. but they don't realize
what could happen to them. . .I'd say
most of the offenses are committed just
for kicks, but vandalism does indicate
kind of violent nature on the part of the
offender,’’ McPherson stated.

**Most of our vandals are caught with
the help of the grapevine,”" McPherson
continued,

“We get a lot of feedback from
people. Many vandals destroy to show
off and brag, and people hearing this
bragging will call us. Most vandals will
eventually tell on themselves, one way
or the other," he related.

A question as to the availability of food
corn production contracts to High Plains
and South Plains farmers for the 1979
Ccrop year was put in perspective here last
night during a special hearing before the
Texas House Agriculture Committee at
the Bull Barn.

A crowd of about 300 heard Texas
Speaker of the House Bill Clayton of
Springlake-Earth announce that a *‘very
tentative’’ agreement has been arrived
at, whereby Frito-Lay Inc. of Dallas and
Grain Handling Corp., with facilities in
Hereford, Hart, Oiton, Hart Camp and

Springlake, will make food corn
production contracts available to farmers
on an individual basis in 1979.

Clayton was authorized to make the
announcement by representatives of the
two firms, currently embroiled in lawsuits
over alleged bribery-kickback schemes,
and an alleged breach of contract.

The legal battle, it was feared, would
put a serious damper on lucrative corn
production contracts which have been
offered in the area in past years.

“Details of the agreement have not
been fully worked out, and as this hearing
has proceeded tonight, negotiations have

CLEVELAND (AP) - The brother of
Mayor Dennis J. Kucinich was arrested
Monday for bank robbery, the mayor's
press office confirmed.

Joseph Stewart said the mayor's
youngest brother, Perry Kucinich, 22,
was arrested after he allegedly robbed a
branch of Central National Bank.

Central National is one of six banks
holding overdue loan notes against the
city, which has been in default since
Saturday.

The youngest Kucinich allegedly
handed a bank teller a note demanding
money which he placed in a suitcase.

Arresting officers said they recovered a
suitcase filled with an undetermined
amount of cash from the suspect.

He was taken to the Cleveland Justice
Center following the arrest.

Stewart said the suspect has been
under psychiatric treatment for emotional
problems.

Davis May Testify
‘In His Own Behalf

HOUSTON (AP) - Tight-lipped defense
attorneys appeared poised today to call
millionaire defendant Cullen Davis to tell
his version of an alleged murder-for-hire
scheme.

The crack defense team refused to
confirm or deny that Davis would take the
stand but prosecutors said such a move
was imminent and inevitable.

“Cullen’s coming,"’ said state attorney
Jack Strickland. *'l didn't believe he was
until now."’

Snapped defense lawyer Phil Burieson:

“‘Fortunately, we do not consult them
on our strategy.”’

Strickland and other prosecutors said
testimony by the defendant's honey
blonde girifriend Karen Master set the
stage for a story only Davis can tell.

Assuming Strickland is correct, there
was no indication when Davis would
testify.

*'I thought they might try to prove up
their case through her,” Strickland said
of Mrs. Master, 30, Davis' girifriend of
four years. :

““That's why we fought to keep her
from telling about her hearsay
conversations with Cullen."

Now, he said he sees no defense
alternative other than Davis’ own

Davis, 45, an heir to Fort Worth oil and
industrial dynasty, is accused of plotting
the contract murder of a Fort Worth
judge and others.

He maintains he was the target of a
triangular conspiracy conceived by his
estranged wife Priscilla and carried out
by FBI informant David McCrory and
karate instructor Pat Burleson.

From the outset, the defense insisted it
would explain the tape-recorded
conversations in which Davis ordered the
judge and others killed and discussed
blood money for the hired gunman.

Veteran Newsman
Dies in Vernon

VERNON, Texas (AP) - Raymond
Howard Nichols, who started as a
newspaper printer's apprentice in 1901
and later became publisher and editor of
the Vernon Record, died Sunday. He was
90.
Nichols wrote his last editorial
Saturday morning for Sunday’s paper and
later in the day was hospitalized after he
suffered head injuries from a fall in his
office. He died late Sunday in Wilbarger
County General Hospital.

