Commiuioner Colquitt Says Matter
Will Be Carried to Highest Tri-
bunal in Land, if Necessary.

AvusTiN, TEX., Oct 3.—*“The life
Commis-
;ion is involved in the m)unctlon

‘proceedings which have been insti-

tuted in the Federal Court against
this body,”” Commissioner O. B,
Colquitt said today. :
““The result of this suit will deter-
mine whether the Railroad Commis-
sion is simply a vehicle of conven-
ience or tribunal of usefulness.”
Continuing, Commissioner Colquitt
said that the suit will be fought by
the Railroad Commission through
the court of last resort if necessary ;
that he is confident that the evidence

.which the State will introduce will
. very-clearly and positively support

the action of the Commission in or-
dering a reduction of the express
rates in this State. :

The Railroad Commission has no
fund available with which to employ
additional counsel, but it will be
well represented by -Attorney Gen-
eral C. K. Bell, who has three
months in which.to prepare himself
for the trial of the case, as it is set
for the January term of the Federal
Court at Austin. Commissioner Col-
quitt said that there is yet considck
able testimony which the Commis-
sion is to obtain from various
sources, and that this work will be
done: between now and. the carly part
of January. R

The developments which have al-
ready resulted from the investiga-

_ tions pursued by the Railroad Com-

‘mission of the business of the four
express companies operating in Tex-
as, lms caused considerable discus-
sion of proposed remedial and gov-
erning legislation. It is proposed
that the next Legislature will be
called upon for passage of a law
which will have for its object the
regulation of the operation of ex-
press compaunies in all phases.

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‘Does Local Option Really Exist in
Claude.

In the trial of a case in the county
\ court last week for viola.tfoq of the
local option law, two questions were
raised by the attorney for the defen-
dant which, if sustained, would make
the election in our county in 1898 on
this question of no effect.

__Article 3387 of our criminal
statutes makes it mandatory on the
part of the ‘clerk of the commis-
sioners’ court to post, or cause to
be posted, at least five copies of the
order of said court, declaring .an
election for the purpose of determin-
ing whether or not intoxicating
liquors shall be sold within the
cournity or.any subdivision thereof,
at different places within the pro-
posed limits, for at least twelve
days .prior to the day of election.
The records of the.commissioners’
_ court fdil to show that this provision

was ever complied with, and for this,

reason the attorney for defendant
asked that the information = be
quashed.

Article 3390 provides that the-

commissioners’ court shall “*hold
- a special session on the eleventh day
afterthe holding of said election, or
as soon thereafter as practicable,
for the purpose of opening the polls
and counting the votes.’”” The re-
cords show that the vote on prohibi-
tion was taken at a regular election,

T

that the-court met seven days after
_the election, and as there is a posi-
tive prohibition against the opening
of the ballot boxes under twelve
months after a general election, this
feature of the law could not have
been legally complied with.

It was also claimed that Article
3391, referring to the notices re-

| quired after the result of the elec-

tion was known, was not properly
complied with.

Judgg Moore refused to comply
with the request of defendant’s at-
%rney. preferrmg that the higher
courts pass on the question of con-
stitutionality. As the jury acquitted
the defendant on other grounds the
question will remain an open one
until a conviction is secured in the

| future and the question is passed

upon by higher’courts. !

Those who are well informed on
