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Politicians scurry to rebuild Italian coalition

After Craxi's resignation

ROME (AP) — Politicians
scheduled a flurry of meetings to
build a new coalition government to
replace that of Socialist Bettino
Craxi, one of Italy’s most durable
premiers whose government shat-
tered over his handling of the Achille
Lauro hijacking.

President Francesco Cossiga
scheduled meetings today with the
Christian Democrat Senate leader,
Amintore Fanfani, and the speaker
of the Chamber of Deputies, Nilde
Iotti, a Communist.

The president also planned to meet
over the weekend with leaders of the
Communists, Italy’s largest opposi-
tion party; and the five coalition
partners: Craxi's Socialists, the
Republicans, Christian Democrats,
Liberals and Social Democrats.

Cossiga could name Craxi, whom
he asked to stay on in a caretaker
capacity, or someone else, to form a
new coalition government.

In the event the consultations do

not provide an agreement on a new
govenrment, Cossiga could dissolve
Parliament and call an election three
years ahead of schedule.

Craxi, who resigned Thursday, bit-
terly reproached the Reagan ad-
ministration for criticizing Italy’s
release Mohammed Abbas, leader of
the Palestine Liberation Front, a fac-
tion of the Palestine Liberation
Organization.

The four hijackers of the ship said
they were members of Abbas’
organization, and the United States
accused Abbas of planning the hi-
jacking. U.S. officials were outraged
when Italy released Abbas.

In a speech to Parliament, Craxi
also claimed two American
warplanes violated Italian airspace
Oct. 11 by following the Egyptian
airplane when it carried Abbas from
Sicily to Rome’s Ciampino military
airport.

And he disclosed that Italy has fil-
ed a protest for alleged U.S. violation
of Italian airspace.

Farm Credit may

sink at year end
without bailout

WASHINGTON (AP) — lIowa Gov.
Terry Branstad says the $74 billion
Farm Credit System is so overloaded
with debt that it will sink by the end
of the year if a government bailout is
not arranged soon.

Branstad called on President
Reagan to endorse federal aid for the
system and to sign a new farm bill
that is slowly working its way
through Congress.

The Republican governor, whose
state is most severely squeezed by
the current farm depression, said in-
formation due out next week will
show the Farm Credit System is hav-
ing its first annual loss since the
1930s and that its capital will be gone
within three months.

““We're going to find out before this
year's over that its capital and
resources are gone,” Branstad said
Thursday after he and other GOP
governors met with Reagan on
economic issues. “‘They'll be under
water."

The private, cooperatively owned
system of 36 regional banks has ad-
mitted that falling farmland values

and poor commodity prices have left

many of its customers unable to keep
up their loan payments, and that a
muitibillion-dollar bailout will be
needed within two years.

Others, including the congres-
sional General Accounting Office,
say even that admission understates
the extent of the system’s troubles.
Congressional hearings will be called
soon after the system’s third quarter
report is issued next week, and
system officials are expected to
unveil their plan for federal relief.

Among options being discussed are
a $10 billion line of federal credit that
would be used to buy up problem
farm loans, an interest rate buydown
for troubled farmers and a corpora-
tion to take over foreclosed farmland
and isolate it from the market to
keep values from plummeting still
further.

Branstad, who declared an
economic emergency in his state two
weeks ago because of a growing rate
of loan defaults and business
failures, said he still found skep-
ticism among administration of-

PLO denies hijackers’ guilt in killing,
Yugoslavia refuses extradition request

ROME (AP) — An autopsy in-
dicated that the American slain dur-
ing the hijacking of the Achille Lauro
died from gunshot wounds, an anti-
terrorism official said. But PLO
chairman Yasser Arafatydenied the
four hijackers held in Italy had killed
him.

In other developments Thursday
stemming from the seizure of the
Italian luxury liner:

~Italian Premier Bettino Craxi,
who resigned after being criticized at
home and aboard for his handling of
the hijacking, accused the United
States of ignoring Italy’s actions to
end the crisis.

~—The whereabouts of Mohammed
Abbas, a Palestine Liberation
Organization official charged in a
U.S. warrant with masterminding
the cruise ship’s seizure, remained
unknown, but a PLO leader vowed he
would never be taken.

