After the horse is out, it 
is too late to repair the fence, 
the old adage says. So it is 
with wind erosion control. Once 
the soil starts bbwing from lack 
of proper cover, it is sooftentoo 
late to stop the blowing.

Soil Conservation Service 
field reports from 352 coun­
ties in file 10-state area of the 
Great Plains showed 6J2 mil­
lion acres damaged from 
November 1975 to May 1976. 
compared to 3.8 million acres 
during the same period a year 
ago. More than 90 percent 
of the damage was to crop­
land.

Haskell Field Office of SCS 
covers the entirety of Haskell 
County in this reporting. Our 
1975-1976 damage was 20,500 
acres, and was only 1500 acres 
for the same period a year 
ago.

States reflecting the highest 
percentage of damage increase 
were Kansas, Oklahoma, and 
Nebraska. But Texas reported 
the most land damaged, nearly 
1.6 million acres, but that 
figure is less than the 2 mil­
lion acres damaged in Texas 
the year before.

SCS considers land damaged 
if enough soil has been re ­
moved or deposited to subject 
the land to further erosion 
hazard, to materially lower 
yields, or to impair its capa­
city to produce.

Crops or cover, preferably, 
growing crops, is still our best 
source of control. However, 
weather conditions so often 
limit the heavy growth of cover 
crops in the early fall months, 
that their effectiveness is not 
measureable in controlling wind 
erosion.

spread over the land and tucked 
into the top of the soil are 
considered very good wind ero­
sion control measures.

Maize harvesting is well 
underway, and many have star­
ted some type of plowing this 
residue. For the sake of the 
land, if you must pbw, plow 
with sweeps, shallow, leaving 
most or all of the residues 
on the soil surface to protect 
the soil from blowing.

Many producers feel that the 
maize residues must be 
“turned under” for it to pro­
perly decay prior to next year’s 
crop. This isn’t  always true. 
In periods of drought, residues 
completely turned under are 
often found the next spring in 
the same condition or state that 
they were in when turned under. 
Residues left on the surface 
will often deteriorate much fas­
ter due to the action of the 
elements, such as freezing and

thawing, snow or other forms 
of moisture aiding in the de­
composition of the organic ma­
terial. ^

Haskell County has approxi­
mately 140,000 acres of land 
that is considered to be of 
h i^  or moderately high wind 
erosion susceptibility. Over 95 
percent of this total acreage 
is situated in the northwes­
tern one-third of the county, 
or from a line drawn 
from Rule to Monday (Knox 
Co.) This is the area that is 
considered the sandy lands of 
Haskell County.

Let me urge you to main-j 
tain your residue on the soil 
surface, get your winter cover 
crops in as early as possible 
to allow for sufficient growth 
prior to the start of the windy 
season in November. Help 
yourselves and help me, in not 
having so great an acreage 
damaged this coming blow sea­
son as we did last year.

Mend the fence now before 
the horse gets out.
