League Officials 
Deserve Praise 

The Interscholastic League officials of this county should be 
commended highly for arranging to have critic judges for the 
literary contests this year. 

This plan is much superior to the old method of selecting 
three judges to give their ddcisions in each contest. The critic 
judge if he is wisely selected, is an authority in his field. Fur , 
therrnore, he not only gives a decision but he tells why he de-
cided as he did. He suggests improvements that can be made. In 
this way the losers know exactly why they lost and why the 
winners won. Under the old scheme the defeated constestant was 
often at loss to understand in what respects he had failed. 

The critic judge is a. teacher as well as a judge. He teaches 
not only the contestants and their coaches but the audience as 
well.
