Trees, Shrubbery Are Revealed 
As Noise Reducing Plantings 

the more heavily traveled 
highways, air lanes, recrea-
tioilalll areas, and industrial 
centers will lead to other 
significant uses for nursery 
stock in total resource plan-
ning, he added. 

Noise, when excessive, may 
be classed as environmental 
pollution, according to Pro-
fessor David I. Cook, who is 
heading up the noise abate-
ment project at the University 
of Nebraska. Nurseymen and 
landscape architects have for 
years used evergreen shrubs 
and grass for beautification 
without special claims for 
their noise reducing qualities. 

A Department of Agricul-
ture study that is well into 
its third year indicates that 
noise can be reduced by 65% 
when trees and grass age used 
as barriers, John Lee of the 
Soil Conservation Service at 
Rising Star, points out. Plant-
ing of evergreen shrubs and 
trees in wide belts with grass 
in between is•fotind to' give 
more favorable control of un-
wanted noise, Lee said. 

Research is not yet conclu-
sive on the ideal spacing of 
tall and 'low growing ever-
greens for optimum reduc-
tion of unwanted noise. The 
ever increasing public atten-
tion being given to industrial 
and outright "proper noise" 
should prompt continued re-
search on the subject for more 
detailed specification. for use 
by resource conservatioeists 
in planning noise programs, 
Lee predicts. Grass, trees, 
and shrubs have been widely 
used for conservation treat-
ment for wind erosion control, 
shelter belts for wildlife and 
domestic livestock, rural and 
urban beautification and var-
ious other farm and ranch 
uses. With the newly recogn-
ized problem of noise as one 
of the more pressing environ-
mental problems of our day. 
the plant kingdom will no 
doubt be  brought to the fore-
front for solving more -`peo-
ple problems" in the years 
ahead.

Need ut additional re% enues 
occupied the attention of the 
city council at its meeting 
last week. Rising costs due to 
inflation and decline in rev-
enues from natural gas have 
put the squeeze upon the city, 
faced as it is, with increasing 
demands for street and util-
ities upkeep, Mayor C. M. 
Carroll pointed out. 

Other comunities in the 
area, notably Gorman, Cisco 
and Ranger, have met the 
same 'problem of revenue lack 
by voting a 1 cent sales tax 
which is collected by the 
state along with the regular 
state sales tax, and remitted 
to the city in quarterly pay-
ments. 

The other alternative, the 
council said, is to increase the 
ad valorem tax rate. 

A great deal of the city's 
expense in utility, fire and 
police departments upkeep is 
incurred in giving this service 
to areas of the community not 
included in the incorporation 
and which, therefore, do not 
pay any city tax, the council 
said. A sales tax would help 
to correct this inequality, it 
was suggested. 

Revenues to the city of 
Cisco from the one-cent tax 
in effect there total about 
$50,000 a year, it was pointed 
out. A Rising Star tax would 
not bring i nthat amount but 
it could be expected to furn-
ish a substantial boost to the 
city's revenues and help meet 
the burdens of increasing 
costs in the municipal ser-
vices, it was explained. 

Mayor Carroll said that the 
council would like to have 
comments Brom the citizens 
on the matter. 

A sales tax wauld have to be 
voted by the citizens withid 
the city limits, he Said.

Disasters, suci, as floods or 
tornadoes, are tragic and cost-
ly and nobody in his right 
mind would recommend them 
as a spur to civic progress. 

But it is reassuring to no-
tice what can happen when a 
community is visited by such 
a misfortune of general ex-
tent. And in one sense it 
points a moral. 

Several years ago the lit-
tle city ot Lampasas, about 
75 miles south by east of 
Brownwood, was overwhelm-
ed by a flood and much of it 
virtually wiped out. 

It has completely recover-
ed, at least physically, from 
the effects of that disaster, and 
a more attractive, 	cleaner 
community would be difficult 
to find. Its people met the 

'challenge of the flood in a 
magnificent way, reflected in 
a modernized business dis-
trict, clean and well ordered 
streets, fine new or remodell-
ed churches and other public 
buildings, and street 	after 
street of lovely new homes. 

It was stimulating to drive 
through its reborn avenues 
and observe what the spirit of 
a citizenship, aroused by the 
challenge of adversity, could 
accomplish in return. The ap-
pearance that Lampasas pre-
sents to the stranger within 
its limits is one of invitation. 
You see very little of the de-
cay of forgotten years, at 
least in sections most exposed 
to the view of the transient. 

The thought occurs that it 
is a pity it took a flood to do 
it; unfortunate that many of 
our communities which need 
modernization, both for aes-
thetic and economic reasons, 
cannot lind necessary inspira-
tion in the simple need of it.

but merchants of other towns 
had regularly flooded Rising 
Star with big circulars and 
other printed matter. When 
scattered over town not only 
created an unsightly: scelne 
but became a fire hazard as 
well. 

An ordinance was also pass-
ed to prohibit spieling by meg-
aphone or otherwise on the 
streets of Rising Star. This 
ordinance was rigidly enforc-
ed.

A severe ice and sleet storm 
struck the Rising Star area in 
February, 1927, impairing 
light service for almost two 
days, by breaks in the high-
line between Rising Star and 
Cross Plains. Ice was heavy 
on lines near the Pioneer 
Cemetery and a highline 
broke and fell into the sand. 
The current was so hot that 
where the wire lay sand was 
timed into glass.
