Rising Star will have a new 
post office on December 1 — the 
date scheduled for occupancy of 
a new masonry building to be 
constructed on West Smith street 
by Floyd S. Smith, Ft.

AUSTIN, July 1. — Major Wil-
son E. Speir, commander of Re-
gion No. 4, Department of Public 
Safety, announced today that Op-
eration Deathwatch for the three 
day July 4th Holiday Period will 
run from 12:01 a. m. July 4th 
through 11:59 p. m. July 6th. A 
total of 28 motorcides have been 
predicted for this period. 

Major Speir said that all uni-
formed enforcement personnel of 
the Motor Vehicle Inspection 
Service, License and Weight Ser-
vice and Highway Patrol Service 
of the Department of Public 
Safety would be assigned traffic 
duties during this period. All 
holidays and days off have been 
cancelled. Patrolmen will oper-
ate radar extensively during this 
period in an effort to reduce the 
death toll. 

Speed and DWI violations will 
be the primary targets of Patrol-
men during this period as these 
t w o violations contribute to 
traffic deaths more than any 
other violations. 

Motorists are urged to cooper-
ate in the reduction effort by ob-
serving all traffic laws, drive de-
fensively, don't gamble your life 
and that of your loved ones on 
a few seconds you might gain by 
driving at excessive speed. 

"Let's commerate the 4th of 
July in the proper spirit and live 
for others to come," Speir said.

Milligan, dis-
trict highway engineer at Brown-
wood, announced this week. 

The contract calls for surfacing 
of 8.07 miles of highway to be 
designated as Farm-to-Market 
Road No. 2526. 

The contract was for $121,- 
766.85. Eighty days is allowed 
for completion. 

New Postal Rates 
To Go Into Effect 
On August First 

The cost of mailing will go up 
August 1. 

On that date the price of first 
class postage in Uncle Sam's post 
office service will increase from 
three cents per ounce or fraction 
thereof, to four cents. Post and 
postal cards and drop letters, now 
mailed at two cents per ounce, 
will cost three cents and air mail 
postage will jump from six to 
seven cents. Air mail post and 
postal cards will go from four 
cents to five cents per ounce. 

Second class transient rates 
will remain at two cents for the 
first ounce but each additional 
ounce will cost a cent, instead of 
a half cent. 

Rates on newspapers, maga-
zines, etc., will also increase, ris-
ing from ten cents per pound for 
copies not over eight ounces in 
weight to 12 cents. Copies over 
eight ounces will cost 12 cents 
per pound to mail. The minimum 
rate is one cent per copy. 

Books, catalogues, seeds, etc., 
will cost three cents instead of 
two cents for the first two ounces, 
with each additional two ounces 
drawing 11/2  cents charge. 

Circulars, printed matter and 
merchandise rates will be three 
cents for the first two ounce: and 
11/2  cents for each additional 
ounce. 

Detailed rates may be obtained 
from Charlie Smith, postmaster,  
or members of his staff. 

A charge will also be made for 
short paid mail, or mail with in-
sufficient postage. Such mail 
will be rated for the insufficient 
postage plus a new short paid 
charge of five cents, dispatched 
for delivery and delivered to the 
addressee upon payment of the 
charges marked on the mail. 

This means that if a letter is 
mailed with only four cents post-
age, when it weighs for eight 
cents, a charge of four cents per 
ounce plus five cents will be 
marked on the letter, the letter 
mailed and delivered to the ad-
dressee when t h e additional 
charge is paid. 

The new rates were enacted by 
Congress early this year.

AUSTIN — More veterans are 
buying land every month through 
the Veterans' Land Program, 
Land Commissioner Bill Allcorn 
reported this week. 

In March, the Veterans' Land 
Board bought 37 tracts of land 
for Texas ex-servicemen. In 
April this number increased to 
95, and in May the Board bought 
127 tracts. 

Through June 20, 118 tracts 
have been purchased through the 
Progrrn, and before the month 
is ended, this figure is expected 
to rise to 175. 

In October, the Board expects 
to level off its purchases at about 
350 tracts a month, Allcorn says. 

This land is being bought with 
money from three sales of Vet-
erans' Land Bonds since Decem-
ber, 1957, which have made $371/2. 
million available for land pur-
chases.
