crease local tax rates due o
an increasc in postal rates.

Harbin Family Reunion Held

Old kinships and acquain-
tances will be renewed at the
annual Harbin family reun-
ion on Saturday, June 23,
1990.

The Best Toothbrush

Q What is the best type of tooth-
brush for an adult?

Try to select a brush that has a small
enough head to fit into your mouth
without causing injury, yet still reach
all your teeth easily.
