County Commissioners Discuss 
Space for Probation Department 

Thursday, June 18, 1992 

Eastland County Com- 
missioners discussed a 
number of items at the 
regular meeting Monday, 
June 8. But after prayer 
and a pledge of allegiance 
to the flag the session 
opened with a tribute to 
C. H. O'Brien, County 
Auditor (Ret.) who died 
May 31. Mr. O'Brien's 
obituary was read. 
Judge Scott Bailey de-

scribed C.H. O'Brien as a 
"dedicated, faithful Court-
house worker, who served 
his fellow man." 

Turning to the first topic 
on the agenda, the Com-
missioners gave County 
Auditor Ray Pruitt per-
mission to advertise for 
bids for insurance. 

On another item, Pruitt 
was appointed Loss Con-
trol Coordinator for the 
County. Amember of each 
department will work 

• with him. 
The Commissioners 

discussed a request from 
Randall Logan, head of 
the Eastland County Pro-
bation Department, for 
additional office space. 

Logan previously told 
Commissioners that he 
needs space for seven of-
fices, a conference room, 
and reception area. 

He also said that enough 
space could be rented in 
the Eastland Drug Build-
ing for $900 per month. 

On Logan's request for 
a conference room and 
reception area, Pct. 2 
Commissioner Calvin 
Ainsworth remarked: 
"And I'd like to have an-
other road grader too." 

He suggested that a 
courtroom on the third 
floor mightbe partitioned 
to make additional space 
for the Probation Depart-
ment. 

This courtroom is used 
by Judge Bailey to con-
duct trials at the county 
level. The Judge indicated 
that the County Court did 
not take up all the space 
in the room. 

The Commissioners 
toured the large Court-
room and agreed that part 
of it could be used for of-
fices. Judge Jim Wright, 
91st District Court, and 
the Eastland County Bar 
Association will be ap-
proached about the pro-
posed changes. 

In other business, the 
Commissioners discussed 

funding for right-of-way  

expenses to widen 2.2 
miles of FM Rd. 570 south-
east of Eastland. The 
County is responsible for 
obtaining land and for 
moving utility lines and 
fences. 

Pct. 1 Commissioner 
Richard Robinson said the 
big expense will be in 
moving utilities. 

"They (the State De-
partment of Transporta-
tion) were hoping to put it 
(the road work) up for bid 
in September, but they 
can't do anything until we 
make arrangements." 

Judge Bailey asked for 
a "ballpark figure" on 
what the whole project 
was going to cost. 

Robinson estimated 
that expenses would 
probably run around 
$200,000. This would 
need to come out of the 
General Fund. 

Bailey said the Commis-
sioners could consider 
certificates of obligation. 
He also said thatthe Court 
should consult with Chief 
Tax Appraiser Steve Tho-
mas. 

"If we have to issue 
certificates of obligation 
we need to know whether 
that would be exempt 
from a tax roll-back," the 
Judge explained. 

"People who live down 
in the far end of the 
County are notgoing to be 
happy over more taxes," 
one Commissioner re-
marked. 

"I wish we had the 
money to do it without 
that," Judge Bailey said. 

On another road mat-
ter, Judge Bailey shared 
a letter from Charles W. 
(Wes) Heald, Brown wood, 
District Engineer of the 
Texas Department of 
Transportation. 

It was in regard to a 
request from Eastland 
County for two new FM 
roads, one in the Scran-
ton area, and one N.W. of 
Ranger along the 
Stephens County line. 

Heald said, in part: "We 
have not received definite 
information pertaining to 
the development of the 
Texas Farm-to-Market 
Highway Program. When 
I scheduled a meeting 
with your Court, I was 
expecting the decision to 
be made in May '92, and 
at this time it appears it 
will be August '92." 

He continues with a  

very interesting state-
ment: "The delay is ap-
parently due to the com-
plexity of the new Inter-
modal Surface Transpor-
tation Efficiency Act of 
1991 as recently passed 
by Congress." 

