AUSTIN--State Comptroller 
Bob Bullock said Thursday 
that city sales tax allocations 
for the first half of 1978 are 
running a healthy 17.5 per-
cent ahead of last year. 

Bullock announced that his 
office has sent checks total-
ing $60.9 million to 900 
Texas cities as their June 
share of the local option one 
percent tax. 
The latest checks raise the 

cities' share to date this year 
to 5196.5 million, compared 
to 5167.2 million for the first 
half of last year. That's a 
17.5 percent increase. 
Of the state's larger cities, 

Houston continued to chalk 
up the biggest percentage 
increase in city sales tax 
collections. 

The city receivea a cneck for 
S12,356,904, bringing its 
total for the year to 540.8 
million, a 20 percent increase 
over the same period last 
year. 
City sales tax allocations for 

the year arc up 11 percent in 
Dallas, 15 percent in Fort 
Worth, 10 percent in San 
Antonio and 17 percent in 
Austin. 
The tax is collected by local 

merchants along with the 
state sales tax and is rebated 
to the cities monthly by the 
Comptroller's Office. 

Rising Star will receive an 8 
percent increase over last 
year's net payment of 
2,482.80 for the same period. 
The city will recieve 
$3,629.64 in sales tax 
allocations.

West Texas Utilities Co. has 
urged the Public Utility 
Commission of Texas not to 
adopt innovative utility rate 
structures or new electric use 
management controls until it 
is proven conclusively that 
benefits outweigh costs and 
that the customer will readily 
accept the changes. 
In a statement prepared for 

hearings which began Mon-
day in Austin, G. Holman 
King, a WTU vice President, 
advised against rate concepts 
"which might be politically 
attractive in the short run but 
which would have disastrous 
effects on the public in the 
long run." 
Specifically, King said 

WTU opposes widespread 
application of time-of-day 
pricing, mechanical load 
management techniques, 
and lifeline rates. 
Time-of-day pricing would 

charge more for electricity 
consumed during the hours 
when demands on an electric 
system's generating capacity 
is at its peak. By trimming 
the peak, a utility company 
could delay capital outlays 
for new power plants and 
benefit all customers. 
Load management deals 

with non-pricing methods for 
changing the level or pattern 
of demand for electricity. It 
could involve devices which 
curtail operation of appli-
ances such as water heaters 
and air-conditioners at 
certain times. 
The so-called lifeline rates 

are designed theoretically to 
help the poor by providing at 
low cost the minimum 
amount of electricity 
necessary to maintain a 
modest quality of life. 
King said WTU's position 

is that -electric rates should 
be based on the cost of 
service to all customers, but 
that it should be recognized 
that costs of providing elec-
tricity vary widely among 
different 	classes 	of 
customers. 
"There seems to be a basic 

misconception," King said. 
"that because residential 
customers on the average 
pay more per kilowatt hour 
than industrial customers, 
the large industries are being 
subsidized by the smaller 
users. 
"This viewpoint is of 

course, completely erroneous 
and reflects a basic mis-

the tubers are of sufficient 
size. However, yeild is 
reduced and storage quality 
is lowered by harvesting 
potatoes before tops begin to 
dry 	down. 	Potatoes 
harvested early (immature 
tubers) have thin skins which 
allow fairly rapid water loss, 
casuing them to shrivel and 
become soft shortly after 
storage. 
Once harvested, proper 

storage is important to main-
tain the quality of the fresh 
potatoes. Store potatoes in 
complete darkness in moist 
air at about 60 degrees F. for 
several weeks if possible. 
Lower temperatures to 38-40 
degrees F. for long-term 
storage. Colder tempera- 

tures prevent sprouting 
while warmer temperatures 
encourage it. Whatever the 
storage temperature, keep 
potatoes in complete dark-
ness. Exposure to light 
causes freshly dug potatoes 
to turn green and to develop 
an undersirable bitter flavor. 
Digging potatoes at the 

right time and storing them 
properly can mean a supply 
of top quality potatoes for 
some time. 
What causes tomato leaves 

to curl? Leaf curl or distorted 
leaf shape quite often may be 
related to virus infection or 
sometimes chemical spray 
injury. However, in most 
cases this is not the case. The 
exact cause of this "tomato 
leaf roll" is not fully known. 
Tomato leaf roll generally 
starts to show up about the 
time of tomato fruit setting. 
The tomato plants begin to 
show an upward rolling of 
the leaflets to the older 
leaves on the lower half of 
the plant. This gives the 
leaflets a cupped appearance 
with sometimes even the

Peanut planting is 
progressing well with the 
good moisture conditions for 
planting in Eastland County. 
Some small areas had as 
much as 3 inches of rain last 
week, but most received 
only about 1/2  inch, while 
some areas around Ranger 
did not get any rain. Stock-
men are still needing 
running water to fill ponds 

and lakes. We've had about 7 
inches of rain in 1978 which 
is much below normal. 

