College Station — The out-|

look for the year ahead indicates
relatively small changes in farm
product prices, production and
marketings, says John McHaney,
extension economist. Total net
income of farm operators is ex-
* pected to be near the levels of
"Tithe past two years. The decline
will continue, he adds, in both |
ggarm population and farm num- |
“bers. Thus, the average per|
~capita income of farm peoplei
s from all sources and per farm
*" income, at a record high in 1962 |
will continue to rise in 1963. !

Present indications point to a|
small increase in farm 0utput|

compared with the past three!
vears but will depend upon grow- ‘
ing conditions and the impact)|
of 1963 programs dealing with |
acreage and production, the ec-|
onomist says. Livestock produc-
‘tion is expected to continue up-
ward but crop output is expect-
ed to change very little from
levels of the past two years.

A gradually expanding do-
mestic market absorbed a re-
cord quantity of farm products
in 1962 and is expected to con-
tinue in the year ahead. The
high level of agricultural exports
18 expected to be maintained but
the long-range future is clouded
by the developing policies of the
European Common Market, Mc-
Haney says.

As for prices, McHaney sees
little change in those for crops;
but the increase in livestock
plus a relatively stable domes-
tic demand could result in slight-

LY ly lower prices. The prices paid
for production items by farm-
‘ers is expected to continue their
steady rise and the cost-price
‘Squeeze will continue he adds.!

b@otal farm assets in the nation

“=-on January 1, 1962 were up $7.5
billion from a year earlier and
$41.1 billion from 10 years ago. |
They ' increased three percent
during the past year, due pri-
marily to the further increase in
land prices. Farmer equities
have gradually declined from $91
per $100 of total assets in 1952 to
$87 per $100 of total assets in
1962, and $86 on January 1, 1963.
The total debt owned by farm-
ers and ranchmen on Jauary 1,
1963 will be up about six per-
cet from a year earlier, the
economist reports.

Har2's Johnny at age one after

At his fourth birthday
party, Johnny Wilson’s big
blue eyes sparkled as his
mother carried in the most
magnificent cake he had
ever seen.

It was shaped like a huge
boat plowing its way through
mountainous waves of whipped
cream and icing. Johnny's win-
some smile beamed at friends
and he gave out kisses all
around.

It was a happy affair. Yet at
one time, Johnny's parents had
little hope he would live to
celebrate even his first birth-
day, For he was born with the
often fatal birth defect of wa-
ter on the brain, or hydro-
cephalus.

Surgical treatment saved
Johnny's life when he was
three months old. At that time,
doctors performed what is
known as a shunt operation.
They inserted in Johnny's head
a plastic tube which allowed
excess fluid from the brain to
be harmlessly absorbed by the
youngster’'s body.

Without the operation, fluid

“in the brain is prevented
*ing its normal course.

o
first operation . . .

and causes the head to swelk
enormously. This is what had
happened to Johnny. (If shunt
surgery is not performed in
time, mental retardation' and
blindness may ensue, even
death, in certain cases.)

Since 1958, doctors have per-
formed two other shunt opera-
tions and have treated Johnny
for gastroenteritis and septice-
mia.

Today, Johnny leads a rela-
tively healthy, happy and care-
free life. Like any other little
boy who lives on a farm, he
loves to hug lambs, chase cows
and tease chicks on the family’s
100 acres near Columbus, Ohio.

He is a good example of
thousands of afflicted ckildren
being helped to live nearly
normal lives through a unique
medical care program financed
by The National Foundation-
March of Dimes.

Babies with birth defects are
born every other minute in the
United States, 250,000 of them
each year, almost 700 each day.

Johnny goes regularly to a
special Birth Defects Clinical
Study Center at Children’s
Hospital, Columbus, supported
by March of Dimes funds.
