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Eastland County Extension
Agent, DeMarquis Gordon,
says that all agricultural
producers in the county should
be award of the pesticide
certification requirements.

The Federal Insecticide,
Fungicide and Rodeticide Act
(FIFRA) as amended, enforced
by the Enviromental Protection
Agency, includes among other
requirements (1) the
classification of all uses of
pesticides as either restricted
use or general use and (2)
certification of applicators
(private and commercial) as a
requisite to the legal use of
supervision of use of restricted
use pesticides.

The Texas Pesticide Control
Act, although not requiring
certification of  private
applicators authorizes the
Commissioners of Agriculture
to establish a program to certify
private applicators, on a
voluntary basis, who wish to use
or supervise the use of
restricted use pesticides in
compliance with federal law.
The term *'Private Applicator’
means a certified applicator
who uses or supervises the use
of any Pesticide which is
classified for restricted use for
purposes of producing any
Agricultural Commodity on
Property owned or rented by
him or his employer or if
applied without compensation
other than trading of personal
services between producers of
Agricultural Commodities on
the property of another person.

Private applicator certification
training programs will be
scheduled as a means by which
Eastland County producers may
qualify for certification as
private applicators. Five
training-certification meetings
have been planned in Eastland
County. The first meeting will
be at Gorman High School April
25 beginning at 6:30 p.m. The
other four will be in May Dates,
locations and times of these
meetings will be announced in
thenear future.

As an  alternative to
participation in a training
program, self-study materials
are available at the county
Extension office.To complete
the self-study option the person
seeking certification must
submit a completed
questionnaire to the Texas
Department of Agriculture.

The single-product
single-purchase. single use
certification for emergency
situations will be available as
restricted use pesticides are
marketed.

The full implementation of the
amended Federal Insecticide,
Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act
is scheduled for October 1977.
On this date, barring any
changes in the law, producers of
agricultural commodities must
be certified applicators as a
requisite to the use of restricted
use pesticides.

One of the mostl serious
challenges facing any in-
dividual in a religious context is
that of maintaining a balance
between the various emphases
of his faith. It1s always easy to
lose one's perspeclive and
become overly jealous in a
single area, while neglecting
others.

In Matthew 23, Jesus ad-
dresses a serious of scathing
rebukes against the Pharisees
and scribes, in which he

" characterizes the as

‘hypocrites’, ‘whited
sepulchres’, and ‘blind guides’.
He does not describe them as
immoral- at least in the usual
sense of the term. He doesn't
accuse them of gross idolatry.
Rather, their crime against
God and others was that they
had allowed themselves to
become unbalanced in their
religious concepts. These
hyper- devout individuals, the
elite among the Jews, had
come to feel that the only thing
of value before God was to pay
strict attention to the reigals
and ceremonies of the Law of
Moses, even to such minute
details as ‘tithing mint, anise
and cummin’, while neglecting
altogether social and fraternal
considerations. Even faith was
abandoned in favor of the ex-
ternals (Matthew 23:23)

It is certainly true that al-
tention to doctrinal matters is
indispensable (2 John verses
9- 11; 1 Timothy 4:1ff; elc.);
one can not serve God and
minimize, or deny: the divinity
of Christ, the atonement by
Christ, the nature and im-
portance of the church, the
requirements for the
forgibeness of sins, and other
doctrinal matters. But neither
is il possible to be hyper-
orthodox doctrinally, whild
denying aid to a neighbor or a
brother in Christ and be ac-
ceptable to God (Malthew
25:31- 46; 1 John 3:17; etc.).
The latter is what the scribes
and Pharisees of Jesus' time
were doing.

Some of our time devole
themselves to social changes,
while minimizing doclrine;
others emphasize doctrine and
neglect the material and
emotional needs of fellow-
humans. Jesus makes it plain
that a balance must be struck
and both areas be given proper
emphasis (Matthew 22:34- 40).

Trouble With The Spring Sun

Sunburn sneaks up on a lot of
people this time of year. The
sun can burn you painfully not
only on bright, hot days but also
on cloudy days. on the water an
d at high altitudes. The rays
which cause the burn are the
ultra-violet rays wkhici are
reflected by light surfaces, such
as sand. sails and snow. the
Texas Medican Association
says.

If someone is determined to
get a tan. they should do it
gradually. Srta'tout with a
ten-minute sunning at first and
increase the exposure by a few
minutes a day. The ultra-viloet
ravs are most potent between 10
a.m. and 2 p.m.. and this is the
time to be most cautious.
Fair-skinned persons should
avold exposure to the sun
during those peak hours. Some
people are so sensitive to the
sun that they should wear a hat,
long-sleeved shirt and
full length pants if they are
required to go out in the sun
during mid-day.

