After all minutes of 
previous meetings were 
read and all financial 
reports made, Mayor Jer-
rell Bible recognized the 
visitors representing the 
Saturday Club to com-
ment on the Library roof 
repairs. Interior damage 
from leakage was dis-
cussed and report was 
made that the contractor 
had made several return 
trips to repair the roof. 
The City Administrator 
stated that he would be 
held to his guarantee. 
Council agreed to allow a 
little more time to pass to 
insure that the roof will 
not leak and ruin any 
repairs made in the fu-
ture with someone doing 
cosmetic repair to the 
interior roof. 

Charles Barnes sug-
gested a letter to Discount 
Roofing to find out exactly 
what has been done to 
repair the roof. 

Police report was pre-
sented to the Council in-
cluding comments regard-
ing the forfeiture money 
due to the City from an 
earlier confiscation and 
discussion on speed lim-
its around school. 

The hearing in refer-
ence to Clarence A. Jones 
was postponed to a later 
date due to the fact that 
his attorney could not be 
in attendance. Barnes 
expressed concern that 
Mr. Jones had been re-
leased from employment 
without formal confirma-
tion of the Council. He 
called to the Council's 
attention Ordinance #21, 

Section 2, Item 4, with 
statement that he felt that 
this had not been carried 
out. James Cook stated 
that at an earlier meeting 
(Friday, March 13, 1992) 
motion had been made to 
authorize the City Admin-
istrator to handle the situ-
ation with the Police 
Department as appropri-
ate after a period of obser-
vation of individuals. 
Other council members 
commented that by their 
understanding, another 
vote on the matter was 
not required. Wyatt ex-
pressed concern over the 
lack of understanding of 
the "chain of command" 
and his actual authority 
over people in his depart-
ment. 

After discussion, Bar-
nes expressed support for 
actions taken by the City 
Administrator, but again 
commented that he felt 
formal action was needed 
by the council. Cook stated 
that he felt that the City 
Administrator acted in 
what she thought was the 
manner established by the 
council, and that he felt if 
necessary that the coun-
cil proceed as needed. 

Mayor Bible stated that 
a re-look is needed into 
the policies and proce-
dures outlined in the Po-
lice Policy adopted earlier 
by the Council.

With the U. S. govern-
ment spending a record 
amount of money on pub-
lic assistance, it's time we 
explored new ways to take 
-people offthe welfare rolls 
and put them into the 
workforce. 

The number of families 
living on Aid to Families 
with Dependent Children-
-generally referred to as 
welfare- -has grown 28 
percent since 1989 to 4.8 
million. More than 10 
percent of Americans are 
now living on food stamps, 
an unprecedented level. 

We need to find ways 
for welfare to be less of a 
handout and more of a 
helpinghand to transform 
welfare recipients into 
contributing members of 
our society. 

That's why I'm support-
ing legislation which cre-
ates a program to assign 
welfare recipients mean-
ingful work in their com-
munities. Those who are 
unable to find on their own 
would he guaranteed work 
under this program. But  

anyone refusing to take 
the job offered would have 
a reduction in welfare 
benefits. 

The Senate recently 
approved legislation that 
would set up a 7ilot pro-
gram to test the effective-
ness of this program in a 
number of states and cit-
ies. 

States participating in 
the experiment could 
require able-bodied wel-
fare recipients, except for 
women with small chil-
dren, to work on commu-
nity projects. The tasks 
might include delivering 
hot meals to the elderly or 
construction and mainte-
nance work on roads, 
bridges and parks. Those 
workers would receive 
training so they can ac-
quire skills that would 
help make them more 
employable in the future. 

Wages earned would be 
slightly higher than regu-
lar welfare payments. The 
difference would be that 
workers will have earned 
this money as productive  

citizens. Their work may 
also help them acquire a 
greater sense of self-worth 
and would assuredly pro-
vide service to the com-
munity. 

The legislation also calls 
for creating a new na-
tional youth corps to give 
our young people work 
opportunities in service to 
their communities. In 
exchange for a year of 
service, corps members 
could earn money to help 
pay the costs of college. 

Staff for the youth corps 
could be composed of sol-
diers and sailors- -as well 
as some military officers-
-who have been displaced 
by defense cutbacks. Their 
organizational and mana-
gerial experience would  

help instill a sense of dis-
cipline and service in our 
young people. 

