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Friona man relates how 
family survived tornado
Mendoza and extended family 
took refuge in nearby shelter
By M artha  Toles Frost

Joe Mendoza, of Friona, and 
his wife, Esther, reached a 
steel-reinforcd concrete shel­
ter in their back yard just before 
at least three tornados struck 
above them, smashing their 
ch ild ren 's  m obile hom es 
nearby.

Their daughter Yolanda 
Martinez, with her husband, 
Mauricio, waited for the storm 
to pass and emerged to see 
their trailer abolished.

The Mendoza's son, Eddie 
Mendoza, and his three chil­
dren, along with his wife, 
Roxanne, also survived the 
storm but lost their mobile 
home.

Joe M endoza’s m other, 
Molly Mendoza, her grandson, 
Daniel, and his girlfriend left 
her brick home and went to the 
shelter as well.

She said that all the win­
dows and doors were blown 
out of her house and that the 
whole family probably would 
have died if they hadn’t made it 
to the shelter.

Seventeen people in all, in­
cluding David and Elizabeth

Romero and their three chil­
dren, reached safety just be­
fore the storm struck.

Esther Mendoza, who has 
difficulty walking, was trans­
ported to the shelter in one of 
the family cars. She said that 
the wind blew an insect into 
her eye and some glass into her 
leg. She is recovering from 
minor injuries.

She said that everyone was 
standing in the middle of the 
shelter and the kids were hold­
ing on to each other as the 
tornados that "sounded like a 
train" passed by above them.

Joe Mendoza said he had 
seen a tornado before when he 
was 18 and that four years ago, 
35 people packed into his 
shelter during a tornado watch.

M endoza has a muffler 
business, which he will have to 
rebuild. As of Tuesday, the 
families' gas, electricity, water, 
sewage systems and telephones 
had not been restored.

"But we are glad to be alive. 
That's the important thing," 
Mendoza said.

Esther Mendoza said that

Survivors of Friona 
tornado's devastation

When Joe Mendoza and his 
family stepped out of the 
steel-reinforced concrete 
shelter he had built in case 
of a disaster, this stairway 
and ramp were all that was 
left of a trailer house near 
his home. Just before he 
and 16 fam ily members 
made it to safety, Mendoza 
saw one tornado with an­
other right behind it coming 
toward them from .4 miles 
away at the overpass of 
Texas 141 South. His son 
saw a third.

Muleshoe man provides information on pesticide exposure
SIOUX CITY, Iowa —

signed to protect agricultural 
workers from pesticide expo­
sure, and they apply to farmers 
and seasonal workers, as well 
as to people who work in 
greenhouses, nurseries, farm 
input dealerships and forests.

"From the grower's stand­
point, the standards are really 
a pretty simple set of good 
safety regulations," according 
to Terra's location manager, 
Mike Byrum of Muleshoe.

"Com pliance is another 
matter. Before applying a pes­
ticide, the grower must consult 
the 'Agricultural Use Require­
ments' section of the label on 
the product being used.

"This will inform the grower 
about restricted entry enterval, 
personal protection equipment, 
and oral or posted warnings,"

Byrum said.
A variety of WPS materials 

are available from Terra, in­
cluding the EPA's "How To 
Comply" manual, the offical 
EPA worker training and han­
dler training handbooks and a 
portable decontamination kit.

The official EPA pesticide 
safety poster is available, along 
with plastic-coated field post­
ing signs, tow els, m ount 
brackets, tyvek coveralls, wa­
terless hand cleanser, and an 
emergency phone listing sign.

The company provides a

video training tape in both 
English and Spanish, as well 
as a hip water flask. WPS ma­
terials can be ordered from any 
Terra farm service location.

C ustom ers can ask for 
Terra's easy-reference WPS 
pocket guide, which provides 
basic information about regu­
lations for crop protection 
products from many manufac­
turers.

The guide lists the addresses 
and phone numbers of regional 
EPA offices, provides defini­
tions of terms used to describe

personal protection equipment 
and includes alphabsetized 
product-by-product charts 
listing general information and 
personal protective equipment 
requirements.

Many Terra representatives 
are certified applicators and 
WPS trainers who can help lo­
cal growers understand or 
comply with the worker pro­
tection standards.

Southwestern Public Service Co. 
upgrades area electric lines

An electric line upgrade 
should m ean better reliabil­
ity for the M uleshoe area, as 
well as a boost to the local 
economy.

Southw estern Public Ser­
vice Com pany is upgrading 
a 69,000 volt transm ission 
lin e  fro m  L itt le f ie ld  to  
Farw ell. The construction 
began in February and will 
continue until m id-August.

As part o f the upgrade, 
SPS w ill be using concrete 
poles to support the lines. 
The new poles weigh 10,000 
to 15,000 pounds each and 
rise 65 to 75 feet above the 
ground. That com pares with 
the  o ld e r  p o le s  w h ich  
reached heights o f up to 45

feet above the ground. This 
is the first tim e that SPS has 
used concrete poles within 
its system.

Mike M cDearm on, SPS 
M uleshoe manager, said the 
new poles will w ork par­
ticularly well with the 69,000 
volt line. "These concrete 
poles are expected to last 
longer and, because of ris­
ing tim ber prices, are more 
e c o n o m ic a l th an  w ood  
poles," he said.

The upgraded line will 
also include a "static" line, 
which helps protect against 
lighting strikes. McDearmon 
said that should reduce the 
number of outages in the area 
during storms.

