According to a story out of
Austin this week R.sing Star
has lost five of the 15 per
cent credit it has hitherto
enjoyed on its fire insurance
Key rate because of what the
State Board of Insurance ex-
aminers considered deficienc-
ies in the city's system of
protection against fires. The
city, so I am informed by in-
surance people, was given a
15 per cent credit on its key
rate—which is 29c¢ per $100—
because of its low fire loss
record over the past several
years.

The loss of five per cent
of this credit will mean that
fire insurance purchasers will
have to pay, over all, about
$800 more next year for the
same amount of insurance now
carried. This applies only to

- property within the city lim-

its.

The Board accompanied its
announcement of the reduced
credit with quite a list of what
it claims is wrong with the

~ local fire protection picture.

While quite a number of
them can and should be cor-
rected, such as the strength-
ening of our volunteer fire
department and improvement
of its equipment, the greater
part of the conditions cited
have existed for many years,
and during times when Rising
Star enjoyed a more favor-
able rate, and they are the
same conditions, in the main,
to be found in most other
towns of our history and
size,

For instance, the criticisms
gite that 40 per cent of the
streets in the business dis-
trict are less than 70 feet in
width; that there are over-
head utility wires in the mer-
cantile district; that there are
no alleys; that the principal
streets in the residential dis-
trict are not paved, and that
more than 40 per cent of the
roofs in the residential areas
are combustible—that is, they
will burn.

'Well, that has been the case
fcr a long time, and I am not
sure how we could go about
widening the narrow streets
in our business district with-
out excessive costs. A lot of
the older cities notably Dallas

and Brownwood, have that

problem in much greater de-
gree.

The report also states that
we have no fire alarm sys-
tem. If so, what is this ban-
shee howl that breaks out
whenever an alarm is turn-
ed in?

Other criticisms point to in-
adequate pumping equipment,
water mains too small, no
reserve hose truck, an all
volunteer 'fire department,

* fire department not maintain-

ed,etc., which may be perti-
nent criticism, and which, I

B am sure the City Council will

address itself to when the
list is officially presented.
The list of what Is wrong
doesn’'t read too good for
our small community, but
when it is analyzed, most of

‘the criticlsms are sucil as can

be made of all small com-
munities and many of the
larger.

DPS Warns Of
Week-End Toll

AUSTIN — Colonel Wilson E.
Pat) Sneir, acting director of the
Texas Department of Public Safe-
t., said today the DPS estimates
46 persons may die in traffic
accidents in Texas duning the

‘Labor Day weekend.

“This is the last holiday week-
end of the summer, and thousands
of motorists traditionally take to
the highways for an outing/’
Speir said. “It is indeed tragic
that so many men, women and
children will become victims of
motor wvehicle accidents during
an otherwise happy period,” he
added.

Speir said the Department of
Public Safety will use all facili-
ties and personnel at its disposal
in an effort to reduce the pre-
dicted death toll. A special “Op-
eration Motorcide” will be acti-
vated at 8 p. m. Friday, August
30, and continue. through mid-
night Monday, September 2, Dur-
ing this period, all uniformed DPS
officers and equipment will be
used on the highways to enforce
traffic laws.

“Many other groups such as
local police and sherniff’s depart-
ment, the trucking industry, and
the Jaycees will be cooperating
in this effort to promote safe
driving during the holiday,” Speir
noted.

For example, the Texas Motor

It Has Been

With almost five months be-
fore Christmas, and temperatures
ranging from 90 to 100 degrees,
it seems absurd to print a letter
to Santa Claus. But after read-
ing and rereading one that was
printed in the Rising Star X-Ray
on December 17, 1916, the temp-
tation to share it could not be
resisted,

Very few people who lived in
Rising Ctar at that time could
ever blot out the memory of
Kathy Ben Snearly, youngest

daughter of Mr. and Mrs. A: N.°

Snearly. And the dear little let-
ter to good old Saint Nick will
introduce this generation to the
type child, chubby, blue eyed,
curly haired Katy Ben was.

Here is the letter exactly as
it appeared in the X-Ray: “The
Honorable Mr. Santa Claus: Dear
Old Pal: I just want a few things
this year. Please bring me a doll.
A doll’s bed. A set of doll’'s dish-
es, fireworks, unts and two live
billy goats and a wagon to hitch
them to. Oranges, a X-mas tree
with oodles of trimming, an aero-
plane, a real, real live donkey, a
“Baby Bunt”, a sure enough Ply-
mouth Rock Rooster, a table and
chairs, some apples and oh! yes,
I forgot some candy too. And
sav don’t forget my billy goats
and wagon, PLEASE. Katy Ben
Snearly.”

The Ladies Aid Society of the
First Baptist Church advertised
a pillow case sale to be held at
The Star Trading Company, on
Saturday, December 11, and Mon-
day, December 13, for the pur-
pose of raising money to be ap-
plied on the church piano. Pil-
low cases were sold at 30c and
75c per pair.

“Mr. and Mrs. J. G. (John)
Robinson narrowly escaped ser-
ious injuries or could have lost
their lives on Wednesday, March
7, 1916, at the Main Street cross-
ing of the railroad, leading north.
The Robinsons were in their car
and failed to see the approach-
ing east bound train until they
were too close to stop.

Mr. Robinson used good judg-
ment at the steering wheel and
turned the car in the same di-
rection the train was moving and
made their escape, with little
damage to the car. No personal

The May Messenger, weekly
newspaper at May, Texas came
up with this on October 15, 1915:
“A bunch of Rising Star autoists
came through here Tuesday after-
noon at the - Well just as fast
as a Ford can run. But their speed-
ing didn’t last long; when they
got about a mile from town they
broke down and had to come
back to town for help and a car
to carry them back home.

“We have seen several speed-
ers who recognized the law, but
we have never seen one of these
smart alecks get by without hav-
ing some sort of a mishap. Men
have no right to open a car up
through a town where school
children are crossing the street.
The number of the Rising Star
car was taken, but it may not
be pushed against them.”

In August, 1915, the largest
melon seen in Rising Star during
the season was shipped to James
S. Campbell of the First National
Bank, from Weatherford.

It seems that the late Fred W.
Roberds of the Star Trading Co.,
and C. F. (Chas) Falls, assistant
cashier of the First National
Bank, had bragged that they
could eat the largest melon that
was brought to town that sum-
mer. Without letting the “Brags”
know, Mr. Campbell ordered the
largest melon to be found at
Weatherford, shipped to Rising
Star. In it’s arrival Falls and
Roberds were challenged to eat

The Gordon Spot

Several homeowners have re-
ported having problems with their
fruitless mulberry trees. The leav-
es have spots, turn yellow and
eventually fall off the trees. This
is very common to fruitless mul-
berry throughout the county. It
is caused by Septoria leaf spot.
Ths is a fungal disease of mul-
berry trees which is very dam-
aging to the leaves in certain
years.

More than this is not
advisable since wheat is a heavy
feed and forms o paste in the
mouth and stomach of the animal.

Protein from wheat can be
used as satisfactorily as protein
from other sources in balancing
a ration. Wheat has about 105
percent the feeding value of corn.

The outer covering of wheat
is hard, therefore, it should be
coarsely ground or rolled before
feeding.

The pecan crop looks good in
most Eastland County orchards.
