Quail Counts Best 
Since 1987 

The 17th Annual 
Eastland County Bass 
Club Open was held Sep-
tember 9, 1992, at Lake 
Leon. With so many other 
events going on this week-
end the 120 Sr. entrants 
was an excellent draw. 
The big news from this 
event was the 16 Jr. en-
trants on hand. Such a Jr. 
turnout shows the aware-
ness of Texas Clubs to 
educate today's youth 
with fun events such as 
this. 

Although no juniors 
were able to boat a keeper 
bass all 16 were winners, 
being awarded cash and 
prizes. A big pot on the 
back to all the sponsors of 
this division and to the 
adults who took time out 
to expose a youth to the 
fun of"Fishing Outdoors." 

Fishing reports from 
Leon were fair prior to 
Sunday's blast off with 
talk of 11 or 12 pounds 
needed to win. The win-
ner would need that one 
big bass bite. As usual one 
angler did get that bite. 
Actually the winner L. 
Rutherford had three good 
ones. Fifteen pounds even 
was the final weight of 
Mr. Rutherford's three 
fish string which included 
the first place big bass of 
7.33. This angler reported 
having this lunker in the • 
boat by 7:15 a.m. 

Jigs and worms were 
the baits used to catch this 
excellent stringer. Second  

place dropped in weight 
to 11.16 pounds. Jigs and 
crankbaits were used for 
this nice stringer for Terry 
Wilson. Third place fin, 
isher, Clyde Sisco also 
reported jigs to be in his 
arsenal, which boated him 
10.82 pounds. All three of 
these stringers were re-
ported to have come from 
0' Keffs Slough. The 
remaining top ten spots 
were: Fourth, Gary Har-
ton 10.60; fifth, Bob Free-
man 10.12; sixth, Butch 
Willingham 9.82; seventh, 
Jack York 9.49; eighth, 
Don Holland 8.40; ninth, 
Larry HollandJr. 8.40 and 
tenth, J. Spikes 8.33. 
Second place big bass was 
taken by Bob Freeman a 
nice 5.51 pounder. Bob 
said this fish came from 
the reeds. 

The John Nichols bene-
fit tournament is set for 
September 27, 1992, at 
Lake Whitney. Four years 
ago John suffered a spi-
nal cord injury while boat-
ing on Lake Whitney. This 
left him paralyzed from 
the neck down. In June 
John underwent a 11 1/2 
hour operation. All pro-
ceeds will go to offset these 
expenses. 

An entry fee of $150.00 
per team will give en-
trants a chance at first 
$5,000.00; 	second 
$3,000.00; 	third 
$2,000.00; 	fourth 
$1,200.00; and fifth 
$1,000.00 monies are 
guaranteed to 15 place 
which will be $150.00. 

The statewide quail 
hunting season maybe the 
best in several years if the 
1992 quail survey is any 
indication. The 20-mile 
roadside quail survey 
routes provided the high-
est numbers since 1987, 
the best year since the 
survey began in 1976. 

"The prospects for the 
1992 quail season look 
much better than 1991," 
said Don Wilson, small 
game program leader at 
the Texas Parks and Wild-
life Department. "Most of 
the state will see the high-
est quail population since 
1987. It should be an ex-
cellent year." 

Quail counts are con-
ducted by wildlife biolo-
gists and technicians re-
cording quail observed 
along a 20-mile route, 
beginning at sunrise or 
one hour before sunset. 
The information is used 
to document annual quail 
population trends. 

Of the state's top three 
quail regions - South 
Texas, the Rolling Plains 
and the Cross Timbers -  

South Texas looks the 
best. 

The median quail count 
for South Texas was 61, 
up from 39 in 1987 and 
21.5 last year. The Roll-
ing Plains count was 28, 
the best since 1987 (28.5) 
and almost double last 
year's 15. The Cross Tim-
bers count was 12, slightly 
better than last year's 
10.5, but well below 1987's 
high of 34. 

"I think it's goingto be a 
great year," said Don 
Frels, regional wildlife 
director in South Texas. 

Jay Williams, South 
Texas district leader in 
San Antonio agreed. "It is 
going to be a good year, 
perhaps as good as 1987. 
We are seeing all sizes of 
young quail and some very 
large coveys." 

"It looks very good at 
this time," said David 
Dvorak, area manager at 
the Matador Wildlife 
Management Area near 
Paducah. "We are seeing 
birds from just hatched to 
fully grown, although  

most of the birds are three-
quarters grown. Tne 
hunting is going to be 
tough because of all the 
vegetation." 

The Trans-Pecos and 
Edwards Plateau also 
reported excellent counts. 

The Edwards Plateau 
count was 15 this year, up 
from 13.5 last year and 
the best since a count of 
22 in 1977, the second year 
of the survey. "It is going 
to be better than last year 
but, overall, not a great 
year," said Larry Holland, 
district leader from 
Brownwood. "However, 
there are some good 
counts." 

