Tourists Spent

8.4 Millions in
Texas During 1956

AUSTIN— Texas = last year
played host to 8.4 million out-
of-state visitors who spent a to-
tal of $379 millions while in the
state, ™. C. Greer, State High-
way 'En@ineer, announced this
week. A report on the Texas
tourist industry for 1956, releas-
ed- by the Texas Highway De-
partment, shows that the aver-
age tourist stayed 5.9 days and
spent $7.71 per person.

For the first time, a survey
of accommodations used by
tourists has been included in
i the report. The majority, 62
| per cent, favored motels, 9 per
cent stayed in ‘hotels, 5 per
cent camped out, and 24 per
cent used other accommoda-
tions including trailers and the
homes"* of friends and relatives.

A total of 3.1 million vehicles
carrying an average of 2.7 per-
sons each entered the state in
1956. California again led the
list of out-of-state visitors by
sending 1,223,000 to our state.
Louisiana was second by send-
ing 645,000 to our state.

From a studv of other states,
Texas ranks high as a tourist
state, tcpping the popular state

Figures used in preparing this
annual report are obtained from
sucrvey cards distributed to tour-
ists at the seven Highway Trav-
el Information Bureaus located
on major highways at the state’s
borders, Greer stated. Informa-
tion from these cards is supple-
mented with data from other
| sources to compile the report,
he said, ' -

More than 170,000 out-of-state
visitors, in addition to 65,794
Texas vehicles, stopped at the
Texas Highway Department In-
formation Bureaus last year and
through the use of descriptive
material and their knowledge of
| the state and its attractions, Bu-
reau personnel increased the
mileage of each out-of-state ve-
hicle by 13 per cent.

In addition to operating these
Travel Information Bureaus, the
Highway Department publishes

way Travel Map, road condition
bulletins, and other descriptive
materials in an effort to assist
and stimulate travel in Texas,
Greer said. During 1956 the
|Inf0rmati0n and Statistics Divi-
sion of the Department answered
210,700 requests from the public
for travel information. The di-
vision also maintains a large
collection of 35 mm color slides
on points of interest and travel
data which are furnished free to
civic groups and schools through-
: out the country.

When the blood sugar gets too
high, the kidneys, in an effort
to lower it, removes some of the
sugar by excreting it in wurine.

Proof of the hereditary nature
of diabetes is the fact that sur-
veys of diabetic children show
that 80 percent come from fami-
lies in which there or has
been diabetes.

Overeating and lack of mus-
cular exercise are conditions
which tend to promote obesity
which in turn creates a tendency
toward diabetes.

Accept Religion

AUSTIN.—Religion has a role
in most University of Texas stu-
dents’ lives.

A total of 17,095 students were
church members or listed religi-
ous preferences during the 1955-
56 long session, according to re-
ports just released from the reg-
istrar’s office. Only 714 out of
19,467 students listed no church
affiliation or preference.

Some 16,056 students were
members of 31 different religious
groups. An additional 1,039 stu-
dents listed a preference for
some religious group.

Methodist students were most
numeruos, totaling 4,588. Groups
next in order were Baptist, with
3,903; Roman Catholic, 2,174;
Presbyterian, 1,657; Episcopal,
1,555; Christian (Disciples of
Christ), 670; Jewish, 659; Luth-
eran, 626; Church of Christ, 594;
Mohammedan, 136.
