Sale Tax Rebates
Show Increase

AUSTIN- -

Comptroller Bob Bullock said Friday that his

auditors turned up more than $9 million in additional local sales
taxes owed Texas cities and towns during fiscal 1976, more than
double the amount turned up the two previous fiscal years.

Bullock said city sales tax audit production during the fiscal year
ending Aug. 31 was $9,056,072, compared to about $4,5 million each

of the two previous fiscal years.

The Comptroller Friday also mailed checks totaling $9.1 million
to 478 cities and towns as their October rebate of the one- cent city

sales tax.

He added that city sales tax rebates have totaled $239.1 million so
far this year, well ahead of the $209.2 million rebated during the

same period in 1975.

I.C.A. Urges Reduction
Of Beef Imports

Austin--In a county chair-
men's meeting October 9, 1976,
of the Independent Cattelmen’s
Association, an organization of
100,000 members, T.A. Cunn-
ingham, President, expressed
his gratification of President
Ford’s actions taken in enacting
the quotas on imported meats
provided for the 1964 Meat
Importation Act. Cunningham
stated ‘‘Beef imports are
entering this country at an
alarming rate as we have
received a 98 percent increase
in the first 6 months of this
year, If additional beef imports
are allowed into this country,
the excess will further the
depression the beef producers
are already facing today.”’

The Meat Import Act of 1964
allows the President to prohibit
the importation of meat impo-
rts, after they have reached an
annually computed limitation.
The quotas are based on the

production of beef over the
previous five-year period.

President Cunningham furt-
her expressed concern over the
present condition of the livest-
ock industry by stating, ‘‘If beef
imports are not soon curtained,
the beef producers of this
country will be out of business
and every consumer in America
will be at the mercy of foreign
countries dictating higher and
higher prices for lower and
lower quality beef.”

The Independent Cattlemen'’s
Association has actively. suppo-
rted proposed legislation that
would significantly reduce the
amounts of imported beef
allowed to enter this country.
The ICA has also been
instrumental in actions being

‘taken to eliminate the circum-

vention of meat import quotas
at the Free Trade Zone in
Mayaquez, Puerto Rico.

Texas The Bountiful

Texas has more cows than
people, as Texas writer Bill Por-
terfield points out in a special
issue of Context, the Du Pont
Company’s current affairs
magazine, devoted to Texas.

Texas 1s still the leading
cattle-producing state, he says,
and 80 percent of Texas beef is
raised by small operators who
never have more than 20 head
at a time. “Mathematically,
this means that the more than
12 million head of cattle are
tended by at least 480,000
dudes,” he says.

-ulllill
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But there is more in Texas
than cows. Porterfield says the
state ranks first in goats and
sheep, second in turkeys, and
eighth in chickens. And cer-
tainly first in buzzards, arma-
dillos, horned toads, rattle-
snakes, coyotes and deer.

“In spite of droughts and the
sprawl of urban outposts,”
continues Porterfield, “in spite
of the spread of superhigh-
ways and the passing of farm-
to-rural county seat life, in spite
of the decline in the number of
farms, Texas still ranks third
behind California and Iowa in
crop receipts. Farms are fewer,
larger, specialized, more expen-
sive to operate, but far more
efficient and productive.

“As a result, Texas is the
leading producer of cotton,
grain sorghum, rice, water-
melons, cabbage, spinach, on-
ions and carrots. When you
combine livestock with crops
and timber and call it agribusi-
ness, you have the state's
leading industry, a $20 billion a
year production which even
outsells oil,”" he declares.

proper identification of peanuts

Regulations provide that
when a producer first offers a
lot of peanuts for market he
shall present a marketing card
to the buyer which will be used
to identify the lot of peanuts.
The marketing card number
entry recorded by the Federal
State Inspector on MO9% is
obtained from the
warehouseman when the
peanuts are first delivered for
market and recorded in the
same blick along with the
producer's name and address.
It has been brought to our at-
tention that the entry of the
marketing card number of the
MO94 by the purchaser has not

always coincided with the entry
made by the Federal State
Inspector. In some cases, the
entry of the marketing card
number has been lined through,
a different number entered , or
the entry is different from the
marketing card number
originally used by the producer
to identify the lot of peanuts.

