Interceding for the 
Lost: Who bath heard 
such a thing? Who bath 
seen such things? Shall 
the earth be made to 
bring forth in one day? 
Or shall a nation be 
born at once? For as 
soon as Zion travailed, 
she brought forth her 
children (Isaiah 66:8). 
Many have looked at 
this verse and thought 
it referred only to the 
rebirth of Israel as a 
nation. Yet most Old 
Testament prophecy 
has a twofold applica-
tion - first the natural, 
then the spiritual. 
Isaiah is prophesying 
that Israel will be 
reborn as a nation in 
the natural, and that in 

(the spiritual, Zion will 
'travail and bring forth 

her children. Who is 
Zion? The New Testa-
ment tells us that the 
New Covenant believer 
is not come to Mount 
Sinai where Moses 
received the Ten Com-
mandments under the 
Old Covenant - but that 
we are come to Mount 
Zion. It calls the 
Church, Mount Zion. 
(Hebrews 12:18-23). 
For ye are not come 
unto the mount that be 
touched, and that burn-
ed with fire, nor unto 
blackness, 	and 
darkness, 	and 
tempest, And the 
sound of a trumpet, 
and the voice of words; 
which voice they that 
heard entreated that 
the word should not be 
spoken to them any 
more: (For they could 
not endure that which 
was commanded, And 
if so much as a beast 
touch the mountain, it 
should be stoned, or 
thrust through with a 
dart: And so terrible 
was the sight, that 
Moses said, I ex-
ceedingly fear and 
quake:) But ye are 
come unto Mount Zion, 
and unto the city of the 
living God, the heaven-
ly Jerusalem, and to 
an innumerable com-
pany of angels, to th 
general assembly and 
church of the firstborn, 
which are written in 
heaven, and to God the 

di Judge of all, and to the 
spirits of just men 
made perfect.
