New York about Dec. 23and a naval 
reviewwill take place there to cele-
brate 'the home-coming. 

Instructions have been cabled to 
Admiral Mayo, commander-in-chief of 
the Atlantic fleet and now at Brest, 
to bring back every naval vessel that 
can be spared. Many destroyers, con-
verted yachts and other craft prob-
ably - will come with the bigger ships. 

The dreadnaughts ordered to re-
turn are Division No. 6, commanded 
by Rear Admiral Hugh Rodman, bat-
tle-ships New Rork, flagship; Texas, 
Wyoming, Florida, Alabama and Ne-
vada; Division No. 9, commanded by 
Rear Admiral Thomas S. Rogers, 
battleships Utah, flagship; Oklahoma 
and Arizona.

CARE OF FIGHTERS 
If the public has an idea that the 

coming of peace has eliminated ex-
penses of the Government and that 
there no longer exists the necessity 
to save and economize and lend mon-
ey to the Government by investing 
in War Savings Stamps, then the 
public is mistaken, it is pointed out 
by the G-overnmeht in an official 
statement.

'the Government to show just a tiny 
part of the expense it must bear in 
lust taking care of American soldiers: 

The cost of bread alone for the 
army for one month amounts to $5,-
646,000. 

Subsistence for the army for just 
five days costs $7,528,000. 

Bacon alone for one month amounts 
to 38,410,000. 

Clothing, including blankets, adds 
$712,540,910 to the list. This does 
not include the cost of shoes, which 
comes to $127,140,260, 

These are just a few of the items, 
all of them absolutely necessary for 
the soldiers, which have to come out 
of that $50,000,600 a day. 

The Government must have the 
money to take care of these men. 
They gave up everything to go to 
France to fight and risk their lives 
to gain peiee. They have Won peace. 
Are the people of Texas going to let 
these soldiers go hungry, cold and 
without clothing now? 

That War Savings Stamp Pledge 
Is a binding, obligation. Every un-
paid War Savings Pledge, bearing 
the signed agreement of the pledger, 
is held for collection by a designated 
agent of the United States Treasur; 
Department. 

All necessary steps to bring about 
the liquidation of these pledges  
be taken, but in addition to paying 
their pledges, the Government point;

Of the world total required to pro-
duce these results North America will 
furnish mote than 60 per cent The 
United States, including the West In-
dies, will be in a position to furnish 
a total of about 20,000,000 tons—
against our pre-war exports of about 
6,000,000 tons. 

The bread grains situation allows 
the world to abandon the use of sub-
stitutes in wheat bread. Large sup-
plies have accumulated in the Argen-
tine, Australia and other hitherto in-
accessible markets.

Famine Specter Still Stalks. 
The people of the United States 

must continue care and wise economy 
in the use of food in order to complete 
the work of liberating the world.

000,000 people to whom food cannot 
be made accessible this winter.

Millions 
more who have felt keenly the oppres-
sion of war will be beyond reach of as-
sistance.

The Red Cross answers that ques-
tion with its convalescent hoMes. It 
has six of these in operation. A suit-
able place Is found—sometimes do-
nated—and management and equip-
ment are provided by the Red Cross, 
while the Army has furnished disci-
pline and a never-failing supply of con-
valescents. 

These homes mean that men who 
are scarcely hospital subjects, yet who 
can by no means go back to their du-
ties, have a place that does what 
"home" does for the French or Eng-
lish soldier, what "home" does for 
any one, in fact, when the doctor gets 
through. 

You know. He says: "You're all 
right now. It's only a matter of nurs-
ing and food." 

But you know he's only looking at 
the works he's tinkered, and that the 
soul within you is grousing as it never 
did when the body was down and out 
It wants something, and It doesn't 
know what it is. But if it doesn't get 
it pretty quick the, works are going to 
get gummed again. You know your 
mother could find out what that dog-
gone thing is right away and hand It 
to you on a plate. But General Per-
shing won't let you go to her. • * • 
And the War Department won't let her 
come to you 

Then you're taken to a Red Cross 
convalescent home--and there is the 
very thing you wanted I But you 
couldn't describe it even then to save 
your life. 

It is a bit of coddling, and pretty 
surroundings, and women's faces, and 
light laughter and time to play and all 
that sort of thing. It is forgetting the 
crash of war and remembering that 
there are pleasant, soft voices. It's 
even such things as gaily-flowered sofa 
pillows to jam into n corner and make 
a nice lolling place while you read 
and smoke and talk. It's slippers in-
stead of trench boots, or day-dreams 
in place of the nightmare of killing. 

