 SELEGTION BOARD!

1. There has been another
emergency draft made by the
Government, pending the an-
nouncement of the second large
national draft. . Texas will be
called upon to furnish 7817 men
under this emergency draft,
4330 whites and 3487 negroes.
As in the case of the latest
emergency draft (the one of
the latter part of last month)
all of the men called for in this
county must be fuarnished, no
credits due the county will be
allowed, but the number of
men drafted will be credited
against the next gross quota
for the county. The movement
of the white men will extend

over three days, beginning Ap-
ril 26th, and the movement of
the negroes will consume two
days, beginning April 29th. The
number of negroes called for
will exhaust the remainder due
on the first national draft and
will include an additional num-
ber which will be credited on
the next gross quotas of the
several States. :

This county had no negroes
due to be drafted in its first
quota, and thus far has only
one subject to draft under the
next quota. Whether or not
orders will be received to draft
this negro. The same being
*Corn Murray Galloway, in the
movement this month remains
to be seen.

2. The number of white men
this county will be called on to
supply at this time has not
been learned. Orders are ex-
pected any day that will give
this information and the par-
ticular day of the three in ques-
tion such draftees are to be en-
trained. This Board will place
on the bulletin board this infor-
mation as soon as possible, and
also give the names of the reg-
istrants who will be called to
the colors in this draft.

3. In filling any given in-
stallment of a quota a Local
Board is authorized to entrain
as many as two additional men.
This regulation applies as well
to single movements like the
one on the 30th ultimo and the
one on the 26th instant or
thereabouts, Hence, any regis-
trant not summoned by this|
Board for the latter movement
who would like to be drafted at
this time should call at this of-
fice without delay.

4. A late circular letter re-
ceived from the Adjutant Gen-
eral’s Department ® at Austin
contains the following para-
graph:

GRAIN GAINED BY GERMANY

Germany has now
access to Ukraine,
the granary of Eu-
rope. She has not
acquired eomplete
control of Ukraine,
nor can she count
on a 1918 crop, be-
cause of famine and
disorder in that
land; but in 1919,

L. Bradford, District
Administrator for the First Dis-
trict, recently unearthed 100,000
bushels of wheat in three coun-
ties of the Dallas district which
farmers were holding. When it
was explained to these farmers

Ukraine complmes
one-sixth of European
Russia in area, but
contains 32 per cent of
all farm lands.

WAR DEBT WARRING
NATIONS $111°700,000,000.

Washington, April 7.—Three and a
half years of war have caused an
increase of $111,700,000,000 in the
public debt of the twelve leading -
warring nations, according to tabu-
lations made by the Federal Reserve
Board.

Of this sum $72,400,000,000 repre-
gents the debt increase of the allied
nations and $39,300,000,000 more of
the central nations. The United
States debt incurred since the coun-
try entered the war is given as
$6,650.000,000, the standing Jan. 31.

THE DROUTH
RELIEF BiL

Be it enacted by the Legislature of
the State of Texas:

Section 1. The counties of this
State shall have authority to ex-
pend their general funds for the pur-
pose of purchasing seed to be plant-
ed by residents of such counties
during the year 1918 and of supply-
ing feed for the work stock of the
residents of such counties who are
poor and unable to procure such
seed; provided, however, that not
more than sufficient seed for sixty
acres of land shall be furnished to
any one person or one household,
and not more feed shall be furnished
to any one person or household than
is sufficient for work stock to work
sixty acres of land.

Sec. 2. All persons entitled to
seed and feed for stock and wishing
to avail themselves of the benefit of
this act shall file with the county
clerk of the county where such ap-
plicant resides, on or beforz the first
day of September, 1918, as applica-
tion duly sworn to before some of-
ficer authorized to administer oaths.
Said application shall contain a true
statement of the number of acres
the applicant intends to plant; how
many bushels or pounds and the
kind and character of seed he will
require to seed said ground, and the
number and kind of work stock he
intends to work on such lands; said
application shall show that the ap-
plicant has not procured and is not
able to procure the necessary seed
and feed for the current year; that
he desires such seed and feed for no
other purpose than that specified in
this act, and that he will not sell or
store the same or asy part thereof,
but will use the same and the whole
thereof in planting and working the
crops on the lands specified in his
application. Said application shall
also set forth the location and own-
ership of lands which the applicant
expects to work. The application
shall also contain a true and full de-
scription of all the real and personal
property owned by the applicant and
all ineumbrances and liens thereon.
He shall also state what, if any-
thing, he owes, and to whom, and
the amount thereof, and said appli-
cant shall further state the lenght
of time he has resided in said county
and the postoffice address of his
former residence. All applications
filed under the provisions of this
act shall be consecutively numbered,
and shall be open to public inspec-
tion; and no applicatios shall be con-
sidered by the board of county com-
missioners except such as have been
made and filed in the manner pre-
scribed in this section. All appli-
cations shall be on forms prescribed
and fursished the counties operating
hereunder by the Governor of Texas.

