Sir—The troops under my command, took up
the line of march, yesterday morning, to scour
out the Wacohouta and adjacent hammocks, and
not wishing to be encumbered with baggage, 1
despatched baggage wagons, to take the direct
route for Wetumpka, via Micanopy: on arriving
at the Kanopaha prairie, Iimmediately took
Captain McLemore’s and Captain Lancaster’s
companies, and pursued on the trail, and on ar-
rival at Benj. Warien’s found his house in flames,
passing on we found thata body of Indians, fifty
or sixty in number, had attacked and captured
our baggage as it passed over the Prarie, and set
the wagon on fire. The officer in. command of
the baggage train, with several of the escort had
retired to Miccanopy, and have not been able to
ascertain correctly, what loss has been sustained:
two sergeants and four men have returned into
Camp unhurt, and one sergeant and one private
belonging to Capt. M’Lemore’s Company, mor-
tally wounded, still lingering at this fort. I am
not able to make a correct return, as I am un-
advised of the numbers who have escaped to
Miccanopy, but will make a maore full return as
soon as possible. By this unfortunate affair, all
our papers, such as orders, reports, &c., and all
;)ur ammunition, surgical instruments, &ec. are
ost.
Gen. Call with his reinforcement, is expected
here to-day, and as I am assured that the whole
body of Indians are in the Wacahoute and adja-
cent hammocks; the sign is great, and from  the
force seen in different parties, we are assured they
are all here, I think it advisable that you send
all the regalar force, to co-operate with us im-
mediately.

Head Quarters, (near Fort Crum,)
12 o’clock at night, 17th Deéc. 1835. }

Sir—Intelligence has arrived in Camp, that
about thirty indians made an attack upon Mr.
Simmons’ house, on the Palatka road, about 8
miles from Micanopy, and 20 from the Camp.
They rushed on the house with furious yells and
heavy firing; but Simmons and J. Carr, and two
others, who happened to be there, barred up the
house and defended themselves until day light,
when the Indians took adrove of fat hogs out
of the pens and drove them off. Immediately
Captains Summerall’s and Gibbon’s companies
were despatched offat 20 minutes notice (with
Carr to show the trail) and with orders to pur-
sue and destroy the Indians wherever found.
We marched on for Wacahouta in the morn-
ing, where it is reported that a general show of
Indiang is seen. Further I have not time to say.

An intelligent gentleman of Alachua in a let-

Stand back, and
if you are indeed as deserving as you think your-
self, others will only esteem you more highly
for being left to make the discoveries themselves.
By mixing with an honest emulation a due pro-
portion of modesty, you will at least reach as
high a place as your merits entitle you to, and
you will not run the danger of being borne down
by a torrent of disgust.
Stand back a little, T would whisper torunlt
in services are candidates. Stand back,—your
time will come by and by—a defference to age 1s
a most becoming feature in the character of
the young—stand back, it is better to wait till
you are solicited to accept, than begin when
you will be obliged to solicit for posts either of
honor or profit. Besides, very few pertectly
honest officers for a livehood, are found to be
among the * fat kind.”’
Stand back a little, I would say to such as I
often see engaging in wild projects and exten-
sive speculations, before they had great experi-
ence and sound judgment matured by time and
and opportunity. ‘This matter of getting richin
a day is not the easy. thing some sanguine peo-
ple imagine—and itis far better to go along with
the world in the old beaten track, gatheringsix-
pences, than to hazard aflight on wings which
we know not how to manage rightly—-and
which when best managed as often retard as speed
the journey of prosperous life.
Stand back a little, I wouldalso say to such
tradesmen and mechanics, as to try to put their
neighbors off the course, by underbidding and
low shuffling; the people will find you out, by
and by, it you push forward in this way, and ten
to one but in the end you will come off with
your breeches in the gutter; stand back—rest
upon your merit—if that won’t support you,
nothing else will.
In fine—it would be well for us all to stand
back a little—there would be less crowding and
justling one another—and we should all go on
more safely, easily, and happily.