Nichols began his newspaper career at
the age of 13, working as a printer's
apprentice in Lampasas, Texas, his
birthplace. He worked as a printer in
Temple and Fort Worth, Texas, and El
Dorado, Okla., before moving to Vernon
and hiring on as a reporter in 1910,

He eventually became publisher of the
semi-weekly paper, turned it into a daily
in 1926, and sold it in 1960. After 1960
Nichols stayed on as editor, working
under two different owners.

Nichols was also a leader in the
Methodist Church, and was instrumental
in unifying the North and South branches
of the chruch that had split during the
War Between the States. After
unification, he served as president of the
Board of Lay Activities during the years
1939-1960.

He is survived by his wife Eethal; three
daughters, Mary Richards, Erma Cooper
and Mrs. W.0. Powell; a brother, H.B.
Nichols of Robstown, Texas; five

grandchildren and four grest-grandchil-
dren

The $2.8 billion includes a predicted
surplus of $743.2 miflion for 1979.

Also included in the amount is $450
million which the Legislature has
promised local school districts as
reimbursement for revenue losses caused
by the “‘Tax Relief Amendment'’

existing taxes would top $21.2 billion in
the 1980-81 biennium - or $2.8 billion
more than the state is spending in the
1978-19 5
The comptroller said his forecast to the

Legislature, which convenes Jan. 9, was
based on an assumption that there would
be a mild recession in mid-1979, followed
by a gradual recovery.

Another assumption was that the'
inflation rate would drop to less than 6
percent by mid-1981. Failure of
anti-inflationary policies would cause
Bullock's revenue estimate to err on the
low side because state income from sales
taxes rises along with the general
increase in prices.

Bullock predicted that Texas’ growth
rate would drop during a recession but
increase during recovery.

The corn market currently stands at
approximately $4.30 per cwt.

Freeman reported that production
costs for white corn, normally used for
human food products, are even higher,
and a farmer must receive $8.08 per cwt.
to break even on a 5,000 pound yield.

pe“The farmer has been sucking the hind
teat too long. and he cannot continue to
subsidize the rest of the world at his own
expense,”’ Freeman commented to the
applauding crowd.

LIFE INSURANCE

As of 1975, over 150 million
Americans possessed some
form of life insurance. While, to
the average consumer, the basic
concept of insurance is a rather
simple one, details about the
different types of policies issued
may be confusing. Hence. this
issug¢ of Consumer Close-ups
will discuss first, the purpose of
life insurance, and then
describe the various types of
policies available to the
consumer, with their features
and drawbacks.

What is Life Insurance?

Life insurance is a risk-shar-
ing plan that provides financial
protection for dependents. in
the event of the death of an
income provider. It is a means of
providing a relatively large
amount of money to meet the
needs of dependents by
payment of a relatively small
amount called a premium.
Because the risk is spread
among a large number of
people, the premiums. of annual
payments made by the
purchaser, will - be small
compared “to the coverage
offered.

Types of Life Insurance Policles

There are four different types
of life insurance policies: (1)
term insurance; (2) straight life
or vurdinary life insurance; (3)
'ﬁinhEd"pfyméhi.ﬁféﬂsﬁriﬁ&:
and (4) endowment insurance.
The latter three are sometimes
called permanent insurance.
The main difference among the
four policy types is the amount
of protection and savings
offéred in each. And partically
because of this, the premiums
vary with each type of policy.
Companies base their premium
rates on probability of death of
the policyholders, return from

premiums, lapse rates. and the
savings element organizations.
The savings portion of the
premiun varies greatly with the
different policy types.
Term Insurance

Term insurance may be
thought of as pure insurance
issued for a set period of time.
The polic holder buys a specific

amount of coverage and pays an
annual premium based upon his
age, sex, and health status. This
type of policy covers the insured
for a specific term, usually
from one to 20 years, or until a
policyholder reaches a specified
age, i.e., 65 or 70.