—Yugoslavia, where Abbas flew
after being released by Italian
police, turned down a Reagan ad-
ministration request that it hold him
for extradition.

The body of Leon Klinghoffer, the
69-year-old New York City resident
killed during the two-day hijacking,
was examined at Institute of Legal
Medicine in Rome. The body had
washed ashore in Syria on Monday.

The anti-terrorism official, who
spoke on condition he not be iden-
tified, said the seven-hour autopsy
established that the wheelchair-
bound man had been shot to death.
He said no bullets were found in the
body.

No statement was issued following
the autopsy, but ANSA, the Italian
news agency, quoted unidentified
sources at the institute as saying Kl-
inghoffer had been shot at least

AIDS victims too sick for sex

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) — Local officials who are threatening
to file criminal charges against AIDS victims if they engage in sex
may be wasting their time because victims of the disease are too
sick for sex, a local AIDS foundation leader says.

“These people are pretty sick. They're not thinking about having
sex. They're thinking about how much time they have left,” Beverly
Smith, president of the San Antonion AIDS Foundation, said Thurs-
day.

The letters, distributed this week, warn AIDS victims they could
face felony charges if they engage in sex.

The letters also warn against sharing needles, giving blood,
semen, organs or other tissue, and urge victims to notify their doc-
tors and dentists.

“It's very political. They jumped on it before they knew much
about it,”” Ms. Smith said of the local health department’s decision to
send warning letters to 17 known AIDS sufferers.

“They are saying these are unresponsible people,” Ms. Smith
said. “These people are more responsible than any victims.”

City sprays kill trees

MARBLE FALLS, Texas (AP) — The herbicide sprayed here to
kill weeds sprouting through pavement cracks has worked. In fact, it
worked too well.

In addition to eradicating the unwanted weeds, the powerful

chemical is killing trees up to 25 feet away, according to city of- /"’
P

ficials.

About 30 fruit, pecan, sumac and oak trees — some several ﬁﬁ-
dred years old — have died or are dying. Authorities say the toll
might reach 100.

““They told us this chemical would be what we needed. They said it
would work on the weeds, and it sure did. But it also killed
everything within a 25-foot radius,” City Manager Jack Chaney said.

Damages could run into the hundreds of thousands of dollars, ac-
cording to Chaney, city manager of the Hill Country town of 5,000.

Govemor asks for quick review

HOUSTON (AP) — Texas Gov. Mark White says he has asked the
U.S. Justice Department to quickly review a proposed redistricting
plan before a federal judge cancels the Nov. 5 mayoral election.

White said he asked federal officials in a letter tp “hurry.and
review the plan that's been submitted by the city of Houston and en-
couraged them to move forward so that we can have an election.”

White on Thursday was only the fifth person in Houston to cast an
absentee ballot. Normally, more than 100 votes would have been
cast, according to Harris County Clerk Anita Rodeheaver.

Many residents promptly left without casting absentee ballots
after learning they could not vote in the city elections, Mrs.
Rodeheaver said.

“Y think a lot of people may be thinking that the election has been
called off, but the constitutional elections are still being held,” White
said after voting.

Chrysler strikers blame lacocca

HIGHLAND PARK, Mich. (AP) — Layoffs from a Chrysler Corp.
supplier are the first casualties of a 3-day-old walkout by 80,000
autoworkers and some strikers say Chairman Lee lacocca has
betrayed the loyalty they showed when the carmaker faced
bankruptcy.

“We took concessions and what did they do? They slapped us in the
face,” said Allan Dean, a 21-year Chrysler worker who repairs
engine cylinder heads.

Chrysler autoworkers, who gave up an estimated $1 billion in con-
cessions to help the carmaker survive its 1979 brush with bankrupt-
cy, “feel betrayed” by lacocca, said Wilbur Spencer, president of
United Auto Workers Local 227 at Chrysler’s Detroit glass plant.

Meanwhile, the 3-day-old strike by 70,000 workers in the United
States and 10,000 in Canada forced layoffs at C & F Stamping Co. of
Grand Rapids, which makes metal parts and plastic bumpers. It will
furlough 155 of 550 workers.

Chrysler is estimated to be losing $15 million a day in profits and
supplier layoffs are expected to mount elsewhere within days.