Mr. Heald concludes by 
saying that he does not 
expect any major changes 
in the FM Program. He 
said that as soon as the 
Program is approved the 
Commissioners will be 
notified which projects are 
selected. 

On another item, Com-
missioner Richard Robin-
son had a good report from 
his meeting with Eastland 
Memorial Hospital Ad-
ministrator Marcia Carr 
and several board mem-
bers. It appeared that Pct. 
1 would not need anymore 
money to operate the 
Ambulance Service this 
fiscal year. Robinson was 
told that collections are 
up-the hospital has a good 
rate. Also, efforts are 
being made to separate 
the ambulance service 
from that of the hospital. 

Under this plan the 
Emergency Medical Serv-
ices would continue to 
operate from the hospi-
tal, but would be governed 
by a board and managed 
by an EMT worker. There 
would be less government 
regulations and the serv-
ice could operate more 
economically, Robinson 
indicated. 

Robinson also reported 
on the 9-1-1 service, say-
ing that several of the 
Commissioners met with 
Jedco's people and worked 
a long time on mapping 
problem areas. 

Jedco Inc. of Clyde fur-
nished personnel to map 
Eastland County roads, 
giving all the roads num-
bers. Numbers have also 
been assigned to dwell-
ings. 

On another type of re-
port, Pct. 4 Commissioner 
Reggie Pittman told the 
Court that 26 prisoners 
were currently being held 
in the County jail. Of this 
number, 2 are ready for 
TDC, 2 are beingheld on a 
"Blue" warrant (state) and 
22 are awaiting trial. 

Pittman said that 12 of 
those awaiting trial had 
been held less than 30 
days, 8 more than 30 days, 
one over 60 days, and one 
over 90 days. 

The regular meeting of 
the Ri sing Star City Coun-
cil was held in the offices 
of City Hall on Tuesday, 
May 12, at 7 p.m. Mayor 
Jerrell Bible and council 
members Randy Gold-
ston, James Cook, Edra 
Butler and Charles Bar-
nes were present; absent 
was Billy Harmon. Lor-
rye Moore was admini-
stered the oath of office 
and took her seat later in 
the meeting. 

Minutes of the regular 
meeting of April 9 were 
read and approved with 
an amendment to the 
section 	concerning 
restroom bids. Minutes of 
called meetings of April 
13 and May 7 were ap-
proved as read. 

Guests present were 
Willie Leah Maynard, 
Berna Lee Chick, Clinton 
Crisp, Anna Barnes, Bob 
Wallace, Kevin Bond, 
Melba Lamb, Bob Lamb, 
Cora Harrell, Helen 
Donham, Gene Moore, Al 
Jones, Jo Jones and Tex 
Evans. 

Bob Wallace of Wallace, 
Winkler and Rice was 
recognized and he in-
formed the Council that 
the Engineering Contract 
was sent out and that it 
did meet all specifications. 
The contract includes 
removal of the old water 
tower, construction of the 
new tower and soil test-
ing for foundation pur-
poses. Mr. Wallace stated 
that the market for tanks 
is very competitive at the 
present and bids are rea- 

sonable a this time. He 
also stated that the con-
tract is a standard con-
tract by GSA and meets 
all TDOC requirements. 

Barnes inquired as to 
whether or not the project 
could be held within the 
grant limits and was told 
it was probable at this 
time. The time frame was 
discussed and Mr. Wal-
lace projected an August, 
1993 finished construc-
tion date. Location of the 
tower will be addressed 
at a later date. Styles of 
towers were discussed. 

Cook moved to adopt the 
contract presented by 
Wallace, Winkler and  

Rice, with Goldston sec-
onding. The motion car-
ried 3-0 with Barnes ab-
staining. 

On a motion by Barnes, 
seconded by Cook, the 
council voted 4-0 to in-
clude in these minutes 
that bids on park restroom 
will be taken until 5 p.m. 
Friday, May 15, and leave 
this matter until a called 
meeting Monday, May 18, 
at 7 p.m. to open and 
consider the bids to alow 
for the proper procedures 
to be taken. 