Flowering onions are worse 
than ever this year and 
anyone growing onions 
knows that the seedstem 
reduces the size of the bulbs. 
But, why are there more 
seedstems this year? 
Normally, a biennial crop, 

onions sometimes form seed-
stems the first year rather 
than continuing to grow 
leaves in the spring and form 
bulbs. Onions that have 5 to 
6 leaves and are exposed to 3 
or 4 weeks of temperatures of 
45 degrees F or lower go 
through a physiological 
change. The cold weather 
converts the onion plant from 
the vegetative to the 
reproductive stage 
and...Zoom!...up comes the 
seedstem. 
The bulbs of onions with 

seedstems are edible but will 
not grow large and will not 
store. Homeowners can har-
vest the seedstem onions 
early and eat them fresh, 
leaving those without seed-
stems to continue to grow 
until leaves fall over at 
maturity. Commercial 
growers in South Texas have 
lost over 50 percent of the 
March and April harvest 
because of seedstems caused 
by the colder than normal 
spring.

understanding of electric 
utility economics," he said. 
Time-of-day pricing has 

been found practical for 
some of WTU's large electric 
customers which have flexi-
bility to change their time of 
use, King said, but is not 
considered feasible for most 
residential and commercial 
customers. 
A major objection, he 

noted, would be the initial 
cost of special time-of-day 
meters. Cost of installation 
throughout WTU's large, 
sparsely populated territory 
would be almost $25 million, 
which is equal to the cost of 
the company's newest power 
generating plant. 
Another obstacle would be 

customer resistance. Shifting 
a desired amount of electric 
load away from the peak 
demand period would 
require customers to turn off 
their air-conditioners during 
the hottest hours of the 
summer. Load curves of 
WTU's 1977 system peak 
demand show that to 
accomplish a significant 
reduction of electric usage, 
the period defined as "on 
peak" and subject to higher 
rates would have to be 
extended from early after-
noon to almost midnight. 
"This would defeat the 

purpose of air-conditioning 
and be completely unaccept-
able to our customers," 
King said. 
He added that WTU's 

experience with time-
controlled water heaters 
indicates that customers will 
not accept time clocks for 
other devices which drasti-
cally interfere with their 
living patterns. 
Concerning lifeline rates, 

the WTU statement recog-
nizes "the severe economic 
squeeze being felt by the 
poor and by those on fixed 
incomes,-  but rejects lifeline 
rates as a method of relieving 
these problems. 
"Our study in the City of 

Abilene in 1976, using U.S. 
Census Bureau data, block 
canvassing, real estate eval-
uation, and other information 
showed no consistent corre-
lations between financial 
income and kilowatt hour 
usage."

Steafata Owe ?famed 904 Pete ?at &Ad 
Eastland County holds many interesting spots, most of 

which are within easy driving distance of Breckenridge. Not 
the least interesting of these is the community of Sabano, 
once known as "Tin Can", about 22 miles south of Cisco. 

To reach this land of post oak, sand, grass burrs, neat 
farms and fat dairy sows, turn south from Cisco on U.S. 183 
as if going to Rising Star and Brownwood and then turn west 
at the sign that reads Nimrod. Thence south on the road 
leading to Cross Plains. You will come to a sign that reads 
Sabanna. It is only a community now and is a mile or so west 
of the Cross Plains road. 

Its name is a derivative of the word Sabanna, in this case, 
the name of a creek that runs through the community. 
Originally the place was called Tin Can because of a small 
mountain of empty tins piled up a few yards from the 
general store that once was a must for travelers. 

The school house is no longer there. The Community 
House is a building that once housed a retail store, but not 
the original grocery place. That was back toward the creek 
crossing. 

In the early 1900s, Sabanna was home to some interesting 
people. The Erwins, for example. And Sam still lives there 
one-half mile west of the cemetery. Believe he is a third 
generation Erwin. His younger brother lives in Sundown, 

instrumental musician for the same Billy Sunday, was a close 
friend to Horace Erwin and the others mentioned. I am not 
sure whether he was from Sabanna or not. 