A number of lotions are
available which screen out the
burning rays and thus. to a
degree prevent sunburn. Sun
screens containing para amino
benzioc acid (PABA) are
among the most effective. The
protective lotion should be
applied not only before vou

expose yourself to the sun but
after you have been swimming
or have sweated so much that
vou may have washed it off
Generally, 1t i1s a good idea to
re-apply the lotion every two
hours.

If sunburn does occur, the
safetest treatment is to apply
cold compresses to the painful
area. There are a number of
soothing ointments available,
but many doctors do not
encourage patients to use them
because the individual may
develop an allergic reaction. If
the sunburn is so sever that the
skin blisters. it is wise to check
with a doctor to prevent
infection and ger relief from
excessive pain.

Some people who have had a
sever sunburn may be highly
sensitive to sunlight for many
months. And if someone

chronically gets sunburned.
even mildly. the skin can
develop a prematurely wrinkled
and leathery appearance. For
some persons chronic sunburn
will increase the likelthood of
developing skin cancer,
Another problem for some
people is that some medicines
increase sensitivity to the sun
If in doubt. chech with a doctor
or pharmacist.

Annual Reports Due April 15

People who earned over $2,760
and .got one or more monthly
social security retirement
dependent, or survivors checks
in 1976 must submit an annual
report of their earning to social
security by April 15, according
to ,Glyn Hammons, social
security district manager in
Abilene.

The report shows how much
was earned in wages and
self-employment income last
year by people who got monthly
social security payments-as well
as how much they expect to
earn this year.

““The report will be used to
determined if people were paid
the correct amount of social
security benefits for 1976,
Hammons said. *'It will also be
used to adjust their 1977 social
security payments according to
their estimated earnings."’
Full social security benefits
could be paid to eligible people

i 1976 it they earned $2,760 or
less for the year. But no matter
how much they earned for the
year. they could be paid their
fullo social security benefits for
any month they earned $230 or
less and didn’t do substantial
work in their own business.

The figures for 1977 are $3.000
for the year and $250 a month.

“"People who file an annual
report late or don't file one
that's due may suffer a
penalty,”” Hammons said.

People who were 72 or over in
all months of 1976 don’t need to
file an annula report of their
earnings.

“'If you have questions about
the annual report or need an
earnings report form, call or
write any social security
office,”” Hammonsa said.

Governor's Coordinating

Office For Visually
Handicapped

The Governor's Coordinating
Office for the Visually
Handicapped (GCOVH) helps
visually handicapped Texans
gain access to all available
services in the most efficient
manner. It hopes to make its
presence known to those it
secks to serve.

The GCOVH is a young state
agency--created in 1975 when
the 64ih Texas Legislature
passed H.B. 1673, the Texas
Bill of Rights for the
Handicapped. A two-year
House committee study had
found a lack of coordination
among the state and local
agencies providing services to
the visually handicapped.

The GCOVH attacks this
problem through four major
cfforts:

The Ombudsman and
Individual Assistance function

provides information to
consumers about services. The
toll-free WATS number,

1-800-252-9211, may be called
24 hours every day.

Technical Assistance makes
available methods, devices and
information about programs to
meet the unique needs of the
130,000 visually handicapped
Texans.

Program Development
consults and advises stale and
local agencies on the
interpretation of human
services law.

When its goals are fully
realized, the GCOVH program
benefits both the state and the
individual.

First, large numbers of
citizens are taken off welfare
and made self-respecting.
productive members of society.
Secondly, the whole human
service system becomes more
cconomical by converting
people from recipients of
services paid for with tax dollars
to tax-paying workers.

Case in point is found in the
GCOVH’'s state office:

Dr. Robert J. Winn, Executive
Director, is himself a blind
person. He heads a compact
core of highly professional
experts with practical
in working with the various
agencies that deliver services to
the visually handicapped.

The streamlined GCOVH
mandate is to develop plans that
encourage cooperation across
agency and service delivery
“*boundaries’’ to ensure that
handicapped individuals receive
comprehensive services.

The major state agencies that
serve the visually handicapped
are the Texas Commission for
the blind, the Texas Education
Agency, the Texas School for
the Blind. the Texas
Department of Mental Health
and Mental Retardation, and
the Texas State Library.

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CITY WITHIN A CITY-

~ Six Flags Over Texas Is A City |
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Over Texas functions very much like

a small city. It has its own landscape department where Milo Busy, on the

left, waters plants in one of the huge greenhouses. And in the security
depaSrtment, on the right, Officer John Terrell monitors traffic flow into

the Arlington theme park on a closed- circuit TV set.

Arlington, Texas--In many
ways, Six Flags Over Texas is a
“*City within a city'' where the
population fluctuates between
40 and 40,000.

The 145 acre theme park has
most amenities found in a small
town only the name given
certain functions may be
different. For instance, the park
has a security department that
performs activities similar to a
police department; first aid that
takes care of medical needs and
departmental ‘‘schools’’ FOR
TRAINING.