The combination of the 
community work program 
and the national youth 
corps could lead to a bet-
ter trained, more skilled 
work force. More impor-
tantly these two programs 
would offer more Ameri-
cans the opportunity to 
help themselves and their  

communities. They will 
help ensure WE get more 
bang out of the tax-dol-
lars we pay. 

A system that gives 
people both a nudge and 
an opportunity to lead 
more productive lives is a 
promising approach that 
may be the wave of the 
future when it comes to 
those who have been left 
behind.

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Commissioners Approve 
Off-System Bridge Program 

Eastland County Com-
missioners Monday en-
tered into an off-system 
road bridge replacement 
program with the Texas 
Department of Transpor-
tation. All four of the 
Commissioners approved 
the project. 

Some months ago DOT 
officials inspected county 
bridges and found about 
17 of them defective. Later 
the four Commissioners 
choose five bridges need-
ing immediate repair. 

Monday Bryan Neaves, 
Area Engineer, told Com-
missioners that replacing 
the bridges is under con-
sideration for funding by 
the federal government. 

The County would pay 
20 percent of the replace-
ment cost and the govern-
ment 80 percent, Neaves 
said. Costs to replace the 

structures would run from 
$40,000 to $120,000 each, 
with the work finished by 
September 1995. 

"It looks like you've got 
a real good chance at get-
ting them", Neaves said. 
"Estimates (on the 
bridges) are high so there 
will be no surprises." 

Neaves said the first 
step would be for the 

County to sign an agree-
ment, the the Department 
of Transportation would 
prepare a plan and let 
contracts. The contracts 
would probably be let in 
about six months. 

The bridges with top 
priority on replacement 
were listed as being lo-
cated on CR 180 and 183, 
both on the South Fork of 
the Leon River, Pct. 4. 
Another bridge on the 
South Fork of the Leon 

River would also be re-
placed — it is located on 
CR 190 in Pct. 1. Also due 
for replacement is a bridge 
on the Sabanno River on 
CR 350, Pct. 3. Abridge in 
Pct. 2 was on the list — it 
is located on CR 474. 
These made up the five 
bridges with the most 
urgent need. 

On another road mat-
ter, Bryan Neaves re-
ported he was still work-
ing with the problems on 
the South Frontage road 
on 1-20 southeast of 
Ranger. 

He said he was trying to 
set up a meeting in No-
vember where persons 
who problems getting to 
Tudor Road can meet with 
TDoT officials and try to 
iron out the situation. 
There will be a further 
announcement on the 
date. 

Dispatch Employees Will 
Receive Equal Insurance 

Full-time employees at 
the Eastland County Dis-
patch will soon have equal 
health insurance coverage 
from the county. 

Bob Taylor, representa-
tive of the Statesman 
National Insurance Com-
pany in Abilene told Dis-
patch Board members 
Wednesday that under 
current insurance cover-
age one employee had 100 

percent coverage after a 
$500.00 deductable, while 
other employees had 80 
percent coverage at rates 
about $24 less per month. 

After discussion, Board 
members authorized the 
80 percent coverage for 
everyone. Employees who 
want to continue with the 
100 percent coverage 
must personally make up 
the difference in rates. 

On another matter, 
Eastland Ccunty's repre-
sentative Richard Robin-
son told the Board that a 
new surplus gasoline-
powered generator has 
been found in Gorman. It 
was once planned for civil 
defense, but the equip-
ment will be donated to 
the Dispatch for a back-
up. 

Board members seemed 
pleased over the donation, 
saying that they had ex-
pected to pay around

It has passed every 
inspection since, and the 
State "let us off with an 
intermediate order," the 
Judge said. 

But within the past 
months the population 
has swelled, putting the 
facility into possible jeop-
ardy on compliance. 

Pittman said the Com-
missioners Court would 
need to "stay on top of the 
situation."

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TxDOT ISSUING NEW 
DISABLED PARKING PLACARDS 
New parking permits for the 250,000 

Texas drivers with disabilities are now 
available at local county tax offices. 

A new state law requires people who 
park in spaces reserved for the disabled 
to display either a disabled person's li-
cense plate or the hard-plastiic mirror 
placard by Dec. 31. After that, all old 
forms of identification - cards and spe-
cial license-plate validation stickers --
will be invalid. 

As before, there are permits for drivers 
with permanent disabilities and for those 
with temporary disabilities. 

Drivers with permanent disablities will 
receive blue placards, which are good 
for five years. They replace the red iden-
tification card, which should be ex-
changed for the new placard at the local 
county tax office. Exchanging as many 
as two cards is free. 