Another difference with 
the upgraded line is that it 
will not use any crossarms. 
The lines will be held with 
strong polym er insulators.

More than 50 people are 
working on the new line, 40 
of whom are staying in local 
motels, eating at local res­
taurants and buying gas in 
M u lesh o e . T he w o rk e rs  
cou ld  co llec tiv e ly  spend 
$10,000 a week while they 
stay in M uleshoe.

"In addition, "M cD ear­
mon said, "SPS will spend 
anywhere from  $2,000 to 
$10,000 each week on gas, 
parts , lum ber, too ls and 
more. It could be quite a 
boost for local business."
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Train blown off track at Friona
A 25-car train was blown off the track near Friona when a tornado struck the area on June 
9. According to Bill Ellis, publisher of the Friona Star, the engine was the only part of the 
train that stayed on the track. Ellis said that the engineer and another railroad employee 
walked away from the wreckage unharmed.

she had prayed aloud during 
the brief minutes they spent in 
the shelter and that her family 
had laid hands oh her in sup­
port.

When Joe Mendoza ran 
around the west side of the 
house for shelter as his wife 
was being taken around the 
east side of the house, he said 
he saw one tornado at the 
overpass of Texas 141 South, 
which is .4 of a mile from where 
he lives on the south side of 
Friona.

Then he saw another tornado 
behind it. When hisson, Eddie, 
closed the door of the storm 
shelter, he told his father he 
had seen a third tornado.

The steel porch of the 
Mendoza's home blew away. 
Mendoza said he was glad it 
didn't slam into his mother's 
brick home next door.

A tree branch came through 
the wall of their house, a ceil­
ing beam was broken and some 
o f the ir w indow s were 
smashed.

The whole thing lasted less 
than three to five minutes, 
Mendoza said. And the sepa­
rate tornados passed over them 
only seconds apart.

Speaking of the shelter he 
had built, Mendoza said, "I 
knew a tornado would come 
by eventually, and I wanted to 
be ready for it."

Minding Your Own Business
By Don Taylor

During the last few years 
I’ve stayed in enough hotels 
and motels, driven enough 
rental cars and traversed  
enough airports to qualify as 
an experienced judge. Perhaps, 
with a few more frequent flyer 
miles I might even qualify as 
an expert.

One of the most interesting 
differences I've observed is in 
the area of hotel/motel accom­
modations. There are signifi­
cant differences in price, with 
precious little difference in the 
actual value of the product. 
I've slept soundly in Super 8's 
at under $40 per night. I've 
been kept awake by the snor­
ing of a "next-room neighbor" 
at the Ritz-Carlton at more than 
$200 per night.

I can find little correlation 
between price and the quality 
of an overnight stay. Remem­
ber, that value is the received 
balance of price compared to 
quality. Therefore, it is pretty 
hard to equate a $200 sleepless 
night to real value.

All the rooms I've stayed in 
have had beds, tables, chairs, 
desks, lamps, a television and 
a bathroom. Nearly all mat­
tresses are mediocre. Usually, 
the bathrooms are adequate. 
The furniture varies from poor 
to fair. There is certainly room 
for improvement.

• Let's make changes.
If I were in charge, I'd some 

changes in the way motels do 
business. First, I’d make the 
rooms quiet. I don't want to 
hear my neighbor snore, and I 
doubt they want to hear me 
practice my keynote speech.

Next, I'd put an iron and 
ironing board in the closet of 
every room for travelers with 
wrinkled clothes. I'd even 
throw in can of spray starch to 
help remove wrinkles from a 
starched shirt.

I'd spend a little ore money 
on quality mattresses. I'd wash 
the covers occasionally, too.

In the bathroom, I'd add one 
of those clever little mount- 
on-the-wall hair dryers and 
install good lighting. One 40- 
watt bulb in a thrice-painted- 
over Fixture doesn’t get it. Of 
course, if you light up the 
bathroom, you have to clean it, 
too. That's not a bad idea ei­
ther.

I'd also provide a real desk 
with a good reading light. The

desk should have comfortable 
chair and extra sheets of writ­
ing paper.

I'd put a diagram on the door 
with directions to the fire exits 
and ice machines. Id make the 
ice buckets large enough to 
hold more than nine ice cubes.

I’d take the ashtrays out of 
the non-smoking rooms and 
make certain the pillows didn't 
smell like smoke. I'd remove 
all of those 39 cent plug-in 
deodorizers.

• Let's cut costs.
I'd reduce the cost of man­

datory valet parking to no more 
than $5 per day. I'd put a ceil­
ing on phone charges of 50 
cents per call at the motel end.

We could elim inate the 
chocolates on the pillow, and 
no one needs the bed turned 
down for them. We can apply 
the savings toward lowering 
the room rates. Speaking of

room rates. I'd be honest about 
the "lowest" rates I quote.

Recently, while on business, 
I stayed at one of the premium 
hotels in Atlanta. When I 
checked in I questioned the 
$185 room rate. "That is our 
special convention rate," the 
check-in person assured me. I 
signed in, grateful that some­
one else was paying the bill. 
Then, I overheard the clerk at 
the next counter say to her 
customer, "This is our special 
weekend rate of 119 and please 
remember our free breakfast 
buffet."

I made a mental note to cross 
another chain off my list of 
places to stay when I’m mak­
ing the decision. I don’t believe 
in charging high prices just 
because you can. Why, the next 
thing you know, we'd have 
more hotel operators in Con­
gress than attorneys.