The Trans-Pecos had a 
count of 18 this year, the 
highest since 21 in 1987 
and up from four lastyear. 
"This is a good year to 
come to the Trans-Pecos 
for quail hunting," said 
Mike Hobson, district 
leader from Alpine. "We 
have not had a year this 
good since 1987. 1 will 
definitely buy a Type 11 
permit this year."

II is now history, it was 
also historical. From the 
capitol building in Wash-
ington, D.C. to the front 
lawn of the Coliseum in 
Los Angeles, California, 
the ENER-RUN proved 
you could go from coast to 
coast with alternative 
power in your car. We met 
people all along the route 
whose main comment 
was, 

"It is about time some-
one is doing something." 

The THEAX automobile 
went the entire 3,200 mile 
distance on 100% Ethyl 
Alcohol.

sults because they in-
tended to double the mi-
lage. They said they would 
be back in 1994 to do 
exactly that. 

The CJ5 jeep was the 
overall winner of ENER-
RUN II. It averaged an 
incredible 27.9 miles per 
gallon or an operational 
cost of only 4.4 cents per 
mile.

This vehicle with its fuel 
boosting and electronic 
modifications is available 
to developing nations for 
use as a very efficient 
patrol vehicle. 

The Vanion was pow-
ered by liquid Propane 
Gas (LPG) and also turned 
in a very credible job. This 
vehicle did 22.1 miles per 
gallon for an operating 
cost of 7.3 cents per mile.

The 
Compressed Natural Gas 
vehicle Centaur had an 
oil; feed problem that 
caused a complete engine 
failure very early in the 
Run. The oil feed problem 
did not have anything to 
do with the CNG operat-
ing system and we feel 
that the system is a viable 
one. We still have some 
concerns about the high

pressure tanks (3000 
P.S.I.), however, that is a 
mechanical problem 
which we are sure has a 
solution. This vehicle will 
have to do ENER-RUN III 
to show its stuff. 

And the FREEWAY, of 
Seoul, Korea which was 
only able to complete 
1,416 of the 3,200 mile 
ENER-RUN. it, however, 
deserves a great deal of 
mention because it oper-
ated at an average of 69.3 
miles per gallon or 2.3 
cents per mile. This ve-
hicle, which operated on a 
Jaybird fuel of Gasoline 
and Hydrogen Peroxide, 
has set the tone for ENER-

We could grow 
our own alcohol. Farmers 
in the corn and wheat belt 
would have a market for 
grain and reduce or elimi-
nate the need for taxpayer 
farm subsidies. It would 
also eliminate some of the 
need for imported oil. The 
Theax will run again in 
Ener-Run III (1994) on 
home grown alcohol. It 
averaged 14.8 miles per 
gallon and that was with 
a full race engine which 
was not designed with 
economy in mind. This 
may in fact be the first 
time a 100% alcohol auto-
mobile has been driven 
across the United States.

-Seventy-five percent of 
all structure fires occurred 
in residences. 

-179 people died and 
1,583 people were injured 
in home fires. 

-The leading causes of 
residential fires were 
careless cooking, heating 
equipment, arson, and 
careless smoking. 

Because home fires 
continue to account for the 
largest number of struc-
ture fires and fire casual-
ties, State Fire Marshal 
Ernest A. Emerson en-
couraged families to focus 
on home fire safety. All 
family members can help 
check for fire hazards, 
such as unsafe cooking 
and smoking habits, im-
proper use of heating 
equipment, and improper 
storage of flammable liq-
uids. 

"Every home should 
have enough smoke 
alarms, and all smoke 
alarms should be tested 
each month," Emerson 
said. 

Hines explained that 
because fire occurrence is 
influenced by so many 
factors it is impossible to 
pinpoint specific reasons 
for the trend in fire reduc-
tion. 

"Economic conditions, 
weather, changes in 
demographics and public 
awareness all influence 
fire occurrence," he said. 

"However, it is certain 
that the human factor is a 
key to preventing fires. It 
is time for all Texans to 
realize that fire preven-
tion is every individual's 
responsibility. By focus-
ing on home fire safety 
this Fire Prevention 
Week, Texans can help 
reduce fires in an area that 
continues to cause a tragic 
waste of lives, energy and 
resources." 

Fire Prevention Week 
is traditionally observed 
during the week of Octo-
ber 9, the anniversary of 
the 1871 "Great Chicago 
Fire" that killed 250 
people and destroyed 
17,430 buildings valued 
at the time at $168 mil-
lion. Even the best fire 
suppression capabilities 
were unable to contain the 
fire. As a result, the pub-
lic and the fire service 
began thinking in terms 
of fire prevention.