Producers of peanuts should
be aware that:

1. The marketing card for the
farm must be presented to the
buyer when peanuts are first
delivered (at time of weigh- in)
for market.

2 Failure to properly identify
the peanuts will result in a

producers allotment being
reduced and a penalty
assessed.

3. When we review buyers
records, we will also review
copies of MO 94's and follow
through if there are indications
that the marketing card
nuumber entries have been
altered, or are different.

The heat produced and the
activity of organisms that
degrade organic matter rapidly
kill plant pathogens. However,
if true composting does not
occur, the so called ‘“‘compost’’
is nothing more than a trash
heap, and plant diseases will
. survive,
For composting to occur, there
must be enough moisture and
nitrogen present to support the
organisms
organic matter. Their activity
produces heat, and action of a

that degrade
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host of organisms rapidly
breaks down plant material.

In the case of serious plant
diseases, it would be best to
dispose of infected plant tissue.
Even a low survival rate of
these organisms might in-
crease the chance of have the
problem crop up again next
year.

Home gardeners using plant
material in a compost should
determine whether or not they
have a true compost or just a
trash heap. With a little effort a
true compost can be achieved,
providing a clean source of
organic matter for use during
the next gardening year.

There may be a shortage of
pecans this year. The Texas
crop is forecast at 27 million
pounds. That compares to 68
million pounds last year. The
U. S. pecan crop is expected to
be less than half the size of last
years crop.

If you have pecans on your
trees, remember to save a good
sample of about 50 nuts of each
variety for the county pecan
show. It will be held December
10 and 11.

A series of week long clinics to
give beef and dairy producers
in- depth training on artificial
insemination and pregnancy
testing have been slated
throughout Texas for the
remainder of this year and for
1977.

Austin--I've had a lot of
people ask me ** What ever
happened to your seizures of
sales tax delinquents?”

The answer is they're still
going on.

So far this year we have
seized " 211 -sales” tax
delinquents owing about $1.2
million in back taxes.

The problem is still the
same: some people just can't
seem to resist pocketing that
five cents sales tax they
collect on every dollar's
purchase,

The money was never
theirs. It's your money and
mine, the taxes we pay for
state and city services. It's
money that should be
remitted to the state.

Last year the *‘raids™ were
a new thing. When I took
office in January, 1975, 1
learned that previous
administrations had allowed
70,000 delinquents to build
up a debt to the state and
cities of S60 million. We
began the seizures to clean
the mess up.

At first, the news media
were delighted and gave
extensive coverage to our
“raids.”” That was what we
wanted: the publicity got the
message out loud and clear
that the state would no
longer tolerate those who
would pocket the sales tax.

Delinquents know now
when we say, after dozens of
collection efforts, that *“This
1s your last chance,” that the
“raiders” will be knocking on
their door. Just since June,
for example, 51 delinquents
have paid at the last minute
to avoid being shut down.

In addition, because we
are watching the delinquents
much more closely, the
seizures are for smaller and
smaller amounts. This is
good, because the delinquent
has a better chance of coming
up with the money and
staying in business. Then
everybody wins: the state and
cities get their tax dollars and
nobody’s out of work.

I also predicted last year
that the newness would wear
off the seizure program and
the “‘raids” would become a
matter of routine to the news
media, getting less and less
coverage.

This has also proven to be
the case. And while it is
understandable, 1 regret it in
some ways. Because
merchants need 1o be
constantly reminded what
will happen if they start
paying their bills with sales
taxes collected from their
cuslomers,

Texas i8 an exaggeration,
not only of itself but of the
American Dream-—past and
present. As old as the Indians
and the cowboys, il is as new
as the last moon shot and the
latest millionaire. Between
these extremes of time, tem-
per, tall tales, and technology,
however, lies the truth about
the Lone Star State.

At least that's how Texas
writer Bill Porterfield paints
the state in a special issue of
Context, the Du Pont Com-
pany's current affairs maga-
zine.

“We do carry guns fairly
freely, and we do talk by radio
on the road of life, and indi-
gestion knows we love bour-
bon and beer, barbecue and
chicken-fried steak, but it
would be inaccurate to hold
up the redneck beside the cow-
boy and the millionaire as a
symbol of the new Texas. We
are too diverse a people; we
simply dwarf in size and
subtlety, that exaggerated
and grotesque trinity,” he
concludes.