Besides such incidental benefits as 
the improvement in figure and health 
that we've reaped from our meatless, 
wheatless days, think of the fun we've 
had out of them—the new crop of 
jokes, jibes, topical songs and car-
toons to replace the mother-in-law 
joke and the boost to our reputation 
for ready humor! 

• 
Peace Brings Us New Mouths to Feed 

With the return of peace America is 
confronted by a food problem even 
harder of solution than that with 
which we coped in time of war. We 
have an entirely new world situation 
in food. It will mean essential changes 
in our domestic program. But more 
important than this, it must of neces-
sity require increased export. 

Last year we shipped 11,820,000 tons 
of foodstuffs to the European Allies. 
Had the war continued we would have 
increased this enormous figure to 17,-
550,000 tons in the present year. Now, 
with the responsibility of feeding mil-
ions of people liberated from the Ger-
man yoke, our exports must be brought 
up to at least 20,000,000 tons—prac-
tically the limit of loading capacity at 
our ports. 

World Food Demand Increased. 
The end of the war will create an 

enormously increased demand for food. 
Humanity demands that the starving 
millions freed from Prussian oppres-
sion shall have sufficient supplies to 
assure their return to health and pros-
perity. If these liberated nations are 
faced with starvation they cannot es-
tablish orderly governments. Hunger 
breeds anarchy in a people. The war 
to free the world for democracy will 
be lost after it has been won. Amer-
ica must continue its work to libera-
tion and by sharing its food make de-
mocracy safe in the world. 

In order to meet this new situation 
the Food Administratiou has made a 
careful survey of the food resources of 
the whole world in relation to the to-
tal demands. Computing supplies on 
the basis of the avoidance of waste 
and war consumption, it is found that 
wheat and rye may he obtained in suf-
ficient quantities to meet economical 
world consumption; high protein feed 
for dairy animals will show a shortage 
of about 3,000,000 tons, while there 
will be sufficient supplies of other; 
feeds to allow economical consump-
tion; beans, peas and rice will also be 
found in sufficient quantities to main-
tain economy in consumption; there 
are sufficient supplies of beef to keep 
pace with the capacity of refrigerating 
space.

City marshal, Dave Chadwick, 're-
ports the arrival of time clocks for 
Checking the nightwatchman. There 
are six of them and each clock, must 
be punched by the night man during 
every hour.

To the voluntary service and sacri-
fide of the American people must 
be attributed the continued health, 
strength and morale of the allied ar-
mies and the people behind the lines 
who have been bearing the• brunt of 
our war. 

Upon this same spirit of service and 
sacrifice will depend Europe's fate in 
the months to come. In the past year 
we have carried out an export pro-
gram the magnitude of which is al-
most beyond comprehension. But with 
the new demands which have come 
from the nations liberated from Ger-
man oppression our exports must be 
almost doubled. We must ship to Eu-
rope every ton of food that can be 
pushed through our ports. 

Before the war this country sent 
about 6,000,000 tons of food to Europe 
each year. In the past crop year we 
sent 11,820,000 tons. 'As a war pro-
gram we had obligated ourselves to 
export 17,500,000 tons in the present 
year. Now that we‘are called upon to 
keep starvation from the liberated na-
tions this figure must be increased to 
a minimum of at least 20,000,000 tons. 
Kept Up a Living Ration. 

Without our help it would have 
been absolutely impossible last year 
for the allies to maintain a living ra-
tion. Since our entry into the war we 
have been contributing largely to the 
support of one hundred 'and twenty 
million people whose normal food sup-
plies have been cut off, whose produc-
tion has fallen almost to the vanishing 
point, whose fields have been devas-
tated by Germany. The food exported 
from the United States in the past 
year has been sufficient to supply the 
complete ration of twenty-two million 
people. 

It is hard to grasp the magniture 
and significance of the assistance 
which has been lent the allies by the 
Patriotic, voluntary service of the 
American people. The food we sent 
abroad last year would have been uf-
ficient to feed one-fifth of our popula-
tion. And this was done in spite of 
tae fact that we entered the year with 
shoril crops. Our surplus was prac-
tically nothing. An overwhelmin-4 
proportion of the food that left this 
country last year,was saved out of the 
normal home consumption of our own 
people. 
Overcame Great Obstacles. 

In spite of difficulties met in in-
ternal transportation and shortage of 
ocean tonnage, our food exports last 
year amounted to a figure that a few 
years ago would have been unbeliev-
able. Even the most optimistic ele-
ment of our population faced with 
anxious consternation the prospect 
which opened before us with the te-
ginning of the 1917 harvest year. 