Sec. 3. Any person making a
false statement in such sworn appli-
cation shall be guilty of false swear-
ing, and shall be punisned as pre-
scribed for that offense in the Penal
Code of this State. Any person ob-
taining aid by any false statement
in such application, or in aid thereof,
shall be deemed guilty of swindling.

Sec. 4. The county commissioners
court of each county operating under
the provisions of this act shall ex-
amine and pass upon all such appli-
cations, and may require such ad-
ditional proof of any of the facts
stated therein as may be necessary
to make them cognizant of the real
facts. If they approve an applica-
tion, they shall direct the issuance

|of such grain and feed to the appli-

cant as they may deem sufficient
and consistent with the necessities
of other applicants and the ability
of the county to respond to the
valid demands made upon it under
this act; they may direct the is-
suance of additional seed and addi-
tional feed stuff to any applicant,
from time to time when they deem
it necessary and consistent with the
conditions that confront them.

Sec. 5. The county clerk of each
county shall, as soon as the county
commissioners shall have approved
an application, issue to such appli-
cant an order for the number of
bushels or pounds of each Kkind of
seed, and the amount and kind and
character of feed which has been al-
lowed such applicant unless other-
wise directed by the commissioners,
or by the county judge, acting for
them; provided, however, that such
order shall not be delivered to the
applicant until he shall have signed
a contrant in duplicate, tested by the
county clerk, to the effect that said
applicant for and in consideration of
the seed and feed furnished him,
which shall be described in such con-
tract, the applicant promises to pay
to said county the amount of the
costs of same, which shall be there-
in specified, together with ten per
cent attorney's fees if suit should
be brought on the same. The amount
of such indebtedness shall become
due and payable on the 1st day of
December, A. D. 1918, together with
five per cent interest per annum
from the date of such contract. The
contract shall be on forms prescribed
by the Attorney General.

See. 6. On the delivery of such
contract to the county clerk, he shall
file the duplicate thereof as chattel
morteages are filed, and the county
shall thereby acquire a just and valid

same to the county; but he shall not
be entitled to any additional compen-
sation therefor. If the amount due
is not paid the collector, then he
shall deliver the contract to the
county attorney, who shall bring suit
thereon, and for foreclosure of all
liens and shall receive for his ser-
vices the lection is made; provided
that the county may make use of
the garnishment, attachment or se-
questration proceedings; provided
however, that the commissioners
court shall have authority to extend
the time of payment on any amoust
due under the contract, upon such
terms as may be agreed upon, pro-
vided approved security is furnished;
any renewal of the contract shall be
a lien against the contractor’s crops
whereever planted, is the same man-
ner as in the first instance, but a
copy of the renewed contract must
be filed as in the first instance.
Sec. 8. Any person or persons
who shall, contrary to the provisions
of this act, sell, transfer, take or
carry away, or in any manner dis-
pose of the seed or feed, or any part
thereof, furnished wunder this act,
or shall use or dispose of same or
any part thereof fo any other pur-
pose than those stated in his appli-
cation except under the direction of

the commissioners court, <hall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor,
and upon conviction shall pay a

fine not less thas fifty dollars, no
more than two hundred dollars, or by
imprisonment in the county jail for
any time not more htan 90 days, or
by both such fine and imprisonment.

Sec. 9. The county commissioners
of every county operating under
this act shall advertise their purpose
to distibute feed and seed hereunder
for ten days in some newspaper pub-
lished in the county prior to the
date when they shall begin such dis-
tribution, or if no newspaper is pub-
lished, then by notice posted at thef}
usual place in the courthouse. Said
advertisement or notice shall contain
a provision that no distribution will
be made after the first day of Sep-
tember, A. D. 1918.

See. 10. If more seed and feed is
applied for than can be supplied by
the commissioners under the pro-
visions of this act, then, as near as
may be, considering all the facts and
circumstances, a pro rata distribu-
tion shall be made by them among
those who shall have been found en-
titled to the benefits of this act, tak-
ine into consideration the acreage
and necessities of each applicant.
The commissioners shall have the
right to refuse any application which
they may deem improper to grant,
and may revise their adjustmest on
applications at any time before dis-
tribution.

Sec. 11. With the funds provided
under this act, it shall be the duty
of the commissiosers to- purchase
such seed and feed at the lowest
price at whish the same can be ob-
tained, to store and care for the
same until called for, and to fursish
the same to applicants at the actual
cost thereof, which shall include
transportation. storage. insurance,
handling, and any other necessary
charges, if any; provided, that is the
purchase of planting seed and f.eed
herein provided for, the commission-
ers court may first make application
to the Bureau of Markets of the
Texas Department of Agriculture
for assistance in the purchase of
these commodities, and that all the
facilities of said Department shall
be at the servire of different coun-
ties which are making use of.t’ﬂe
funds provided for by the provisions
of this act, to the end that said com-
modities may be purchased at the
smallest possible cost.

Sec. 12. In case a county does
not have the actusl funds in hapd