At the end of the term the
protection ceases and the policy
has no cash value. The
premiums for term insurance
rise in each successive term,
reflecting the rising probability
of death as age increases. The
term insurance holder is faced
with the periodic decision to
renew his policy after each term
is over. Because term insurance
has no saving element and
accumulates no cash value, it
requires the smallest premiums.

Term insurance may have
special clauses which give the
owner the opportunity to
continue protection bevond the
term of the policy. A renewable
clause gives the policyholder the
option of renewing his policy for
another period of time without a
medical examination.

A convertible clause gives the
policyholder the right to convert
his term insurance into a
policy containing a savings
feature as well as protection
without a medical examination.
These added features do,
inevitably, add some cost to the
policy, thus the consumer must
balance his desire for continued
insurability without a medical

examinationys for instance.*|

against the added cost of the
convertability and renewability
features.

Term insurance can also be
purchased in a form that has a
level premium over a longer
period - 10 to 25 years - but has
a decreasing face value.
Decreasing 'term insurance is
widely used to cover the
outstanding balance on the
mortgage of a house. and hence
is sometimes called a mortgage
insurance although it has other

death of the breadwinner during
the child dependency.
Straight Life Insurance

Straight~or ordinary life
insurance (sometimes called
whole life insurance) accounts

for over half of the total value of

life insurance in force in the
United States. Straight life is
the least expensive form of
insurance which combines
protection with savings. The
policyholder pays a specified
premium for as long as he lives.
In return, the company will pay
a stipulated ‘‘face’ value at the
death of the insured.

The policy also has cash value
before death, the insured can
redeem his policy and take the
cash value, or this amount can
be used as security on loans
either from the insurance
company itself or some other
financial institute. The amount
of the premium-—~depends
primarily .on the age of_the
insured when the insurance is
obtained (based on the mortality

rate of the age group) and the
proportion of the premium that
is savings, increases during the
time the policy is in force. The
insured may redeem the policy
at any time for its cash value but
the protection feature will then
stop.

It is important that the
consumer have information
about the rate of return on the
savings element of his' cash
value insurance policy. Some
policies build up cash values
much faster than others.
Typically the consumer will
have to search the policy for
such information. The FTC is
now working closely with states
in considering insurance cost
disclosures regulation.

But Shula was still proud of
his defense, maligned during a
slump that left the Dolphins on
the verge of playoff elimination
with three games to go. The
voung defense responded by
holding Washington, Oakland
and the Patriots to a total of nine
points.

“The defense, what can you
say? It was just an outstanding
performance. The goal-line
defense stopped them and the
defense continued to come up
with the takeaways,'" said
Shula, whose team his 12
interceptions in the last four
games.

Phelps knows if he doesn’t
chase down the freshmen who
can play Division 1 basketball
right away, someone else will.

“It's a cancer right now that’s
terminal,’’ said Phelps. ‘‘There
is more cheating ouf there.
Plane rides, tickets, clothes,
money. Anything somebody
wants, somebody will give it to
him."’

How did cheating in college
basketball become a cancer.
Money, television and greater
national interest are the best
answers.

“You don't hear about many
track and tennis coaches being
fired,”" said Coach Dean Smith
of North Carolina. ‘‘There's just
not that much interest. When
there's interest, there's pres-

"

sure.

In the minor sports there’s no
pressure to fill the big
fieldhouses, like Kentucky's
23,000-seat Rupp Arena. After
the scandals of the early 1950s
and early 1960s, basketball
programs turned away from the
big-city arenas and the fixers
and tried to insulate their
programs in newly constructed
campus courts.

And only winning teams fill
those arenas and are seen on
television.

Penn State, for example, sold
only seven season tickets for
basketball last season, then
fired its longtime coach, John
Bach. Dick Harter was brought
in, and season ticket sales are
over 1,000.

In the past three season, only
20 teams were seen on the 35
national TV games, not
including the NCAA Tourna-
ment games. Notre Dame and
UCLA topped the charts with
eight appearances, Marquette
had seven, Michigan and
Maryland five and Kentucky
four.

Newton said he resigned
because his wife inherited
property on which natural
gas in being produced.