VA disciplining 79 medical employees

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Veterans Administration, which is
disciplining 79 medical employees for improperly accepting
gratuities from a drug company, should quickly devise clearer
ethics guidelines, the head of a congressional panel says.

Rep. Robert W. Edgar, D-Pa., called for clearer regulations
Thursday after VA officials told his House Veterans Affairs subcom-
mittee that it was dismissing two employees and demoting a third
for violating regulations on ethics and conflict of interest.

“What we did was to send a signal to the VA that it's important for
us to have clear messages to give the 200,000 employees of the
Veterans Administration as to what is ethical and what is not,”
Edgar said after the hearing by his health care subcommittee.

“The VA has to take this incident and make it positive ... within
two or three weeks to come out with a strong policy statement, and
make it public,” he said.

The VA gave Edgar’s panel its first public accounting of the
results of an internal investigation into dealings between VA doctors
and other employees and Smith Kline and French Laboratories, a
Philadelphia drug manufacturer that sells drugs to the VA.

The VA Inspector General’s office is expanding the probe to look at
dealings with other drug companies. Robert A. Hincken, assistant
inspector general, said records of four other drug companies have
been subpoenaed. He declined to name them.

Fire forces newsmen to exit

MIAMI (AP) — A fire in a WSVN-Channel 7 studio about 10
minutes into the 11 o’clock news forced the television station to go off
the air as newscasters dropped their scripts and ran for saféty.

No injuries occurred in the blaze, which was reported at 11:12 p.m.
Thursday and was under control by 11:32 p.m., said Ellen Duran, a
supervisor at the Metro-Dade Fire Department.

Preliminary indications were that the fire, confined to the studio,
was started by a lighting device too close to a curtain on one of the
sets, she said.

High school athletes tasting bitter fruit

AUSTIN, Texas — Many high
school athletes in Texas are now
tasting the bitter fruit of the state’s
new no-pass, no-play rule as it is be-
ing put in practice.

Football teams, drill teams and
cheerleader squads are being reduc-
ed in number by the rule, which bars
students from extracurricular ac-
tivities until their next report cards
unless they pass every course.

First six-week grade reports were
due at most Austin high schools
Tuesday, even though several varsi-
ty football coaches knew they would
have to bench some of their athletes
because of the new rule, which kicks
in at 4 p.m. Friday.

Before resigning, Craxi denounced
the United States for criticizing his
handling of the Achille Lauro affair.

In Baghdad, senior PLO official
Salah Khalaf vowed, ‘'The
Americans will never arrest Abu Ab-
bas (Mohammed Abbas).”

Khalaf also said the PLO “did not
ask” that the four hijackers be sent
to Tunis, Tunisia, where PLO head-
quarters are.

Egypt's state-run Al-Akhbar
newspaper today accused Tunisian
officials of having told the United
States that the plane carrying the
four hijackers and Abbas was
heading to Tunis. In a lengthy
editorial, Moussa Sabry, former
editor-in-chief of the paper, said
Egypt had intended to hand the four
hijackers to the PLO in Tunis to put
them on trial, and had asked Tunis
for permission for the plane to land
there.

Agreement ends newspaper strike

belonging to the Teamsters.

The newspaper strike, the
longest in the city's history,
began when employees walk-
ed off the job Sept. 7, one
week after they had agreed to
extend their contract on a
day-to-day basis as long as
negotiators made progress.

The major stumbling block
since Sept. 26 had been
wages. The company
originally offered a weekly
increase
benefits of $90 over three
years, while the council,
which bargained jointly on
economic matters, demanded
$200.

Union officials said the
compromise calls for a four-
year contract worth an
average of $150 weekly.

The strike left
Philadelphians without a dai-
ly paper during a busy news
and sports period that includ-
ed the start of hearings into
the bombing of the house of
the radical group MOVE -
one of the biggest stories in
the city in years.

A major issue early in the
strike was automation. PNI is
installing $32 million of new
equipment in its mailroom to
insert special sections into its
newspapers, and the mailers
union bargained long and
hard over staffing levels.

The company agreed early
on to protect the jobs of 194
full-time mailers, but the
union wanted protection ex-
tended to some 1500 part-
time jobs. That issue was
resolved Sept. 26.

The Inquirer has a daily
circulation of 519,621 and 1
million on Sundays, while the
Daily News' circulation is
284,253.