Cook moved to maintain 
a $.50 charge above what 
the city is charged by BFI 
for both residential and 
commercial trash ac-
counts. Barnes seconded 
with the amendment to 
publish in the newspaper 
the reason for increases 
being a tax placed on the 
services by the state which 
BFI had to pass on. Mo-
tion carried 4-0. 

Goldston moved to 
adopt the drug policy 
presented to the council; 
Cook seconded; motion 
carryied 4-0. 

The Utility and Treas-
ury reports were accepted. 
Monthly bills: Cook asked 
that the council set aside 
the bill from Buddy's 
Plumbing for separate 
consideration. A vote was 
given to pay bills as pre- 

sented; the plumbing bill 
was voted to be paid, with 
Cook abstaining. 

Mrs. Chick was recog-
nized by Mayor Bible to 
comment on an aban-
doned house. Shirley 
Leonard was asked to 
accelerate the procedure 
as much as is legally pos-
sible to resolve the prob-
lem of the property.

"A degree from a Texas 
college or university con-
tinues to be one of the best 
buys in the country," State 
Comptroller John Sharp 
said. 

"Historically, tuition 
and fees at Texas colleges 
and universities have 
been lower than in most 
other states and this 
remains the case even 
with the 20 percent jump 

in tuition rates scheduled 
when classes begin this 
fall. 

"Although the new $24 
per semester hour cost is 
an eight-fold increase over 
tuition levels in 1984, in 
the 1991-1992 school year 
Texas still ranked 48th in 
the nation with an aver-
age $1,275 in tuition and 
fees paid by in-state stu-
dents at four-year public 
institutions," Sharp said. 

Texas ranked among 
the lowest in tuition of the 
10 most populous states. 
Even out-of-state stu-
dents who study in Texas 
receive a bargain. The 
average $4,788 in tuition 
and fees paid by non-resi-
dent students ranked 
Texas 42nd nationally, 
the lowest of the 10 most 
populous stated," Sharp 
said. 

The latest issue of Fis-
cal Notes, a publication of  

the Comptroller's re-
search Division, explores 
the costs of attending 
state colleges and univer-
sities. Effective this fall, 
the Texas Legislature has 
ordered an acceleration of 
tuition rate increases 
which began in 1985. 
Tuition rates are sched-
uled to reach $32 per 
semester hour in the fall 
of 1996 

In the recommenda-
tions made by the Texas 
Performance Review to 
the Legislature last sum-
mer, Sharp proposed that 
colleges and universities 
use local sources of funds 
to offset higher operating 
costs. 

It has been estimated 
that Texas colleges and 
universities have accumu-
lated more than $2 billion 
in these discretionary 
funds. 

"Twenty-one states this 
year had double-digit in-
creases in tuition, the 
biggest hikes since 1982. 
The magnitude of some 
tuition increases is stag- 

gering. At the University 
of California, tuition fees 
rose 40 percent last year 
and are expected to rise 
another 22 percent next 
fall to an average 44,046 
per student," the Fiscal 
Notes article says. 

"Tuition rates increased 
by as much as 29 percent 
in Connecticut, and rose 
15 percent in Florida af-
ter students paid a 10 
percent increase the year 
before. In Texas, annual 
tuition for undergradu- 
ates at the state's four- 
year institution will climb 
to an average $720 this 
fall, and mandatory fees, 
including student services 
and building use charges 
will add up to about an-
other $500," the report 
continues. 

"Regardless of how you 
look at it, Texas colleges 
and universities remain 
among the least expen-
sive in the nation. College 
costs in the U.S. range as 
high as New Hampshire's 
1991-92 rates foe out-of-
state students—an aver-
age $9,840 for one year of 
study, up 30 percent from 
1989," Sharp said. 