Then there was the Bell family. Those people had teams 
and hauled freight to Sabanna from Cisco a couple of times 
per month. Also, they had hounds. Full packs of Walker 
hounds. And in the days before sheep and goat fence, poison 
baits and steel traps, those dogs ran just about every time 
there was a good rain and the trailing conditions were right. 

The papa of the Bell tribe was a man named Cody Bell. 
And to small boys of the day and time, Mister Cody Bell was 
somewhat like Councilor Doone in the story of Lorna Doone. 

The Sabanna cemetery now holds most of the old names. 

Texas. Name of Everett and called Ike, he is retired from a 
long and good career with the Texas Company. 

One Erwin was named Horace. He was a gospel singer of 
big league caliber and was on the sawdust circuit with Billy 
Sunday for a time. (In case you don't know who Billy Sunday 
was, here goes: He was the Billy Graham of his day and left a 
great career as a big league ball player to take up the cause 
of that man who died on a cross.) 

Horace's sister Laura, married Eddie McKoy, himself a 
capable singer and brother-in-law of the late Boyd McKoy of 
Breckenridge. Together with the late Bob Presley, they 
made a great singing group. Homer Roadaheaver, an 

A new marker there of late, marks the resting place of one of 
the last of the Bells. That same location bolds more Erwins 
than yet live in the community. 

The sandy land is great for fanning. The "Doc" Green 
place is just across the road north of the burial ground. It is a 
farm which was producing great crops at the turn of the 
century and, a thi. writer was there in early April, same 
was under a heavy plowing program. 

To visit the Sabanna area in Eastland county I9 like going 
back in time. The trees and other vegetation have gone back 
to the primitive stage. No more does one see goats keeping 
the trees trimmed to park-like appearances, no more can one 
see for some years under the foliage of the trees and no 
longer is there an illicit whiskey still to every ten acres of 
shinnery. And no more does a stout team of mules or horses 
have to lean toward each other and grunt as they tow a light 
farm wagon along deep sandy ruts. Modern roads and 
changing times have wrought changes in this land of fat 
cows, grass burrs and bermuda grass. 

Gone is the mountain of tin cans. No more do teamsters 
camp along the Sabanna creek. Nor do hounds course the 
wily fox and the needle-nosed coyote. Just powered tractors 
with gang plows and youngsters in jeans, chousing along 
paved roads in neat pickups. 
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COMMUNITY HOUSE—This stout building, once a retail store, is now the meeting place 
for a handful of area citizens who take pride in their surroundings. It is in close range of the 
Sabanna cemetery.

the word describes a rituali-
stic ceremony with its roots 
deeply embedded in ancient 
Judaism. Under the Law, 
given by God to Israel 
through Moses and from 
sinai, there were such wash-
ings (Exodus 30:17-21; 
Leviticus 11:24ff; Hebrews 
9:11-where the word 
'baptism' is used in the 
original). To a great number 
of others, baptism is simply 
an anachronism-an outdated 
holdover from the Middle 
Ages, when symbolism 
meant so much. But perhaps 
the most widely held view of 
baptistm is that it is merely a 
means of signifying attach-
ment to a particular religious 
organization: a membership 
ritual. 
The word itself is not really 

an English word. It is Greek,

Any Greek, 
or Greek scholar, will tell you 
that always means: immer-
sion, plunging, submersion, 
dipping. 
But, it baptist is viewed in 

any of the above manners: 
merely as a ritual: out of date 
and unnecessary, the whole 
richness of its character, as 
set forth in the New Testa-
ment, is lost. There, baptism

"burial with Christ'', 
preceded by a "dying with

The action IS 
symbolic, but it is very 
meaningful and thus essen-
tial. Through faith, based 
upon the testimony of the 
Gospel, the individual dies to 
the loyalty to sin; through 
repentance, based upon the 
definitions and demands of 
that Gospel, one dies to the 
love and practice of sin, and 
through immersion in water, 
the sinner dies to the state of 
condemnation.

The entire 
figure is a unit and one 
element can not be omitted 
without destroying the 
image.