Of course, Six Flags has an
exceptionally strong
"‘recreation department.’’
What community of its size can
claim a zoo, porpoise pool, six
theaters and dozens of rides?
but then most cities are not in
the unique position of having a
census count ‘of 40 during the
dead of the night or as many as
40.000 on an exceptionally busy
day when the park is open.

Guests--which is what park
visitors are called--are often
surprised to learn that behind
the scenes at the entertainment
center, there is an “‘invisible
army'’ of people working
around the clock to keep the
large-scale operation
functioning.’

This it the way the park
operatés on a typical day during
the summer season:

At midnightthere are several
departments still working. One
that never closes is the 26
member security force, which is
larger than many area suburban
police departments.

M major function of the
security department is
patrolling the multi-acre

entertainment center on foot, in
vans and with the assistance of
a closed-circuit TV system. A
large TV camera is mounted on
top of the 300 foot tall Oil
Derrick. turning a full 360
degrees as it scans the park
area.

There are a multitude of other
duties perofrmed by the
officers. Probably the guests
favorite is the lost and found

service. During the 1976
season, more than 2,500 items
were found and the vast

majority were returned to their
owners.

All security officers are
cross-trained in fire protection
and first aid. Although there are
registered nurses and fire
specialists on duty when the
park is open, the officers have
the necessary training to assist
in an emergency,

Around 1 a.m., the night
landscape crew reports to work
for gardening chores. The
park’s landscaped areas have to
be cared for by moonlight rather
than during the day when the
park is open.

In addition, these gardeners
tend to hundreds of varieties of
plants grown in the park's three
greenhouses, which turn out a
perpetual flow of new plants to
suit the season of the year.

Under Landscape Mana ger
Richard Warner's watchful eye,
flower beds may be changed as
many as four times in one
season, beginning  with
early-blooming tulips and
pansies and finishing with
hardy chrysanthemums.

Landscape crews complete
watering, spraying, mowing
and trimming about the time
the first guest is ready to step
time the

About the same

gardeners finish, the grounds
quality staff or cleanup
crews--are wrapping up final
sweeping and hosing down of
miles of park streets. This
washdown 1is done every
morning to give the park a
clean, fresh appearance.
clean-up is a 24-hour operation
that is not just restricted to
grounds quality personal. All
park employes, including the
park's manager are expected to
pick up litter and cigarette
butts.

A majority of
personnel--the hosts and
hostess--begin arriving about
an hour before the guests do to
prepare for operating the rides,
opening the stores and cooking
food in park restaurants.
They range in age from 16 to
89. A majority of the 2,200
seasonal staff members are area
high school and eollege
students.

Charlie Patton, at 89 has the
distinction of being the oldest
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employee. He has been driving
the Six Flags train around the
perimeter of the park since it
opened 17 years ago.

The theme park also has its
merchanst, craftsmen and
entertainers, including many
with specialized skills, such as
portrait artists, woodcarvers,
ring makers, candle carvers and
others.

Every town has street
signs-Six Flags has an
abundance of them painted by
staff artists. There are over
5,000 signs in the park that do
everything from identifying
restaurants to pointing the way
{0 restrooms.

Guests never see many of the
skilled workmen. There are
staff members who maintain all
the park vehicles and fiberglass
specialists who might repair
such unusual items as a band of
Indian] mannequins.or a fleet of
French riverboats. Then there
are the park machnics, who are
busy all winter taking apart,
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cleaning and putting back
together all the rides so they
will be in mint condition for the
following season.

Most cities don’t clean their
employes clothes, but Six Flags
provides this service. Fresh
uniforms are supplied daily to
all hosts and hostesses, which
means that, at the end of the
day, washing machines are kept
in perpetual motion cleaning
tons of clothing.

The wardrobe department

stocks some 25,000 seperate
articles of clothing including
many ‘‘oddball’’ accessories,
such as turn-of-the century
conductor hats and Indian
headbands.

Six Flags was designed from
the beginning to be as
self-sustaining as possible. The
trend began in 1960 when the
park was built and a carpentry
mill was installed on the
construction site. This mill cut
lumber for the
-authentic-looking buildings
found in the park’s six section
that represent the countries that
have ruled the Lone Star state.

Through the years, the park
has attempted whenever
possible to make its own
products. An example is the
ice-making machine which is
camouflaged as a courthouse
clock tower rising behind the six
flags in the entrance mall.

Like any other city, Six Flags
has its own trash collection
service with tons of waste
material being transported to
huge compactors out of the
public view.

Park officials will be in the first
to admit that they could not
operate withou t city services
and support from the city of
Arlington. But they still like to
think of themselves as a unique
entity, where their main
purpose manufacturing fun and
enjoyment for more than 2
million ‘‘citizens'’ who take up
residence in the park for a day
each season. '