Red placards, for those with tempo-
rary disabilities, are valid for six months. 
Drivers with temporary disabilities need 
not exchange their white identification 
card. 

Placards will cost $5 each if no ID card 
is exchanged. Drivers may request no 
more than one set of disabled person 
license plates and one placard, or no 
plates and two placards. 

The Texas Legislature made the 
changes to comply with federal rules 
making vehicle registration uniform for 
people with disabilities.

The old question of 
when do bass spawn was 
raised again this past 
weekend. A local angler 
reported, having dressed 
some fish and three con-
tained egg sacks. 

However odd this may 
sound its really not to 
uncommon. Bass are op-
portunists, will try to 
spawn whenever they can. 
If the water conditions 
become right some will 
even complete the cycle. 
However most who are 
now forming eggs will 
either dump them off, or 
absorb them into their 
system. 

The normal spring 
spawn females can how-
ever begin forming eggs 
as early as December in 
our area, and spawn in as 
late as July on a regular 
basis. Local water condi-
tions will always dictate, 
so stay in time with this 
winter weather. You could 
get in on the early spawn, 
and that is when the real 
pigs usually do their 
thing.

Phase III Disaster 

Assistance Signup: Sig-
nup for Phase III will 
continue until February 
12, 1993. Producers will 
have a choice of filing 
claims for any one of the 
1990, 1991 or 1992 crop 
years, excluding any year 
for which they have al-
ready received or will 
receive a disaster pay-
ment. Phase III includes 
all commercially grown 
crops. 

Phase II and Phase 
III Disaster Payments: 
Producers with approved 
Phase II and Phase III 
disaster applications will 
receive a payment equal 
to 50.04 percent of the 
computed disaster loss as 
soon as all supporting 
documentation is received 
and the application for 
payment is approved. The 
50.04 percent payment 
rate equals the factored 
payment for approved 
losses under Phase I made 
earlier this year. 

Multiple Peril Crop 
Insurance 
Requirements: Produc-
ers applying for 1992 dis-
aster benefits under 
Phase II or Phase III must 
agree to obtain multiple 
peril crop insurance for 
the 1993 crop of the com-
modity for which pay-
ments are made if the crop 
loss exceeds 65 percent. 

Producers cannot avoid 
the requirement for pur-
chasing crop insurance by 
delaying filing for bene-
fits and will be required 
to certify that they agree 
to forfeit the disaster 
payment if they do not 
pay the required crop 
insurance premium.

Peanut Disaster 
Transfer - Change For 
1992: Regulations have 
been amended to limit the 
pounds of segregation 2 
and 3 peanuts marketed 
as additional loan eligible 
to be transferred to quota 
loan. Regulations now 
provide that the amount 
of transfer shall not ex-
ceed the effective farm 
poundage quota less the 
sum of: *Peanuts retained 
on the farm for seed or 
other use. *Production of 
Segregation 1 peanuts on 
the farm. *Amount of fall 
quota transferred to the 
farm.

IS COW 	today is an excellent time 
CULLING TIME 	to cull older, less produc- 

tive cows to make your 
cow herd more efficient," 
said Dr. Randall Grooms 
of the Texas A&M Uni-
versity Agricultural Re-
search and Extension 
center in Overton. "Pro-
ducers should plan for 
years when prices will 
certainly come down. " 

Inferior calves have 
inferior parents, he said. 
"Mothers ofnon-profitable 
calves are in ferior because 
they calve late in the sea-
son or fail to give ade-
quate milk for the calf's 
growth. In either case, it 
is highly probable that she 
will repeat her inferior 
production next year," he 
said. 

Generally, the bottom 5 
to 20 percent of the cows 
in a herd produce calves 
that are significantly be-
low the herd average. 
Producers determine 
their culling level by the 
availability of replace-
ments or the desire for 
profit. 

Grooms said a simple 
procedure for culling cows 
is to separate the cows 
and calves at weaning 
time. Sort the smaller, 
inferior calves from the 
others. The following 
morning, put the inferior 
calves with the cows. Cows 
claiming these inferior 
calves can be identified 
and culled. 

"After weaning calves, 
many producers prefer to 
keep cull cows until frost 
or until the beginning of 
1993," he said. "This al-
lows the cow to regain 
body condition and 
weight. With current cow 
prices, now is an excellent 
time to shape up a cow 
herd and put it in a more 
profitable mode."