We entered the past crop year with 
a wheat supply which gave us only 
20,000,000 bushels available for ex-
port. When the crop year ended we 
had sent 141,000,000 bushels of wheat 
to Europe. The American people had 
saved out of their normal consump-
tion 121,000,000 bushels. 

A survey of export figures shows 
that the conservation of flour brought 
about by the wheatless meals, wheat-
less days, substitution in our kitchens 
and bakeries, enabled us to send to 
our armies and the allies 33,000,000 
barrels of white flour-r—wheat figured 
as flour. Had we exported only our 
visible surplus, we would have been 
able to ship less than 4,500,000 barrels. 
Answer to Rhondda—Wheat. 

Before Deceniber 1 our surplus has 
gone overseas and an additional 36,-
000,000 bushels had been taken from 
the stock reserved for home consump-
tion and added to the surplus already 
shipped to the allies. It seemed hard-
ly possible that we could bring our 
total exports above 100,000,000 bushels 
by July 1. But, in January the late. 
Lord Rhondda, then British Food Con-
troller, cabled that unless we could 
send an additional 75,000,000 bushels 
he could not take responsibility for 
assuring his people that they would be 
fed. The. American people responded 
by sending 85,000,000 bushels of wheat, 
saved front their home consumption 
between the first of the year and the 
advent of the new crop. 

By October 10, 1918, we had already 
shipped 65,960,305 bushels since July 
1. Absolutely the only limitation upon 
our wheat exports since the latest har-
vest has been the scarcity of ocean 
tonnage. 

When figures began to show defi-
nitely that the people of the United 
States were actually reducing their 
consumption of foods needed abroad, 
the Food Administration was told that ! 
it was comparatively easy to bring 
about conservation of staple neces-
sities, but that it would be far more 
difficult to accomplish an actual de-
crease in the use of luxuries. The 
doubters took sugar as an example, 
and declared that it would be practi-
cally impossible to bring our consump-
tion 

 
of sugar down to a point that 

would meet only the food needs of the

Mr. Mur- ' 
ray had received a letter from his 
son dated Nov. 5, six nays before 
the signing of the armistice, stating 
that he had been wounded in the 
right shoulder, but expected to be 
at the front again in a\  few days.

Lieutenant Murraywas born in 
this town. He had attended school 
at Bingham and was a senior in the 
University of Texas when war was 
declared.

DECEMBER 1, 1918 
AGAIN IN FULL CONFIDENCE I call upon the American people to set 

aside Sunday, December 1, and the week following, for the consideration of 
America's opportunity for renewed service and sacrifice. 

LAST SUMMER, when the military situation was acute, we assured the 
Inter-Allied Food Conference in London that, whatever the war-food program 
of the Allies required, we were prepared to meet; that the Conference need 
not consider whether or not we had the supplies, we were prepared to find 
them; we pledged ourselves by the voluntary economy of our people to have 
the reserves in food to supply all necessities. The ending of the war does not 
release us from the pledge. The same populations must be fed, and until 
another season has passed they can not feed themselves. 

THE CHANGE in the foreign situation necessarily alters the details of 
our food program, because the freeing of the seas from the submarine menace 
renders accessible the wheat supplies of India, Australia and the Argentine. 
The total food demand upon the United States is not diminished, however; on 
the contrary, it is increased. 

IN ADDITION to the supplying of those to whom we are already pledged, 
we now have the splendid opportunity and obligation of meeting the needs 
of those millions of people in the hitherto occupied territories who are facing 
actual starvation. The people of Belgium, Northern France, Serbia, Roumania, 
Montenegro, Poland, Russia and Armenia rely upon America for immediate aid. 
We must also participate in the preservation of the newly liberated nations in 
Austria; nor can we ignore the effect on the future world developments of a 
famine condition among those other people whom we have recently released 
from bur enemies. 

ALL THESE considerations mean that upwards of two hundred million 
people, in addition to those we are already pledged to serve, are now looking 
to us in their misery and famine. Our appeal today is, therefore, larger 
than the former appeal to the "war conscience" of our people. The new ap-
peal is to the "world conscience" which must be the guiding inspiration of 
our future program. 

THE PRESIDENT of the United States has asked me to take charge, for 
this government, of this work; to perfect and enlarge the arrangements for 
foodstuffs to the population of Belgium and France now being released, and 
to organize and determine the needs of provision to the liberated people or 
Southern Europe, to prevent such debacle as has taken place in Russia. 