The report also pointed 
out that Texas does enjoy 
one unusual advantage. 
The Permanent Univer-
sity Fund, a trust fund 
based on land and min-
eral holdings, provides 
almost 7 percent of cur-
rent biennial appropria-
tions for higher education. 
With a market value of 
$3.9 billion, the fund is 
the largest public univer-
sity endowment in the 
country. 

The exact proportion of 
costs that students at  

state-supported colleges 
and universities should 
pay is the subject of con 
siderable debate in legis-
latures across the nation. 
As it becomes more diffi-
cult for state governments 
to operate within existing 
revenues, pressure grows 

to increase college tuition. 
The alternatives are not 

happy ones. Cut costs, 
limit student enrollment 
ore raise more revenue 
from other tax sources. 
Non of the options is pain-
less. Significant cost re-
ductions, for instance, 
would mean a direct hit 
on salaries and person-
nel, the Fiscal Notes ar-
ticle said.

Heel flies lay their eggs 
on an animals's hairs in 
the lower leg region, glued 
in position. Tiny larvae 
hatch in a few days, crawl 
down to the base of the 
hair and burrow into the 
animal's skin. 

Then they begin a mi-
gratory course through 
the animal's body, congre-
gating in the throat after 
a few months, and after 
eight to nine months, 
appear in the mature grub 
state on the animal's back. 

If a producer has a his-
tory of grubs in his cattle 
herd, it's bestto treat each 
animal over three months 
of age with one applica-
tion of an approved sys-
temic insecticide or in-
jectable treatment during 
the May through August 
period. 

Systemic insecticides 
are absorbed directly 
through the animal's skin, 
circulate throughout the 
body, and kill grubs while 
they are small. Injectable 
treatments are circulated 
in the animal's body fluids 
to kill the invading pests. 

These insecticides come 
in various forms — dips, 
sprays, pour-ons, injec-
tions and spot-on treat-
ments. A listing of ap-
proved insecticides and 
methods for controlling 
cattle grubs is available 
at the County Extension 
Office. Ask for Extension 
publication B-1306, which 
contains information on 
livestock pests.

TIME IQ TREAT 

FATTLF, GRUBS  
Cattle grubs are inter-

nal parasites and their 
damage is largely unseen, 
yet they cause greater 
economic losses to the U. 
S. beef cattle industry 
than any other insect pest. 

While grubs are usually 
found on the backs of in-
fested animals during the 
winter months, that's not 
the time for control meas-
ures since the pests have 
already done their dam-
age. Feed efficiency and 
animal vigor are reduced 
in infested animals. 

Grubs are the larvae or 
worm stage of heel flies, 
and adult heel flies are 
active over most of the 
state from March through 
May. 

The time to control 
grubs is from now through 
August when grubs are 
small and before infested 
animals suffer stress, 
weight loss and decreased 
feed efficiency. Consider-
able hide damage will 
occur if infest animals are 
slaughtered. Hide value 
has increased rapidly 
during the past year. 

Heel flies cannot sting, 
have no functional mouth 
parts and cause no pain to 
cattle. Yet, they frighten 
animals, making them 
difficult to manage.

The Magic of Compounding 
Ann Landers may not be famous for 

financial advice, but one of her recent 
columns about good money sense is 
worth repeating. 

One of Ann's readers had secretly 
socked away $35,000 during a 46-
year marriage. Now, afraid to tell her 
spouse, she implored Ann's counsel. 
"Put it in the bank," Ann said. 

A Chicago banker agreed with Ann 
and wrote that if the lady had saved 
about $760 a year (35,000 roughly di-
vided by 46 years) while earning a 5 
percent after-tax or tax-deferred in-
terest rate, her investment would have 
grown to nearly $130,000. 

The banker further calculated that 
if the secret saver had deposited the 
entire $35,000 46 years ago, rather 
than making smaller, annual invest-
ments, the magic of compounding 
would have increased her savings to 
more than $300,000 today. 

This story is impressive; however, 
it assumes that the saver had a large 
sum at her disposal and a constant 5 
percent interest rate over the past 46 
years. We know, of course, that inter-
est rates fluctuate with the economy. 
At different times during the past 46 
years, rates have exceeded 15 percent 
and have fallen below 5 percent. 

Although the magic of compound-
ing is a convincing story, the real 
power of our saver's investment could 
be better illustrated by the historical 
results of dollar-cost averaging into 
the U.S. economy. 

The stock market, as measured by 
the Dow Jones Industrial Average 
(DJIA), ended 1945 at 169 with inter-
est rates at 2.4 percent. Forty-six years 
later, the DJIA was above 3000 with 
interest rates about 6 percent. Com-
bining the benefits of systematic in-
vesting and compounding, what would 
the secret saver's investments be 
worth today? 

As Chart A illustrates, her initial 
$761 investment, made Jan. 1, 1945, 
would have grown to $981 by Dec. 13, 
1945. Moving in 10-year periods, the 
total investment would have been 
worth $22,497 by Dec. 31 ,1 955. At 
the end of 1965, the investment would 
have been worth $89,279; $165,587in 
1975 and $819,691 in 1985. By Dec. 
31, 1990, after the entire $35,000 
would have been systematically in-
vested at $761 each year, the total 
value of the account would have been 
$1,559,051. 

Compare that to the $128,347 that 
would have resulted from the stable 5 
percent compounding, and you see 
the value of compounding and dollar-
cost averaginginto an investment that 
offers the opportunity to grow with 
the economy . 

This is a simple hypothetical illus-
tration any mutual fund should be 
able to run for you. Most mutual funds 
can do this for you using their histori-
cal performance figures. All you need 
to do is (1) select a fund with a history 
at least as long as your example (in 
our case 46 years) and (2) give the 
date and amount of each contribu-
tion. The computer then goes to work 
reconstructing "what if" you actually 
made investments into the fund on 
those specific dates. You might be 
surprised to learn how much your 
investment can grow when you choose 
opportunity over guarantees.

money over unnecessar-
ily to the IRS. In addition 
to asking for a large slice 
of your asset base the IRS 
wants their part in cash 
and within nine months 
of one's death. This can 
cause quite a problem 
when an estate has large 
real estate holdings or 
other illiquid assets, cre-
ating a forced sale of prop-
erties to try to raise the 
cash to pay the taxes. 
What's a person to do? 

Fortunately there are 
alternatives!

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Commissioners Report On 
Illegal Dumping In County 

Northview Honors 
Program Assistants 

The Eastland County 
Commissioners don't 
always agree on every-
thing. But on one item 
they are in complete ac-
cord-there is too much 
trash being dumped on 
county roads. 

There's another thing 
they agree on-that dump-
ing became much worse 
after some of the cities 
shut down their landfills 
last year. 

Under the present situ-
ation the BFI Corp hauls 
off refuse from cities to a 
dump ground near 
Abilene. Costs have gone 
up for everyone, and some 
items will not be accepted 
by BFI. The City of Ranger 
continues to operate its 
own landfill. 

The BFI Corp. will ac-
cept household trash from 
rural homes at collection 
center (usually a former 
landfill) but charges are 
high. One individual tells 
of carrying household 
trash in a small pickup to 
the Eastland City dump 
recently. He was charged 
more than $19 for dump-
ing. Charges are appar-
ently less at the Cisco City 
landfill. 

Pct. 1 Commissioner 
Richard Robinson says 
thatillegal dumpingin his 
Precinct has let up a bit 
during the last few weeks. 
He says that is maybe due 
to more publicity, or per-
haps the County Commis-
sioners voting $50 per 
month reward money to 
be paid to Crirm stoppers 
for all violators caught. 

Momentary slump or 
not, Robinson has one of 
the "scariest" dumping 
stories of any of the Com-
missioners-that of a large  

truckload ofgarbage being 
dumped offthe Leon River 
bridge at Pleasant Valley 
(S.W. of Eastland) and 

washed down the river, 
probably into Lake Leon. 

"It happened in March, 
between rains," Robinson 
says. "Before Constable 
Bill Harris could get out 
and search for informa-
tion on who dumped it, 
another rain fell so hard 
that the trash was washed 
down and plastered on the 
riverbank.  

"Then it came a really 
big rain and sent the 
whole thing on down the 
river. No telling what was 
in it!" 

Robinson says that tires 
and batteries are the main 
things discarded on coun-
try roads now. 

"People have no where 
to take them," he says. 
"Wal-Mart will take an old 
battery if you buy a new 
one, but you are charged 
$3 for disposal. Ifyou don't 
bring one you are charged 
$5 extra." 

Robinson says his road 
crew has brought some 
discarded tires to the 
county barn. At times they 
find household items too-
refrigerators, hot water 
heaters, old stoves. 

A private citizens in Pct. 
1 reports that two weeks 
ago there was more ille-
gal dumping in a tribu-
tary of the Leon River. 
This time the violation 
was on the Leon River 
Bridge on South Bassett 
in Eastland. She found a 
name in the trash, and 
called Crimestoppers. 

So far nothinghas come 
of the report, she says. 

Pct. 2 Commissioner  

Calvin Ainsworth says it's 
the same old thing out his 
way-people continue to 
dump refuse on the county 
roads. 

"Just when I get an old 
dumpingplace cleaned up 
they find a new place," he 
says. "Tires-hot water 
heaters-you name it. 

"It hurts deeply," he 
' continues. "I will clean out 
bar ditches, and every-
thing will be looking fine. 

"Yet when I come back, 
there will be a bunch of 
old junked tires. 

"Dumping might have 
let up a little during the 
past few weeks, but 
there's not much law en-
forcement on it," he re-
marked. 

Pct. 3 Commissioner 
L.T. Owen agrees that 
there doesn't• seem to be 
much law enforcement on 
illegal dumping. He said 
there are plenty of tires 
and other junk tossed 
around roads in the south 
part of the county. 

"This began happening 
worse after the dump 
grounds closed in Rising 
Star," he remarked. 
"There's no place to take 
anything. Carbon is 
dumping trash in the bar 
ditches. 

"The landfill at Gorman 
is closed too." 

Pct. 4 Commissioner 
Reggie Pittman reports a 
lot of trash dumping also-
probably some of the most 
wide spread in the county. 
He says some of the worst 
areas are around Scran-
ton and N.E. of Cisco on 
the road to Corinth Bap-
tist Church. 

He states that around 
the Scranton area water  

heaters, old stoves and 
washing machines are 
thrown out-wire, brush, 
plenty of old tires. People 
dump barrels of refuse 
over the edges of creeks. 
he also found one creek 
full of paint cans. 

Pittman says he has 
found some names in 
household garbage and 
turned them over to the 
Sheriff. He says it is very 
hard to clean up the ille-
gal dumping, especially 
where limbs block cul-
verts. Copperhead snakes 
often crawl into this dis-
carded brush. 

Pittman's crew has car-
ried a lot of old tires into 
the Precinct barn in Cisco. 
The Commissioner says 
he hopes to get permis-
sion for a controlled burn 
of some sort, so he can 
dispose of them. 

He describes the situ-
ation on illegal dumping 
as "really bad," and says 
that a recycling program 
is terribly needed. 

Ken Lyerla, Democratic 
candidate for County 
Commissioner, Pct. 1 
(unopposed) observes that 
the problem of trash 
dumping reaches across 
all Precincts in Eastland 
County and all counties 
around. 

He drives a propane 
truck around the area, 
and has a chance to see 
what is happening. 

He says that illegal 
dumping is something 
that needs to be addressed 
as soon as possible. 

Sheriff Ronnie White 
agrees that the problem 
is serious, saying that il-
legal dumping can affect 
the land, the water sup-
plies and the appearance 
of the county. He states 
that violators of the laws 
will be apprehended when 
possible and fined for the 
misdemeandors. The fines 
can be heavy in many  

cases. 
"Like other misdemean-

sors, there must be rea-
sonable proof before a 
person can be arrested for 
illegal dumping," the 
Sheriff said. 

He said this was not 
always easy to obtain, 
unless someone observes 
the dumping and can take 
down a license plate 
number. 

"Sometimes law en-
forcement officers search 
trash to find names of the 
people responsible for 
dumping it," he said. 
"Sometimes we find 
checks and letters that 
show who is guilty." 

White made an appeal 
to persons considering 
dumping on county roads. 
"This is a request to each 
and every one of you. This 
county is your home. Don't 

dump trash in your living 
room." 

The Sheriff also fur-
nished copies of laws  

which pertain to illegal 
trash dumping in the state 
and county. He remarked 
that the penalties are stiff-
and warned they would 
be enforced.

The Law Speaks On Trash 
The law is very specific in Texas and illegal dumping 

of trash and garbage can result in serious penalities. 
Sheriff R. B. White cites in part the following laws.  
"A municipal or private corporation, firm, or individ-

ual commits an offense if that corporation, firm or 
individual dumps, deposits, or leaves, refuse, garbage, 
rubbish, or junk within 300 yards of a public high way 
in this state, whether or not the refuse, garbage, rub-
bish, or junk being dumped, deposited, or left, or the 
land on which refuse, garbage, rubbish, or junk is 
dumped, deposited or left belongs to the offender. 

"An offense under this section is a misdemeanor 
punishable by a fine of not less than $10 nor more than 
$200. If it. is shown on the trial of the defendant that the 
defendant has previously been convicted of an offense 
under this section, he shall be punished by a fine of not 
less than $100 nor more than $1000, by confinement in 
jail for not more than one year, or by both. Each day of 
a continuing violation is a separate offense. A county or 
district attorney may bring suit for injunction to pre-
vent or restrain a violation of this section. A person 
affected or to be affected by a violation is entitled to 
enjoin the violation. 

"Throwing injurious substance on highway prohib-
ited. A person commits an offense if that person throws 
or deposits on a highway a glass bottle, glass, a nail, a 
tack, wire, a can, or any other substance likely to injure 
a person, animal, or vehicle on the highway.

- Two 
weeks after leading 
Northeast Louisiana to 
the National Invitational 
Championships title in 
softball, Brenda Dawson 
and Jackie Harris have 
been named to GTE Aca-
demic All-America team. 

Dawson, NLU's senior 
second baseman from 
Haughton, made the sec-
ond team while Harris, a 
junior outfielder from 
Rising Star, Texas, made 
the third team. 

Dawson, who has a 3.48 
grade point average in 
accounting, led the South-
land Conference with a 
.378 average and 49 sto-
len bases. Her career sto-
len base percentage of .953 
(81-85) is the all-time 
highest in NCAA history. 
The SLC and Louisiana 
Sports Writers Associa-
tion Co-Player of the Year 
set season records for hits 
(76), runs scored (46) and 
steals, as well as career 
records for hits (185), runs 
scored (95), steals (81) and 
walks (41). 

Harris, who has a 3.84 
GPA in health and physi-
cal education, is NLU's  

most versatile athlete. 
The first-team All-SLC 
selection was third on the 
team with a .287 average 
and second with 23 RBI, 
28 runs scored, 22 stolen 
bases, 60 hits, 10 doubles, 
a .402 slugging percent-
age and a .369 on-base 
percentage. 

Dawson and Harris 
both made the GTE Dis-
trict VI team to qualify for 
the national ballot. North-
east is one of just three 
schools with two players 
on the national team. 
Eleven players are named 
to each of the first, second 
and third teams. 

Northeast, which was 
39-35 overall and second 
in the SLC at 18-10, won 
the 10-team NIC tourna-
ment with a 3-0 victory 
over Princeton in the 
championship game. NLU 
went 6-1 in the tourna-
ment, beating Coastal 
Carolina (1-3) and losing 
to Notre Dame (1-0) be-
fore downing host West-

game.