Rains over much of the 
country have taken some of 
the sting out of the word 
"drought"--and , there's a 
new source of assistance for 
those who took last year's 
dryness particulary hard. 
The federal government's 

Small Business Administra-
tion is offering low interest 
drought disaster loans for 
many Texas ranchers and 
farmers. Long avialable for 
the hard-pressed town mer-
chant, the SBA came to 
sudden realization last year 
that most ranching and farm-
ing operations qualify as 
small businesses, too. 
Consequently, loans will 
henceforth be avialable to 
agricultural producers in 
declared--more than 100 
counties have been officially 
recognized as drought (or in 
some cases, hail) disaster 
areas, and anott 88 
counties automatically 
qualify because they adjoin 
the others. Producers in 
these counties may apply for 
disaster loans if they can 
show losses attributable to 
the given disaster. 

It's not as complicated as it 
may sound, but then, judg-
ing from the application 
documents, it's no breeze, 
either. Most of the loss 
verification is being handled 
through local ASCS offices, 
many of which also have the 
application forms--all eight 
forms, to be more precise. 
The program in Texas is 

limited to drought losses 
during the 1977 calendar 
year, and applications for 
loans will be accepted until 
October 11. 
The loans earn the 

government three percent 
interest up to $250,000 and 
six and five eighths percent 
above that. Collateral terms, 
say both SBA and ASCS 
representatives, are very 
liberal; no security at all is 
required on loans under 
$5,000. 

Up to half the loan amount 
may be used to pay existing 
debts and "reasonable living 
expenses". The remainder 
must go into either the next 
year's crop or, say the reps, 
legitimate operating 
expenses. 
The program was designed 

with farmers in mind and, 
consequently, has been a 
little difficult to adapt to the 
often totally different needs 
of stockmen. Much of the 
wording, in fact, is so speci-
fically farm and 
crop-oriented that very broad 
interpretations are needed to 
apply it to the most basic 
needs and problems of 
ranchers. 
A good example is the fact 

that sheep producers, whose 
lamb crops were generally 
dismal this year, reporteldy 
cannot obtain the loans to 
cover the shortfall, even 
though drought-induced poor 
nutrition at breeding time 
has been blamed for much of 
the problem. There is confu-
sion on this issue, however; 
one district SBA spokesman 
says poor lamb crops quality, 
another sitting at the next 
desk in the same office says 
no. 
This particular issue is 

being taken up with the 
powers that be, and other 
complexities in relating the 
program to ranching are said 
to be near solutions. 
One important difference 

between this program and a 
very similar one admini-
stered by the Famers Home 
Administration is that the 
SBA loans, in a slightly 
different form, are also 
available to related 
agribusiness concerns. This 
would include such opera-
tions as seed and fertilizer 
dealers, wool warehouses 
and implement dealers, all of 
whom suffer right alongside 
their producer clients in 
times of disaster.

"Complete and accurate 
accounting of income and 
expenses can mean dollar 
savings in income tax 
management, business 
management and social 
security benefits." 
The economist identifies 

several proper accounting 
procedures: 
1. Record cash received 

from all sources related to 
farming or ranching. By 
proper indentification, some 
of these receipts may be 
excluded from taxable 
income. 
2. Record all annual 

operating expenses. A poor 
operating expense record 
may result in increase tax 
liability. 
3. Record capital 

expenditures. Many of these 
assets may be subject to 
depreciation. This will also 
serve as .a record of cost at 
time of sale. 
"Not only do records and 

accounts increase manage-
ment efficienty but they 
provide the only basis for 
making a cost analysis of the 
business and may be used to 
determine credit needs. 
Future business adjustments 
should be made only after 
carefully analyzing the 
financial and physical data 
from your records and 
accounts," contends Parker. 
Farmers and ranchers can 

obtain more information on 
adequate farm and ranch 
records and accounts from 
any county Extension office. 

COLLEGE STATION-- 
Farmers and ranchers cannot 
survive today's high level of 
agricultural production with-
out good records. They need 
a financial management 
plan. Such a plan can also 
increase their profit-making 
potential, believes an 
economist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice. 
"Management of capital is 

vital to production efficiency 
and maximum profits," says 
Cecil Parker. Included in this 
management of finances are 
three key items--the financial 
statement, profit-loss state-
ment and cash flow 
summaries. 
The financial statement 

shows the farm's financial 
picture at a given time. This 
includes the present solvency 
of the operation and also a 
projection of future solvency. 
List all assets and liabilities. 
Use current, intermediate, 
and fixed or long-term 
groupings in defining assets 
and providing a realistic look 
at repayment requirements. 
The profit-loss statement 

sums up income and 
expenses and the resulting 
net profit or loss during a 
given period, such as a crop 
year, points out Parker. 
Handle non-farming items 
separately. To obtain the 
operation's gain or loss, 
subtract net cash expenses 
from net cash income and 
adjust for changes in inven-
tory and capital items. 
Comparing profit-loss state-
ments for a period of years 
will show any progress or 
decline of the farming or 
ranching operation. 
Cash flow summaries list all 

cash income and expenses. 
They include family living 
expenses, money borrowed 
and debts paid. A monthly 
summary of these figures 
determines the flow of cash 
during the planning period. 
Cash flow summaries can 
help determine the time and 
amounts fo credit needs and 
availabilty of repayment 
funds. 
"Although some time is 

required to develop a sound 
financial manaeement clan,

Now, 
the leftwingers bringing 
action in the Courts are 
getting decisions which will 
prevent this measure of 
protection. 
CERTAINLY WE MUST 
HONOR THE CON-
STITUTION not to intrude 
upon the rights of others in 
their freedom of speech and 
movement. On the other 
hand, plans should be 
mustered to prevent crimes 
on innocent Americans and 
to recognize that self defence 
is an art. Unless we have the 
will a and the resoluteness to 
prepare 	for 	every 
possibility, it may take a 
tragic circumstance to force 
us to do something. That 
"something" may have to be 
so drastic as to really violate 
some of the rights which 
oppenents of such actions 
imagine have been vilated. 
Opponents of such actions, 
including the courts may 
find this "something" more 
repugant that what we could 
and should do under calm 
resolve. 

WASHINGTON D.C.- - A 
UNITED STATES DISTRICT 
JUDGE has ordered the 
Attorney General, Griffin 
Bell, to divulge the names of 
secret informants on ac-
tivities of the Socialist 
Workers Party. The At-
torney General has thus far 
refused and is threatened 
with contempt. 

THE SOCIALIST 
WORKERS PARTY and 
other 	subversive 
organizations were at one 
time outlawed because of 
their clear intent to over-
throw t this Government by 
force and violence. In more 
recent years, the Supreme 
Court has said that unless 
there is an act committed 
which carries out this intent, 
the mere existence of these 
organizations is not in 
violation of either the Con-
stitution or laws enacted by 
Statute. 

FOR YEARS OUR IN-
TELLIGENCE AGENCIES 
particularly the FBI, have 
sought to protect the interest 
of the Republic and its 
citizens by infiltration and 
by other techniques, to learn 
the operations of these 
subversive organizations 
and to anticipate their threat 
in advance. 
FOR AT LEAST THE LAST 
FIVE YEARS THIS 
AUTHROI TY AND 
RESPONSIBILITY has been 
greatly diminished, stripped 
away by the Courts. We are 
in another e era from the 
days when we could keep a 
watch on those who would 
destroy out Nation and now 
we are in a time when 
terrirism is practicied 
throughout the world. Who 
could be a better target for 
terriroism than the United 
States, which is held by these 
radicals as representing the 
hearland of imperialism, 
corruption, exploitation etc.? 
THERE IS EVERY REASON 
TO BELIEVE that we would 
be a most attractive and 
spectacular target for the 
revoluntionists. A successful 
assault in the U.S. would 
have profound global 
repercussions and would lift 
the terrorist offense to its 
ultimate level. 
IN THE MEANTIME IT 
SEEMS THAT POWERFUL 
ELEMENTS in our Nation 
want to war against the FBI, 
CIA and other intelligence 
agencies instead of against 
preparing protective 
measures.

Starting with July 1978, the 
basic premium for the 
medical insurance part of 
Medicare will increase to 
$8.20 a month, up from the 
$7.70 it has been since July 
1977, Glyn Hammons social 
security district manager in 
Abilene said today. 
People who pay the 

premium directly will notice 
the increase in their bills. 
But, Hammons said, people 
who have the premium 
deducted from their social 
security check may not notice 
the change because of the 6.5 
percent increase in their 
social security check as a 
result of the cost of living 
increase that goes into effect 
with July checks. 
Some people pay a higher 

amount than the basic 
premium. This is because 
there was a period of 12 
months or more that they 
were eligible for medical 
insurance but were not 
enrolled for this protection. 
The increase in the basic 
premium amounts to 10 per-
cent for each such 12-month 
period. 
Even with this slight 

increase, medical insurance 
represents a real buy, Ham-
mons said. This is because 
the people pay only about 30 
percent of the cost while the 
Federal Government pays 
the remaining 70 percent 
from general revenues.-
The basic premium will 

remain $8.20 a month 
through June 1979.