THE DETERMINING factor for the success of such an enlarged appeal 
will be the vivid consciousness in every individual in each community of ob-
ligation and opportunity. It is that common recognition of obligation that 
we now wish to create. Such an intelligent "world conscience" in the Ameri-
can people must be the main dependence of the stricken countries of the world 
until normal conditions are once more restored. 

AMERICA by her participation in the war has accomplished her objec-
tives of self-defense and of vindicating the efficiency of a government in 
which the people, and the people only, are sovereign. She has established 
the foundations of government by the people throughout the enemy countries, 
and this is the real bulwark of world peace. We have yet to build on these 
foundations. No government or nation can stand if its people are starving. 
We must do our part if the world be not consumed in a flame of anarchy. 

THE AMERICAN people, in this most critical period of their history, have 
the opportunity to demonstrate not only their ability to assist in establishing 
peace on earth, but also their consecration by self-denial to the cause of suf- 
fering humanity. 	 HERBERT HOOVER.

THE DOLLAR'S 

WORTH conservation allowed the Food Admin-
istration to build up a reserve, and to 
tide over the period of scarcity until 
the new crops of Louisiana cane and 
beet sugar were ready for distribution. 

The records of the Food Administra-
tion show that in July, August, Sep-
tember and October 995,000 tons were 
distributed. Normal consumption for 
that period is 1,600,000 tons. This 
shows a definite concrete saving of 
over 500,000 tons. These figures apply 
to sugar consumed on the table, in 
the kitchen and in the various indus-
tries, and show conclusively that in 
the homes and public eating places of 
America, where 70 per cent of all our 
sugar is consumed, the sugar con-
sumption has been reduced by more 
than one-third. 

In the four-month period beginning 
with July this country normally uses 
400,000 tons of sugar per month. Last 
•TlaiY 260,000 tons entered into distribu-
tion. In August only 225,000 tons were 
distributed. In September the figures 
showed only 279.000 tons and then fell 
to 230,000 tons in October. 
Meat Eaters Cut Ration. 

The contribution made by the meat 
producers of this country to the war 
program is of particular significance, 
is it demonstrates the hearty co-op-
'ration accorded,  the Food Administra-
tion by the meat producers of -the 
;wintry. 

According to reports of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture, there was an in-
crease in cattle of 10,238,000 head 
Ind 12,441,000 hogs, these figures com-
piled to January ;Oast. In the same 
period there was a decrease of 819,000 
lead of sheep, but indications are this 
decrease will show an increase follow-

, ng the latest reports. 
Since January 1 unofficial informa-

:ion indicates an increase in hogs of 
aot less than 8 per cent, and not more 
than 15 per cent, compared with one 
year ago, with an increase in average 
weight. 
Increase Hog Production. 

Following the request of the Food 
Administration for' increase in hog 
production for the fall of 1918 and the 
spring of 1919 the increase may yield 
riot less than 1,600,000,000 pounds 
more of pork products than were avail-
Ole last year. Without this increase 
Phe shipping program arranged by Mr. 
Hoover regarding animal food prod-
ucts would have been impossible. 

The dressed hog products during the 
three months ending September 30, 
1917, amounted to 903,172,00Q pounds, 
while for the same months of 1918 the 
production was 1,277,589,000 pounds, 
an increase of over 374,000,000 pounds 
for the quarter. 

During the same period in 1917 in-
spected slaughter records of dressed 
beef showed 1,263,000,000 pounds as 
against 1,454,000,000 pounds for the 
three month period ending September 
1, this year. 

"FATS AND STILL MORE FATS" 

IS SAVING PLAN OF THE FOOD 

ADMINISTRATORS AND PUBLIC 

Fats of all kinds and all descriptions 
take the limelight in the conservation 
of foodstuffs under the direction of 
the U. S. Food Administration. Prior 
to his return to Texas Mr. Peden was 
told by Mr. Hoover that "butter and 
condensed milk are also two of our 
greatest world needs now." 

Winter, and especially the bleak 
winters of mountainous and central 
Europe, makes great inroads upon the 
supply of world fats to keep the bodies 
of human beings in health. Europe 
now has a dearth of fats—just as she 
has a dearth of all foodstuffs. Chilly 
and cold daysmay only be discounted 
by the body fuel of fats, and the goal 
of the Food Administration is to send 
Sufficient fats abroad so that there 
will be a minimum of deaths from a 
lack of it. 

With this especially in mind, and 
with a view to securing the minutest 
control of all fats and oils which enter 
into human diet, the president's proc-
lamatiop of November 2 ,extends the 
power of the Food Administration over 
all persons, firms, corporations and 
associations not already so licensed, 
engaged in the business of importing, 
manufacturing or distributing:
